"I f  only I had those years t '  
live over. Xight after night I’ve 
paced the floor with tl»e words 
‘G 'd , Who's that,’ echoing in my 
ears.

“ My son was 13 the Sunday the 
police came as I was leaving with 
my bowling bag. I waited impa­

tiently while he told me my son 
hud been caught breaking a win­
dow the night before.

The years 
went by—to end up in a court 
room.

“ When I think of the wasted 
years of having fun’ instead of 
meeting God at His appointed 
place, I am sick with shame.

Washington — Last year our 

government published a m a p  
showing the countries of the wvrld 
most heavily engaged in noicotic 
traffic.

The map showed that various 
states in the Middle East and the 
Orient were the principal sources 
of illegal drugs but strange'y 
enough Communist China was not1 
mentioned. Over many, many 
years it has been no secret that 
mainland China was one oi the 
greatest drug producers in the 
world. When officials or this Ad­
ministration were questioned on 
the subject, they replied that Red 
China decided to stop pushing 
heroin back 10 or 12 years ago. 
Supposedly it is not exporting any 
at this time.

This does match up with exten­
sive investigation by recognized 
experts who have carefully looked 
Info tihe matter.

For the past year and a half or 
so, our government has been mak­
ing a big to-do about cracking 
down on drug traffic and has fo­
cused attention on those nations 
which have been reported to be 
the big suppliers. We have even 
subsidized Turkish farmers to 
take out of cultivation the puppy 
plant from which the raw drug 
is made. We supposedly have an 
elaborate setup with the French 
government to clamp down on il­
licit narcotic plants in France 
which are a source of the finish­
ed drug for shipment to the Unit­
ed States.

There is little doubt that Tur­
key and Iran, with the coopera­
tion o f the drug refineries in 
France, have been a problem for 
us in trying to control drug traf­
fic into this country but. the iact 
remains that according to what 
appear to be reliable accounts. 
Communist China is the largest

supplier of hard addictive drugs 
in the world today.

hi years past, the subject has 
l>een brought to the official no­
tice of the United Nations by the 
American government. Former U.
■S. Narcotic Commissioner, Harry 
Ansdinger, has written extensively 
on Red China's “ cultivation, man­
ufacture. export, distribution and 
sale of opium, morphine and her­
oin" as a means of raising money 
and snaring recruits for revo­
lutionary purposes. The writer, 
Sunton Evans, recently called at­
tention to Mr. Anslinger's bock en­
titled! “ The Murderers," publish­
ed in 1961. In the book the author 
cites chapter and verse on nar­
co! ics smuggled into the U. S. in 
all sorts of ways from the China 
mainland.

The Communists use crews of 
merchant ships, passengers and 
crews of aircraft, as well as their 
own couriers and agents for smug­
gling narcotics into this country. 
Mr. Anslingt-r. recognized authori- 
ty on this subject, says that over 
the years the Ijos Angeles area 
alone probably received more 
than 40 per cent of the smuggled 
contraband from China’s heroin 
and morphine plants.

Another authority, Professor 
Possony of the Hoover Institution, 
notes a disclosure of a high offi­
cial in the Egyptian government 
that Chou En-Lai related to the 
then Egyptian President Nasser 
that the "Communists planted the 
best kind of opium for the Ameri­
can soldiers in Vietnam.”

This opinion and calculation is 
supported by District Attorney 

i John Steinberg of Philadelphia, 
who conducted a thorough study of 
drug problems in Vietnam. Attor­
ney Steinberg noted that heroin 
was sold in Vietnam at prices far 
lower than the market rate, indi­
cating a more sinister purpose 
than just the profit motive. It 
was, of course, for the demorali­
zation of cur troops and in some 
p'.rcei in South Vietnam and Cam­
bodia it has had that effect. These 
findings indicate the scheme re­
portedly revealed by Chou En-Lai.

Another authorative source, Dr. 
Robert Baird, asserts that Peking 
is planning a major narcotic of­
fensive against America proper. 
Dr. Baird alleges that our nation 
is being misled that Turkey, Iran 
ana' other sources produce 55 to 
60 per cent of the world’s hard 
drugs. He says this is simply not 
the ease insofar as the supply 
reaching the United States is con­
cerned, and, oontrarily, the source 
is Communist China.

Other researchers on the ques­
tion have revealed in some detail 
their investigations into the nar­
cotic trade from Red China into 
Hong Kong and thence into the 
U. S. The experts are able to 
analyze the method o f refining 
drugs and identify their source. 
They are positive in their conclu­
sion that toy far the greatest a- 
mour.t of hard drugs seized com- 
lng through Hong Kong and ana­
lyzed are obviously from Red Chi­
na. They can even identify the 
particular area, down to the state- 
run farms in China in their iden­
tification.

Regardless of improved rela­
tions with Red China, if these are 
real facts, and they appear to be, 
we are face to face with a situa­
tion with Red China that simply 
staggers the imagination.

Since we are now on speaking 
terms with Peking, it would seem 
far better to demand a stop to the 
filthy drug traffic than to talk 
about cultural changes.
