NATION'S FORESTS
BEING DEPLETED

Great Eastern Centers of Pro-
duction Near Exhaustion,

U S. FﬂRESTER URGES ACTION

High Prices of Lumber Not Wholly
Due to Increased Costs of Produc.
tion—Mills of the South Have Not
More Than 10 to 15 Years' Supply
of Virgin Lumber—Enlarged Pro-
gram of Public Acquisition of For
ests Urged.

The rate of depletion of the forests
of this country is more than twice,
probably three times, what Is actualiy
belng produced by growth in a form
serviceable for products other than
firewood Consequently, high prices of
lumber are not wholly due to in-
creased costs of production. An impor-
tant factor is the ever-retreating
sources of timber supply. Already the
supplies of all the great eastern cen-
ters of produetion are approaching ex-
hanstion, with the exception of the
South, and even there most of the
mills have not over 10 to 15 years'
supply of virgin timber, Already the
southern pine is being withdrawn from
many points as a competitive factor
and its place taken by western tim-
bers. This inevitably results in added
freight charges, which the
must pay.

Want Enlarged Program.

These facts are ealled to publie at-
tention in the annual report of the for-
ester of the United States department
of agriculture, recently  published.
Their presentation is accompanied by
a plea that the nation adopt an en-
larged program of public acquisition
of forests by the government, the
states and municipalities, and protec-
tion and perpetuation of forest
growths on all privately owned lands
which may not better be used for agri-
culture and settlement,

In the early years of the present

| century it looked as though the man-

agement of forests as permanent, pro-
ductive properties might be voluntarily
undertaken by private owners on a
large scale, but since then the situa-
tion has materially changed, The need
for the adoption of an enlarged pro-
gram of acquisition, the United States
department of agriculture points out,
has become inereasingly urgent,

Must Join Hands.

More than 20 years ago the division
of forestry, as it was then called, offer-
ed to give advice and assistance to
private timber owners who might wish
to consider applying forest manage
ment to their properties. By the mid-
dle of 1005 requests had been received
for the examination of private hold-
ings, large and small, compriging in
all 10,900,000 acres of land. Many of
these requests were from large lumber
companies and other owners of exten-
elve timber tracts. On the strength of
the showing made by the preliminary
examinations, a number of these large
owners entered Into co-operative agree-
ments for the preparation of work-
ing plans.

But private forest interests failed to
follow up the beginning, and the gov-
ernment and the states, in the opinion
of the department of agriculture, must
join hands to work out a program that
will correlate public and private ef-
forts looking to the protection and
proper administration of forests. The
function of the federal government,
in addition to handling the national
forests, it is suggested, would be to
stimulate, guide and co-ordinate state
action and conduct necessary investi-
gations regarding the best methods of
forestry, to assist the states in the
classification of land, and to harmonize
action between the different states.
The states would also handle publie
property owned by them and they
would have a further direct respon-

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“BLOND ESKIMO” ORIGIN
TRAGED TO EXPLORERS

Not More Than Dozen of Them
in Victoria Land, Says J.
R. Crawford.,

Atavism explains the discovery of
“blond Eskimos” in Victoria Land in
the arctle, reported by Vilhjalmar
Stefansson, In the opinlon of James R,
Crawford, a member of the second
Stefansson expedition, who has come
out of the north for the first time in ’
15 years. 5

The blond natives are “throw-backs” |
of early white explorers, Crawford bhe- |
lleves. He expressed surprise that the

. exlstence of an entire tribe of blonds

was generally belleved. He was with
Stefansson when the blonds were dls-
covered,

“In Victorla Land,” Crawford sald,
“there are probably three tribes or vil-
Iages, comprising several hundred na-
tives, In which these light Eskimos are
found. But there are fewer than a
dozen of the blonds, so far as we were
able to learn, In the entire land. They
had gray eyes, light eyebrows, reddish
brown halr, and thelr skins are slight-
ly lighter than that of thelr brothers,
although not noticeably so.

“The natives made It known that
they had never seen white men hefore,
and probably they had not,” Crawford
said.  “But their ancestors did see
white men, probably looking for a new
land, who never llved to get back to
civilization,

“There was one little girl who pos-
sessed the most pronounced markings
of blondness, the daughter of two
dusky natives whose halr was black
and who had black, beady eyes., The
parents knew of no reason for the red-
dish hair and gray eyes of their off-

spring.”
Crawford, who was married shortly
after he had returned to civilization

on the steam whaler Herman, which
had plcked him up on a floe near Vie-
toria Land, Intends to take his bride
north with him when the ice breaks in
the spring.

