VALUE OF LIVE STOCK 
ON TEXAS FARMS
Texas Ranks Second 

Live Stock on 
Farms.

ID

Dallas, Tex.—The total value of the 
U v« stock, including poultry and beos, 
w  the farms of Texas, according to the 
emtsus bureau, was $589,321,953, on 
January 1. 1920, compared with $318,• 
846,509 in 1910, says the Texas Indus 
trial Congress.

The total value of all live stock In 
the United States has increased 62.4 
per cent since the census of 1910.

Iowa ranks first In live stock values 
Texas second and Illinois third.

Iowa, Illinois, Kansas and Texas, re­
spectively, lead all other states in ths 
value of horses on the farms, the total 
tor Texas being $84,102,951. In the 
value of its mules, Texas is first, the 
toUI being $113,202,384; and Georgia 
aecond, with a valuation of $77,986,- 
306. Texas burros and asses have a 
value of $878,518, Missouri and Kan­
sas outranking the state In this item.

Texas, however, leads all the other 
states in the value of cattle with a 
total of $300,837,223, Iowa, Wisconsin, 
New York and Illinois following.

Texas is also first in the value ot 
aheep and goats, the totals being $81,- 
M1.662 and $9,735,723, respectively.

In swine, with a valutlon of $31,060,- 
789, the state is ninth, ranking below 
the north-central state of Iowa, 1111 
ools, Nebraska, Indiana, Missouri, Min- 
aesota, Ohio and South Dakota.

The states leading Texas in the

value of poultry are Iowa, Missouri, 
Ulinois, Ohio, Pennsylvania and In­
diana. Texas is seventh with a valua­
tion of $16,719,722.

In bees California Is first with a 
value of $1,469,447 and Texas second, 
$1,192,981.

Of the 436,000 farms in Texas, there 
are but 26,905 that report pure-bred 
live stock of any kind; 886 farms have 
1,793 pure-bred horses; 602 Percherotvs 
on 308 farms, leading; 12,587 farms 
have 113,107 pure-bred cattle; 6,006 
of these farms have 89,743 head of the 
beef-breeds, 70,000 Herefords on 3,930 
farms, predominating. There are 5,944 
Durhams on 926 farms, and 4,371 Short­
horns on 371 farms; 6,737 farms have 
23,364 pure-bred dairy cattle; 18,718 
Jerseys are reported on 5,601 farms, 
and 2,973 Holsteins on 942.

Seventeen thousand one hundred 
nineteen pure-bred sheep are listed on 
841 farms, and 101,740 pre-bred swine 
on 22,433 farms; 9,076 farms have 33,- 
327 Poland Chinas 6,210 farms report 
31,086 head of the breed, and 6,152 
farms show a total of 30,887 Duroc Jer­
seys.

The pure-bred horses on the farms 
on the state represent 0.2 per cent of 
the total number of horses reported 
from Texas; the pure-bred cattle 1.8 
per cent of all cattle; 0.7 per cent ol 
all sheep are pure-bred, and 4.6 pei 
cent of all the swine are pure-bred.
