! lim ited spel t between $25,000,000 and 
j s.'to.ttoo.ooo additional, making the t»>- 
| tal amount spent on routl improvement 
| in Texas in excess of $50,000,000. The 
Iilepartuient’s statement says:
I “ Of the $25,000,000 sjs'iit under th** 
direction of the highway department 
there was *2.485.854.!I2 State aid and 
*5,972.44»Mil Federal aid. making a to­
tal of $8.458(295.53 State and Federal 
aid—about 35 jkt cent of the total 
amount involved.

Up to January 1. 1921, there had 
Iss'ii only $4,105,000 State and Fedt'ral 
aid paid out: whereas up to January, 
1, 1922. there hits Ish*ii $12,023,300.39 
paid out, which leaves $13,391.859.35 
State and Federal aid available a little 
more than half of the original amount.

SHOULD EAT MORE CABBAGE
Diet Experta of Cornell's College 

Agriculture Recommend It aa 
Article of Agriculture.

Experts at Cornell's college of ag­
riculture at Ithaca, N. Y., urge a wid- 
er use of cabhuge, asserting that this 
succulent vegetable should be more 
generally Included In the diet. It is 
rich in Iron and other mineral salts 
and contains a small amount of 
growth-promoting substance. Cabbage 
Is eaten much more by the Spanish. 
French and Italian races than by 
Americans, largely because Americans 
do not know how to cook it, it-is con­
tended.

“Cabbage," says a statement from 
the college of agriculture “plunged in­
to boiling salted water, and cooked 
uncovered fur 20 minutes, no longer, 
will be a delicate light green color, 
tender and easily digested. Long cook­
ing, in a tightly-covered kettle, pro­
duces a dark, brownish mess in which 
chemical changes have taken place 
that make It almost Indigestible.

“Food specialists at Cornell suggest 
boiled cubbage served with lamb, mut­
ton or beef, escalloped cabbage with 
cheese sauce, fried cabbage with 
minced onion, cabbage cooked In milk 
and water, or baked with hamburg 
or frankfurters, lady cabbage, sweet 
or sour cabbage, or filled cabbages. 
Ueclpes for those dishes are found In 
most cook books.

“ For salads, cubbage gives an al­
most endless variety; with apple and 
onion, or with onion, celery or car- | 
away seed, with green peppers, to­
matoes, carrots, salmon, shrimp or v 
even pineapple shredded cabbage , 
makes an excellent combination. In , 
general, cabbage salads are best served 
with a boiled dressing."

Fear Extinction of Chamois.
Extinction of chamois In the moun­

tains of Savoy In Italy and Switzer­
land, la threatened. Just us the buffalo 
disappeared from the western Ameri­
can prairies, und animal lovers there 
are preparing to petition their govern­
ments, demanding the protection of 
the chamois. An Investigation of the 
Grenoble district showed that the war 
was responsible for the new devasta­
tion of the chamois. Before the war 
only a few mountaineers took out 
hunting licenses. In fact, compara­
tively few of them could bear the ex­
pense of buying a good rifle. After 
the armistice, however, thousands of 
veterans returning to the Savoy moun­
tains took with them rifles and good 
supplies of ammunition, which proved 
useful in combating the Increasing 
cost of living. So general has hunting 
now become in the mountains tbi t 
departmental officials say that unless 
these nimble animals are protected for 
at least two years they will become ex­
tinct inside of 20 years.

that of the last of the priestesses of 
the Hawaiian fire goddess Pele, whose 
traditional home was In the Kilauea 
volcano on the island Hawaii was 
found recently In a carefully prepared 
crypt not far front the smoking crater.

The tomb was found In the western 
sector of the main wall of the great 
outer crater of Kilauea, where once 
stood a great temple dedicated to 
Hllake, the sister of the goddess Pele.

Nothing now remains of this temple. 
The lost occasion upon which It ap­
peared In history was when It was 
visited hy the Princess Kapiolanl In 
1824, when the royal Hawaiian Chris­
tian Journeyed to the volcano for the 
purpose of uttering defiance to Pele. 
The Journey formed the motif of one 
of Alfred Lord Tennyson’s poems. Lo­
cal tradition says that the princess 
was met at the crater rim by a hag­
gard priestess—the last of her line 
—who came from her abode in the 
ruined temple near by and made one 
last attempt to overawe the princess 
and to appeal to her fear of the super­
natural.

The tomb, believed to be that of 
this priestess, was discovered immedi­
ately below the site of the temple.

HATCHET BEST FOR SICK HENS

Many Reaeona Enumerated Why Ail-

The most relluble and profitable 
method for curing sick poultry la the 
hatchet. At least that seems to have 
been the experience of a large number 
of commercial poultry raisers. They 
find that It does not pay to ep«fed much 
time or money In trying to bring a aick 
foi*! back to health. One reason la 
tbit It takes considerable time, during 
which the bird will not be laying, and 
another Is that a sick bird ia alwaya 
a mensi*a to the rest of the flack. How* 
ever. In spite of the efficiency of the 
hatchet as ■ rure. It 1« not good buti­
nes* to lie carries« Just because such

an efficient remedy Is at hand. Pre­
vention In moat cases is not difficult 
nor costly, and pays big dividends.

