The Unit Rule

By Daniel F. Cohalan, Supreme Court Justice, State of New York.
Attention has been ealled to the two-thirds rule by which a
junta of bosses representing the worst forces of
machine politics are able tn exercise a véto power on the activi-
ties of the Democratic National Convention. 'Through that rule
a small elique of men can defeat public opin-
ion. They can wear down the majority of
the delegates and compel them in despair to
take the candidate of the bosses. However,
there is another device of bossism that must
be examined before the palm is given to this
as the chief evil. And that is the unit rule.
This is the means by which a great minority
of a delegation—any number short of one-
half—can be made effectively non-existent. It
is the weapon dearest to the heart of the boas
becauso through it that opposition which is
closest to him—which comes from his own
State—which knows his weaknesses and his
failings—can be silenced.
. There have been times in the New York
delegation, for instance, when forty of the
representative men of the party from the State, have been made
through the unit rule simply the tools of a party boss whom
they despised, and the assets of a system of control against which
their judgment revolted. Yet because the boss had a majority—
' it may be only of one vote in the delegation—he has A-lma
the right to vote the entire delegation and has been permit
to do so by the Convention.

ELECTRIC DEATH CHAIR
AT HUNTSVILLE COMPLETE

PPersons who expect to be legally exe-
cuted in Texas in the future will read
with inferest the report of the master
mechanic at  Huntsville penitentiary
who is in charge of installation of the
clectric  chamber and apparatus is
printed below :

“Entering the death house, one finds

lated and lighted. At the south end is
a neat wwy of nine cells, which will
hold the condemned, and which are
solidly constructed of brick and steel
bars, reinforced with  heavy copper
sereen wire, to prevent passing articles
thwough the bars to the inmates. The
| cofis are eight by ten feet long and ten
feet high, with a lavatory and toilet
[in each cell, a heavy rug covering the
floor, a small table and chair. An elec-
tric light with a reflector, is placed in
front of each cell, and each light is on
an independent switech so that the in-
| mate may have light all night if he so
| desires, without interfering with the

{ frosted globes, will be kept burning in
| front of the cells All night. The corri-
{dor is covered®yith rubber matting so

| ¢me of the features of the death
house is a large steel bookcase, which
will hold more than 500 volumes of
books, especially selected for the con-
demued. It is apparent that nothing
Las been left undone for the comfort
of the persons condemned.

“At the east end of the room is a
small, heavy, solid steel door, three
feet wide an dsix feet high. Through
this doorway one enters into the death
chamber, which is thirty-five feet long
and twelve feet wide, This room is bare
except for the electric chair, which
stands nt the » § @ center of the room,
and the electric switeh panel, which is
four feet from the chair. At the nerth
end is another door of the same ma-
terial and dimension as that mentioned
above. This door will be used to permit
the prison commissioners,  physicians,
spiritual advisor, relatives and freinds
of the person condemned, to enter and
witness the execution.

His ankles, wrists, biceps
(of his arms, waist and chest are then
fastened by a two and one-half-inch
strap. The electrode is then placed on
'his left leg, just below the knee, and a
heavy helmet is placed on his head,
covering his entire skull to the base.
The electrode, helmet and leglett are
made o1 heavy copner wire, and have a
fine sponge lining, which is saturated
with salt water just before being used.
Each appliance has one terminal con-
nection. The helmet is held in place by
a stont leather hood, attached to the
back of the chair, so as to hold the
head of the subject in a firm position.
When this has been done, the death
mask is placed over his face and the
signal given for the electrocution.

“The time required to prepare a con-
demned person, after h is seeated in
the chair, is ten seconds, when he will
be ready for the first current.

“The switch panel in the death cham-
ber has two levers. The executioner
stands immediately in front of it, and
at a signal from the electrician the first
sfitch is thrown, This is also known as
the “oil switch” which runs the current
up to 1,600 volts, and upon application
of the second switch, the voltage is in-
