Nazareth girls race

to fifth state C-

Nazareth senior Missy Brockman edged two Munday runners at the
finish line for 32nd place at the AA state cross country meet in
Georgetown Saturday, and her effort lifted the Swiftettes to their fifth
state title in as many years.

Brockman passed Munday’s Alicia Cook and Angie Offutt at the finish
line with a time of 14 minutes flat, giving Nazareth a team total of 83
points, two less than the second place finishers, Munday.

The fastest local runner was Dimmitt’s Renea Harman, who qualified
for state with a second place finish at region as freshman. She finished
12th overall with a time of 13:18 in the 3A race Saturday.

Harman'’s coach, Richard Wood, commented that she did very well for
a freshman this year and that he was pleased with her effort.

The harriers competed on a course at Southwestern State University
that was vastly changed from last year.

Runners were forced to run uphill for a quarter of a mile at the start of
the race, causing several of the runners to get off to a slow start.

The Swiftettes placed just two runners in the top 20. They were paced
by freshmen Darlene Heck, who ran the two mile race in 13:36, good for
a 15th place overall finish; and senior Rachel Huseman, who finished
20th with a time of 13:42.

Linda Birkenfeld’s 13:55 time was good for 29th place; Brockman
finished 32nd; Janay Johnson ran a time of 14:08 for 42nd place; Shana
Birkenfeld finished 47th with a time of 14:15; and Nikki Schulte rounded
out Nazareth runners with a time of 14:18, good for 49th place.

"Having Missy beat those two Munday girls at the finish line was a big
plus for us," said Nazareth Mentor Sandy Oliver Heiman. "Qur seniors
really did a good job for us. Rachel was consistent all year long."

"We had our highs and lows in the race, and I felt like our younger kids
really came through for us," she said.

"The competition was so tough this year. 17 points separated the top
five teams," Heiman said. "There are a lot more people becoming
involved in cross country—there’s a lot of new talent out there—like
Munday."

Harvest headed

Cotton harvest is getting under-
way around the county, and, weath-
er permitting, it should be in full
swing by the first of next week,
according to area gin operators.

Most of the cotton coming in
now has been chemically defoliat-
ed. Area gins should see the results
of the recent killing freeze starting
next Monday, gin operators said.

Clay Davis, of Flagg Farmers
Gin, said Flagg area cotton harvest
may not get fully underway until
Thanksgiving.

Much of the cotton in the Flagg
area was planted as late as June due
to stints of bad weather last spring,
according to Davis. Yields on cot-
ton already ginned in the Flagg area
appear to be good, Davis said.

Castro Co-op Gin Manager Ran-
dall Small said ginning has been
slow so far, but that, by next week,
they will probably be working all
day and most of the night.

Small said that most of the cot-
ton they have gotten so far has been
chemically defoliated.

According to Small, yields are
good. He said they had ginned
cotton from a field in Hale County
which had made over two bales to
the acre.

Small said they had seen some
fine quality cotton coming 1in.

Scott Rice, of Hart Producers
Co-op Gin, said cotton has been
coming in to them fairly steadily
for a week, but he expected things
to pick up even more by next week.

Rice said they were seeing good
quality cotton, and that some
patches in his area had made 2 - 2
1/4 bales to the acre.

Chamber votes to form
fund-search corporation

Directors of the Dimmitt Cham-
ber of Commerce voted last Thurs-
day to form a new corporation to
seeck grants from private founda-
tions.

Executive Director Delores Hel-
ler urged the action after attending
a statewide funding workshop,
where she learned that private
foundations last year awarded $56
billion in grants for such projects as
hospitals, medical research, public
libraries and historical preservation.

"There are hundreds of private
foundations looking for projects
that will qualify for their funding,"
Heller said. "The sources are al-
most limitless."

Most such private grants are for
quality - of - life improvement
projects.

Heller explained that the first
step toward applying for such
grants is to form a corporation
under IRS Code 501C (3) for the
purpose. The new corporation
should have a generic name and a
stated goal that would work for a
variety of applications and projects,
she said.

Chamber President Doug Pybus
appointed the executive committee
to draw up a proposed set of by-
laws, name, structure, etc., for the
new corporation and report back to
the board.

Pybus noted that the chamber’s
annual membership meeting will be

Dec. 10 and the annual banquet
will be held Jan. 21.

Banquet Committee Chairman
Garland Coleman reported that
Dale Van Hom of Raleigh, N.C.,
had been secured as the speaker
and that his committee had accept-
ed a bid from the Methodist Men to
serve a steak dinner.

