A MINE CAVES IN THE WlLKES-
BARRE REGION,.

Ninety Miners Entombed, and itis Believed
Were Crushbd to Denth by the Roof Fali-
g lo-Wives and Mothers Wild With
Grief Matters in Mexivo,

Wikkesbarre, Pa., June 29. — While
winety miners were working in the
vein of the Win shaft at Pittston abou!
3 o'clock Sunday morning, the roof
waved in and it 15 belleved al of the
men perished. About forty of the im-
prisoned men were Fnglish-speaking
endners, the others foreignens,

More than two-thirds of the vietims
were marrfied men and leave famdMes.
Among them were Acting Mayor Lan-
gan, who was inside oum!monpm ol
the mine, and J. P. Lynout, a ward coun-
clkman.

About two weeks ago the surveyors
reported 0 General Superintendent
Law that the mine was “squeezing” and
that unless eteps were immediately tak-
en to timber a cave in or a fall might
be looked for. Superintendent Law
tost no time but at once put a number ot
men at work to brace the falling roof.
The “squeere” continued, however, and
Saturday the simation became alarm-
ing. In the afternoon a shight fall oc-
curred and the men who were at work
had to retreat before it. A consulta-
tion of mine officials was then held and
it was decided that herolc measures
would have to be resorted to to prevent
fieavy damage to the mine. Inside Su-
perintendent Langan gave instructions
that the most experienced miners
#hould be secured, and that the party
would go down in the mine at 7 A M.
Expert tmber men put in an appear-
ance at that bhour and were soon low-
ered into the workings. They made
their way to Red Ash Vefn, 1500 feet
down the slope. ‘The work of prop-
ing proceeded rapidly until 11 o'clock
Saturday night, when another fall oe-
curred. It made a Jow rumblingnoise
and the fiying coal and debris drove
the men btack. Then the “squeeze”
ceased again and the men thought it
was sufe to resume work.

They labored until 3 o'clock yesterday
whem, #o it is presumed, the roof fell
in without waming, making a tremean-
dous cresh. It is supposed, however, |
that the men were not all together, bu |
some near the siope, and these proba- '
biy tan up the incline when the fall |
ooccurred.  1If ¢he men received any
warning they bad time to run up the
wope, but not to any great distance.
falling rock and coal filled up the siope |
and the adjoining gangways, complete-
Iy shutting off all avenues of escape.

B was supposed that the men might
bave escaped bedng caught in the fall
and they were imprisoned behind ﬂu-i
debois, but the floding of the two bodles
disproves dhls,

Aust‘im, Tex., June 26 —The following
#5 the full text of (he platform adopted
by the State Democratic convention on
the 24th instaot:

1. The Domocracy of Texas in con-
vendion asscmbled reafirme e tradi-
tlonal priaciples, 'n favor of a sinict
construction of the Federal consiliu-
tion and the preservation of the ilghts
of the state and the liberties of the
people, the political equality of our oit-
lzems, freedom of consclence, the sepa-
ration of church and state and the free-
dom of the press as among the funda-
montal doctrines embodied in the dec-
favation of independence and the con-
stitution of the United Stales, and ak
all t\mes adhered to by the Democracy
of the undon.

2. We are opposed to all monopolies
and trusts and all class legislation and
demand equal rights to all and exclu-
sive privileges to none, and we msist
that ail of the great corporatiomns,
while protected in all rights, shou'd be
held subordinate to law and held sub-
Jeet to all legal resiaint and contral,

3. Wefavor a tariff for revenue only,
but {n a sufficlent amount supplementead
by other taxation to meet the expenses
of the government eccnvmically wd-
miulstered, 50 as 0 remdder ¥ unneces-
sary to increase the public debt ‘n any
manner whatever. And we believe that
(he present tariff Paw whiich lets into

M) Meges heavy duiles om manufac-
tured produots, thus subjecting our ag-
Moultural and pastoral classes to com-
petition with the world, while it enalles
the rieh mamufachurars by means of
comblnations and truais (o extort thels
own prices for thelr products from the
peaple, violates the Fedeml constitu-
tion as well as the fundamenial prine-
jles of the Democnatic party that (anff
duty should be levied and callvoied for
the purpose of revenue only.

no service for the government, or who
are in afluent colreumsiances, chould
not demand that the masses b» taxed
to increase their wealth, and a still
greater burden should not be lmposed
upon those who are so little able to
bear .

