Washington. Nov. 7.—An explosion 
and fire at 5; 13 yesterday afternoon 
wrecked the supreme court rooms and 
the rooms immediately adjoining it on 
the main floor of the capitol.

The damage Is enormous. The en­
tire central eastern part of the great 
marble pile from the main floor to the 
subtnrruucan basement practically is n 
moss of ruins.

The force of the explosion was so 
heavy that the coping stones ou the 
outer walls Jusrt east of the point 
where the explosion occurred were 
bulged out nearly two inch«». windows 
in all that part of the building weTc 
blown out and locked doors weru 
forced from their hinges quite a hun­
dred and fifty feet from the scene 
of tt

Fire followed tho explosion so 
quickly as to seem practically simul­
taneous with it.

The explosion shook tho immense 
rtructure to its foundation and was 
heard several squares from the capi­
tol. It occurred in a small room 
tightly inclnped by heavy stone walls 
In the subterranean basement Imme­
diately below the main entrance to the | Both men have large families, 
old capitol building. In this room was 
a five hundred-light gas meter which 
was fed by a four-inch main.

Very little gas is used in that part 
of the building, but at the time of the 
explosion the gas had not beeen turn­
ed off at the meter.

Mrs. Alexander Sanger, who died tn 
Now York last Tuesday, were laid at 
rest In the family vault at the Jewish 
cemetery In this city yesterday after­
noon. The event will be long remem­
bered. It Is probably safe to say It will 
be many a year before another such 
funeral occurs in this olty. Everyone 
who had known Mrs. Sanger—and It 
seemed that this Included every class 
In the city, from the street laborer who 
had at some time received of her far- 
rcurhlug charity, to the merchant 
prince and the banker—was in attend­
ance.

The palatial residence at the corner 
of Ervay and Canton streets, which, 
for many days has been darkened and 
dmped with crepe, was thronged with 
friends whose eyes filled with tears as 
thny fell upon the caaket. The lawn 
was nocked. Men, women and chil­
dren stood upon the terrace and clung 
lo the Iron fences for support The 
streets were so blocked that even cars 
could not force their way through. 
Frcin the narrow sllt-llke windows, 
high up in the tower of St. Matthew’s 
cathedral across the way, many gazed 
down on the impressive scene below. It 
was an almost silent crowd. But few 
in the immediate vicinity of the resi­
dence spoke at all, and these only in 
subdued tones.

A floral canopy, designed to cover 
the grave, was conspicuous. It was 
three feet wide, six feet long and six 
{•»t high. It was made of white car­
nations, white roses and chrysanthe­
mums. The pillars w’ere draped with 
smllax. On top, at either end, were 
two white doves with wings outspread 
which seemed to be flying toward & 
crown of gold of gold In the center. A 
card attached bore iheinscrlptlon: 
“ With the heartfelt sympathy of the 
wholesale clerks, Sanger Bros., Dallas.

A broken column, six feet high and 
«seven inches in diameter, resting on n 
floral base, stood near. Fifteen hun­
dred white carnations were used In 
the construction of the column. The 
abaft was entwined with white roses, 
and draped with maiden-hair fern. The 
base was formed o f lo n g -a te iu m e d  
white roses, draped also with ferns. It 
was mounted on a black velvet base­
ment. It was from the employes in the 
retail department of Sanger Bros., Dal­
las.

From the employes In the establish­
ment at Waco came tha design, “ Gatos 
A jar/’ It was surmounted by a stax. 
The irches were filled with roses, car­
nations and chrysanthemums and the 
background was of ferns. The star 
was of white carnations. The base 
was of long-stemmed roses, carna­
tions and chrysanthemums. The en­
tire design was draped with maiden­
hair fern and attenulsimus.

Rabbi Kohut conducted the services. 
Ths funeral procession was of great 
length and hundreds preceded the fun­
eral to the cemetery.
