MATTERS OF INTEREST TO
AGRICULTURISTS.

Some Up-to-Dute Hints About Oul-
tivation of the Soll and Yields
Thereot—~Hortlculture, Viticulture and
Florlculture,

Varieties of Wheat.

The comparison of new and stand-
ard varleties of wheat by the Pennsyl-
vania State College Agricultural Ex-
periment Station has been continued
through the present season. The six
varieties giving the highest yield were.

Twenty-two varieties were tested,
the average yield being 22.02 bushels.
There was an average difference of 3.02
bushels between the smooth and beard-
ed varieties in favor of the smooth.
.About one-fourth of the grain was
winter killed, which accounts for the
small average yield, it being only about
two-thirds of our usual crop. The
average yield of straw was 2400
pounds and the average weight per
bushel 62.04 pounds. Turkish Red was
the poorest variety, yielding 15.37
bushels of grain and 1,690 pounds of
straw. The yleld of ten varieties that
have been tested for nine and ten years
show no tendency to run out except a
slight decrease in the yield of straw.

Smut of Corn.

To the Farmers’ Review: What
farmer does not know corn-smut, that
cankerous growth that appears in his
cornflelds every summer? But what
farmer calculates the damage this dis-
ease does? The discase is not ocon-
fined to the ears alone, but
lessens the yield of the whole plant
thus affected. This fungus does not
galn access to the plant in the same
manner as oat smut enters oats. The
gpores of corn-smut germinate in the
dew upon the plants and finds entrance
to the tissues of the part in a very
ghort time. Once within, they grow
with great rapidity and often produce
the smut bolls in three weeks from
the time they first enter. A few days
after these boils are produced they
break and give their seed-bodies or
spores to the wind, which carries them
ito new plants.

The number of tramps in France is
not proportionately so large as in this |
country, but it is large enough to at-
tract the attention of legislators.

If taken at this
time the chance of spreading the
'spores is prevented. The operation
may be done in the early part of the
season when the corn is being cult-

upon the cultivator to hold the growths
removed. After the crop is laid by a
boy by visiting the field once a week
or ten days may easily keep the disease
in hand. When eaten, the vitality of
the seed-bodies {s not destroyed. It
will therefore be well to have as little
smut in the falder as possible. And
this remark applies to stover and en-
silage. The manure Iin which the
spores fall seems to assist in their
germination and to carry infection to
the fleld. For this reason, also, have
as little go to the stalls and feeding
pens as possiblee. Common opinion
says that corn-smut produces abortion
An cows. Such, however, i{s not the
case, as has been proved by experi-
ment with a number of pregnant and
milking cows fed excessive doses of
the growths. The general health and
the milk yleld were constant and reg-
ular throughout the test. And if an-
imals could stand these excessive doses
it 18 hardly likely that the gquantities
obtained by cows In ordinary cases
oould be harmful. The smut contalns
no ergotine nor other poisonous alka-
loid, but resembles coarse fodders in
icomposition. The cattle treated ate it
readily and in preference to grain. It
seems safe, therefore, to conclude that |
cattle under ordinary conditions will
not suffer from eating this material.

American Meat In Scotland
The public health act of 1897 applie-
able to Scotland contains provisions
in regard to meat Inspection which are
more severe than the provisions of the
public health act of 1875 applicadble to
‘England. The Scottish law not only
glves the local sanitary officer full con-
trol over slaughterhouses, but also em-
powers Inspectors to enter premises
within the district of the local author-
Ity at any time, search any cart or ve-
hicle or any barrow, basket, bag, or
parcel, and examine any animal, alive
or dead, or article intended for hyman
food. If it appears to him w be/unfit
for human food, he may take It away
to have it dealt with by a justice. The
ce may condemn It and order It
destroyed, and Impose a penalty
i person to whom the condemned
article belonged or in whose possession

or on whose premises it was f
The department of sanitary and mar-
ket inspection In Edinburgh was con-
stituted on Its present basis, under the

The Locust Saw-Fly,

In this column we illustrate 2 locust
saw-fly, A report of the United States
entomological commission says: Eat-
ing the leaves of the black locust is
found a small, soft, green worm, two-
fifths of an inch long, with twenty
legs and a brownish head. It appears
in Washington, D. C., late in August
and remalins until October. It trans-
forms into a dark-brown oval cocoon,
and two or three weeks later issues as
a saw-fly nearly one-quarter of an inch
long, of a dirty-yellow color, with a
squarish black patch on the top of the
head. The sides and front of the
thorax are black, and there is a trans-
verse band on top of each abdominal
segment.

This saw-fly inserts its irregularly
semi-ellipsoid eggs In a crescent-
shaped cut made in the under surface
of the leaf by the saw. In a few days
the larva hatches. Professor Comstock

thinks there are two and possibly
three broods in a season, and that the
insect may hibernate both In the adult
and pupa stages. The head of the
worm is amber-colored rather than
brownish. The scientific name of this
fly is Nematus similaris.
Dip the Sheep.

