September, and they remained
cn them uautil the next eyl
About the middle of April 1 mov-
od these bnulls north, sixty milea,
iuto Coke county, oa the Colora-
co river,where there are very few
t.cks, but wheun I got these bulls
on the Colorado river I had them
Cleaned of ticks thoroughly, and
{ think it would would huve been
easy to have gotten a quart of
t'cks off any of them. I think it

was about the 18th of April I
had them ticked. Now these
bulls had hud ticks oun them since
the preceeding September, and
we had not lost an animal with
fever up to that time, nor did we
ioae a bn!l a bull until about the
4th or 5th of July, when they com

menced to die with fever, and we
lost 2nd we lost a litt over GO per
cont of them, and everyomne of
them had fever with posaibly ome
or two exceptions. Now if ticks
canse fever, will some of these
ecientifie tick theorista explain

that T examined closely for ticks
and was un able to find a tick on
them, and cattle possibly had lots
of ticks on them sometime during
their lives, had been raised below
the quaranteen line, and regarded
as cattlo that would convey fevesp
Ly coming in contact with north-
ern cattle. And I will also state
that these cattle were fevered
from coming in contact with cattle
from or near Cotulls, Texas, and
1 was unable to see aLy ticks on
the cattle which fevered them.

I dou’t believe cattle south of
the quaranteen line, moved north
in December and vanuary, ever
fevered any cattle they were plac-
ed among, and left alone, or
ever will. Of course cattle some-
times die, and they cal! it Texas
fever, when a Texas cow has not
beon in fifty miles of them.
