the Dimmitt City Hall Monday 
evening at 6:30. The council 
approved a motion allowing City 
Manager, Don Sheffy to apply for a 
grant for a new tire truck. The 
grant is funded by the Amarillo 
Area Foundation. According to 
Sheffy "there will be 20-30 cities 
competing for $200,000 so our 
chances will be slim".

Producers will receive 
CRP payments this week 

In Texas, 4,042,603 acres were 
enrolled in the CRP program, 
resulting in $142,836,805 in rental 
payments on 23,829 contracts. 

Under the CRP, producers 
voluntarily retire environmentally 
sensitive crop land for 10 to 15 
years. In return, the Commodity 
Credit Corporation makes annual 
rental payments to producers and 
shares the cost of establishing 
approved conservation practices. 
Land to be enrolled must either be 
highly erodible, contribute to a 
serious water quality problem, 
provide important wildlife habitat, or 
provide substantial environmental 
benefits if devoted to certain specific 
conservation uses.

US Dept. of Agriculture's (USDA) 
Commodity Credit Corporation is 
issuing payments of more than $1.5 
billion this week to eligible 
producers under the Conservation 
Reserve Program (CRP). 

Castro County FSA Executive 
Director Trish Elliott said her office 
began issuing payments to producers 
with CRP cdntracts on Tuesday, and 
the money should be direct deposited 
into their accounts by the end of this 
week. 

In Castro County, 103,701 acres of 
land are enrolled in the CRP in 545 
rental contracts. A total of 
$3,905,393 will be paid to county 
producers through the program. 

Nationwide, the program will pay 
an average of $4,307 per farm and 
$45.63 per acre on more than 
539,747 contracts and 355,910 
farms.

Kindergarten pupils use computer 
programs as they learn to read 

Byrnes said the children enjoy 
working on the computers and they 
are gaining knowledge about the 
machines as they learn the basic 
fundamentals of their educa-
tion—reading, writing and arithme-
tic. 
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Reader Rabbit is helping kinder-
garten students at Richardson Ele-
mentary School in Dimmitt get a 
Jump Start on their education with 
the help of computer systems. 

Last October, Richardson Elemen-
tary School received a grant from 
then Gov. George W. Bush's "Stu-
dent Success Initiative Program." 
Bush's goal for the program was to 
teach all students to read on their 
grade level by the time they reach the 
third grade, and continue to read on 
grade level throughout their schooj 
careers. 

With the grant money, the school 
purchased 25 personal computers 
and installed five in each of the 
school's five kindergarten class-
rooms. 

The grant funded purchase of the 
computers and software, and paid for 
a week's training for the five kinder-
garten teachers at Richardson Ele-
mentary School.

"The kids aren't scared of the 
computers at all. It's been amazing 
how well they use the computers. 
They can log on and log off, select 
the software programs they want to 
work with and do a lot of other 
things," Byrnes said. "They all can 
use the mouse really well. We think 
the kids are really learning how to 
use the computer and they are learn-
ing to read at the same time." 

At the end of each year, teachers 
and school administrators evaluate 
the success of the program, then 
determine what improvements or 
changes can be made. 

After the 2000-01 school year, 
Byrnes said the program was proven 
to be successful. 

Norman, Karen Carter and Jackie 
Byrnes use a variety of educational 
software to help their students learn 
everything from reading and math to 
science and social studies. The stu-
dents also gain valuable computer 
training, too. 

Software used on the computers is 
designed to help with intensive read-
ing instruction for students. 

Teachers say that even with the 
best classroom environment, some 
students need more time and targeted 
instruction through an intervention 
program. The educational software 
used by Richardson Elementary 
School helps teachers provide that 
targeted instruction. 

"Each of the students in each class 
gets to work on the computers for 20 
minutes each day," said Byrnes. "We 
use a lot of learning programs for 
reading, math, science and social 
studies and it's been great. Jump 
Start and Reader Rabbit are two of 
the programs the teachers like the 
best."

Guilty plea 
entered in 
district court

The next step in the process of 

drafting a new farm bill is at hand. 
Members of the US House of Rep-

resentatives have started debating on 
the Food Security Act of 2001, also 
known as H.R. 2646. 

Almost two years in the making, 
H.R. 2646, is the culmination of a 
concerted effort by the House Ag 
Committee to craft a program that 
incorporates the best of past pro-
grams and the best of current farm 
policy. 

