SWEDEN WILL FIGHT

. . . all three, the AUies, Rus­
sia and Germany, if necessary to 
maintain her neutrality, accord­
ing to Alexis B'enner-Gren, 
Swedish industrialist, pictured 
above as he arrived in Miami 
from Nassau.

‘NORDICS’ VS. NORDICS:
CONSPIRACY AND TREASON

Invasion of Norway by Nazi 
forces was effected by the high­
est type of conspiracy and trea­
son. according to special infor­
mation revealed by the Chicago 
Daily News. According to this 
source. Oslo and other important 
Norwegian seaports easily fell 
into the hands of the invaders 
because of a gigantic conspiracy 
that included bribery, extraordi­
nary infiltration, and treason on 
the part of a few important Nor­
wegian defense officials.

For eight years the Nazis have 
quarreled with nearly everyone, 
but they always stood up for the 
Nordic race, and for Nordic suprem­
acy. But the Danes and Norwe­
gians are much purer Nordics than 
the Nazis ever thought of being, and 
so are the eastern English, eastern 
Scotch, and eastern Irish. A strong 
Slavic admixture is evident m most 
of the Nazi leaders, and rank and 
file

And so, the theoretical "N ordics”  
went to work on the actual Nor­
dics, by land, and sea. and air. It 
was all \ - fusing. English
planes would attack German war­
ships in Norwegian ports, and Ger­
man planes would attack English 
warships off the Norwegian ports. 
The losses in ships, and planes, and 
men. as reported by both thorough­
ly dishonest sides, were stupendous. 
Every Norwegian coastal town, up 
and down a long expanse, became 
a miniature "fron t"—at Narvik, 
Bergen, Trondheim, Oslo, the capi­
tal, and at several points elsewhere. 
The little German garrisons, in the 
Norwegian port towns, held on by 
their backteeth, pro tern.

According to latest reports from 
Stockholm, King Haakon of Nor­
way was rallying his armed forces 
from a place of refuge in Norway's 
interior. A royal proclamation was 
issued calling upon the Norwegian 
people to "stand with me . . . and 
guard and fight for Norway's in­
dependence and freedom . . . The 
situation is such that I cannot tell 
you where myself, the crown prince, 
and the government are staying . . . 
God save Norway."

It appeared, currently, that Ger­
man ship losses exceeded those of 
the English, and that hundreds, if 
not thousands, of German soldiers 
had been drowned as their troop- 
transports were sent to the bottom.

N A M E S
in  the news . . .

Prime Minister Mackenzie King.
of Canada, left his "warlike" capi­
tal tor a snug vacation m our own 
state of Virginia.

Dr. Paul Ehrlich's name stood ex­
tra-high. This human benefactor's 
chemical cure of syphilis apparent­
ly reduced its time-treatment from 
many uncertain months to a flat five 
days, and this was reported to be 
true in 85 per cent of cases tested. 
Dr. John L. Rice, New York city’s 
health commissioner, seemed espe­
cially interested and called a great 
inter-state conference of public 
health specialists.

But neutral Swedish sources poured 
cold water on the redhot news of 
spectacular German losses. Win- i 
ston Churchill was subjected to con­
siderable panning, in England and 
elsewhere, for his alleged "usual" 
mishandling of the English fleet, in 
the face of German tactical success. 
His political future did not look 
overly bright. People remembered 
his high praise of Hitler, in a fa­
mous Glasgow blurb of 1937. Home 
folks began to call him “ Winnie the 
Pooh.”

Unhappy Denmark, which did not j 
resist like the Norwegians, began to 
be treated, by the allies, as a Ger­
man province. The English seized

her Faeroe islands, and the Danish 
dominion of Iceland virtually de­
clared its independence. In North 
America, misty Greenland is j 
Danish, but it appeared that either 
the United States, or Canada, might j 
take over that vast tract to the 
north. President Roosevelt talked 
about the Monroe Doctrine, and less­
er lights defied the Germans to 
come and take Greenland, which 
they apparently had not thought of 
doing.
PRESIDENT:

Our President, now in better 
shape physically, vetoed a bill to I 
automatically deport alien spies, j 
saboteurs, criminals, and dopes. | 
This action aroused considerable an- j 
noyance among some native Amer- j 
icans, who are prone to purge the 
Augean stables at historically 
chronic intervals.

