A Complex Method.
G overnm ent research ers  have de­

veloped a sta tis tica l m ethod of gaug- i 
mg the probable occurrence of drouth 
in any locality in the United S tates 
a t any tim e of the year. Too com- j 
plex for use except by scientists, j 
the m ethod produces inform ation 
th a t m ay be used by agronom ists ; 
and others for the fa rm e r 's  benefit, I 
in adapting  soil and w ater conser­
vation work, as well as o ther farm  j 
ac tiv ities, to w eather conditions. | 
C harts m ight even be p repared  for 
individual fa rm ers  to show the prob­
ability of w eather hazards in their 
localities for v irtually  every day of 
the year.

B ecause the inform ation obtained 
shows when sequences of d ry  or 
ra iny  days a re  m ost likely to oc- ] 
cu r, it can be valuable in checking 
day to day w eather forecasts and 
m long range planning as well, it is 
pointed out.

A. Africa Offers Chance for Development of 
Brisk Trade to U. S. Commercial Interests

Morocco, A lgeria and Tunisia, 
where A m erican G .I.s began their

I la rg e r in A m erican post-w ar foreign 

trade .
Before the p resen t w ar F rench  

North A frican trad e  was p a r t and 
parcel of F rench  economy, and the 
m other country  cornered  the lion's 

I share, says the N ational G eographic 
I society R ecent studies of F rench  in­

d u stria l production in the light of 
w ar dam age, however, indicate th a t 
the bulk of North African needs 
for the rem a in d er of 1945, 1946 and 
probably 1947 will have to com e 
from  the U nited S tates.

In the nex t six m onths. N orth 
Africa, bled by two y ea rs  of Axis ex­
ploitation, will require  im ports, ex­
clusive of w heat shipm ents, e s ti­
m ated  a t m ore than  $100,000,000. The 
"M ag h reb ,” as the A rabs call 
F rench  N orth Africa, norm ally  en­
joys a substan tia l w heat surplus, 
but drouth  has produced four suc­
cessive crop fa ilu res. A rrangem ents 
a re  in p rogress w hereby the U. S. 
fa rm er will provide North Africa 
w ith 2,500,000 tons of wheat during 
the next 12 m onths. The F rench  plan 
to pay cash  for the w heat out of 
th e ir lim ited foreign exchange re ­
serves, a sacrifice which em ­
phasizes the im portance they a ttach  
to keeping these restive lands well 
fed.

F ren ch  N orth Africa has been 
called “ a m useum  of m in era ls ,”  a

fact of im portance to the United 
S ta tes because this region contains 
m any subsoil deposits lacking or 
n ea r exhaustion in this country. The 
M aghreb yields one-third of the 
w orld 's supply of phosphate. There 
a re  also im portan t deposits of cop- j 
per, lead, zinc, m anganese, an ti­
m ony, m ercu ry , iron, m olybdenum  
and coal. V ast a re a s  of North 
A frica, especially  Morocco, have not | 
yet been carefu lly  prospected, and 
expectations a re  th a t new deposits 
of som e or all of these m etals will 
add to the “ m useum ’s”  store.

F ren ch  N orth A frica covers an 
a rea  of over a m illion square m iles 
—roughly tw ice the area  of Alaska 
—w ith a population now estim ated  
a t 20,000,000 people, m ostly Arabs, 
native  B erbers, and Jew s, with a 
sm all m inority  of E uropeans. Geo­
graphically  the region is akin to 
the M ed iterranean  lands of south­
ern  Europe. The th ree  countries are 
m uch alike in physical features, and 
the north-south  boundaries a re  m an­
m ade lines unm arked  by natu ra l 
b a rrie rs . All a re  bounded on the 
south by the w’astes  of the S ahara  
and on the north  by the M editer­
ran ean  sea.

G eography has m arked  North 
A frica into th ree  east-w est zones. 
Along the coast, w here A m erican 
m arin es  fought the B arbary  p ira tes 
140 y ea rs  ago, s tre tch es the Tell, a 
belt of fe rtile  slopes, and occasional 
alluvial p lains, where c itru s  fru it, 
g rapes, olives and cerea ls  grow in

Behind the Tell, ranges 
of the Atlas m ountains, reaching 
14,000 feet in som e places, roughly 
parallel the M editerranean  coast. In 
the southern reaches of the moun­
tains is a high and som ewhat arid  
tableland, where nom ad natives 
tend large flocks of sheep and goats. 
F a rth e r  south a re  lim itless stretches 
of dese rt and w asteland with iso­
lated  oases, w here dates are the 
principal product.

Dry in Sum m er.
The clim ate of the northernm ost 

belt is not unlike th a t of southern 
California. T here is fairly abundant 
rainfall along the coast and on the 
seaw ard  slopes of the m ountains, 
but little ra in  in the sum m er. No 
rivers of economic im portance flow 
through French North Africa.

N orm ally, p rew ar trade between 
F ran c e 's  North African lands and 
the United S tates was com parative­
ly sm all.

The body of the young noblem an, 
the  son and heir of the fifth ea r l of 
D urham , was found slum ped over a 
fountain  on the fron t lawn of his 
coun try  e s ta te  n ea r Woolder, N orth­
um b erlan d .

A coroner gave a verd ic t th a t 
L am bton  died of a “ self-inflicted” 
wound while of “ unsound m ind .”

One shell had been fired from  a 
doub le-barre led  shotgun th a t w as 
found n ea r the body.

T he origin, c ircu m stan ces  and his­
to ry  of the an c ien t “ cu rse ”  a re  
vague, and accoun ts fail to show 
how frequen tly  the fam ily  suffered 
trag ed y  from  the Tw elfth  cen tu ry  
to m odern  tim es, bu t sev e ra l m em - 
T/ers have m et un tim ely  d ea th s  in 
re cen t y ears .

The legend say s th a t one of the 
ea rlie s t L am btons slew a w orm  so 
huge th a t it could wind itself around 
a  hill n ea r the fam ily  castle . The 
p rice  of his v ictory w as a pledge 
th a t he should kill the next living 
c re a tu re  he m et. He saw  his fa th e r 
nex t—and did not kill him . F or 
th is  the L ords L am bton  for nine 
generations w ere "d oom ed” to suf­
fer.

G erv asse  L am bton , the 25-year- 
old cousin of the p resen t ea rl, dis­
ap p eared  from  a Red Sea liner in 
1937.

A nother cousin w as killed and his 
wife se r io u ^ y  in ju red  in a traffic 
collision in E ng land  a y ea r la te r .

B eatrix , wife of the fourth ea rl, 
fell while shopping for a g ran d ­
d a u g h te r 's  wedding p resen t in 1937 
and died a week la te r—on the wed­
ding day. E ight y e a rs  e a rlie r her 
husband  had died, four m onths a fte r 
succeeding to the title.

, fac tor in the developm ent of high 
and holy s tan d a rd s  in the life of the 
m an  and woman. ‘‘T ra in  up a child 
in the way he should go; and when 
he is old, he will not d ep a r t  from 
it"  (F rov . 2 2 :6).

E m p h as is  is placed on tem p e r­
ance in our lesson, and it is c lea r  
tha t  in the home real  tem p eran ce  
principles m ay  be built into the 
thinking of boys and girls. It is 
not easy  for a young person who 
has  been brought up right on this 
m a t te r  to go a s t ra y ,  no m a t te r  how 
seve re  the tem ptation .
