Sun's Fourth W ell 
In Jameson Field 
Flows 426 Barrels

Sun Oil company’s No. 2 Fred 
Jameson flowed naturally 426 
barrels of high gravity oil during 
the railroad commission’s official 
potential test completed at 9:40 a. 
m. Thursday. It is the fourth and 
best producer to be completed in 
the Jameson field near Silver, in 
northwest part of Coke county.

Test was made through a quarter 
inch choke. Gas ratio was gauged 
at 1400 to 1. Tubing pressure was 
1190 ponnds, and casing pressure 
1500 pounds It is located 2,944 
feet south and east of Fred Jame­
son No. 1 completed a few weeks 
ago.

First pay section to be tested 
was between 6,306 and 6361 feet. 
Acidizing with 5,000 gallons failed 
to increase the flow and additional 
perforations were then made from 
6,365 to 6,400 feet.

Baker-Taylor were the drilling 
contractors, with L. A. Tibbets in 
charge. Their equipment was re­
leased at 10:30 Sunday morning 
for moving to the Fred Jameson 
No. 3, a half mile west. Mr. T ib­
bets was being congratulated up­
on getting rigged up ready for 
spudding in at 2 p m . Wednesday. 
Ihe new hole was 715 feet deep 
Thursday morning.

Two more tests in the Jameson 
field are expected to strike pay 
within the next day or two.

No. 1 Willie I. Tubb was drill­
ing ahead Thursday at 5,875 feet 
in sand and shale.

No. 2 Allen Jameson, a half 
mile north of the Allen Jameson 
discovery, had reached a depth 
of 6,118 feet Thursday. Drilling 
was resumed Tuesday after a 16 
hour delay fishing for tools.

Jim McCutchen Test 
Still A  Mystery

Status of Union Oil company’s 
wildcat test onthejim  McCutchen 
ranch, 3 miles east of Robert Lee, 
still remains a mystery. Drilling 
was going ahead well below 6,500 
feet the middle of the week, and 
contractors said progress was pretty 
slow because of the thick mud that 
was necessaty to be kept circulat­
ing in the shale formation.

Is is general talk here today that 
Union has staked another loccation 
or two on their 20,000 acre block 
east and north of Robert Lee, in­
suring further tests whether or not 
McCutchen No. I becomes a pro- 
ducer.

Volcanoes have been a dominant factor in shaping the Amer­

ican landscape, especially in many parts of the West. Three of 
the major volcanic exhibits of California, Oregon and Washing­
ton have been incorporated into the national park system.

It was 40 years ago that Theodore Roosevelt, using the au­
thority granted by congress the preceding year, established 
Lassen peak and nearby Cinder Cone as national monuments. 
Nine years later these two attrac-*~ 
tions of nature were incorporated 
into Lassen Volcanic National park, 
containing 103,269 acres.

Greatest single distinction of the 
park is the fact that it contains the

Most 
spectacular in the seven-year-long 
series were the 1915 eruptions, which 
were accompanied by extensive 
flows of hot lava. These created 
the "devastated area," which still 
ranks as one of the park's points 
of principal interest to tourists.

The great cone of Lassen peak 
rises 10,543 feet above sea level. As 
in the "devastated area," the Cin­
der Cone, which was last active 
about 100 years ago, and its imme­
diate surroundings are almost whol­
ly devoid of vegetation.

Underground fires have been ac­
tive in this region for a long time 
and they have exerted their power 
in a variety of ways. This is sug­
gested by Bumpas Hell, a colorful 
hot springs area; Boiling Springs 
lake; Red Cinder Cone; Crater 
butte, and the privately owned sul­
phur works, which lies within the 
park.

