Rates 348 Barrels: BALLOTS IN DEMOCRATIC PRIMARY
Try For Multi-Pay

An indicated multipay strike in 
northwestern Coke County, Laan- 
Tex Oil Co. No. 1 Russ Mathers, 
Friday flowed oil in 11 hours and 
20 minutes.

The flow was through a 24-64- 
inch tubing choke and perforations 
between 6,070-6,075 feet in Strawn 
sand The section had been fractur­
ed. There was no water. Casing 
pressure was 700-980 pounds.

TEST DUE
Later, the indicated discovery 

will be tested in an open hole sec­
tion between 6.431-83 feet in Strawn 
lime, where it showed o>l ard gas- 
cut mud, no water, on a drillstem 
test. Actual recovery on this test, 
of 45 minutes -duration, was 70 feet j 
of oil and gas-cut mud, no water. 
Open flowing bottomhole pressure 
was 25 pounds; 15-minute ,hut-in 
pressure, 1,850 pounds.

After testing the lime, the proj­
ect deepened to 6,483 feit and se* 
5 lu inch casing at 6,431 feet. Opera­
tor then moved up the hole and 
tested the sand, with the resulting 
flow.

Dual completion from the sai.d 
and lime sections is contemplated.

The discovery was drilled as the 
result of a deal worked up by Ran- 
dell Harris and James Walton of 
Midland. They took a farmout on 
240 acres from S. E. Adams and 
J. Ralph Stewart of San Angelo 
and Lloyd Davidson of Dallas and 
turned the acreage to Laan-Tcx to 
drill, retaining an override.

Location is 330 feet from the south 
and east lines of north half of 
south half of Winfred Scott sur­
vey 8, 1 1/8 miles west of produc­
tion in the Jameson field, which 
field produces from the Strawn sand 
and lime. It is 3/4 miles east of the 
Colorado River and 1 Mj miles south 
of the Mitchell County line.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 
NO. 20

proposing an Amendment to Ar­
ticle III of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas by adding a new 
section thereto to be known as 
Section 61 to authorize cities, 
towns, and villages of this State 
to provide insurance for employ­
ees; providing for the submis­
sion of the proposed Amendment 
to the qualified electorate; and 
providing for proclamation and 
publication bv the Governor.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended by adding a 
new section thereto to be known 
as Section 61 to read as follows:

“Sec. 61. The Legislature shall 
have the power to enact laws to 
enable cities, towns, and villages 
of this State to provide Work­
men’s Compensation Insurance, 
including the right to provide 
their own insurance risk for all 
employees; and the Legislature 
shall provide suitable laws for the 
administration of such insurance 
in the said municipalities and for 
payment of the costs, charges, 
and premiums on policies of in­
surance and the benefits to be 
paid thereunder.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Consti­
tutional Amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the quali­
fied electorate of the State at 
the General Election to be held 
on the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 1952, 
at which election all ballots shall 
have printed thereon (or in coun­
ties using voting machines the 
said machines shall provide for) 
the following:

“ FOR the C o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
Amendment authorizing the Leg­
islature to provide for Work­
men’s Compensation Insurance 
for employees of cities, towns and 
villages"; and

“AGAINST the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing the Leg­
islature to provide for Work­
men’s Compensation Insurance 
for employees of cities, towns and 
villages."

Each voter shall mark out one 
(1) of said clauses on the ballot, 
leaving the one (1) expressing his 
vote on the proposed Amend­
ment; and if it shall appear from 
the returns of said election that 
a majority of the votes cast are in 
favor of said Amendment, the 
same shall become a part of the 
Constitution of the State of Tex­
as.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the nec­
essary proclamation for said elec­
tion and have the same published 
as required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State.
