Parents circulating the peti-
tions claim that other students 
also violated the school's dress 
and hair code at the bonfire 
and pep rally but were not pun-
ished. 

THE COMPLETE school code 
regarding boys' haircuts reads: 

A. "Boys should wear their 
hair in a neat, clean and well 
groomed manner and above the 
eyebrow in front. 

B. "Trimmed in back so that 
hair does not lay on shirt col-
lars. 

C. "Hair should not curl up 
in back due to excessive length. 

D. "Combed on sides so that 
hair does not overlay the ears. 

E. "Sideburns must not ex-
tend below the earlobe. 

F. "Beards and mustaches 
are not permitted." 

WHEN IT adopted the dress 
code last year, the school board.  
included this general statement 
as a preamble: 

"The factors that should be 
considered in selecting clothing 
and determining overall good 
grooming that will contribute 
to a good learning atmosphere 
are neatness, cleanliness, corn-

' fortableness, trimness, modesty, 
discreetness and non-embarrass-
ing to the wearer or others." 

When the Dimmitt 	School 
Board meets Monday night, it 
will probably be confronted with 
petiticns to change or abolish 
the high school dress code. 

PETITIONS are being circu-

One of the main factors in 
the carnival's big success, Min-
nick said, was the building 
where it was held—a big cotton 
warehouse at the Panhandle 
Compress & Warehouse. Rows 
of support pillars in the build-
ing made the booth and aisle 
layouts easy, the concrete floor 
held dust to a minimum, and 
there was plenty of room for 
the big crowd. 

Bob Cranford, manager of 
Panhandle Compress & Ware-
house, made the big cotton barn 
available for the carnival. He 
told the Lions Club Tuesday 
that the warehouse can be used 
for next year's carnival also if 
there are no storage demands 
cn it, and that the club could 
leave its temporary lighting and 
electrical strings in place.

"The feeling of the commis-
sioners is that we will have to 
have a municipal well field a-
long the Running Water Draw 
eventually because the depletion 
of the water table close in to 
the city. so it would probably 
be better to cooperate with this 
project in the process," Noble 
'added. 

By helping pay for construc-
tion of the proposed reclama-
tion dam—a project that could 
require a huge city bond is-
sue—the city would have a prior-
ity forever on the use of the 
lake.

He said Mayor Elmer Youts 
and the city commissioners hope 
to meet soon with Harry Ruck-
er of Amarillo. area conserva-
tionist, to relate the city's oosi-
lion and continue their study of 
the project.

from the best underground wa-
ter source in the Panhandle-
Plains area. Right-of-way for 
a pipeline from Sunnys:de tc 
Dimmitt along US 385 reported-
ly has already been secured 
by the Soil Conservation Sent( 
ice and the Corps of Engineers.

I HAVE had many requests 
for "short cuts to good golf," 
and though there has been an 
avalanche of books, magazine 
and newspaper articles written 
on this elusive goal, here are 
some of my ideas on how to 
save strokes on your golf game: 

After the basic fundamentals 
of grip, stance, back swing, and 
'finish, comes COURSE MAN-
AGEMENT. 

Course management consists 
of playing the ball to the best 
position every time. 

ALWAYS place the ball on the 
side of the tee nearest the 
trouble. If the out-of-bounds 
Bence is on the left of the fair-
way, place your ball on the left 
side of the tee. This ball posi-
tion has you hitting the ball 
away from the out-of-bounds. 

On your shot to the green, 
club selection is important. Is 
there trouble in front of the 
green, behind the green, left, 
or right? 

Water or sand in front of the 
green suggests the selection of 
MORE club. Water or sand be- 
hind the green suggests the sel-
ection of LESS club. This will 
help you to have the best ball 
position for your next shot, with

SOMETIMES water or fair-
way sandtraps are so placed 
that the player must play short 
of them. A club that will leave 
your ball 30 yards short is a bet-
ter selection than a club that 
will leave your ball 10 feet 
short, or in the water. 

It is always better to have 
on uphill putt than a down-
hill putt. Chipping for an up-
hill putt will improve your num-
ber of putts per round. If your 
ball is inside the 10-foot range 
of the green, your chances of 
one-putting it are good; 	and 
your chances of two-putting it 
are excellent. 

