field in the Friendship community, 
left a few rows unfertilized. Pos­
sibly in the future the unfertilized 
cotton will gain in size and pro­
duction, but ait the moment vast 
difference in size and development 
of the plants — the fertilized rows 
are much further along. The cot­
ton is approximately four weeks 
of age and is planted on a sandy i 
and sandy loam soil.

Frank Percifull, of the Valley 
View Community, has a field with 
a similar contrast. One portion 
of the field was deep broke, an­
other deep broke and fertilized, 
while a third portion received nei­
ther treatment. The portion that 
received both treatments is advan­
ced over the other two areas. The 
portion that was deep broken oly 
is ahead of the area with no treat­
ments applied. The field looks 
like it contains cotton of three 
different ages. Frank’s soil is a 
deep clay loam.

Certainly the portions in a year 
in which we had less moisture 
w'ould not stand out so vividly but 
with conditions as they are we are 
anxious to know whether or no<t 
the differences will carry through 
the season and show a difference 
in yields.

Controlling insects on livestock 
and field crops is a common thing 
during this season of the year. 
Everyone is aware that all insect­
icides should be handled with pre­
caution. but we often are less 
careful as we become accustom­
ed to using a certain insecticide. 
Even though a person has never 
been affected from handling insec­
ticides. they still have the ability 
to be toxic. Because they have ne­
ver been toxic to the handler, re­
gardless of how many times he 
has been exposed, does not mean 
the next time will be the same. All 
insecticides should be handled 
with care and the manufacturers 
precautions adhered to.
