The higher powered 327 cu. in. V8
engine will replace the 283 cu. in.

cleaning the oil filler cap filter
and carburetor air cleaner, lubri-
cating body points such as hinges
and locks, and other minor checks

The 1962 Monterey owner is ad-
vised to plan on another service
stop at 12,000 miles or normally
six months later. The car then
requires the same 6,000-mile ser-
vicing plus some additional check-
ing and servicing likely to take
an hour or so of time.
