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OPERATION SCREWWORM

CONTROL NOW

College Station, Feb. 21—-Texas’
multimillion dollar screwworm
control program is underway. It
was launched Wednesday morn-
ing, Feb. 14, when sterile male
screwworm flies were air<dropped
over Hays county in South Cen-
tral Texas.

The release—first of its kind in
the Southwest—was timed to coin-
cide with a meeting of the South-
west Animal Health Research
Foundation in Austin. More than
400 livestock producers and other
interested persons from Texas
and adjoining states attended the
kickoff meeting. William H. Al-
len, Coke County's Representa-
tive on the Foundation council,
was in attendance at the meet-
ing. He reported that all concern-
ed were enthusiastic about the
progress and potential of the pro-
gram.

For Restocking
Tanks

ing to James H. Pratt, manager
of the National Fish Hatchery,

Uvalde, Texas. Application forms
may be obtained from your local
County Agricultural Agent, Soil
Conservation Service office, or
from the Uvalde hatchery.

Since applications must be ap-
proved by the regional office of
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice and the Texas Game and
Fish Commission, it takes some
time to process them, Pratt
pointed out. The fish are fur-
nished free of charge and spring
distribution will start about April
15.

Anyone havmg a tank one-fourth
acre or more in size, which has
not been previously stocked, is
eligible to receive the fish., Con-

sideration is also given to re-
stocking tanks and lakes that
have refilled following drouth

periods, and for restocking where
the wundesirable fish population
has been eliminated.

Large-mouth black bass, redear
bream and channel catfish are
available at the Uvalde National
Fish Hatchery. Applicants are
given a choice of four different
stocking methods: (1) 150 bass
and 100 redear per acre; (2) 100
bass, 100 redear and 50 catfish
per acre; (3) 75 catfish per acre
when stocked alone; (4) 150 bass
when stocked alone. Ponds of
less than one acre are not stock-
ed in combination with catfish.

The fish are delivered to cen-
tral meeting points, usually the
county seat, by the hatchery’s dis-
tribution trucks. Applicants will
be notified by the hatchery of the
time and place to pick up their
fish.

About one and one-half million
fish are normally produced each
year by the National Fish Hatch-
ery at Uvalde and most of these
are distributed throughout t.hel
hatchery’s distribution area of 49
counties in Southwest Texas. Fed-
eral and state agencies are en-
couraging the construction of fish
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sportsmen now total approximate-
ly $1,400,000. An intensive drive
will be continued, SAHRF offi-
cials said, until the $3 million goal
is reached as funds given to the
program by the USDA must be
matched by contributions from the
stockmen.

With the freeze-out of over win-

tering screwworms in January,

stockmen believe there is an op-
portunity for lowering—if not to-

tally eradicating — screwworms

from Texas this year.

The program will follow the
pattern of the successful eradica-
tion effort in Florida and the
Southeast. Millions of artificially
raised male screwworm flies,
made sterile by exposure to radi-
oactive material, will be released
in the overwintering area in
South Texas and in a ‘“buffer
zone' along the southern border
of the state. A giant screwworm
producing plant will be construct-
ed in South Texas with an expect-
ed capacity of 50-75 million flies
per week. Facilities at Kerrville
Lab will eventually produce 20
million flies per week. Dr. S.
Gartman, who has charge of the
Kerrville fly facilities, is a nephew
of B. D. Gartman of Robert Lee.

If a maggot infestation or a
suspected screwworm case is dis-
covered, stockmen are requested
to remove 10 of the larvae from
the bottom of the wound for lab-
oratory inspection. The worms
should then be taken to the CAA
office for mailing positive identi-
fication. If an outbreak occurs
anywhere above the buffer zone
that is being established, sterile
flies will be seeded in the area
one day after positive identifica-
tion has been made.
