State Will Spend 
$160,000 On Coke 
Highways In 1964

The Texas Highway Commis­
sion has approved the expenditure 
of $126,000.00 for highway safety 
and betterment in Coke County 
during 1964, District Highway En­
gineer J. A. Snell of San Angelo 
announced. He said a total of 
4.4 highway miles in the county 
will be involved.

The work is part of the 1964 
State Highway Safety and Better­
ment Program just authorized by 
the Texas Highway Commission. 
The program accounts for the 
saving of many lives on Texas 
highways every year.

A $20 million installment in this 
program to make $4.5 billion 
worth of existing Texas highways 
better and safer has been approv­
ed for 1964 by the Texas High­
way Commission.

District Engineer Snell said a 
total of 109.9 miles in this high­
way district would be involved, 
at a total cost of $560,000.00.

The following improvement pro­
jects will take place in this coun­
ty:

State 208, 1.2 miles and 2:4
miles north of Robert Lee, a dis­
tance of 0.3 mile, construct bridge 
and widen bridge approaches.

State 158, between Robert Lee 
and Bronte (sections), a distance 
of 0.4 mile, widen three bridges 
and approaches.

U. S. 277, from Runnels County 
line to State 70. a distance of 3.7 
miles, asphalt seal coat.

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Our Home Circle

Don’t b u r n  those autumn 
leaves! Theyre just the thing for 
a compost pile.

Soil specialists In the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture say that 
many home owners throw away 
valuable materials that could be 
saved for use in improving their 
soil. Leaves, grass clippings, old 
tomato plants, bean vines, even 
weeds can be turned into fertilizer 
for next summer’s garden.

Such materials, after they have 
wintered hi compost, make ex­
cellent organic matter. Compost, 
spread around trees and shrubs 
and worked into the soil in flower 
and vegetable gardens, makes the 
earth rich and porous. It loosens 
the ground so that roots can de­
velop naturally, and air, moisture, 
and plant food can penetrate eas­
ily.

Here’s how you go about mak­
ing a compost pile.

Select a spot at the back of your 
lot, yet within reach of your gar­
den hose. (That’s because the 
pile should be kept moist.) Use 
ordinary wire fencing or boards to 
enclose an area 3 to 8 feet high 
and 3 to 5 feet square.

Dump leaves, lawn clippings 
and garden trash into the bin in 
layers 6 to 12 inches thick. To 
each layer add some commercial 
fertilizer (whatever you use on 
your lawn) and layer of soil.

Moisten the leaves as they are 
added.

Keep building up the pile as 
you accumulate material. Top 
with 1 to 2 inches of garden soil.

Remember to keep the compost 
pile damp. If the pile is kept 
reasonably moist and has a cap 
of garden soil, it should have no 
odor. And, by May or June, last

year's leftovers will be ready to 
perform springtime magic in your 
yard and garden.

Spacious living and energy-sav­
ing features are emphasized in a 
new, two-level five-bedroom farm­
house plan developed by engi­
neers and housing specialists of 
the U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture and 11 western states.

Three bedrooms, two baths, 
workroom, U-shaped kitchen, din­
ing room, and living room are on 
the first level. The 21 by 15 foot 
living room has cabinets and book 
shelves built in on either side 
of a brick fireplace at one end of 
room. The front entrance opens 
directly into the living room.

A hallway leads from the living 
and work areas to the sleeping 
area. Here, the master bedroom 
has two large closets and a pri­
vate bath with an enclosed show­
er. Another bath is located near 
the other bedrooms. An extra 
feature of each bathroom is a sto­
rage closet for towels and other 
supplies.

A large wall-to-wall linen closet, 
that opens from two sides, forms 
one side of the workroom. Clean 
linens can be stored in the closet 
from the workroom side, and re­
moved from the hall side —which 
is near the bedrooms — as they 
are needed.

Other storage space in the 
house includes a closet near the 
kitchen for work clothes and 
cleaning equipment, a "lock-up” 
closet in the basement TV room 
where sporting equipment can be 
stored, and a large coat closet 
just inside the front entrance to 
the living room.

The basement level of the house 
has two bedrooms, a bath, TV 
room, and a recreation room. 
Space is provided in one corner of 
the basement for a fallout shelter 
that can also be used to store 
canned goods.

The basement recreation room 
has its own outside entrance and 
could be used as an office for the 
farm business. If a fallout shel*er 
is to be built in the basement, 
then engineers suggest incorpor­
ating USD A Plan No. 7166 ,"Fall­
out Shlter for Six People.” The 
shelter was designed for this five- 
bedroom house. Plan No. 713.

The exterior of the house fea­
ture a front porch recessd be­
tween the master bedroom wing 
and a two-car garage.

The screwworm situation, look­
ing at the State as a whole, is 
not alarming, but could get that 
way very easily.

A total of 63 cases were con­
firmed in the State 'ast week — 
not a large number, but several 
more counties reported cases than 
did the week before. Also, the 
counties reporting cases—most of 
them for the firs, time since July 
—were to the south of us. If the 
flies migrate northward, we could 
become involved.

Counties reporting their first 
cases in recent weeks were: Val 
Verde, Kinney, Kerr, Edwards 
Maverick. Sutton and Uvalde.

Summing up the situation, we 
should be very watchful for 
screwworms from now until cold 
weather sets in. If a case is 
found, be sure to report it. We 
are still on the spot treatment 
program.

If the authorities know we have 
a case they can take the action 
deemed necessary. But, the sam­
ple must be submitted for them

to know and confirm the case.

The growing demand for beef 
in the United States will require 
that the number of beef cattle be 
increased at the rate of five per 
cent annually for the next seven 
years. The USDA estimates that 
we will have to have 14 million 
additional acres of grazing annu­
ally to produce this number of 
cattle.
