Texas Educator

Funeral services were held Sat-
urday at 10 a.m. at the Weed-
Corley Funeral Home in Austin
for Dr. James Knight, professor
emiritus of educational psychol-
ogy at the University of Texas.
Dr. Knight died Thursday, June
3 in Brackenridge Hospital after
suffering a heart attack. Burial
was in the Austin Memorial Park.

He served as Ellis county princi-
pal of schools, May, Pearl,
and Throckmorton In the 1930s
he joined the faculty of the Uni-
versity of Texas, conducting ex-
tension classes throughout South
Texas. During World War II, he
served four years in the U.S. Air
Corps. After the war, he became
director of the Extenson Teaching
and Field Service Bureau of the
Division of Extension for ten
yvears from 1946-56.

He also served a short time as
president of Laredo Junior Col-
lege. In the last few years, he
became particularly interested in
words, their derivation and poten-
tial power.

County Agents
News Column
By STERLING LINDSEY

The Coke County 4-H Soil Judg-
ing team missed first place by ten
points in the recent State Contest.
C. L. Sparks, son of Mr. and Mrs.
Calvin Sparks missed being high
individual of the contest by a
mere five points,

The Coke County team, compos-
ed of Sparks, Lynsey White, son
of Mr. and Mrs. Roy White, and
Doyle Robertson, son of Mr. and
Mrs. J. B. Robertson, all of Robert
Iee, placed third. Briscoe Coun-
ty was first with 1520 points, Bell
County second with 1515 points
and Coke third with 1510 points

The high individual, from Bell
County, had a score of 560 points,
C. L. scored 555 points. This is an
exceptionally high score for soil
evaluation.

Coke County Program Building
Committee, assisted by Agricul-
tural agencies in the county and
cooperating with C. E. Arrott and
Dow Chemical Co., established a
white brush control plot on Ar-
rott’s ranch at Juniper last year.
The plot, strictly a test, was par-
tially successful the first year. We
are hopeful that a second applica-
tion can be made this week.

The original test included five
plots totaling 143 acres that were
treated by aerial application of
various levels of MCPA and 2, 4,
5-T.

The plot, where MCPA was ap-
plied at the rate of 1.25 pounds
per acre appeared to show the
best results. This year, the en-
tire 143 acres will be sprayed with
MCPA at the rate of 1'2 pounds
per acre if all goes well. We,
like the chemical companies, are
hopeful that an economical control
for white brush can be found

A team of cotton insect survey-
ors, working for the Rolling Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc., and in co-
operation with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, is now
making weekly checks for cotton
insects in Coke County. The two
man team is scheduled to check
four fields in Coke County every
Friday morning. They will be

checking at Frank l’or(-n‘uil's‘\

Fred McCabe Jr.'s (Roe place),
C. E. Arrott’'s (Ash place) and
Pat Johnson's on the Hickman
place.

The survey team will check
felds in seven counties in this area
each week. They hope to help
keep us abreast of the cotton in-
sect situation.

Grasshoppers are beginning to
appear in many areas of the state
I have seen signs of a build up in
Coke County, particularly in the
soil bank fields, ditches and the
lower spots that are covered with
the heavier vegetation

Field margins are usually the
hatching places for grasshoppers
that damage row crops Early
treatment of such areas before
the young hoppers move from
their hatching beds will reduce
the acreage that might otherwise
need treatment, say the entomolo-
gists.

Insecticides in the form of
sprays, dusts or baits can be used
to control grasshoppers Sprays
gve higher initial kills than dusts
and continue to kill for a longer
period of time

Baits may still be used in situ-
ations where sprays cannot be
used or when sprayed leaf sur-
faces are not sufficient to pre-
vent migrations from nearby un
treated vegetation

Bait should be spread uniform
ly, by hand or with a broadcasti
machine, at the rate of 20 pounds
per acre. It should never be sto:
ed on the ground and all that is
spilled should be cleaned up. Bait
should be stored where livestock
cannot reach it

Malathion, sevin, aldrin, toxa-
phene and heptachlor will control
