Preventing clinging in Garments
Slips, blouses and shirts of the

wide public acceptance because
they launder so easily and wear so
well, Sometimes in cold, dry wea-
ther, these garments have a ten-
dency to cling to the body. This
clinging is caused by what is com-
monly called static,

This clinging tendency can be re-
duced in washable garments of the
newer man-made fibers by adding
a small amount of a liquid deter-
gent, fabric softener, or a special
liquid antistatic agent to the final
rinse water. Liquid detergents and
fabric softeners can be purchased
at most food or grocery stores. Li-
quid antistatic agents can be ob-|
tained at notion counters in drug
or department stores.

Wash the garments in the usual
manner. Then rinse them in a
solution of the selected product ac-
cording to instructions given on the
container, or adjust the amount
used to suit the needs of the in-
dividual.

This recipe below is one 1 got a
a few vears ago from the David
Treadaways who manage Lake
Christian Retreat, Brownwood. We
enjoy it at our house as it keeps
well and is a salad or a dessert.

Sparkle Salad

Dissolve 1 package each [ime,
lemon and strawberry flavored gel-
atin such as Jello in 1'2 cups hot
water. Put each flavor of Jello into
a flat pan large enough that the
mixture is * to one inch deep. Chill
overnight.

The following morning, dissolve 1
package lemon flavored gelatin in
1 cup hot pineapple juice and ‘2
cup hot water. Add ': cup sugar.
Mix and chill until thickened, but
not set. Whip 2 cups whipping
cream, fold into mixture. Remove
from refrigerator friut flavored gel-
atin made the previous day. Cut
into % to 1 inch squares. Add to the
vhipped cream mixture, fold and
mix well. Pour into mold or suit-
able containers, chill until set. The
salad may be served on a lettuce
leaf with the main meal, or eaten
as a dessert.
