The Association President said too 
many drivers fail to take jwsitivc 
action in matters of traffic safety 
due to a lack of |x*rsonal identifi­
cation with the problem.

"And. some even operate under 
the false idea they have some sort 
of built-in personal immunity to 
accidents,”  Carr added. "They think 
‘i f  can’t happen to them

"This just isn't true. — Each dri­
ver in our state has less than a 50- 
50 chance to go through his driving 
career without being involved in a 
traffic mishap, or without incurring 
injury to himself or one of his 
family."

Carr advised drivers to use ex­
treme caution and display courtesy 
in traffic during the holiday week­
end.

"Put all your driving skills to 
work: be prepared for the unexpect­
ed actions of other drivers; and a- 
dopt a proper driver-attitude to stay 
out of trouble,”  he said.

The TSA “ Accidental Death Alert" 
goes into effect at 12:01 a m. Satur­
day, Sept. 3 and ends at 11:50 p.m. 
Monday, Sept. 5. The period coin­
cides with the Department of Pub* 
lic Safety's traffic alert, "Opera­
tion Mote rod e ."

Steakv in Spotlight
Steaks fa- outdoor grilling will be 

featured at some supermarkets as 
the Labor Day weekend rolls 
around.

Beef cuts expected to be on spe­
cial include steaks, chuck roasts 
ami liver.

Since steak is one of the mold 
popular meats for outdoor grilling, 
many consumers have questions 
about the best way to cook a steak 
on a grill. Here are some of the 
most frequently asked questions 
from backyard chefs.

Question How can you keep a 
steak from curling during cooking?

Answer: Slash the fat edges of 
the steak before cooking.

Q: How often should a steak be 
turned during cooking^

A: Once is all that necessary. 
Broil until brown on first side, turn 
it and continue cooking the other 
sick*. Use tongs to turn the steak 
without piercing it. Jabbing a steak 
with a fork causes an undue loss in 
juices.

Q: When should a steak be salt­
ed—before or after grilling?

A: Salt each side after grilling. 
This is important because the sea­
soning may draw the flavorful juic­
es to the surface and slow the 
browning process.

Q: How can you tell when a steak 
is done?

A: CUt a slit in the steak with a 
sharp knife. Cut near the bone, if 
there is ore. Look at the color in­
side If it’s red. it’s rare; pink is 
medium, and brown is well done.

Q: Why is it recommended that 
meat be sliced across the grain?

A: Meat should be carved against 
the grain to give uniform slices for 
attractive serving. Also, slicing 
across the grain, or fibers, makes 
the meat easier to eat.

A recent breakfast study in Iowa 
demonstrated that when a low-fat, 
low-choiestero] morning meal is in­
dicated. a cereal and milk break­
fast is superior to some because it 
is k)w in fat and cholesterol, it con­
tains an adequate amount of com­
plex carbohydaL>s ami a small 
quantity of simple sugar, and it 
also furnishes adequate protein, im­
portant vitamins and essential min­
erals.

A basic cereal ami milk break­
fast of 400 calories for weight re­
duction is just as nutritionally ef­
ficient as otfiers. according to the 
study. It includes one-half cup or­
ange juice. 1 ounce of whole wheat 
flakes or other ready-to-eat cereal, 
1 cup of nonfat milk for the cer­

eal and as a beverage, 1 teaspoon 
sugar, 2 slice's of white toast, ami 
1 teaspoon butter. Preserve's or 
honey substituted for butter fur­
ther reduces the fat and cholesterol.
