How To Save on Meat Buying

How to get more fo d for our 
dollars interests all of us.

Meat takes about a third of the 
food dollar, so good buying of 
meat, fish and poultry goes a 
long way in balancing the food 
budget.

To save money on meat:
1. Compare prices among 

stores.
2. Buy meat on special.
3. Buy the less expensive meat 

like chuck roast, hamburger, pork 
shoulder, pork, and beef liver.

4. Buy low-cost fish like whit­
ing, ocean cod, perch, canned 
tuna, pink salmon and mackeral.

5. Buy dry beans and peas, and 
pe«inut butter as low-cost meat 
substitutes.

6. Here are some other sug­
gestions for wise food buying:

7. Cost per serving is a good 
way to recognize the cheaper 
foods in the meat group. (A serv­
ing of from 21/2 to 3V» ounces of 
cooked, lean meat).

Ground beef, heel of round, 
brisket, flank, or cube steaks give 
four servings per pound. At 69 
cents a pound, a heel of round 
roast would serve four and cost 
17 cents a serving; whereas, short 
ribs at 59 cents a pound would on­
ly serve two and cost 30 cents a 
serving.

Lean moats or ground meats 
will yield four servings per 
pound. Meats with a medium a- 
mount of fat and bone, such as 
short ribs or rib steaks, will give 
only two per pound. Meats with 
a large amount of bone such as 
spareribs figure 1% servings per 
pound.

Chicken fryers also will yield 
1% servings per pound. If chick­
ens are 39 cents a pound the ser­
ving cost is 30 cents.

The occasional substitution of 
dry beans or eggs for meat lowers 
the cost per serving from 6 to 9 
cents. One cup of cooked dried 
beans, two eggs, and % cup pea­
nut butter are each equal to a 
serving of meat as far as protein 
is concerned.

Fish sticks and fish fillets cost 
about 15 cents a serving. Canned 
mackerel can be made into fish 
patties for about 7 cents a serv­
ing.

Sizeable savings can be made 
in buying foods in the meat group 
because of the differences in costs 
per serving of these foods.

When buying meat and poultry, 
remember that the USDA inspec­
tion sign is assurance of whole­
someness. The USDA grade sign 
is an indication of quality in the 
product.

The most popular grade of beef 
on the market is Choice. Good 
and Standard are USDA grades 
of beef that are sometimes found 
on the market. Good and Stand­
ard grades indicate leaner, less 
tender, and less expensive meat.

press garments, check the con- 
ntruction. Make sure seams, poc­
kets and plackets lie flat and are 
smooth. If they’re puckered when 
the finish is applied, the wrinkles 
become permanent and won’t 
smooth out when laundered.

Fisher Deplores 
U. S. Diplomacy

<Editor’s Note; The following 
article was written by Congress­
man O. C. Fisher, and pretty well 
tells the story of how bright some 
of our State Department decision­
makers a m )

What happened when the car­
rier Franklin D. Roosevelt recent­
ly visited Cape Town must go 
jown in history as one of the 
monumental bloopers of United 
States diplomatic history. It was 
so described by the Washington 
Star.

It all happened when the car­
rier put into port for a 72-hour 
visit and the ship’s commander 
notified the South Africans that 
he had received orders from 
Washington not to allow shore 
leave for any of the 3,700 seamen 
and officers enroute back to the 
USA from Vietnam.

A hundred thousand South 
Africans lined the shores to 
give the biggest welcome in 
history to th e  war - weary 
seamen. As the s h i p  ap­
peared over the horizon it gave a 
21-gun salute, which was answer­
ed by shore batteries. Thousands 
of Cape Town homes had been
opened to entertain the Ameri­
cans. No expense hail been spar­
ed in preparing for the gala
event.

But at the last minute the Ad­
ministration buckled under in re­
sponse to pressures from 40 lib­
eral Congressmen and a battery 
of civil rights agitators. They
claimed they didn't like the way 
South Africa handled her race 
problems.

It is a bit odd that these same 
radical-liberals have never raised 
a whimper when U. S. ships have 
docked at Communist and pro- 
Communist ports and shore leave 
was granted to the sailors.

