V oters In th e  M ay 4 p rim ary  
w ho moved Into the  coun ty  on o r 
a f te r  Nov. 4, L967, m ust vote be­
tw een April 15 and  A pril 30 In 
th e  office of the  coun ty  clork In 
the  coun ty  of th e ir  p resen t re s i­
dence, accord ing  to  in fo rm ation  
supplied by Mrs. W innie W aldrop, 
county  c le rk  of Coke County.

A new  law  enacted  la s t y ea r 
p erm its  reg iste red  vo ters  w ith  
less th an  six m on ths’ residence in 
th e  coun ty  to  vote on all s ta te ­
wide offices and  issues if th ey  
have lived in the  s ta te  longer 
th an  one year, bu t th ey  m ust vo te 
in the  coun ty  c le rk 's  office under 
procedures sim ilar to  ab sen tee  
voting. Tlie new law  p u ts  in to  
e ffec t a  co n stitu tio n a l am endm en t 
adopted  in  N ovem ber 1966.

Form erly , a  person w ho m oved 
from  one county  to  a n o th e r  w ith in  
the s ta te  w as to ta lly  d isfranch is . 
cd fo r th e  f i r s t  six m onths a f te r  
he moved, unless one o r m ore of 
the  v ario u s ty]>es of d is tr ic ts  
(congressional, legislative, ju d b  
ciol, e tc .) Included both  th e  coun­
ty  of h is fo rm er residence and 
the  coun ty  of his new residence. 
I f  he had  lived in a  d is tr ic t fo r 
six m onths before the  election, 
he could vote on s ta tew id e  offices 
and issues and  on th e  offices fo r 
d is tr ic ts  in w hich he had  six 
m onths’ residence, b u t he could 
no t vote cm local offices and  Is­
sues w ith in  th e  county .

T he now law  preserves th e  vot­
ing r ig h ts  w hich ex isted  u nder 
th e  old law, b u t th e  procedure 
fo r vo ting  h as  b e e n  changed. 
H eretofore , a  person en titled  to  
vote on th e  basis of s ix  m o n th s’ 
residence in a  d is tr ic t voted on 
election day  a t  th e  re g u la r  poll, 
ing  place fo r th e  vo ting  p recinct 
of his new  residence.

T he v o te r m ust ap p e a r in p e r­
son a t  the  c le rk ’s office betw een 
the  20th day  and  th e  fo u rth  d ay  
preceding  the  election unless he 
is unable to  ap p e a r because of 
sickness o r physical d isab ility  or 
unless he is ab sen t from  the  
county  du rin g  th a t  period.

IT escn t ja il fac ilities  fall fa r  
sh o rt o f req u irem en ts  o f th e  T ex ­
a s  P riso n  S ystem  and  th e  S ta te  
D ep artm en t of H ealth . H ousing  
fo r th e  sh e riff  and  his fam ily  is 
a lso  “h igh ly  inadequa te  under 
p resen t d ay  s ta n d a rd s ,” th e  com .

B ron te  h as  no com m unity  bu ild­
ing  su itab le  fo r holding la rg e  
public g a th e r in g s  an d  th e  com ­
m u n ity  c e n te r  is p ropsed  to  “a l­
low c itizen s of th is  co u n ty  to  
provide, n o t cn ly  to  local citizens, 
b u t g ro u p s from  n eig h b o rin g  
com m unities a  place to  hold g a th ­
e r in g s  in  a  bu ild ing  la rg e  enough  
to  sa tis fy  th e ir  needs."

A lthough i t  h as  served  well, th e  
com m unity  c e n te r  in R obert Lee 
is no t ad eq u a te  fo r p re sen t and  
fu tu re  needs o f th e  com m unity . 
T he proposed add ition  w ould 
double th e  floor space, provide 
covered ou tside  picnic a reas , p ro ­
vide tw o  new  public re s t room s 
en d  buy new fu rn ish in g s an d  
equipm ent.
