Freezing Prepared Food*
During hot sum m er months, it 

is easier to open the freezer for 
baked goodies or casseroles than 
to upend hours in the kitchen. 
Freezing is the only method to 
preserve m any of these b.iked or 
cooked goods.

Cook most breads, cakes and 
pies before freezing. Cool them 
and wrap in m oisture-vapor-proof 
m aterial.

Us.* standard recipes for cakes 
and breads. For quick breads use 
double. action baking powder. 
B iscuits and m uffins are b e t t e r  
frozen uncooked. Bran  m uffins, 
fru it  and nut breads are b etter 
if baked before freezing.

You may freeze bread and rolls 
baked or unbaked. U se n recipe 
w ith a  fa irly  larg e am ount of fa t  
and sugar. Baked  products may 
be stored as long as  9-12 months.

I f  you w ant to  freeze dough, 
allow it to  rise until double in 
bulk. Doughs shaped before freez ­
ing m ay be inferior, even when 
stored only tw o weeks.

Prebaked calces containing fa t 
may dry out ’slightly  a fte r  tw o 
months, and a fte r  four months, 
flavor changes m ay be expected.

Use pure e x tra c ts  a s  im itations 
m ay produce off-flavors. Angel 
food, yellow sponge, ch iffon  and 
fru it cakes baked before freezing 
will keep up to  a  year.

Uncooked confectioner's su gar 
fcostings freeze best. Boiled and 
other so ft fi'ostings containing 
egg w hites anil cream  fillings are 
not su itable for freezing.

Fru it, vegetable and chiffon 
pies freeze successfully. F ru it  
pies m ay be frozen eith er before 
or a fte r  baking. C rust is m ore 
tender, flaky  and flavor fresher 
when the pies a re  frozen before 
baking.

A uthorities a d v i s e  ag ain st 
freezing la ttice  top pies. Don’t 
cu t steam  vents in top cru sts of 
frozen unbaked pies until they 
have been removed from  the 
freezer.

Do not overcook foods th a t 
are to be frozen. Foods th a t are  
to be heated before serving are  
best if only p artia lly  cooked; 
m eat should be tender but still 
firm ; vegetables sligh tly  under­
done.

Use as little  fa t  as possible in 
gravies and sauces. F a ts  have a  
tendency to separate, but if  used 
in sm aller proportions, they will 
recom bine when heated.

Fried  foods are a p t to  becom e 
rancid a fte r  one to  two m onths 
of storage.

U se seasoning sparingly as 
som e o f them  change during sto ­
rage. Pepper g ets stronger. 
Cloves m ay becom e stro n g er and 
discolor frozen fillings. G arlic 
becom es stron g er during storage 
and onions gradually lose flavor. 
Green peppers, sage and pimien- 
toes increase in strength .

It  Is im portant to  cool cooked 
foods prom ptly to prevent con­
tinued cooking. Foods and flavor 
rapidly when held a t  high tern- 
peratures. And w arm  foods in ­
vite Ixu 'terii grow th.

Subm erge the cooking pan in 
ice w ater to  hasten cooling.

A fter cooling, p ackage in 
m oist ure- vapor-resistan t mat erial 
im m ediately. P ack  all types of 
cooked foods as solidly as pos­
sible to  avoid a ir  spaces in the 
containers.

Enhance the flavor of m eats, 
poultry, s e a f o o d s ,  precooked 
f<xxts and vegetables with mono, 
sodium glu tam ate (M SG ).

C asserole dishes contain ing 
m acaroni, spaghetti, notxlles or 
rice m ay be frozen. To -serve, 
bake in 850 degree F. oven for 
40-60 m inutes. You can move the 
baking dish directly  from the 

freezer to  the oven w ith little  
danger o f breakage.

You can freeze alm ost any type

of cream ed dish except those con­
tain ing  liard-cooked egg whites. 
Avoid overcooking and cool rap ­
idly in pan o f ice w ater. Don’t 
store longer than  two to four 
months.

P ackage prepared foods in 
am ounts su itable for serving. You 
m ay safely  refreeze f  robe a  foods 
th a t have been thawed if they 
still contain ice cry sta ls . Thaw ed 
loods spoil fa s te r  than fresh 
foods.

Thaw ing and refreezing m ay

lower quality of some foods, par­
ticu larly  friu ts, vegetables and 
prepared foods.

A ustin, Tex. — A rrival a t  the 
mid-way m ark in the 30-day spe­
c ia l leg islative session touched 
o f f  an explosion o f activ ity  in key 
a re a s  of spending:, taxation  and 
liquor-by-the-dnnk.

•Both House and Senate passed 
versions of the 1969 budget and 
w ent to  conference com m ittee to  
w ork out differences.

•House passe*! by a  narrow 
m argin  (78 votes to  67) Gov. 
Jo h n  Connally’s  bill to  perm it 
liquor by the drink sales in mini­
b o ttles under taxation  and str ic t  
regulation.

•House Revenue and T ax  Com­
m ittee  sent out for debate an*! 
full House action Connally’s $119 
m illion tax  package. T his contro­
versial m easure hopefully will 
land in conference com m ittee 
th is  week a fte r  am endm ents in 
both house's.

