personal protection or sport, nor
that registration should be re.

plar or respected, is the right of
citizens to keep and bear arms. ..
the right of citizens to bear arms
is just one more guarantee
against arbitrary government,
one more safeguard against a tyr-
anny, which now appears remote
in America, but which historical-
ly has proven to be always pos-
sible.”

IN 1963, THE CONGRESS
passed PL 88.186, amending the
Arms Control and Disarmament
Act. Section 33 of this Law con.
tains the following provision with
respect to the individual's right
to keep and bear arms for legiti-
mate purposes:

“Nothing contained in this Act
shall be construed to authorize
any policy or action by any
Government Agency which would
interfere with, restrict, or pro-
hibit the acquisition, possession
or use of firearms by an indivi.
