D  t i t  be de- 
cevied by its name, it may also 
be roasted, suiunered or sauteed, 
for chicken dishes with moist 
succulent meat.

Roaster: A little older and larg­
er than the bruiler-fryer, weighs 
3 4  to  S pounds, is about 12 
weeks old, and has tender meat.

Capon: A larger bird, weigh­
ing 4 tlo 7 pounds, with a fine 
flavor and a generous quantity 
of white meat.

Fondues
Different types o f  fondue pots 

fit different kinds o f fondues. 
MetaJ pots usually are used for 
beef fondue but can be used for

cheese fondue If the temperature 
is kejit low ft*High so cheese will 
not stic k or bum. Earthenware 
pots should be used for  cheese 
or chocolate fondue only. Earth­
enware can withstand tempera­
tures required for tJiese but it 
tends to  crack under higher tem­
peratures used for meaL

Nothing Fireproof! Observer, Robert Lee, Texas Feb. 26, 1970

Students Are T old ;
Nothing as fireproof an*! any­

thing will burn. This fact was 
bn ught cu t by Joe Smetana, Di- 
i ector o f  Safety for  Tex.'is Farm 
Bureau in a graphic fire demon­
stration hold Monday at R  ber< 
Ivee High Seh ml. He illustrateil 
tins point ami many others in the 
45 minute demonstration using a 
variety o f  materials.

The fire triangle boa:d was 
used to illustrate what fire is and 
h -w  to effectively contru.1 fires.

By igniting a piece o f  steel 
w  ol with a dry cell battery.

| Smetana paw ed tliat even steel 
I will burn under the right eondi- 
ti ns and disproved the e r ro n o u i 

j theory that a flame must be pre­
sent in order to have a fire.

In a specially prepared explo- i 
sli n chamber Smetana created an 
explosion with one single drop o f 
gasoline comparable to a shotgun 
blast. The Safety Director ex ­
plained that a gallon o f  gasoline 
contains 155.000 dr* {>s and ha- 
the explosive potential o f  30 
sticks a t dynamite. He urged 
cau tvn  in tlie handling anil stor­
age a t petroleum products and 
other flammable liqmd materials.

A fter dem m strating Wow fires 
can be caused by overhauled elec­
trical circuits and improper fus­
ing. Smetana pointed out that 
many fire* a t this type are blam­
ed on faulty wiring. He suggest­
ed that “ faulty thinking" is tn- 
vcived more often than "faulty 
wiring.”

The demonstration, which was 
brought 0 1 Robert Dee High 
School under the spnsorship o f 
the CVke County Farm Bureau, is 
part c f  a long-range fire preven­

The peach twig borer may 
eau e  serious damage to peaches 
and plums if control measures 
are n  t carried tout. Early gene- 
raUons o f  the puach twig borer 
larvae tunnel into twigs and buds 
resulUng in growth stoppage or  
tw ig death. Later generatb ns 
feed on the fruit either penoti act­
ing to the pits or  hollowing out 
aixuis beneath the skin.

The overwintered larvae be­
came active in early March as the 
buds swell and begin to open.

Three complete generations 
follow  the overwintered genera­
tion. Larvae begin to attack 
fruit as soon as it passe* the 
pit-hardening stage and o  ntinue 
to damage fruit thonightmt the 
season.

O  ntrol measures applied at the 
pink bud, petal fall, and shuck- 

I split stages are adequate for o  n- 
trol o f  overwintered peach twig 
borers. Go d initial o  ntrol can 
be obtained u ing cn ly  the petal 
and ahuckxplit applications. How­
ever, it is usually best to make 
all three applications.

Succeeding applications are re- 
quried t i d ntrol later genera­
tions o f this pest. Commercial 
growers should apply three cover 
sprays following the shucksplit 
application, at intervals o f 10 to 

j 14. 14 to 21, and 21 tt» 25 days 
j For small * re hards, only the lirst 
I and second cover sprays will be 
I needed.

The above spray schedule will 
j control n< st icf the in-season in­
sect pests o f peaches and plums.

You know 
Papa didn't believe in absence 
from schdcvl.

Children were assigned home­
work, and the books were car­
ried home each ilav. Parents, 
tired after a day o f  t; 11, sat up 
to hear- the children read and 
?q>ell iuul 0» lend whatever oth ­
er assistance they could in prep­
aration o f less ns to be "recited” 
the next day. Books were fairly 
well cared for and were used 
until worn cut. Unif rni text­
books and sta te -ow n ed  "free" 
textbook* came later.

One o f  the first schools in 
Coke County was taught by a 
Mr Hall in a "one-room , wooden | 
structure on M untain Creek, 
one mile west o f  Hayrick, near 
the spot occupied by the H C. 
Allen rock ranch house. This 
was in 1885-86. It was a four- 
month "subscript! 4i” s c h o o l .  
Parents paid $1.60 per month 
for each child. Some o f the pu­
pils in that school were A«la, 
Sally, Alice and Howard Cara­
way. children « f  Mr. and Mrs. 
W. T. Caraway, and W ylie Byrd.

