Tax Rate Election 
Discussed for BCD 
By Superintendent

Among other businear at Tues­
day’s BCD meeting was some ex- 
planatii n by Supt. Jim Bickley of 
the tax i-ate election which is 
'icheduled for March 13.

The superintendent said sch/ ol 
officials feel the need for the in­
crease may be coming up and the 
auth i ity to adjust the tax rate 
to take care of needs a/; they 
arise is needed, instead of hav­
ing to raise valuations.

The propositi n would allow 
the schct l board to set the tax 
rate for maintenance and opera­
tion of the '-chool at a figure net 
to exceed $1.50 per $100 valua- 
til n. The rate for retirement c f  
bonds, not to exceed 50 cents per 
$100, would remain as it is at 
the present time.

Bickley said the need for ad- 
ditil nal money flcr operation of 
the -chool is facing school offi­
cials, as tax valuations in the 
district dropped $112 million last 
year and $lVi million the year 
before. Only 'seven new icil w-ells 
were placed on the tax rolls fl r 
the ccming year and a number 
of wells have been plugged and 
will be retired from the rolls.

Superintendent Bickley also 
ft: nted out that the school haM 
only five more years to draw- 
incentive aid from the state and 
at the end icf that time the 
sch ol district will lose $28,000 
per year in state money.

At the present time the tax 
rate for both bond retirement 
and maintenance is $1.50. This 

j year, $1.25 w'as levied flor main­
tenance and operation and 25 
cents for bond retirement.

Approval of the prop* sit.ion 
w* uld in effect give the /school 
boaixl auth/jiity to levy the maxi­
mum of $1.50 for maintenance 
anti operation and 50 cents ti > 
service bonds as the need arises.

LIQUOR BILL EMERGES

Christi.

Chr. tie said the bill is “clean, 
enf rceable” and contains no 
"arbitrary, unreasonable and in­
defensible restrictions” such as 
limiting mixed drink sales to es­
tablishments selling food.

Initial permit fees would cost 
$5,000 and annual renweals $500. 
Hale will inthduce later tax leg­
islation calling for a 10 per cent 
gross receipts levy on .-ale and 
services of mixed beverages.

Tax bill also would increase 
gall nage tax on distilled spirits 
from $1.68 to $2.70 and up wine 
tax per gallon in accord with the 
nlu holic content t f  vinous liq­
uor.

organized under Article XVI, 
Section 59, or Article III, 
Section 52, o f this Constitu­

tion. State agencies, and inter­
state agencies and compact 
commissions to which the 
State of Texas is a party, and 
upon such terms and conditions 
as the Legislature may au­
thorize by general law. The 
bonds shall be issued for such 
terms, in such denominations, 
form and installments, and 
upon such conditions as the 
Legislature may authorize.

“ (b) The proceeds from the 
sale of such bonds shall he 
deposited in the Texas Water 
Development Fund to he in­
vested and administered as 
prescribed by law.

“ (c) The bonds authorized 
in this Section 19-d-l and all 
l>onds authorized by Sections 
49-e and 49-d of Article III 
shall bear interest at not more 
than 6Cr per annum and 
mature as the Texas Water 
Development Board shall pre­
scribe, subject to the limita­
tions as may be imposed by 
the Legislature.

“ (d) The Texas Water De­
velopment Fund shall be used 
for the purposes heretofore 
permitted by, and subject to 
the limitations in Sections

But I am taking these unusual 
..steps because these are unusual 
times.

I am making my intentions 
known now because the times call 
for the greatest forthrightness 
and the clearest commitment.

Today's issue i need to be de­
fined and addressed new fully 
and honetly—4-0 that the voters 
of America can make the judg­
ment at 1972 with the benefit of 
a considerable period of testing 
and deliberation.

The stakes are too great, our 
nati nal problems are t .o  grave, 
to a*k our people to make that 
judgment hastily in the last 
weeks gefore the election, while 
the tKinds are playing and the 
cr wds are roaring.

the bonds tiiat bind him to his 
fellow creatures.

I can neither add ta n r de­
tract from these enduring prin­
ciples. Indeed, they constitute 
my philosophy of government.