T0 TAKE UP NEW STUDIES

Report of Rockefeller Foundation Says
Further Study and Investigation Is
Necessary—Cure of an Individual
Found Simple Task, but to Prevent
Reinfection From Larvae in Soil Is
Difficult—Fight on Fifteen Years
Failure to eradicate completely hook-

worm disease frow any one area during

15 years of scientific struggle against

that scourge by its own and other
health agencies is acknowledged in
the Rockefeller foundation’s annual
report,

Intensive scientifie study of certain -

control factors, notably the viability
of the worms in various kinds of soil
and other mediums and the possibility
of muking certain the existence of oth-
er forms of transmission than those ak
ready well understood, are suggested
as offering hope of attaining more com-
plete results. It is probable that such
studies soon will be wydertaken,

“Nothing could be simpler in theory
than the rfew measures necessary for
the control of hookworm infection,™
the report says. “The eycle of the
worm from the moment the egg is de-
posited on the ground until it has
reached the small intestine of its hu-
man host and developed to its adult
stage is well understood, as are also
the details of its life story and envi-
ronment ; and there are at least two
drugs which are most potent in free-
ing the human systein of the parasites.,
It should therefore be rélatively sim-
ple to locate and to cure those who
have the disease, to prevent others
from contracting it, and thus to bring
about, within limited areas at least,
its complete eradication,

Although the problem of complete
eradication is simple when stated on
paper, it is not so in practice. The
board has been engaged in work
against hookworm disease since 1910,
similar work was undertaken in Porto
Rico in 1904, and the attack on the
disease in the mines of Belgium, Hol-
land and Germany began as early as
1002, yet it is impossible to point to

after sanitary conditions have
Thus, Kofoid has re-
cently reported that in the soil of Cali-
fornia the larvae remained alive for 12
months, and It is probable that in
more tropical climates they persist for
even longer periods.”

Part of the report is devoted to de-
seribing infection and sanitary sur-
veys undertaken in various countries
and recounting the difliculties of pre-
venting the most serious source of in-
fection—soil pollution. The providing
of adequate latrines is set forth as the
best method of bringing about this re-
sult.

“Some data from Arkansas and
Texas brought together by means of
the laboratory car Metchnikoff, during
the treatment of infected soldiers in
the southern states, suggests that there
is a possibility of the infection belng
transmitted by dust. This subject is
worthy of further study. The role
played by insects, particularly flies, In
transmitting the infection also re-
mains to be thoroughly Investigated,”
the chapter concludes.

HOT COFFEE FOR MINERS

Home Demonstration Agent In Arizona
Solves Problem.

“Can you suggest some feasible

way of supplying the men who are

working in our mines with hot coffee

at least once during their working
hours?’ the head of the welfare de-

partment of a large mining company,
located in Cochise county, Arizona,
asked the home demonstration agent
of that county.

He desired an arrangement where-
by the men could be supplied at the
shafts of the mines with a hot drink to
supplement their cold lunches. The
home demonstration agent visited
eight shafts with the foreman of the
mines to observe conditions., Before

FRANCE ASTI

Heroic Efforts Being Made to
Recoup Fortunes.

MAKNG STEADY PROGRESS

Rehabilitation 1Is Observable in Re-
vival of Old Industries, the Estab-
lishment of New Qnes and the In.
troduction of Modern Equipment—
Return to Normal Basis of Vast
Flocks and Herds of Animals De-
pleted by the War,

Gradual transformation of the bat-
tle-swept regions of northern France
back to thelr normal conditions is be-
ing evervwhere noted by the Assocl-
ated correspondent, who, with
speclal facilities extended by the gov-
ernment, is making a tour through the

troduction of modern equipment, and
it is even noticeable in the return of
vast flocks and herds of domestic an-
imals, by the war,
the normal basis required for the do-
mestic needs of this region,

depleted

Small Farmers Try to Recoup.

When war swept over the ten de-
partments along the battle front, do-
mestic animals disappeared, most of
the stock being taken as food for the
armies, while the birds and fowls fled
from the concussion of the great guns,
Now, with the gradual return to pre-
war conditions, the thrifty French
peasant and small farmer is making
heroic efforts to recoup his fortune
and to rehabilitate his ‘and.

Domestic animals are being greatly
treasured for their food value, and
are cared for by their owners with
the same solicitude shown toward
their children. Poultry and rabbits
are kept in warm quarters and fed
regularly, even though it Is necessary
now and then for the people them-
selves to go without a square meal.

New impetus also is glven to the
breeding of small domestic animals in
order to replenish the restricted sup-
ply.

Cattle Are Not Plentiful.

Because of the fact that pastures
were for the most part destroyed by
shell fire and gas, it has been found
very difficult to get forage for cows,
and therefore cattle are scarce at
present.

In the fleld of Industry the notice-
able development among the French is
the inclination to modernize plants
destroyed by the ravages of the war.
Naturally slow to make changes and
suspicious of new things, Frenchmen
are beginning to step forward. They
are installing electric power, applying
the latest ideas In mechanies, reor-
ganizing their enterprises and build-
ing a firm foundation in preparation
for the developments they believe the
future will bring forth.

Enver Pasha, a Pro-German, Has Ac
cepted Kurdish Throne,
Enver Pasha,

former Turkish min-

jster of war, has been crowned king of |

Kurdistan, the Turkish region lying
between Mesopotamia  and  Persia.
Kurdistan is an extensive region with
{ll-defined borders., Its population in-
cludes 2,000,000 people, most of whom
are Mohammedans,

Enver Pasha was minister of war
in the Turkish cahinet from January,
1914, to October, 1018, He was leader
of the Young Turks, an ardent pro-
German and an enthusiastic pupil of
the German general von der Goltz,
After the signing of the armistice
Enver fled from Constantinople to Ber-
Iin in disguise, He was arrested on
request of the Turkish government,
but escaped. Though a sentence of
death rests over him for acts commit-
ted during the war, he i1s a king and
probably will escape punishment.