The poultry flock Is subject to a 
number of diseases, some of which 
spread rapidly and cause big losses. 
The birds may also be infested with 
various parasites, some of which lire 
oo the surface of the body and others 
In the various parts of the Interior. 
Much parasites, whether they are out» 
aide or Inside workers, are Injurious 
because they take a part of the 
nourishment which should be used to 
put on flesh or to produce eggs, and 
also because of Irritation and In­
flammation of the parts they, attack.

The contagious diseases caused by 
germs and the weakness and loss of , 
flesh caused by the larger parasites 
are the most important conditions 
which the poultryman must consider la 
order to keep his birds In health. These j  
germs and parasites can be kept down 
by suitable preventative measures, and

rhe aim of study of the diseases 
should he to leaiAi prevention rather 
than cure. Medicines may be given ad­
vantageously at times but as a rule, as 
has been suggested». It Is better to kill 
the sufferer. There Is another reason 
not yet mentioned that makes the kill­
ing of sick birds desirable. Birds that 
flrst »-ontract diseases are apt to be 
the weakest ones In the flock and 
should he culled out.

The more birds kept on a farm or 
plot of ground and the more they are 
crowded the greater the danger from 
contagion and parasites, and the more 
important rhe measures for excluding, 
eradicating, end preventing develop­
ment of the*« I'snses of disease.

The best way to do this Is to secure 
eggs from a flock that has shown no 
Indication of contagious disease for at 
least a yser. I f precautions are taken 
to keep the eggs absolutely clean end 
they are hatched In a thoroughly 
cleaned Incubator the young chicks will 
have a much better chance. They will 
■Iso grow up with a bettor chanoe of 
escaping disease If they are raised 
ts clean brooders and kept upon ground 
where poultry has not run for soao
«a » -  I

Sometimes these directions cannot ’ 
be followed explicitly. I f  all the avail­
able ground has been recently used for 
poultry, fowls should be taken from 
that part which Is to be used for the 
new flock, a good coating of freshly 
slacked lime applied to the surface, 
and a few days later it should be 
plowed. Then It should be cultivated 
three or four times with Intervals of 
a week, and Anally sowed to a small 
grain crop. In a few months the 
greater part of the germs will be de­
stroyed, but It Is better to leave the 
ground unoccupied by poultry until a 
winter has passed.

It Is more difficult to ratoe a now 
flock free from parasites if the eggs 
are hatched by hens, for hens msy 
carry lire and mites snd various para­
sites. For this reason It is a good 
Idea to select hens for brooding from 
a flock free from disease and pests.

To keep germs and parasites from 
developing to a great extent, poultry 
houses need to be cleaned frequently 
and the drinking fountains and feed 
troughs need a weekly washing with 
boiling water or other disinfectant. If 
any lice or mites are found on the 
birds or In their houses, the roosts end 
adjoining parts of the walls must be 
painted with commercial carboiineum 
or a mixture of 1 quart kerosene and

A Study in Stale Bread.
It Is suggested that bread can be 

kept fresh hy placing it in a fireless 
cooker immediately after It Is rnnoved 
frein the oven. This suggestion hat 
been made by Prof. J. R. Kats of Am­
sterdam, who has been trying to dis­
cover what tnekes bread grow stale. 
He has found that low temperature la 
the chief cause. Bread kept at 140 
degrees F. was quite fresh at the end 
of 48 hours; but when the tempera­
ture was reduced to 122 degrees tbs 
bread began to grow stole, Änd con­
tinued to Increase In staleness down 
to about three degrees below the 
freezing point.

the full depth of the spade, then break­
ing up each spadeful us he goes, using 
the edge of the spade or spading fork 
ft.r breaking the clods.

No matter how much work Is done 
on the surface a poor Job of spading 
cun never be remedied and. while 
the surface may he loose and mellow 
the underlying soil will he rough and 
«•loddy so that vegetables planted up­
on It will not do well. A good plow­
man turns over the furrows evenly 
mid of uniform depth. The same prin­
ciple holds In spading, and the spade­
fuls should be of uniform thickness 
and depth and every one be turned 
evenly.

The gardeners of England and 
Friu.<-e ure far ahead of our American 
gardeners in the matter of soil prep­
aration. and we could well learn a 
lesson from them. In preparing their 
land for planting they fork It over 
very curefully and mix with the soil 

1 considerable quantities of manure. 
This mixing, however, is so well done 
that the manure disappears In the 
soil and becomes an intimate part of 
It. There ure no slipshod methods 
in the work of these English and 
French gardeners and they are en­
abled to grow more on an acre than 

i some American gardeners grow on five 
acres. A little land well prepared, 
the Department of Agriculture be­
lieves. is better tlian a large area 

, Improperly fitted. Get the habit of 
doing things well, It pays In the long 
run.