Directors voted to rescind an
earlier decision to increase the size
of the board from 12 to 18 mem-
bers because of the state charter
cost that would be involved in re-
incorporating. In effect, the action
dispensed with the new "associate
board," whose six members have
been serving without voting power.

Pybus said the chamber had re-
ceived a request to support a Here-
ford effort to boycott the Amarillo
Globe-News and its advertisers, but
after discussion, the board took no
action on the request.

Pybus appointed Jim Killings-
worth, Roger Malone, Martha Jo
Hyman and Doug Pybus to serve
with him on the nominating com-
mittee and submit eight names for
four directors’ posts. Board mem-
bers whose terms are expiring are
Coleman, Dr. W. J. Hill, Marlos
May and Chuck Braafladt. The
election will be held by mail bal-
lots, and those elected will be an-
nounced at the annual meeting next
month.

Paxton Tire installs
computerized aligner

Paxton Tire and Service of Dim-
mitt has installed a Hunter En-
gineering computerized wheel alig-
ner. It’s the first system of its type
used in this area.

The system uses the latest in
microprocessor computer technolo-
gy. All alignment readings are dis-
played on a computer color screen.
The aligner automatically compares
vehicle specifications against the
actual condition of the vehicle, and
displays the difference on the
screen,

During vehicle adjustment, spe-
cial displays on the screen show the
operator exactly how much adjust-
ment is required to bring the ve-
hicle within specifications. It’s all
automatic. The system also produ-
ces, on command, a printout of
specific adjustments needed at each
wheel.

The new aligner also features
Hunter’'s "Total Alignment" con-
cept which relates all four wheels
to a common vehicle centerline.

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Social Security
in Castro County

Disabled people want to be re-
garded as nomal persons capable of
being productive and useful to their
families and to society. Most would
like to go back to work, but two
main concerns hold some of them
back. These are fear of failure and
losing their disability checks, and
fear of losing their Medicaid cover-
age.

Social Security has tried to meet
these two concerns by creating in-
centives for disabled people who
work.

One of the incentives that has
proven to be very effective for
people getting Social Security disa-
bility checks is the trial work per-
iod, which assures disabled persons
that they can continue receiving
disability checks for up to nine
months while testing their ability to
work. Those nine months need not
be in a row, but can be separated by
months or even years when the
person doesn’t work at all.

Generally, only months in which
an employee earns over $75 gross
wages count as trial work months.
For self-employed people, net earn-
ings over $75 a month or more than
15 hours with the business count.

After the trial work period, a
decision is made as to whether the
disabled person can perform sub-
stantial gainful work. If the person
can, benefits will end after a three
month adjustment period.

If you are an employee and your
monthly gross wages average over
$300, your work is generally consi-
dered substantial and gainful. Sub-
stantial means doing significant and
productive physical or mental
work. Gainful means work that is
done for pay or profit.

If you are self-employed, not
only your business income counts
as substantial and gainful, but also
the kind and value of your work,
including management of the busi-
ness.

After the trial period ends, the
workers have special protection for
at least 15 months. During this
period, they will receive benefits
for each month of disability in
which substantial gainful activity is
not performed. They must tell So-

cial Security about these months,.
but do not have to apply for bene-

fits.
If they engage in SGA after the
15-month period and later must

stop because of their condition,
generally they must apply again.
But, if within five years of being
off the disability rolls they again
become disabled, benefits can start
right away.

The Supplemental Security In-
come (SSI) program works differ-
ently. Once a person is on the rolls,
his or her level of earnings does not
affect the status of being blind and
disabled.

SSI payments are reduced in
proportion to increases in income,
including eamnings. However, an
individual’s disability status stops
when the person medically im-
proves or has been ineligible for
any SSI payments for 12 consecu-
tive months.

There are special incentives for
working disabled people whose SSI
cash payments stop because their
eamings have reached the limit.

Two of these incentives are pro-
vided under section 1619 of the
Social Security Act, introduced as a
demonstration project by the Social
Security Amendments of 1980.
Last October, President Ronald
Reagan signed the Employment
Opportunities for Disabled Ameri-
cans Act which makes the provi-
sions of section 1619 permanent.

Section 1619(a) allows special
SSI payments for disabled SSI reci-
pients who do substantial work and
(b) continues Medicaid coverage
for working disabled or blind
people who are no longer eligible
for SSI cash payments because
their earnings and other income are
too high.

Under the new law, trial work
periods and SGA determinations no
longer will be factors in determin-
ing 1619 eligibility for SSI.

When determining the amount of
eamings that count, the cost of
certain impairment-related services
and items like wheelchairs, proth-
eses, pacemakers, drugs and medi-

cations, and other items or aids a
disabled person needs in order to
work is deducted from total in-
come.