14. They are funther instructed to
vote as a unit ﬁp-mr aMl questions that
may be presended to dbe convention, as
well as upon the cnes ahove specifically
mentioned.

15. We belleve that any law which
permits the Presideat of the United
States to send troops o a State with-
out a request therefor by the leglslature
ox exccutive of tho State, when there
i1 no famurrestion against the govern-
ment of the Untted States mor resist-
ance o the enforcement of the national
laws, not only viclates a plain provis-
‘on of ¢he constitution, but it is dan-
gerous to the Mberties of Uhe people
and shoul be repoied.

16. We approve, lndorse and recom~
mend our present State administration

Lleut, Wilhelm Boeter less than fom

years ago was an ordinary meat-cat
ing, lager-beer drinking office. in the
kaiser's crack regiment oOf hussars,
says the New York Herald. A treatise

on the advantages of a “frultarian”
diet came into his hands and he was
completely won over. He was no com-
mon or garden vegetarian. =Such in-
dividuals may revel in rice, riot on
radishes and eat vegetables but the
lientenant would have none of them
This fin de siecle purist would have
nothing save nuts and some ripened
fruits, But nuts from over the seas
were hard to get and fruits that travel
long distances became soft. Hence, to
obtain them in a state of pristine pur-
ity and digestibility Herr Boeter re-
signed his commission and «tarted for
44¢ Jand where he could make a home
that met his special requirements. He
visited Egypt, Tonga Fiji, New Zea-
land, Australia, Java, Cevion and
India. But none of these entirely
commended itself. Finally he went 1o
Jamaica. He had inherited several
large estates in Germany and was pos
sessed of a fortune of some $2,000 600,
In December :ast he arrived in Ja-
maica accompanied by a salaried com-

panion—Herr Georg Pentzke, a retired
paymaster in the German army. “The
fruitarians” became generally known,

They wore clothes made of the lightest
possible silk fabrics and carried green
sunshades. One serious fault that the
lieutenant found with the Jamalcans
was that they dressed improperly. His
idea of fitness was but a trifle re-
moved from what Trilby described as
“the altogether.” 8o far as dlet was
concerned Herr Boeter was perfectly
satisfied with Jamaica. He ound a
continuous and abundant supply of
the lusclous fruit., His only tipple was
the milk of the cocoanut. He kept a
cutlass in his room, for the special
purpose of chopping off the husgs of
the nut. His habit was to take a qu:n
tity of oranges, star apples, bandnas,
ete., and, having removed the skins,
pound the fruit together in a mortar,
squeezing lime juice over the whole
and making what he said was a dish
fit for the gods. He took several cold-
water baths daily. Instead of soap he
used the lime fruit, He and his com-
panion made a tour of the island in a
covered van, in which they slept at
night., While camping among swamps
on the north side the lieutenant was
attacked by malarial fever, in the
height of which he plunged into a river
and then went for a long walk in the
sun. He became serfously ill and trav-
eled back to Kingston. He refused to
call a doctor, and when his landlady
went for one on her own responsi-
bility the lleutenant chucked (he
physic out of the window and persisted
in his diet of fruit and on the 2d day
of March last passed away in his sleep.

His effects were handed over to the
German consul, among them being two
drafts for £1,000 each and nearly £300
in gold. The deceased was 30 years
old, a cultured gentleman and could
converse fluently in seven languages.
He was buried with a cocoanut bough
on his coffin. A few days before his
death he had a serious quarrel with
his companion because he discovered
that Pentzke was in the habit of in-