There is but one effectual cure for
sheep scab and that is the use of an
efficient dip, says an exchange. If the
farmer will not go to the trouble of
dipping his sheep twice at an inter-

...... aay
put them on clean grounds where scab-
by sheep have never been in the in-
terval and after the second dipping,
that man had better sell his sheep and
quit the business. The scab can be
thoroughly cured in two weeks' time il
the owner will implicitly foliow direc-
.uona It cannot be cured in a year or
any other length of time if he will not
do it. Therefore, it is slmply a ques-
tion with a man who has scabby sheep
to dip or not. The man who keeps
scabby sheep willfully and after shear-
ing time should be regarded as a men-
ace to good farming in his neighbor-
hood, and the public sentiment should
compel him either to dip or ship his
flock to the slaughter and quit busi-
ness. There are some diseases for
which no cure can be suggested,

Animal Excreta.—The excreta, solid
and liquid, of a horse in a year, aver-
ages 20000 pounds of an ox, 36,000
pounds; of a cow, 30,000 pounds; of a
full grown hog, 6,000 pounds; of a
sheep, 1,200 pounds. A moderate value
of these manures is $2 per thousand
pounds for the horse, $1.26 for the
ox or cow, $2.25 for the hog, if grain
fed, and $3 for the sheep. Total an-
nual value: Horse, $40; ox, $45; cow,
$37.50; hog, $13.60; sheep, $3.60. Ot
course, all these estimates are sub-
ject to variations, owing to different
conditions, such as food, size of anl-
mals, etc.

The Clover Crop.—The August crop
circular of the Department of Agricul-
ture shows an exceedingly meager
clover crop for this year In especia’
marked contrast to last year's general
ly large production.

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THE ARAB HORSE.

Hle Has Fow Needs and GUreat Endurance
and Spirits.

An Aradb can not dispense with food
altogether, like the legendary camel of
travelers’ tales, but his needs are few,
and he will maintain his health and
spirits under conditions which other
horses would never be able to endure.
Indeed, not only can he put up with
hardships at a pinch, but he actually
deteriorates under the generous regi-
men whieh is considered necessary for
other horses. This has been proved
over and over again by purchasers who
have refused to believe the usual threa
feeds of corn to be supererogatory and
the morning hour of walking exercise
insufficient, There is probably no bee
ing so obstinately conservative as an
English coachman, and, even when he
finds an Arab grow utterly unmans
ageable, he is not to be convinced that
the simple cause is lack of exercise and
exuberance of feeding. The fact is, an
Arad is naturally so high-spirited and
so difficult to tire that even a single
feed of corn is excessive unless he is
being subjected to exceptionally hard
work. He will answer every require-
ment as a hunter if his diet be re-
stricted to hay or even to grass, and in
the summer time he is most satisfac-
tory IT he has the run of the paddock,
where he can ohose his own food and
exercise, So far, the quality of the
normal Arab in everyday life. What
a picked horse can do when put upon
,his mettle almost baffles bellef. An
‘officer, recently returned from the
Soudan, relates that after a ride of
800 miles his horse showed no signs
of work, though he had cast all his
shoes before accomplishing a quarter
0f the journey, though many of the
camels had died and the others had
suffered severely. Again, it was an
Arad of 14.2%, which carried ten
stone six pounds and won a ten-mile
race at Ferozepore in 25 minutes, a
feat of endurance probably unequaled
in equine annals. And Lord Roberts
can bear testimony to the powers of
‘the Arab which carried him through
all his campaigns during 25 years, and,
‘alone among the horses of history,
received official authority to wear the
Afghan medal with four clasps. Such
qualities are worth insisting upon at
the war office as a short cut to the so-
Iution of many problems of economy
and dispatch in the transport service,
—Saturday Review.

THE WAR HAS PROBABLY BEGUN

All Indications Render it Almost a Certainty
That Hostilities Have Commenced Ia
that Far-Away Land,

Cape Town, Oct. 13.—The reply of
the imperial government to the Trans-
vaal ultimatum is published here. It
was accompanied by instructions to
Mr. rGeene, British diplomatic agent
at Pretoria, to ask for his passports.
The reply was publicly read by a mag-
istrate at the evening parade of the
town guard here and evoked loyal and
enthusiastic demonstrations.

Cecil Rhodes has arrived at Kim-
berley.

A panic has broken out at Vryburg
Aand a hurried exodus has begun, owing
to British refugees from the Transvaal
declaring that a large force of Boers
was advancing on the town. The rumor
that Newcastle had been occupled by

the Boers is without confirmation.

Mr. Hofmeier and other prominent
members of the Afrikanderbund, have

issued a circular appealing for sub-
scriptions for the relief of the widows

and families of burghers killed in the
Transvaal,

The position of the Orange Free
‘State at the present juncture is pecu-
liar. While the Transvaal has vir-
tually declared war, technically Great
Britaln and the Free State are on
friendly terms.

It is alleged that the Free State Boers
have been endeavoring to induce the
Basutes to cross the Caledon river and

. «consent to a conference in the bellef

that they favor the Transvaal, but it
is understood that the Basutes ridicule
the ildea. At a late 1ffeeting of the
paramount chief of the tribe with the
resident commissioner of Mazru, the
chief was most pronounced in an-
nouncing the firm loyalty of the Ba-
sutes, and«although pleasant words
may have been exchanged, the author-
ities are confident that an alliance be-
tween the Boers and Basules Is im-
possible,

Kruger's Thanks.