In doing so, Ak Committee Chair-
man Larry Combest and Ranking 
Minority Member Charles Stenholm 
hope to chart a safe and reliable 
course through the tricky waters of 
complying with international trade 
obligations, protecting a diverse US 
agricultural industry, and balance the 
importance of protecting US water, 
soil and air. 

The House legislation has garnered 
the support of producers and general 
farm organizations nationwide. In the 
bill, the House would re-establish a 
critical safety net for producers and 
also provide a strong financial corn-, 
mitment to extending the highly 
successful conservation programs 
offered through the US Dept. of 
Agriculture. 

A bevy of amendments, mostly 
aimed at furthering the interests of 
environmental and anti-farm pro-
gram organizations, are expected and

will cripple the carefully-crafted 
legislation's ability to provide a firm 
base of support for farmers and 
ranchers. 

One of the most serious potential 
roadblocks,  is an amendment that 
would shift as much as $1.9 billion 
from commodity programs to the 
conservation title of the bill in each 
of the 10 years that the bill is de-
signed to cover. 

Not content to accept the more 
than doubling of spending for con-
servation programs such as the 
wetlands, reserve program, wildlife 
habitat incentives program and oth-
ers, the Boehlert/Kind/Gilchrest 
Amendment seeks to siphon some 
$19 billion in funding that currently 
resides in the commodity title. 

The key point to be made against 
the amendment is that H.R. 2646 
increases funding for conservation 
programs by 75% over current bud-
get levels. 

The other interesting twist of the 
proposed amendment is that it directs 
USDA to not' reduce the support 
levels provided to so-called "small" 
farms or to decrease funding for 
programs involving the dairy, sugar, 
peanut or tobacco programs. 

In simple terms, it is aimed di-
rectly at taking $19 billion in much-
needed assistance away from cotton 
and grain farmers who have been 
reeling from the devastating financial 
effects of yield and market losses 
over the past three to four years.

World is full of worries

Why worry? 
In view of what took place in our 

'nation on Sept. 11, many people are 
worried. 

Many are worried about the possi-
: I bility of their son or daughter, who is 

in the military, having to go to war, 
▪ Others are worried, wondering if we 

go to war, will their child be drafted. 
Some, who are parents of young 
children, myself included, look 
around at the world we live in and 
simply worry about raising children 
in this age. 

It seems that everyone is worried 
about something or someone. Our 
world is full of worries and worriers. 

Knowing the above causes me to 
ask one question: "why worry?" 

Really and truly, how many times 
does our worrying about something 

. actually help? My worry has never 
helped me solve a problem or protect 
anyone from anything. I can't help 
but think of the mother in the stands 
on Friday night worrying that her son 
will get hurt playing football. Do you 
really think that mother will keep her 
son from a football injury because of 
her worry for him? You and I both 
know the answer to that question. 

We do not help matters at all by 
worrying. In fact, we often make 
matters worse for ourselves when we 
worry. Worry is the opposite of faith. 

Now faith is being sure of what we 
hope for and certain of what we do 
not see. (Heb. 1 I :1) 

Worry is a tool of the Devil and is 
a sign of weakness, because it shows 
a lack of faith and trust in God. 

Jesus, throughout his three-year 
ministry, taught on many subjects 
hnd as you've probably guessed, he 
had a few things to say about worry- 

. ing. 
Therefore, I tell you, do not worry 

about your life, what you will eat or 
drink; or about your body, what you 

• Will wear. Is not life more important 
• than food, and the body more impor-

'lam than clothes? Look at the birds 
of the air; they do not sow or reap or 
store away in barns, and yet your 
'heavenly Father feeds them. Are you 
not much more valuable than they? 

, Who of you by worrying can add a 
single hour to his life? (Mt. 6:25-27) 

t - Jesus plainly tells us that there is 
ho need lb.  worry about anything. He 
explain's to us that he takes care of 
the birds of the air and that he will 
certainly take care of each of us, 
because we are more important than 

Chapter 6, and notice the advice that 
Jesus gives. 

But seek first his kingdom and his 
righteousness, and all these things 
will be given to you as well. There-
fore, do not worry about tomorrow, 
for tomorrow will worry about itself. 
Each day has enough trouble of its 
own. (Matthew 6:33-34) 

Jesus basically tells us not to 
worry, but to seek first his kingdom 
and he will take care of us. 