The President praised highly the 
Civilian Conservation corps, and 
wished it a long life, even though 
the CCC is a child of the depression. 1 
Just the same, most Americans, lib­
eral or conservative, approve of the 
young Conservators, although some 
pacifists fear it is a first faltering 
step toward universal military train­
ing. Such people, and some others, j 
allege that Roosevelt merges na­
tionalism and socialism in a high- 
diluted National-Socialist form.

The President conferred with New 
York Governor Lehman at the Hyde 
Park hideaway, and did not ask Vice 
President Garner to a White House 
legislative conference. This was 
unusual, and appeared to be a slap 
at Texas Jack, who is an anti-Third 
Termite, and a rival of Roosevelt 
in avowed terms. Texas Jack, how­
ever, is singularly nonsensitive to 
such digs, and went his own sweet, 
"poker-playing" way.

MEXICAN A:
Apparently, our troubles with 

Mexico will never cease. If iron is | 
the curse of Sweden, oil is the equiv- 
alent curse of Mexico. Secretary ! 
Hull, growing more impatient, de- 1 
nounced the seizure of American 
possessions below the Rio Grande, 
in a note demanding immediate ar­
bitration of Yankee claims for com ­
pensation and a "just”  pay-off. And, 
as usual, the Mexicans took the Hull 
volley, not sitting down, but decid­
edly standing up. They know, 
smartly enough, that with their Ar­
gentine friends, they are the per­
fect fly in the ointment to the so- 
called Hull-Roosevelt good-neighbor 
policy, at which so many laughed in 
Lima, 16 months ago.

The Mexicans, who have no good- 
neighborly illusions, turned out in 
masses to defy Uncle "Sam-Hull,”  
while the Mexican press fired off 
thunderbolts of what Americans 
would call July 4 oratory. In Mex­
ico City, with its magnificent cli­
mate and location. President Car­
denas, No. 1 Indian of the Ameri­
cas, with 50.000 others, watched 
20,000 anti-Americans march in de­
fense of their country, as they put 
it. Cardenas, generally quite sin- j 
cere, said it was the most moving j 
sight he had ever Seen.

And that was not all. Just to clap 
the climax and out-maneuver the 
maneuverers, the Mexican federal 
council of conciliation and arbitra­
tion demanded that some 17 Amer­
ican and other foreign oil com ­
panies, cleaned out by the Mexicans 
two years back, should pay their 
former proletarians roughly $20,000,- 
000 for a "severance" fee. This 
hurt aplenty.

WAR TRADE:
Harry Hopkins’ commerce de­

partment announced that the value 
of American exports had gone up 
some 33 per cent during the first six 
months of the war abroad. Partly, 
of course, it was airplanes, which 
certainly are a profitable sale any 
time, anywhere. Trade to Europe 
was up by 27 per cent; to Asia, up j 
33 per cent; to Canada and Latin ' 
America, up 47 per cent. It is to 
Canada, direct, that most of the air­
craft go. The Japanese against 
China and the Russians against Fin­
land have done quite well with their 
useful imports from the United 
States!
MISCELLANY:

The Dies committee had another 
fearsome fuss with six workers-of- 
the-world, so-called, who would not 
answer questions or give away their 
fellow Communist members. The ; 
six came up in batches of three, the 1 
second batch more bothersome even : 
than the first. The irritated house ; 
of representatives voted "contem pt”  I 
citations. Red-minded Earl Brow- j 
der, jailed fer a passport fraud, was 
subpoenaed, with 19 others, regard- | 
ing the passport racket.