AT CRATER LAKE National park, 
in southern Oregon, on the crest of 
the Cascade range, is presented the 
spectacle of a lake of deepest blue 
in the crater of Mount Mazama, an 
extinct volcano. Many geologists 
have concluded that the basin occu­
pied by the lake, which has neither 
Inlet or outlet, resulted from col­
lapse of the volcanic cone of the an­
cient peak.

seen in all his wanderings through­
out the mountains of the West. The 
most extensive and colorful dis­
plays are found in the mountain 
"parks" which lie between the long 
rivers of ice and above the dense 
forests which clothe the lower eleva­
tions of the park. The forests them­
selves, virgin stands of gigantic 
Douglas fir, western red cedar and 
western hemlock, are a distin­
guished feature, particularly at­
tractive to eastern and midwest- 
ern visitors.

ALL THREE of these parks are 
almost as popular during the win­
ter as in summer. All of them have 
very heavy snowfall and all have 
open slopes that offer the skier every 
variety of skiing experience, which 
extends into late spring and even 
early summer. Roads are kept open 
in each park to permit winter sports 
enthusiasts to reach them, although 
the expense of plowing out the roads 
after every snowstorm is rather high. 

• • •

IN LASSEN Volcanic National 
park there are public accommoda­
tions near Manzanita lake, close to 
the northwest entrance of the park. 
At Crater lake, similar accommoda­
tions are situated within a short 
distance of the rim. At Mount Rain­
ier they are found at Longmire, 
about 2,750 feet above sea level; at 
Paradise valley, 5,557 feet elevation, 
and at Ohanapecosh hot springs in 
the southeast corner of the park. 
Public campgrounds, for which no 
fee is charged, are to be found at a 
number, of points in each of these 
parks.

As in most of the other national 
parks, National Park service pro­
vides staffs of ranger-naturalists 
whose job it is to help the visitor 
gain a better understanding of the 
plant and animal life of the parks

found in them.

Lobbitt Hav« Spent Million 
Dollars on 80th Congross

DURING the first quarter of 1947 
some 124 organizations spent almost 
a million dollars lobbying the 80th 
congress on one issue or another. 
Almost half of this amount was 
spent by 10 organizations. Paradox­
ical as it may seem, in view of the 
fact that we are supposed to oper­
ate our government under the con­
stitution, the Committee for Con­
stitutional Government spent the 
largest amount, $137,910, to “ ward 
off Communism and collectivism,'' 
to urge passage of a 20 per cent 
tax reduction bill and to seek pas­
sage of a bill to break "the strangle 
hold of labor monopolies.”  The 
committee expects to raise $720,000 
to pay for its 1947 program. While 
$58,368 was spent by Rural Elec­
tric Cooperative association to urge 
further development of public pow­
er, National Association of Elec­
tric Companies was spending $65,081 
looking after the interests of the 
private power companies.

Many expenditures come under 
the head of lobbying. For instance, 
National Association of Real Estate 
Boards, which has been fighting all 
housing controls, includes an expen­
diture of $612.50 for Initiation fees 
and dues into Congressional Coun­
try club for one of its lobbyists, C. 
K. Snyder.

National Home and Property 
Owners foundation, which reported 
an expenditure of $4,443, is part of 
the active lobby of real estate and 
building interests seeking to end all 
rent and building controls. With Na­
tional Association of Real Estate 
Boards and Producers council, an 
organization of building supply man­
ufacturers, it supported the Wolcott 
bill, which already has passed the 
house and which would, if finally 
enacted, remove nearly all building 
controls and seriously impair con­
tinued rent controls.

• • •
Labor Bill Squeeze Play

THE GOP labor bill likely will go ! 
to the President sometime in late 
June. And on June 30, the govern­
ment is expected to turn back the 
coal mines to the private opera­
tors. Two questions arise. Will 
President Truman veto the tough la­
bor bill and will John L. Lewis call 
a coal strike and shut down indus­
try? If the President vetoes the la­
bor bill it means that the nation will 
have no new labor legislation out of 
this congress, and this is pre­
cisely what the GOP leadership is 
banking on. They are putting the 
old squeeze play on the President 
in an attempt to force him to sign 
the labor bill although it goes far 
beyond a labor reform bill and has 
become in many respects a puni­
tive labor bill. There’s politics 
spread thickly on both sides of the 
bread.