Distance is the most impor-
tant factor in putting outside 
the 10 foot range. The exact 
distance on a 30-foot putt will 
give you an excellent chance 
to two-putt. This will eliminate 
most of your three-putt greens. 

Course management is con-
trol of your ball position so as 
to save strikes by keeping away 
from trouble as much as pos-
sible.

a lot of moisture for fast de-
composition. 

3. CHECK evergreen plants, 
especially azaleas and camel-
lias, for soil moisture. Cold 
winter winds with low humidity 
can be damaging to evergreens 
if soil moisture is lacking. 

4. Dig and store dahlia roots 
after the first severe frost kills 
back the foliage. Remove most 
of the soil taking care not to 
damage the growing point of 
the root or tuber. Allow roots 
to dry several days in garage 
or other dry aea, then wap 
individual tubers in old news-
paper and store until spring. 

5. Last chance to plant spring 
flowering bulbs with exception 
of tulips. 

6 Check those tulip bulbs to 
make sure they are not drying 
out in storage. 

7. PLANT reveal pots of 
spring flowering bulbs and place 
pot and all in refrigerator un-
til roots are well established. 
Be sure they do not dry out 
while in refrigerator. 	After 
roots are established bring into 
warm well lighted room to 
force. These make delightful 
gifts for shut-ins and friends 
when they bloom. 

8. Clean up, oll, sharpen, and 
store garden tools. Repair any 
power tools needing it before 
storing. Repair shops usually 
have more time to do a good 
job at this time and the tools 
will be ready when you need 
them next spring. 

9. Prepare beds for roses to 
be planted in December and 
January. Make your variety 
selections now and place or-
ders for later delivery. 

10. CHECK your landscape 
plan and determine your plant 
needs for replacements or ad-
ditions. If the plant you need 
is not in stock wait until it 
becomes available. Do not 
accept substitutions this early 
in the season. 

11. Keep the leaves raked and 
place in compost heap. A heavy 
layer of leaves can smother the 
lawn. 

12. If you save not cleaned 
up annual and perennial beds 
do so at once. Do not give 
plant pests an opportunity to 
overwinter in the old debris. 

13. Last chance to get those 
interesting seed pods and other 
items for dried arrangements. 

14. BE SURE to harvest pe-
cans and walnuts as they fall 
Quality of the nuts can deter-
iorate rapidly if allowed to re-
main in the moist grass and 
fallen leaves. 

15. Use Japanese persimmons, 
nuts, apples, citrus and color-
ful fall leaves for an attractive,  
center piece or table decoration 
for Thanksgiving.

Major provisions of the 1972 
upland cotton program — aim-
ed at continuing the progress 
achieved this year — were an-
nounced recently by Secre-
tary of Agriculture Clifford M. 
Hardin. 

"THE provisions of the 1972 
upland cotton program follow 
those of the 1971 program by 
giving farmers the opportunity 
to make better overall use of 
their land in the interest of a 
balanced production of all 
crops," Hardin said. "Cotton is 
moving toward an improved 
position as evidenced by seve-
ral encouraging factors now be-
ing realiezed with this, year's 
crop. In the first year under 
the new cotton program, pro- 
duction is higher 	about 
500,000 bales more than last 
veer; market prices are ave-
raging more than 5 cents a-
bove 1970; and cotton income 
to farmers should be up near-
ly $200 million." 

The 1972 upland cotton pro-
gram provides for a national 
base acreage allotment of 11.-
500.000 acres, a national aver-
age loan rate of 19.5 cents per 
pound, a preliminary set-aside 
payment rate of 15 cents per 
pound and a set-aside require-
ment of 20 percent of the farm 
base acreage allotment. 