It is also significant that not 
one time has South Africa can­
celled shore leave for her sailors 
when ships from that country 
visited American ports. Not once 
has South Africa slapped o u r  
face with such orders because 
South Africa or some of her peo­
ple may not have liked the wray 
wfe in this country handle our 
race problems.

The diplomatic blooper stems 
from the fact that the Union of 
South Africa has throughout the 
years been one of our most val­
ued and trusted friends. That 
country fought with us in two 
wars, alw'ays votes with us in 

I the U. N. against the Communist 
bloc, and controls the Cape of 

I Good Hope . . .  one of the most 
i strategic spots militarily in the 
| world. And not one dime of our 
foreign aid has ever been sought 
or given to South Africa.

This gratuitous slap makes one 
wonder how long the Government 

j of South Africa can go on be- 
I ing friendly with us. Such insults 
as this against a friendly nation 
will not be easy for those people 
to forget.

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TEXAS RANKS 39TH IN AMOUNT 
SPENT PER STUDENT IN SCHOOL

Austin— Texas' expenditure for 
each of its elementary and high 
school pupils is more than 50 per 
cent less than New York state's 
*uul 27 per cent less than Califor­
nia's.

A nationwide survey released by 
Texas State Teachers Association 
here in Texas disclosed that New 
York is investing $912 per pupil 
annually compared to Texas’ $449. 
California is spending $613 annu­
ally.

The national average is $564. 
The findings place Texas in 39th 
rank among the 50 states in per 
pupil expenditures. Among the 
88 states having higher annual per 
pupil expenditures are:

Alaska, $877; New Jersey, $740; 
^Wyoming, $669; Connecticut, $657; 
Oregon, $645; Wisconsin, $614; 
and Delawai e, $629

And all of the states bordering 
Texas spend more: Oklahoma, 
$461; New Mexico, $556; Louisi­
ana, $554.

The state with the poorest ra­
ting in per pupil expenditures is 
Mississippi with $315 annually. 
New York's is the highest.

The report, which deals only 
with public schools, shows that 
Texas:

Ranks third in size of in­

structional staff with teachers, 
administrators, and supervisors 
totaling 114,000.

- Also ranks third in size of 
enrollment with 25 million chil­
dren going to school; Texas en­
rollment is exceeded only by New 
York and California.

-  Ranks sixth in number of high 
school graduates with 127, 442 ex­
pected to receive diplomas this 
spring; Pennsylvania, Illinois, and 
Ohio will each graduate more high 
school seniors this year although 
these states have smaller total 
school enrollments than Texas.

-  Ranks fourth in total number 
of school districts with 1,303; Ne­
braska, Illinois, and South Dakota 
have more school districts than 
Texas.

The survey shows that Texas’ !

uneven performance in number of 
high school graduates compared 
to its total enrollment is probably 
tied closely to its relative low 
ranking in total annual per pupil 
expenditures for public schools.

Although the number of high 
school graduates in Texas is rela­
tively low compared to the other 
large industrialized states in the 
nation, Texas can claim better 
than average improvement in hold­
ing students in school until they 
graduate.

The national increase In num­
ber of high school graduates is 
expected to be up this year by 
2.7 per cent.

But Texas' increase in number 
of high school graduates will rise 
by 4.6 per cent. This improved 
record reflects favorably on both 
the quality of the school program 
and efforts to cut the state's 
dropout rate.

School revenues In Texas show 
that the percentage of total rev­
enue represented by federal aid

funds have risen one per cent; 
this year 9.3 per cent of Texas 
school revenue is contributed by 
the ftxleral government. The state 
contributes 49.3 per cent and local 
districts contribute 413 per cent 
of the revenue.

The survey show’ed tliat pupil- 
teacher ratios in Texas elementary 
schools compare poorly with sev­
eral states. This year the average 
class size in Texas elementary 
schools is 32.2 students per teach­
er, while in New York it is 24.6 
students per teacher, and In Con­
necticut it is 27.5 students per 
teacher in elementary schools.

Ideal class size for the best in­
struction in elementary schools is 
estimated by most educators to be 
25 students per teacher.

The survey was conducted by 
the Research Division of National 
Education Association and the 
data enumerated in “Estimates 
of School Statistics, 1966-1967."