R epresentatives voted over, 
w helm ing ly for a $474 million 
general revenue budget, senators 
fo r  a $479 7 million general fund 
appropriations m easure. House 
version would require $132.6 m il­
lion in new revenue. Senate bill 
$137.9 million. All phases of 
C bnnally’s  tax  liquor-by-the-drink 
legislations were designed to 
ra ise  $127 2 million, so additional 
revenue m ust be found.

House fought a  b itte r battle  
ov er the m ini-bottles bill which 
w as combine*! w ith proposals of a 
su bco m m ittee  fo r strengthening 
liquor laws. T ax  on little  bottles 
and increased fees will produce 
ov er $8 million. An addition $6.5 
m illion would com e from  a gross 
receip ts tax  on private clubs, as 
called  for in Connally’s tax  bill.

M argin on m ini-bottles in the 
Sen ate  is said to be even closer 
than in the House. Poll tak ers  
said 14 to  15 senators would be 
counted as sure supporters.

A sales tax  increase to three 
per cent is certa in  to  figure in 
the final tax  package. This whe­
ther the leg islatu re votes a 
stra ig h t rate  hike or goes along 
w ith Connally’s  plan to  m ise the 
ra te  and rebate 75 per cen t ot 
the take to  cities (in lieu o f their 
present local option sales tax 
levy). Connally also proposes to 
[Hit sales tax on m any services 
and cigarettes.

M ini-bottles bill would m ake 
one-drink-sized containers avail, 
able in license*! hotels, clubs, 
lestau ran ts, planes and trains. 
.Sellers would have to  do a t  least 
a  third as much business in f<x>d 
sales as on liquor. M ini-bottles 
probably will be expensive, since 
they would carry  a  ta x  o f about 
ten and a half cen ts *vach. Sellers 
will have to pay the s ta te  perm it 
fee ranging from  $500 in the 
sm allest towns to  $1,250 in cities 
ever 250,000 Furtherm ore, cities 
and counties can m atch  the 
charge.

Bill also se ts specifications for 
private clubs and raises fees, a l­
though it  will allow m anagers 
and most o ther em ployees to  is­
sue guest cards to  the drop-in 
trade and it authorizes credit 

card  sales.
Legislation would further per­

m it 16-vear-olds to  sack  beer in 
groceries and serve as bus-boys 
w here m ini-bottles are  handled. 
It would outlaw gam bling, in- 
crease  punishm ent fo r perm itting

minors to  buy or consume alco* 
holic beverages, raise beer deal 
e rs ’ license fees from  $30 to $150
provide fo r fa ste r  sale of confis­
cated liquor by the s ta te  and 
m ake most Texiis I,iquor Control 
B*«ird records available to  public 
inspection.

B arrin g  lo g jam s the legisla­
ture has a  fa ir  chance of beating 
its deadline anti winding up must 
t usiness in a single special ses­
sion.

GIN  IHTST —  One of the dif­
ferences between the Sen ate  and 
House is w hether the T exas A ir 
Control Board is going to  be al. 
lowed to  require cotton gins to  
put in dust abatem ent devices.

Sen ate  voted to  strik e  out a  
“rider” which would prohibit the 
hoard from  spending any money 
on activ ities  connected w ith cot­
ton gins. B u t the House voted to  
keep it  in. by a  vote of 95-47.

This prohibition w as put Into 
the present appropriations law  in 
1967. T h is led to  a blast a t  the 
L eg islatu re by som e m em bers of 
the A ir Control Board. B u t a 
provision put in to  the a ir  pollu­
tion control law in 1967 cannot 
be clianged by this session of the 
le g is la tu re . . .so it operates e f­
fectively  to keep the A ir Control 
Board out o f the cotton  business.

However, the ginning industry 
has been w orking w ith the Board 
and has been doing research  aim ­
ed a t  reducing the a ir  pollutions 
problem caused by gin opera­
tions.

DRUNK. T E S T S  A D V A N CED  
—  A bill to  require those sus- 
pected of driving while in to x ica t­
ed to  subm it to  breath  or blood 
tests  on penalty o f having th e ir  
licenses suspended has been ap­
proved by the House S ta te  Af- 
fa irs  C om m ittee.

Legislation  provides th at a  dri­
ver gives implied consent to  un­
dergo chem ical testin g  to  deter, 
mine if he is drunk w'hen ch arg ­
ed w ith the offense. Most o th er 
s ta te s  have sim ilar law s as re­
quired by the 1966 federal h igh­

way sa fe ty  act.
T e sts  showing a  blood content 

of one-tenth per cen t alcohol by 
w eight would be prinia facie  evi­
dence of being under th e  influ­
ence o f alcohol. A rrsting  o fficers 
would have to  appear in court. 
Those w ith religious ob jections 
to blood draw ing could tak e a  
breath test.

R U R A L  R O A D S —  T h at long- 
quiet farm -to-niarket roads fuss 
has come back to  life.

Som e c ity  leg islato rs are  push­
ing  a  bill to do aw ay w ith the 
$15 million a y ear of general tax  
money w’hich is being spent on 
rural roads. T hey w ant it  spent 
on c ity  stree ts . B u t th e ir e ffo rts  
have failed so far.