A fter that term, school was 
moved about tw o miles east to 
Sand Springs. There was a g  i si 
spring at that site which furnish­
ed water for the school; then. I 
too, the country was settling up ) 
faster in that directi n, and the 
m ve made it more convenient [ 
far a larger number o f children

The first school at the Sarvtl 
Springs site (1886-87) w -as 
taught by Miss Idalia Nance.

About eleven or twelve pupils at- 
tended this ac-hod, among whom 
were Jack, Etta anti Lydia Roe, 
the Dancer boys, Marvin Bro ks, 
Henry Richards, the Caraway 
children and W ylie Byrd. *

Another teacher at the Sand 
Springs echo. ] before Coke O un­
ty was organized wa* Miss Bet­
ty Eidson, who taught in 1887- 
88.

A Mr. Carrigan was teaching 
this sch ol when Coke C-unty

was organized. A fter  the little 
village o f Hayrick, the f i r s t  
county seat o f  the new county, 
was started, “ a large, two-room  
building was erected.” Mr. Car­
rigan was the teacher (1889-90) 
and was assisted by Mias Vida 
Youngblc d, who was not a full- 
fledged teacher at the time, but 
a student assistant.

Hayrick sch ol started with

2890. Then* was the ' ‘large.”  
new acho^lhouse, tw o teachers, 
M r. Carrigan and J. J. Bishop, 
and seventy-five nr more pupils. 
Everything went well for a time. 
Mr. Carrigan was not a man to  
use the rod.

Mr. Carrigan <li<ln’t whip, for 
he didn’t need to. He had big 
feet and a big, bo ruing voice. 
He would stamp his foot and 
“ holler” at the children and that 
frightened them into obedience.

Mr. Bishop became ill o f  “ slaw* 
fever,”  and Mias Vida Young­
blood again comes on the scen e ,' 
this time as an employed substi­
tute for  a month, and school 
w ent on about as usual. But 
that term o f  school was not des­
tined to  run to  completion. In 
January the county voted to re­
locate the county seat at R ob­
e rt  Lee. Moving began at rnce 
and:

"B y the middle o f  March most

I of the sixty-five houses in Hay­
rick had been moved, and the 
families with them. The chil­
dren fuiled to  appear for  their 
cla ses. Dally attendance drop­
ped o ff  from seventy-five to few­
er than a dozen. Prof. Carrigan 
and I resigned os we did not 
care to teach empty benches. 
Carrigan left the country, and I 
moved with the crowd to  Robert 
Lee.”

The Sanco school was estab­
lished in 1887, with Charlie 
Teague as first teacher. Some 
o f the first pupils were Smith, 
Ira and Cora Bird, Ruby and El- 
t n Durham. It is believed that 
Sanco was named for  Chief Sa- 
nan>, Comanche Indian.

The first school in the Edith 
community was in 1889, with 
Ge rge Royalty as teacher. Mr. 
Royalty named the Edith post 
o ffice  for  Miss Edith Bonsell o f  
Ballinger, Texas.

The Bronte School was estab­
lished in 1888, with Mr. Madison

McCutchen os the teacher. The 
small one-room  building which 
h used the schdnt was west o f 
East Kicka(HX) Creek.

Robert Lee's first school was 
a sh rt-term subscription sch »1 
taught by Miss Lucy McCarthy 
in the spring o f  1889. The first 
school building at Robert Lee 
was later known as the Stickney 
residence.

In May, 1891, C  :ke County 
C  mmissioners ordered trustee 
elections in ten school districts. 
By 1920, the county had thirty 
schools, but consolidation has re­
duced the numb*** to  three —  
Bronte, Robert Lee and Silver. 
( Editor’s note: Since Mrs. Yar­
brough wrote the ab  we infor­
mation. Silver lias consolidated 
with Robert Lee, leaving only 
tw o schix>ls in the county.)

Bronte and Robert Lee have 
accredited high schools.

The early day curriculum of 
Coke O unty schools included lit­
tle more than the 3 r’s. The first
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schools were unclassified, unac­
credited, and did not have uni­
form textbooks.

The teacher-pupil load was 
high. In 1928, Robert Lee had 
ix teachers. The enrollment by 

rooms was 45, 43, 44 , 54, and 47. 
A bx it 1909-10, Hayrick's one- 
teacher school enrolled 91 and 
had about 70 in daily attendance. 
Jim Tunnel was the teacher.

The teacher-pupil load has 
been reduced and the curriculum 
o f both Bn nte and Robert Lee 
high schools has been enriched 
to include vocational h<memak- 
ing, commercial subjects, band, 
driver education, et cetera.