But in this decade, as we ap- 
pn ach the 200th anniversary cf 
the Decleration of Independence

the beginning of a revolution 
devoted t* "life, liberty and the 
pursuit icf happiness"—we need 
a 'second American revolution.

Not a revolution of vii ience, 
but a quiet determination to 
1 quare cur nation’s policies find 
pri cities with the ideals of our 
founding documents.

In fact, I believe this is our only 
hope for avoiding the ugly vio­
lence that r.ow tempts many des­
perate people.

cial ii.rrow the deaths first of 
President Kennedy, and then of 
Robert Kennedy and Martin Lu­
ther King in that tragic spring 
of 1968.

Since 1968, I have been carry­
ing on the fight against Presi­
dent Nixon’s needless prolonga­
tion of the war in Vietnam.

In addition, I have given my 
energy to the revitalization and 
reconciliation of the Democratic 
Party.

It has been my privilege to 
serve as Chairman of our par­
ty’s Commission on Party Struc­
ture and Delegate Selection.

That Commission, in accord­
ance with the instructions from 
the last national Convention, has 
developed guideline) to insure 
that every Democrat will be giv­
en a "full, meaningful, and time­
ly (opportunity" to participate in 
the selecti n of our presidential 
candidate in 1972.

I believe that these guidelines, 
when fully implemented, will go 
a long way toward healing the 
deep wounds our party suffered 
at the 1968 convention.

not an act of strength, but rath­
er reveals a lack of strength 
needed to face up to the enor­
mity of lour error and the ser­
iousness of our predicament

Vietnamization is not a formu­
la flor ending the killing in Viet­
nam. It is a clear design to keep 
the war going by ending criti­
cism in the United States. It is 
merely prolonging the bad dream 
from which our nation is attempt­
ing to awake.

To arouse our people and lead 
them back along the path of 
true peace will take the kind of 
strength and clarity that Presi­
dent Lincnln exhibited during an­
other time of grave national er­
ror, the error of permitting hu­
man slavery in our midst.

I say now what he said then: 
“We must disenthrall ourselves."

And I am inspired by the pro­
file cf courage he exhibited as a 
young Congressman, when he 
gambled and lost his seat in the 
H use of Representatives by dar­
ing to ^peak up again the im­
morality c f  our war with Mexico.

Another great American presi­
dent, Franklin Roosevelt, told 
us nearly forty years ago, dur­
ing cur last great national cri­
sis, "We have nothing to fear 
but fear itself.”

Today, in this winter of our 
discontent, our greatest enemy 
is net fear but despair.

I believe that this despair 
stems from the fact that our 
great and powerful nation has 
wandered so far away from its 
ideals that it has almost lest the 
way.

An America which launched its 
own independence with “a decent 
respect for the opinions of man­
kind” nrw wastes Its bleed and 
substance in the jungles of South­
east Asia in ojien defiance of 
the common sense c f the civiliz­
ed wi rid.

An America founded on a be­
lief in the sacredness of life n w 
endangers the very basis of life 
by polluting the air, water, and 
land which sustains us. We are 
standing in garbage up to our 
knees while hurling rockets to 
the moon.

An America wh «c early pio­
neers opened the doors of Har­
vard College six years after land­
ing at Massachusetts Bay is led 
to believe that we cannot afford 
adequate funding to strengthen 
our schools.

An America founded cn the 
belief that ‘ ‘all men are created 
equal" has been »so slow to grant 
full equality to its racial minori­
ties that it is drivng some of 
them to acts of desperate and 
self-destructive violence.

An America Whose dollars were 
once so sound they were recog­
nized as a standard around the 
world now finds that its dollars 
are so weakened by "guns and 
butter" inflation that even work­
ing Americans find it hard to 
aff rd butter, to say nothing of 
meat on the table for dinner.

An America of law is cursed 
by rising crime, danger, ns neigh­
borhood*, and an underworld 
drug traffic that is jeopardizing 
the future even of children in 
grade school.

by the CIA. the Pentagon, and 
impetuous chief executives.