London, Oct, 13.—As a pendant to his
«ispatch to America, President Kruger
has cabled the Transvaal FEuropean
agent as follows from Pretoria, under
date of Oct. 11:

“Please convey the heartfelt thanks
«©of the public government of the South
African republic to their friends in
England for the courageous way in
which they have defended the cause of
right. Whatever the outcome may be
the two republics will always grateful-
1y bear in mind the assistance and sup-
port shown them in these critical
«days.”

War Probably Begun.

London, Oct. 13.—Officlal oconflrma-
tion of the announcement that the Or-
ange Free State burghers have entered
Natal by way of Vanreenens Pass {8 at
hand. It leaves no fufther room for
«doubt that acts of war have already
been committed, and that the campaign
‘has begun.

News of an invasion on the northern
border is as also generally accepted as
reliable.

Fresident's Position.

Washingtom, Oct. 13.—The following
official statement was {ssued by the
state department:

“The president has recelved a large
number of petitions signed by many
citizens of distinction requesting him
to tender the mediation of the United
States to settle the differences existing
betwen the government of Great Brit-
ain and het Transvaal. He has recelv-
ed oher petitions on the same subject,
some of them desiring him to make
common cause with Great Britain to
redress the wrongs alleged to have
been suffered by the Ultlanders and es-
peclally by the Americans {in the
Transvaal and others wishing him to
assist the Boers against alleged aggres-
sion. It Is understood that the presi-
dent does not think it expedient to take
any action in any of these directions.
As to taking sides with either party to
the dispute, it is not to be thought of.
As to medlation, the president has re-
cefved no intimation from elther of the
countries Interested that mediatlon of
the United States would be accepted,
and in the absence of such intimation
from both parties, there {s nothing in
the rules of international usage to jus-
tify an offer of mediation in the pres-
ent circumstances. It is understood
that the president hopes and desires
that hostilitles may be avolded; that
if, unfortunately, they should come to
pass, the efforts of this government
will be directed—as they are at pres-
ent—to seeing that neither of our na-
tional interests, nor those of our efti-
zens shall suffer unnecessary injury.”

Reply to Ultimatum,

TLondon, Oct. 13.—Following 1s the
text of the British reply to the Boer
ultimatum:

Deed Done in Dallas Depot .,

Official advices received by the Texas
health department show that there
has been, up to last evening, fifty cases
of yellow fever in New Orleans this
season. Of this number twelve cases
were fatal.

Keatucky Day.

Dallas, Tex., Oct. 14.—The ex-Ken-
tuckians were very much in evidence
at the Texas State fair yesterday and
many sons and daughters of the Blue

Grass state took part in the pro-
gramiue,

Dr, John O. Scott of Sherman deliv-
ered an address on “The Orators of
Kentucky,” The address, which was
quite long, abounded in word pictures,
and was well ercelved,

Ex-Congressman W, C, P. Breckin-
ridge of lLexington, Ky., was the ora-
tor of the day. He was itroduced by
Col. P. B. Hunt of Dallas, who has
known him from boyhood.

During his speech, which was atten«
tively listened to and frequently ap-
plauded, Col, Breckinridge said, among
other things:

“l have come to talk to you of a
goodly land. I have come to ask you
to walk with me around the bulwarks
and to look at the towers and to ad-
mire the palaces erected by your an-
cestors and mine in that goodly land.
I have come to talk to you of Ken-
tucky and of what she has done and of
what she has worked out for God and
man in this goodly land, which, God
having delighted in us, he did give to
us and unto our children so that they
might tell it to the generations that
follow.

“I have not come to talk to you of
the Kentucky that is ordinarily spok-
en of. I have not come to talk to you
of the Kentucky of thoroughbred
horses. 1 have not come to talk to you
of the Kentucky of beautiful women
or brave men in the ordinary sense of
that word, nor of Bourbon whisky. If
I could, I would delight to make you
such a talk as did Pericles, ‘when he
came to deliver those famous, immor-
tal words over the dead of the Pelo-
ponesian war. He did not tell of their
deeds, he did not speak of the heroism
of those dead soldlers, he did not draw
pictures of those battles in which they
fought and bled. But he told of the
Athens of law and freedom.

“On the very year in which 1 was
born the United States was asked to
take Texas into the Union and we de-
clined. Eight years afterwards they
annexed Texas, We couldn’'t do it by
treaty. We hear a great deal of the
constitution. I love it and I believe in
it, because there isn't a line in it from
beginning to end that can't be made
instinet with the hope of progress, and
can’'t be used to justify the success of
liberty when we marched forward. Wae
annexed Texas by resolution. Think
of what fifty-five years have produced,
Who shall limit the future? Has the
arm of the Lord straightened?

sons diminished?
Are our children to stand before some
larger audience and speak of the tri-
umphes of their fathers instead of the
triumphs of themselves? We hear that