Seeking first his kingdom means 
putting God's will first in our lives, 
.even above our own will and ways. 

When we are truly seeking first his 
kingdom, we have resolved our-
selves to the fact that we better do 
things the way God desires. The 
good news is that when we arc truly 
seeking first the kingdom of God, we 
don't have to worry about anything, 
because God will take care of our 
worries and us.

I understand that many people 
struggle with worrying. They know 
that they shouldn't and that there is 
really no need to, but they just can't 
seem to cure themselves of the prob-
lem of worrying. Let's look at a few 
pieces of Biblical advice that will 
help us all in our endeavor to over-
come worry. 

Do not be anxious about anything, 
but in everything, by prayer and 
petition, with thanksgiving, present 
your requests to God. (Philippians 
4:6) 

Paul simply encourages us to pray 
when we worry. 

Can you imagine how much stron-
ger we would be spiritually if we 
would just pray every time we find 
ourselves worrying about something 
or someone? Normally, what we 
worry about the very things that we 
have no control over, so the best 
answer would be to pray about that 
situation. If you can do something to 
physically change what it is that has 
you worried, then do it and stop 
worrying about it. We must realize 
that we can help the situation more 
by praying about it than we can by 
worrying about it. 

Peter gives us another piece of 
advice to aid our problem with 
worry. 

Cast all your anxiety on him be-
cause he cares for you. (I Peter 5:7) 

This one verse gives me a great 
deal of assurance, because it instructs 
me to give my worries to God, be- 
cause He cares about me. In other 
words, God loves us and wants to 
take away and handle our worries. 
Notice the verse says, "all your anxi-
ety." God is saying "you can lay 
every worry you have at my feet and 
I will take care of you." 

We've looked at the advice of Paul 
and Peter on the subject of worry, 
now let's look again at Matthew,

ACGA backs 'cattle 
title' in new farm bill

The American Corn Growers 
Association has endorsed an intiative 
by Ranchers-Cattlemen Legal Action 
Fund (R-CALF USA), the nation's 
grassroots cattle organization, for a 
comprehensive cattle section for the 
new farm bill. 

"We feel the R-CALF USA call 
for specific provisions in the new 
farm bill will help address many of 
the problems faced by the cattle 
industry," said Keith Dittrich, 
American Corn Growers Association 
President. "The corn industry and the 
cattle industry depend on each other. 
The largest single user of corn is the 
domestic beef industry, and we want 
this vital industry to be healthy." 

In addition to supporting the 
proposal, ACGA also called for a 
livestock title to the farm bill in its 
July 12 testimony to the Senate 
Agriculture Committee. The ACGA 
Family F.A.R.M. Act calls for the 
study of a target price system and 
livestock title by the livestock 
industry, with specific

Texas farmers and ranchers arc 
being urged to maintain a heightened 
awareness for unusual events around 
their farms and ranches in light of 
recent attacks in New York and 
Washington, D.C. 

"With federal officials voicing 
concerns about the potential for an-
other domestic attack, I am encour-
aging our agricultural producers 
along the border and statewide to 
mobilize and be on the lookout for 
unusual activity and strangers on 
their farms and ranches," Agriculture 
Commissioner Susan Combs said. 
"Texas is the largest cattle producing 
statein the nation, so we must con-
tinue to be vigilant about protecting 
our animal industry against the intro-
duction of foreign diseases." 

Texas has a Foreign Animal Dis-
ease Emergency Response Plan, 
which was initiated after the out-
break this year of foot-and-mouth 
disease in Great Britain, Combs said. 
The animal disease plan is part of the 
state's overall Emergency Manage-
ment Plan. 

"Early detection and containment 
,play a vital role in the state's animal 
disease response plan," the commis-
sioner °said. 

Suggested appropriate security 
measures include: 

1) Maintain a list of all emergency 
contacts and numbers anti post these 
throughout your operation. 

2) Review internal security and 
safety procedures and provide train-
ing to employees. 

3) Report to local authorities all 
suspicious activities, vehicles or 
persons. 

4) Report to local authorities all 
threats on personnel and facilities. 

5) Report to local authorities all 
thefts,• inventory shortages or miss-
ing products that could pose a public 
health or safety risk.

A recent US Commerce 
Dept. release shows that the poorest 
49 counties in the US are non-
metropolitan, with most being in 
very rural, agriculturally dependent 
counties. In addition, many of these 
low-income counties are in ranch 
country. This is a travesty."