General Francisco Franco, “ reb- j 
el”  Spanish dictator, indicated that 
he and his country intended to be 
neutral and stay neutral, despite 
the intense indignation felt, over 
Norway and Denmark, in Spanish i 
America.

Rear Admiral S. M. Robinson, 
U. S. N . said that he thought Eng- j 
land's L'g battleships were more im- | 
portant ‘ actically than Germany’s 
planes and submarines, and so tes­
tified before a senate committee of 
would-be military experts.

Keeping Out of Europe’s War 
Is Order of Business for U. S.

Conflict's Spread to Norway and Denmark Brings Problem 
Of Neutrality to Attention of Nation's 

Statesmen.

WASHINGTON.—More and more 

people seem to be expressing doubt 
that the United States can stay out 
of the new world war. One hears 
the talk In manx 
q u a r te rs , official 
and unofficial. It 
frightens me. It is 
disturbing because 
so many seem to 
feel that the war is 
growing closer to us 
and they are, there­
fore, taking the view 
that we cannot stay 
out of it.

To all of those who 
are saying that it 
appears we are 
doomed to get into 
the war which remains, as before, 
simply Europe's war, and to every 
one else I want to present this ques­
tion:

Why is it necessary for us to get 
into it?

That is the question. It is not how 
can we stay out, but why should we 
get into it.

There is no doubt, of course, that 
extension of the war, spread of the 
flames to Norway and Denmark 
touches more American hearts. It 
is sad, indeed. But it would sad­
den many more hearts in these 
United States if we get mixed up 
in the conflagration. Moreover, no 
one has presented so far as I know 
any reason why the United States 
or any of its people or any of its in­
terests should be involved in a war 
that represents fundamentally noth­
ing more than the thirst for power 
of a very few men in all of the 
people. Again, it is sad, but it is not 
a quarrel of our making and I fail 
to see any reason why or how the 
United States should shoulder any 
responsibility.

The American government is tak­
ing precautions. Some of them 
seem to be rather silly, rather an 
excitable reaction. For instance, 
Senator Walsh, of Massachusetts, 
and Representative Vinson, of Geor­
gia, chairmen of the senate and 
house naval committees, respec­
tively, held a long conference with 
President Roosevelt the other day 
at which they discussed the propo­
sition of an expanded navy.
President Has E xtend ed  
Foreign Com bat Z on es

The President has extended the 
“ combat zones" which no American 
ships or citizens may enter, legally. 
Very wisely, I believed, he did not 
delay in issuing a proclamation that 
the war zones of Europe included 
the waters of Norway, Sweden, and 
similar areas. That will go far 
towards preventing greedy, daring 
and chance-taking individuals from 
getting their ships shot to pieces. 
Some of them would take that 
chance, you know, because the prof­
its are large. But always the rest 
of us must think of what our gov­
ernment is forced to do when citi­
zens of the United States, on legal 
business, are slaughtered by a for­
eign navy or army. We have only 
to look back to 1915 and 1916 to 
see how such killings, step by step, 
took us into World war No. 1.

There is considerable doubt, how­
ever, about the wisdom shown by 
the President in sending Undersec­
retary of State Sumner Welles on 
that European junket. Mr. Welles 
has been home a month now. Some 
of the results can be appraised 
properly. The answer is that in­
sofar as tangible results are con­
cerned, the trip was a flop of the 
first water. That is, unless the trip 
may have aroused suspicions of our 
motives, it was a flop. If the sus­
picions were aroused—suspicions 
that America was planning on fu­
ture entry—then, of course, the trip 
was a most dangerous thing.
European Rulers M ight 
M isjudge W elles ’ Mission

Private expressions from some 
diplomats here have caused me to 
believe there is some suspicion 
about us in Europe now. It is nat­
ural, I suppose, that the dictators 
and even the French and the British 
would be looking for hidden reasons 
for such a mission as Mr. Welles 
executed They are always double 
dealing themselves, so we can sup­
pose that they look for similar traits 
among Americans. In any event, 
nothing of consequence came out of 
that tour of the European capitals, 
not even political prestige for the 
President.