• • •
THE mematorphosis of Sen. Jo­

seph E. Ball of Minnesota ia a con­
tinual subject of discussion here. 
The tall, lank, broad-shouldered 
Minnesotan came down to Washing­
ton a disciple of then Gov. Harold 
Stassen who first appointed him to 
fill the unexpired term of the late 
Sen. Ernest Lundeen. Senator Ball 
was a political writer for a St. Paul 
newspaper, considered as a liberal 
and acted it. But in 1942 he was 
elected to a six year term on his 
own. He began to turn more and 
more toward the conservative fac­
tion of the party and has fostered 
the toughest and most punitive sec­
tion of the senate labor bill. He, 
with Senators Taft of Ohio and Don­
nell of Missouri, likely will be the 
senate conferees on the final labor 
bill draft.

The gossips have it that Mrs. Ball, 
the former Elisabeth Robbins of 
Minneapolis, is highly influential in 
guiding her husband's thinking.

• • •
Party Regularity

SENATORS Morse of Oregon and 
Taft of Ohio have different ideas on 
party regularity. Senator Taft chid­
ed the Oregonian on his votes 
against the majority of Republicans 
in the senate labor committee and 
his stand in seeking to break up 
the omnibus labor bill into four sep­
arate measures. Said Senator 
Morse:

"A fter all, should not the test of 
party regularity be decided accord­
ing to what is best for the party In 
terms of what is best for the coun­
try, rather than In terms of wheth­
er or not the leaders of the party In 
the senate, by an appeal to party 
regularity, can carry enough votes 
la their pockets to play polities with 
an Mono as vital aa this one.”

HUNGRY GERMANS:
Shotv Ugly Mood

Replying to complaints that Ger­
many is being short-changed on its 
food rations, Secretary of War Rob­
ert Patterson disclosed that 400,- 
J00 tons of foodstuffs are slated to 
bo sent there during May, a like 
amount in June and “ oven more" 
in July.

A picture of general unrest in Ger­
many was drawn by official United 
States investigators who said that 
the Germans were displaying an 
“ ugly mood of bitter resentment” 
toward this country because of food 
shortages.

Officials in the stricken country 
have been predicting that hunger- 
bom strikes and demonstrations 
would break out among the Ger­
mans if they remained dissatisfied 
with their food rations.

Secretary of War Patterson, how­
ever, said that shipments of food to 
Germany are being made on sched­
ule in line with recommendations 
outlined by Herbert Hoover fol­
lowing his survey of food conditions 
there last winter.

FLU STOPPER:
N W  Mold Tested

A possible cure for influenza may 
be forthcoming from a newly dis­
covered green and black soil mold, 
according to an announcement by 
the Society of American Bacteriolo­
gists.

So far. although there are pre­
ventive vaccines for flu. no specific 
cure has been developed. Not yet 
tested on humans, the mold is said 
to have shown a curative effect on 
chicken embryos and mice with in­
fluenza

There is one hitch, however. The 
mold-bearing earth, according to the 
two scientists who made the dis­
covery, was one of numerous sam­
ples which came to them from all 
over the world. Just where that 
particular bit of dirt came from 
they do not know.

OIL JACKPOT:
Soviets Hit It

Huge oil deposits have been dis­
covered under Russia’s new indus­
trial region in the Ural mountains 
nearly 1,000 miles east of Moscow, 
according to a Soviet announce­
ment.

Moscow told of the finding of 
“ colossal*’ oil reserves following 
completion of exhaustive tests in 
the area now under development as 
an industrial frontier.

The announcement indicated that 
the Soviets' long-range plan to shift 
virtually their entire production sys­
tem to the east will be helped con­
siderably by the newly discovered 
oil deposits Geologists are said to 
have tapped coal and ore deposits 
in the Urals previously.