"Any cotton farmer may par-
ticipate in the 1972 program by 
signing up and complying with 
the set-aside and conserving 
base requirements for his 
farm," Hardin said. "Also, 
through the set-aside provision 
cotton farmers will assist in 
the overall commodity supply

20 percent. If no cotton 	is 
planted for three consecutive 
years, the entire allotment can 
be lost. Allotments removed 
from farms are reallocated to 
other cotton farms, 

Acreage not planted due to 
drought, flood, other natural dis-
aster, payment limitation 	or 
quarantine imposed on the 
growing of cotton by federal, 
state or local government, and 
acreage which was planted but 
failed due to drought, flood, or 
ther natural disaster will be 

considered as planted to cotton 
for allotment preservation and 
payment purposes. 

THE SAME skip-row planting 
rules which were in effect for 
the 1971 crop will be applicable 
to the 1972 crop. Skips of two 
or more rows will be eligible 
for designation as set-aside 
acreage. Skips of one or more 
rows will count toward the con-
serving base requirement for 
the farm. 

Producers wao wish to parti-
cipate in the program must sign 
up at the ASCS county office.  
Signup dates will be Jan. 17 
through Feb. 25, 1972. The AS-
CS county office will notify pro-
ducers of their base acreage al-
lotments, payment yields con-
serving bases and set side re-
quirements prior to signup. In-
formation on sale and lease of 
allotments, release and reappor-
tionment and other program pro-
visions can be obtained from the 
ASCS county office. 

determining 90 percent of the 
average world price for such 
cotton for the two-year period 
ending July 31, 1971, an adjust-
ment was maJe to take into 
account the higher world prices 
in 1970-71. This adjustment is 
needed in order to keep US cot-
ton competitive and tc retain 
an adequate share of the world 
market. 

LOANS available to program 
cooperators for different indivi-
dual qualities will be based on 
the Middling 1-inch rate. A 
schedule of premiums and dis-
counts for these various quali-
ties will be issued at a later 
date. As in 1971, loans will be 
available to cooperators for a 
term of 10 months from the 
first day of the month in which 
the loan is made. Storage 
charges in excess of 60 days 
will be deducted from the loan 
proceeds. 

The agricultural Act of 1970 
established the preliminary set-
aside payment rate at 15 cents 
per pound. Such payment will 
be made to cooperators as soon 
after July 1, 1972, as is practi-
cable. 

The final set-aside payment, 
together with the national av-
erage market mice for '<i-
dling 1-inch upland cotton,.  
crenaire 15 through 4.9, in the 
designated spot markets during 
the August-December 1972 per-
iod must equal the higher of 
111 35 cents, or (2) 65 percent 
of parity as of the beginning 
of the marketing year, Aug. 
1, 1972. However, the payment 
will not be reduced if the rate 
as finally determined is less 
than the 15 cent preliminary 
rate. The payment is made on 
a quantity of cotton determin-
ed by multiplying the acreage 
planted within the farm base 
acreage allotment by the pay-
ment yield established for the 
farm, 

THE Agricultural Act of 1970 
limits cotton payments to any 
person to $55,000. This limita-
tion does not apply to loans. 

To be eligible for loans and 
payments, cotton producers 
must set aside and devote to 
conserving uses an acreage of 
cropland equal to 20 percent of 
the farm base acreage allot-
ment, plus the conserving base 
established for the farm. 

As in 1971, the set-aside acre-
age may be grazed except dur-
ing the five principal months 
of the normal growing season 
but set-aside acreage must be 
protected against erosion, weeds 
insect damage and rodents. In 
1972, sweet sorghum again may 
be planted on the set-aside acre-
age and grazed, except during 
the five principal months of the 
growing season.

ACCORDING to Johnny R. 
Feagan, Extension economist in 
farm organization, the greatest 
asset of cooperatives are the 
people who own and use their 
'business and provide leader-
ship, management and support 
from the outside. 

"A cooperative," explains 
Feagan, "is organized in and 
is a part of the community. It 
is established to meet specific 
needs and to perform functions 
that are important to the indivi-
dual, community, state and na-
tion." 

About 183,000 Texas farmers 
and ranchers conduct a relative-
ly large business through their 
participation in a private, self-
owned business institution. 
These people, the economist 
adds, have progressed through; 
acting together in order to sat-
isfy their economic needs. 