Which reminds me that when Mr.

Welles’ appointment was an­
nounced, there was a good deal of 
undercurrent gossip in Washington 
that the whole plan was conceived 
and engineered by a little group of 
New Dealers. They thought the 
mission might lead to peace negotia­
tions and Mr. Roosevelt would be­
come a sureshot for a third term 
in the White Hovjse. As usual, the 
so-called “ innef circle”  had no 
knowledge of what the real fight 
was about overseas.

As against the things that might 
cause trouble and thereby endan­
ger our neutrality—and more about 
our neutrality below—it surely is a 
commendable thing that the mem­
bers of congress are keeping their 
tongues still for once in their col­
lective lifetime. I do not mean that 
senators and representatives are 
quiet. I do not mean that the halls 
of the house and the senate are not 
ringing with the usual amount of 
demagoguery. Far from it. What 
I mean and what I am commending 
is that congress as a whole has ex­
ercised the finest caution in talking 
about the war. Whether they re­
alize it or not, the members of the 
house and senate, by maintaining 
silence on the subject of the war, 
are inducing millions of other 
people to quit talking about the war.
A ttitude in U nited  States 
Is N ot R eally N eutral

About our neutrality: That is not 
a proper description of the position 
of the United States. We are not 
neutral. We are, as a nation, cer­
tainly favoring the cause of the Brit­
ish and the French. I am that

way, myself. I really do not care 
who blows Hitler and all of his 
gang sky-high. Officially, however, 
the United States is still friendly 
with Germany and Russia. It is so 
ridiculous that one has to laugh.

Evidence of how our siding in 
with the allies obtains even in gov­
ernmental affairs was given just the 
other day when the President pro­
claimed the new combat zones 
around Norway and Sweden. It was 
a proclamation that avoided saying 
the countries of Sweden, Norway 
and Denmark were “ at war.”

Why? Well, if the United States 
government, acting through the 
President, had said those nations 
were at war, another law would 
have become operative and Mr. 
Roosevelt did not want that low to 
be operative. If those nations had 
been declared formally “ at war,”  
another law would have prevented 
any money being loaned to them. 
Mr. Roosevelt wanted to keep the 
door open so that help can be ex­
tended if it becomes necessary.

There, again, you can see the 
possibilities of danger. Also, the 
definite evidence of the American 
desire to help Germany's enemies 
is plain to sec. If we think, how­
ever, that the lending of money to a 
foreign nation that is engaged in 
war does not lead to additional steps 
and additional dangers, then we 
hove become an ostrich and are 
trying to hide our head in the sand.

The dangers of these various acts 
are apparent, it seems to me. I 
make no charge that Mr. Roosevelt 
is trying to lead us into war. I 
believe quite the contrary. But 
with conditions as they are—with a 
dozen nations with their backs to 
the wall—every move made here re­
quires the greatest of care and the 
greatest of understanding before it 
is made. The examination, as I 
insisted at the beginning of this dis­
cussion, should be made from the 
standpoint: Why is it necessary to 
stick out our necks? We can find 
no valid reason to get into the war.

It is the one 
hing that permanently joina your 
windows with the framework of your 
house. A window frame properly con­
structed keeps out dirt and draft* by 
making a weathertight joint with tha 
wall. A window frame indifferently 
.■onstructed will allow as much as 174 
cubic feet of air per hour to leak into 
your home, air that ia often loaded 
with dust, to dirty up walls and cauas 
drafts.

Good Construction Coats Little 
Wide blind atop construction in win­

dow frames has been in use for many 
(oars, yet jerry builders will use

frames without it in order to cut coats 
without regard to consequences. This 
type of construction costs about 30c 
to 50c more per window opening than 
ordinary construction and it will 
quickly pay for itself in heat saved 
and added comfort.

Window Frames Permanent
Remember window frames are a 

permanent part of the wall in your 
new home. To tear them out and re­
place them is not only a mess but a 
big expense as well. The easiest way 
to avoid leaky window frames is yoUf 
new home Is to buy frames that make 
a weathertight wall joint and that 
mean* wide blind atop construetion.

new homo, because drafts are definitely curable 
if you will watch just three places—and n l 
three places are around your windows.