OUTMODED DEFENSE:
Rockets Far Ahead

Ever-improving rocket weapons 
already have rendered obsolete the 
best anti-aircraft guns of the army 
and navy, Paul W Martin, an ord­
nance expert, has asserted.

The big strides made in develop­
ment of rapid - firing automatic, 
radar-directed guns have been far 
outstripped by atomic energy and 
guided missiles, he said.

Three important features of a 
good defense were cited: A long- 
range detection system; a defensive 
rocket to intercept the enemy mis­
sile. and destruction of the enemy 
missile at a safe distance.

UNITED EUROPE:
ChurchilT5 Idea

Winston Churchill, describing the 
continent as a “ rubble heap and 
breeding ground of pestilence,”  has 
gone on record as favoring an or­
ganization of European nations—a 
United Europe, possibly without 
Russia.

He called for a wholehearted ef­
fort from Great Britain and France 
to found such a movement and asked 
that headquarters for the organiza­
tion be set up immediately in Eng­
land.

The movement is sure to draw 
the approval of the United States, 
Churchill told an audience of 10,000 
at London's Albert hall. He empha­
sized that the European union would 
operate as one regional unit un­
der world supremacy of the United 
Nations.

PORTALS CLOSED:
Hack Claims Denied

Almost six billion dollars in back 
claims for portal-to-portal pay was 
erased from the books when Presi­
dent Truman put his signature on 
congressional legislation designed to 
relieve employers, as well as the 
government, from such claims—now 
and in the future.

Although he opposed the wishes 
of organized labor and overrode an 
appeal for a veto by Secretary of 
Labor Sehwellenbach, the President 
emphasized that he was certain that 
it was not the intent of congress to 
nullify past gains made by labor.

Explaining his reasons for sign­
ing the bill, he said, “ Businessmen 
will be able to plan with assurance 
for full production and price reduc­
tions. This will be of real value to 
labor and management in a con­
tinued high level of employment.”

At the same time he repeated his 
plea to business for lower prices 
and requested congress to take im­
mediate steps to increase the statu­
tory minimum wage from 40 to at 
least 65 cents an hour.

SUGAR STRATEGY:
Advance Rations

To enable supplies to moved while 
railroad transportation is available, 
housewives and industrial users of 
sugar will be permitted to buy their 
allotments in advance of the cus­
tomary rationing date.

The Sugar Rationing Administra­
tion explained that, because of the 
transportation burden which will de­
velop later in the year, a second 
10-pound stamp for consumers (No. 
12) will be validated June 1 instead 
of July 1, but must last until Octo­
ber 31.

No specially designated “ home 
canning sugar stamps" will be is­
sued this year, but the allowance of 
35 pounds available for home use 
will include sugar for canning.

FACING NATIONAL PERILS

LESSON TE X T—II Kings 19:5-7. 32 37; 
20:12-17

MEMORY SELECTION — f o r  thus 
■aid the Lord God, the Holy One of 
Israel; In returning and real shall ye 
be saved; In quietness and In confidence 
•hall be your atrength.—Isaiah 30:15.

Periloui timea had come upon the 
southern part of the divided king­
dom known as Judah. There had 
been a period of outward prosperity 
under King Uzziah, but the inward 
decay of the people made it an 
empty thing.

Judah, like Israel, was on the 
downward path which was to lead 
to ultimate captivity and judgment. 
The occa^fSnal reign of good kings 
seemed to stem the tide a bit; in 
fact, the great king of whom we 
study today, Hezekiah, gave Judah 
a “ fresh lease on life and enabled 
her to outlive her sister kingdom by 
nearly a century and a half.”