According to preliminary US-
DA statistics, Texas farmers 
and ranchers operate about 735 
agricultural coaperatives. These 
include 513 processing, market-
ing and supply associations that 
grossed more than $1 billion in 
sales and netted $771 million in 
1969.

Castro County has quite a 

part in the economy of our na-
tion in terms of agriculture and

IT TAKES .65 of a pound of 
wheat (or 1.4 cents worth at 
the per-bushel price) to make 
a one-pound loaf of bread. So 
one bushel of wheat will make 
about 80 loaves. If we averag-
ed 20 bushels of wheat per acre 
this year, it made 1,600 loaves 
of bread per acre. And if we 
raised 40,000 acres of wheat in 
the county this year, it means 
ee raised 64 million loaves of 
bread—or about a third of a 
loaf for every person in our 
erd old USA. 

We have about 35,000 acres 
of anon in our county this 
year. If we make an average 
cf one bale per acre, we will 
liaise enough cotton to make al-
most 10 million double-bed 
sheets. Looks like we are do-
ing our part toward keeping the 
nation warm doesn't it? 

An average steer that weighs 
L000 pounds and produces a 
hide that sells for $7.50 will 
make about 12 pairs of men's 
Shoes that sell for $20 a air 

4 er more. If our county's feed-
lots feed 200,000 steers this year 
we will have produced enough 
leather for 2.4 million pairs of 
shies—nearly enough for one 
pea' frr each man in Texas. 

IT IS estimated that our feed-
ers will feed about 22,000 head 
of hogs that should dress out 
about three million pounds of 
pork. That's nearly enough for 
one-third of a pound for each 
Texan. 

And of course, we all know 
this is a small portion of our 
total variety of products.

"We announced before the 
election that we felt the court-
house expansion could be built 
without a tax increase," Wil-
son said, "and we still don't 
anticipate any tax increase." 

BUT HE added: "That Isn't 
a blanket promise of no tax 
raises, though, because the state 
keeps revising the regulations 
on services to be rendered and 
the salaries and money to be 
paid by counties, but without 
any advice on where the funds 
are to come from. You can 
see how this policy could force 
counties to increase taxes in 
the future to pay these requir-
ed salaries and amounts for 
different programs. This is a 
problem being faced by all 
counties, not just ours. 

"The last legislature consid-
ered 4.973 bills and resolutions," 
he added. "Many of those that 
were adopted had to do with 
governmental services that were 
passed on to the counties to 
take care of. The state keeps 
telling us more and more what 
to do, but we have to come 
up with the money to do it. 

"However, if we do have to 
have a tax increase in the fu-
ture, it won't be because of the 
courthouse project," he said. 

MORE COMPLEX regulations 
at the state and federal levels 
also have been responsible for 
bringing highway work almost 
to a standstill this year. Wilson 
said, "mainly because the fed-
eral government has not come 
along with its share, because 
of some federal regulations that 
the state hasn't been meeting." 

"Our district highway engin-
eer said it used to take one 
year from the designation to 
the construction of a farm to 
market road, but now it takes 
three years for a farm to mar-
ket road and four to six years 
for a state or federal highway 
because of all the government 
regulations on ecology and so 
forth that have to be met," Wil-
son told the Rotarians.

High Plains growers for Holly 
Sugar Corp. received a final 
payment Sunday of about $873,-
000 from Holly on their 1970 
sugarbeet crop. 

BOB GINN, agricultural man-
ager for Holly's Hereford face  
tory district, said the payment 
boosts total returns to Holly 
growers on the High Plains to 
about $8,100,000 which includes 
both Holly and Sugar Act pay. 
ments. 

The average price received by 
growers, including Sugar Act 
payment, is $14.49 per ton. Ginn 
said that the High Plains crop 
averaged 19.9 tons per acre. 

Ginn explained that under 
Holly's contract terms, growers 
receive an initial payment in 
November of the harvest year 
based on the sugar content of 
their beets. 

A FINAL payment is made 
in October of the following year 
based on the final net selling 
price received by Holly for the 
sugar produced from these 
beets. 

Payment to growers for the 
1971 crop is based on a sales 
period of Oct. 1, 1970 through 
Sept. 30, 1971.