First and foremost offender in the making of 
drafts in your new home is the window frame. 
Now you'vs never bought window frames so 
you don’t know anything about them and that 
ia one reason why ao many home builders have 
drafty windows, because they were carclesa 
about the window frame that wont into their 
homes. Now, we aren’t going to go into detail 
about window frames. We just w.int you to 
remember that the ir.or.t important thing 
about a window frame is how it joins the wall. 
If it makes a permanent lonkproof wcath^r- 
tight joint with tho wall—fine and dandy. If 
it doesn’t, you'll have drafts, no end of drafts. 
How can you make sure about a weathertight 
joint? Just specify that the window frames 
used in your new home have wide blind stop 
construction. This special construction should 
be familiar to your contractor.

Proper Fitting Necessary
Next in importance to window frame Is the 

window sash (the part of the window that 
moves within the frame). Many home build­
ers buy window frames in one place and sash 
in another with the result that the sash and 
frame never fit properly in spite of trimming 
and cutting on the job. And sash that don’t 
fit properly cause drafts, and more drafts. The 
modem trend is towards what is known at 
complete window units that are delivered with 
frame and sash precision fitted to each other 
at the factory. Many of these window units 
are even complete with weatherstrip. In any 
event he sure that the window sash are fitted 
properly to the window frame and you'll elimi­
nate another big source of draft*.

Glass Cools Air
Now here is the third cause of drafts. It’s 

warm air being quickly cooled against a single 
pane of glass. The cold sir then drops to the 
floor. This flow of air causes drafts. What’s 
the cure? A double pane of glass Some win­
dows are made so that this double pan* ^  
gins* fits on the inside of the window, while 
the moet common is the ordinary storm win­
dows which are hung on the outside Whether 
your double gless i* inside or outside, the re­
sult it the same. The glass that is within the 
heated room ia kept warmer by the deed air 
space between the double panes. Result: Warm 
air is not cooled so fast: no cool air<w«io drafts.

Spring Menus
Planning meals can be fun. if 

you’ ll let your imagination and your 
conscience be your guides! Meal 
planning does require imagination 
and a bit of originality, too, if you 
don't want the responsibility of three 
meals a day to be 
a bore, and three 
meals a day with­
out that touch of 
“ something”  dif­
ferent can be bor­
ing—to you as 
well as to your 
family! A meal 
may be properly 
and c a r e fu lly  
“ balanced'’ from the standpoint of 
proteins and carbohydrates and vita­
mins and minerals—and still be a 
drab and uninteresting afTair.

That seems to be particularly true 
in spring, when appetites are likely 
to be jaded, and you seem to be 
running out of menu ideas. And 
that’s exactly the time to try some­
thing different, a little trick to add 
newness and interest to soups; 
a tasty and unusual meat dish; and a 
salad or dessert that makes use of 
some of the refreshing spring vege­
tables and fruits.

Just for variety, for instance, when 
1 want to serve hot soup as the first 
course of a meal, I combine equal 
parts of canned consomme and to­
mato juice, simmer the resulting 
mixture for about 5 minutes with a 
bay leaf for flavor, and serve it 
very hot with a spoonful of salted 
whipped cream sprinkled with 
chopped chives or green onion tops. 
And I serve green onions and crisp, 
succulent radishes in place of the 
relishes I’ ve used all winter. I use 
rhubarb for sauce or for dessert, 
just as soon as the price comes down 
within reach of my budget; 1 shred 
young carrots, or cut them in thin 
slivers, and cook them with an equal 
amount of onion, sliced fine; drain 
them and season with salt, pepper 
and butter. Or 1 cook carrots and 
potatoes together and mash them 
just as I would for mashed potatoes, 
to serve with the rich brown gravy 
of a pot roast.

Steak Roll.