Judah experienced a real revival 
of faith In God under Hezekiah (II 
Kings 18:4-4; II Chron. 29:31). The 
temple was cleansed, the priesthood 
renewed and reconsecrated, and the 
great feast of the Passover kept 
once more. This undoubtedly ex­
plains the new life which came to 
Judah In an hour when the nation 
seemed about to disintegrate.

I. The Enemy’s Threat (19:3, 6).
For the background here one

must read the previous chapter. 
Hezekiah, having tried to throw off 
the yoke of Assyria, had seen Sen­
nacherib and his armies sweep over 
the land. Thinking to atop him and 
to save Jerusalem, he sent a great 
gift amounting in value to millions 
of dollars. The gift was accepted, 
and then Sennacherib treacherously 
seiged Jerusalem.

Rabshakeh. Sennacherib’s mes­
senger to Hezekiah, not only threat­
ened the nation, but blasphemously 
denied the power of God. Such was 

J the awful situation Hezekiah faced 
as he went to the temple, and sent 
trusted servants to inquire of Isaiah 
what he ought to do.

The response was prompt and 
definite. We may learn from this in­
cident that in an hour of confusion 
and danger it is well to take time to 
find out what the Lord has to say 
about things. He knows what to do!

II. The Lord’s Answer (19:7, 32- 
37).

God has Only to blow on the 
mighty, blustering monarchs of this 
world and they come to their end, 
definitely and conclusively. The 
“ blast" of the Lord (v. 7) is enough 
to care for that! And remember, he 
is still ready to act on behalf of his 
people!

On the plains of Philistia the 
mighty host of Assyria met the 
angel of the Lord, and they never 
awoke from their sleep. The loss of 
185,000 men sent Sennacherib home 
to Nineveh baoken and fearful, and 
there he met his own violent death.

Hezekiah knew the sweetness of 
victory as he trusted in the Lord. If 
we could only rest the matter there. I 
But the weakness of the flesh comes 
to the fore as we see

HI. The King’s Folly (20:12-17).
Babylon, one of the great Gentile 

enemies of Assyria, wanted to cul­
tivate the friendship of Hezekiah. so 
an embassy was sent to express joy 
at his recovery from a serious ill­
ness.

It was the Lord who had healed 
him (see 20:1-11) in a miraculous 
way, but now Hezekiah did the fool­
ish thing of trying to cultivate the 
help of men.

To Impress these possible allies 
from Babylon, he showed them all 
hi* wealth. He evidently wanted 
them to return to their ruler with a 
story of the might and glory of 
Judah.

Poor Hezekiah! He only made a 
fool of himself, prepared the way 
for the ultimate taking of his pos­
sessions and his people by the Baby­
lonians.

The lesson to be learned here is 
not only that boasting is folly (al­
though that is always true), but 
•Iso that it is the height of folly to 
put one's trust In the arm of flesh.

No matter how mighty the forces 
of this world may be. or how won- j 
derful It might seem to have their 
favor toward the cause of the 
church, let us be clear that it Is in ; 
God that we have our strength—and 
In him alone.

The church (and individual Chris­
tians too) has lost its testimony and 
ita power in the community when­
ever and wherever It haa turned to 
the world for help or aupport Re­
member the folly of Rezeklah.

“Section 17. In lieu of the state ad valorem

“Also, there is hereby levied. In addition to 
all other tax** permitted by the constitution 
of Texas, a state ad valorem tax on property 
of Five (6c) Cents on  the O ne H u n d r e d  
( t l N . N )  iMllnrs valuation for tl • o f
creating a special fund for the purpose of ac­
quiring. constructing and initially equipping 
buildings, or other permanent improvements at 
the designated institutions of higher learning; 
and the governing hoard of each of such insti­
tutions of higher learning is fully authorized 
to pledge nil or any part of said funds allotted 
to such institution ns hereinafter provided, to -4 
secure bonds or notes issued for the pur|»ose of 
acquiring, constructing and initially equipping 
such buildings or other permanent improve­
ments at aaid respective institutions.