1 slice round steak ( 4  Inch thick)
2 tablespoons butter

1 cup canned tomatoes

Wipe steak with damp cloth. Melt 
butter in frying pan and brush over 
one side of steak. Mix together the 
ground ham, cream, and mustard, 
and spread over buttered side of 
steak. Roll like a Jelly roll and 
secure with skewers or string. Sprin­
kle roll with salt and dredge with 
flour. Saute in remaining butter un­
til golden b T o w n . Remove roll to 
baking dish. Add tomatoes to fat

in skillet and heat to boiling. Pour 
this tomato mixture over the roll; 
cover with a lid and bake in a mod­
erately hot oven (350 degrees) for 
1V4 to l a« hours, or until tender. 

Corned Beef Hash Patties.
1 18-ounce can corned beef hash 
4̂ cup chili sauce 

8 slices bacon (cut in halves) 
Place can of corned beef hash in 

refrigerator and chill thoroughly. 
Open can at both ends. Push corned 
beef hash out of can, slicing it in 
Vk-tnch slices. Place slices in but­
tered baking pan. Place 2 teaspoons 
chili sauce on top of each slice and 
top with two half slices of bacon. 
Bake in a moderately hot oven (400 
degrees) for 10 minutes or until 
corned beef hash slices are thor­
oughly heated and bacon is crisp. 

Johnny Cake or Corn Bread. 
(Makes 1 Johnny Cake) 

or
(12 Corn Meal Muffins)

114 cups yellow (or white) corn 
ineal (uncooked)

>4 cup general purpose flour 
V« cup sugar 
1 teaspoon salt 

teaspoon soda
114 teaspoons baking powder 
1 egg
114 cups sour milk 
3 tablespoons butter (melted)
Mix and sift dry ingredients into 

mixing bow1. Combine beaten egg, 
sour milk and melted butter and add 
to dry mixture. Stir lightly and 
pour into greased shallow pan. muf­
fin tins or corn stick pans. Bake in 
a hot oven (425 degrees) for 25 min. 
utes.

Rhubarb Cream Tarts.
1 tablespoon butter
2 cups rhubarb (diced)
114 cups sugar
2 tablespoons cornstarch 
2 eggs (separated)
I4 cup thick sweet cream 
•a teaspoon salt

Melt butter, add rhubarb, and 1 
cup of the sugar. Cook slowly for 

about 10 minutes 
or until the rhu­
barb is soft. Com­
bine remaining 
fourth-cup of sug­
ar with the corn­
starch, the well 
beaten egg yolks, 
cream and salt. 

Add to fruit mixture and cook until 
thick (about 3 minutes). Pour into 
bake tait shells. Top with meringue 
made from the 2 egg whites, beaten 
stiff, with 4 tablespoons sugar beat­
en in. Bake in a slow oven (300 de­
grees) until brown (about 18 min­
utes).

Porcupine Meat Balls.
(Serves 8)

1 pound beef (ground) 
l 'a  cups rice (uncooked)
H cup bacon (diced)
1 tablespoon onion (minced)
1 tablespoon green pepper 

(chopped)
*4 teaspoon salt 
Dash pepper 
1 No. 2 can tomatoes 

Mix all ingredients thoroughly in 
order given. Form into small meat 
balls. Place in greased baking dish 
and cover with tomatoes. Cover bak­
ing dish. Bake approximately 1V4 
hours in a moderate oven (350 de­
grees).

ISAIAH COMFORTS 
AN AFFLICTED PEOPLE

LESSON T E X T —Isaiah 40:1-11.
G O LD E N  T E X T —G od is our refuge and 

strength, a very  present help  In trou ble.— 
P salm  44:1.

“ Comfort ye, comfort ye my 
people, saith the Lord,”  knowing as 
He alone con the great heart sob 
of sorrow, pain, and disappointment 
which arises to Him from His 
people everywhere. No study of 
God's Word which omits His tender 
word of comfort is in any sense com­
plete. No teacher or preacher who 
fails to bring that message to his 
people is declaring the full counsel 
of God. No more appropriate pas­
sage could be chosen for presenting 
that truth than Isaiah 40.

The prophet spoke to a people who 
were experiencing the bitter treat­
ment of their enemies. They were 
facing the devastation of their coun­
try and the deportation of its people 
into captivity. In such a desperate 
day one might say that there could 
be no true word of comfort, but 
there was, and that word may well 
encourage us to look up in this our 
confusing day. The Comforter of 
Israel is ready to be our comforter.

I. The Source of Comfort (vv. 1-5). j
"God is our refuge and strength”  ,

(Ps. 46:1). “ Behold your God”  (Isa. 
40:9). “ Comfort ye, saith your God”  
(v. 1). He is “ the God of all com ­
fort" (II Cor. 1:3). The astonishing 
thing is that mankind is so prone 
to seek comfort elsewhere, turning , 
to God only when everything else 
fails rather than going to Him first 
of aU.

His comfort is abiding, for it rests 
on a removal of the source of all 
pain and sorrow, namely sin. The 
day of Judah's comfort is to come 
when her “ iniquity is pardoned”  
(v. 2). That is also the first step 
for us to take in seeking comfort, 
to repent and forsake our sin, seek­
ing pardon in Christ.

The one who brings us God’s com ­
fort is Jesus Christ. Verses 3 to 5 
speak of His coming. John the Bap­
tist was the voice and it was Jesus 
for whom the way was to be pre­
pared (see Luke 3:4-6). Jesus is 
the Lord Jehovah, God Himself, the 
Son of God, and the bringer of God’s 
comfort to men’s troubled hearts. 
It is He who is revealed in this pas­
sage in all of His glory and grace.

II. The Need of Comfort (vv. 6-8).
Man thinks he is great, wise, pow­

erful and able to take care of him­
self. William Henley expressed it in 
his "Invictus,”

“ I am the master of my fate,
I am the captain of my soul.”

But God says, "Man is as grass,”  
and declares that when “ the spirit 
of the Lord bloweth”  on him he 
fades and withers. We know that 
God’s witness is true. Boast as he 
will in the hour of prosperity and | 
strength, man knows in his heart 
that when he faces the real issues 
of life he is utterly impotent, needy 
and undone. Gerald Massey spoke 
more truly than William Henley 
when he said,
“ Surrounded by unnumbered foes 
Against my soul the battle goes!”  j

The man who has come to the end 
of himself and who realizes that 
there is neither in him nor in his 
fellow mortals the strength to meet 
life’s struggles is ready for the min­
istry of God in Christ, forgiving, 
cleansing, strengthening and com ­
forting. He has come to realize that i 
“ the grass withereth, the flower fad- 
eth, but the word of our God shall 
stand forever”  (v. 8).

III. The Way ol Comfort (vv. 9-11). i
Good tidings were proclaimed

even in that dark hour of Judah’s 
history. We have good tidings for 
our day as well. Let us declare 
them from the mountaintops. Lift 
up your voice with strength and do 
not be afraid I Here is something 
to shout about, “ Behold your G©dl”

The prophet's holy enthusiasm had 
two excellent grounds. First, he 
tells us that God is strong. He “ will 
come with strong hand, and his arm 
shall rule for him.”  Here is com ­
fort with assurance because God is 
strong. He is also loving and ten­
der. His strong arm is used to gath­
er the lambs to His bosom and to 
tenderly lead His sheep. Gentleness 
is the attribute not of weakness but 
of strength. God’s strong men and 
women are His gentlemen and gen­
tlewomen. They, like their Lord, are 
loving and kind, using their strength 
not to destroy or to impress others, 
but to help the weak, to bring com* 
fort in the name of Christ.

Mr. Thompson was asked last 
summer to collaborate with the 
Boston Natural History museum, 
and his most interesting catch wau 
a 60 pound tuna, which raced out 
to sea with the line at 44 miles 
an hour. In the summer he hopes 
to clock an 800-pounder.
