Repro-
duction of both furred and fea-

thered gamo was down in virtu-
ally the entire state, with tur-
keys and quail suffering the hea-
viest lasses from the weather.
Texas is expected to remain
the nation’s number one deer
state, with a omtinuing herd of
3,000,000 enimals. But hunters
will see fewer young deer in most
areas this year and a shortage
of heavily antlered bucks is ex-
pected because of poor forage
conditions in the spring.

with a strong sense of purpose,
of destiny, and, yes, patriotism.
They have their problems, no
doubt about that, but their na-
tional and international goals and
ambitions appear to be intact, un-
eaten by the cancer wof disbelief.

No suggestion or even infer-
ence B3 being made that we
should blindly trust all the cli-
ches and slogans which constant-
ly bombard us—it is our inherent
right, duty and responsibility to
seek truth on which to base our
trust. In fact, the acceptance of
“everyone knows"” such and such
may be contributing to our dis-
turbance. A recent development
may be a good example. Since
Rachel Carson's book, “Silent
Spring,” “everyone has known”
that DDT is an awful thing. Now
Dr. Philip Handler, president ‘of
the prestigious National Acade-
my of Sciences, ways that no
harm to humans has been proved
and ‘“the tales of damage to fish
and wildlife appear to have been
woefully exaggerated.” A doz-
en or so top ranking scientists
support this opinion. In this in-
stance “what everyone knows"
is wrong. The application can
doubtless be made in many oth-
er correct situations.

Ben Jonson once whserved that
“next to truth, a donfirmed er-
ror does well.”

Back to our doubts, fears and
distrust, just maybe we need to

recapture what seems tio be our|

last innocence. Putting it anoth-
er way, maybe our sophistica-
tion has run away with us.
Referring to us as a nation,
Emerson said, ‘“We should have
reached a matunity to prove that
we are capable of listening, not
only to what the hours tell us,

but what centuries whigper.”

Before construction, preshrink
all washable fabnics, including
the outer fabric as well as inner
fabrics and zipper.

S. B. No. 249
AN ACT

relating to the recording and re-
recording of livestock brands and

marks; and declaring an emer-
gency.
BE 1T ENACTED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF TEXAS: i

Section 1. (a) This Act shall
apply to every county in this
State. In all the counties each
owner of any livestock mention-
ed in Chapter 1 of Title 121 of
the Revised Civil Statutes of
1925 shall within six months af-
ter this Act takes effect have
his mark and brand for such
stock recorded in the office of
the county clerk wof the county.
These owners shall record the
marks and brands whether the
brands and marks have been
previously recorded or not.

(b) The wowner shall have the
right to have his mark and
brand recorded in his name who
according to the present records
of the cdounty first recorded the
brand and mark in the county,
or in event it can not be ascer-
tained from the records who first
recorded the brand and mark in
the county, then the person who
has been using such mark and
brand the longest wshall have the
right to have the brand and mark
recorded in his name.

(c) After the expiration of six
months from the taking effect
of this Act all records of marks
and brands now in existence in
the county shall no longer have
any force or effect and after
the expiration of six months only
the records made after this Act
takes effect shall be examined
or considered in recording marks
and brands in the county.

(d) Immediately upon the tak-
ing effect of this Act the county
clerk of the county shall have
this Act published in some news-
paper of general circulation in
the county for a period of thirty
days. The publication shall be
paid for by the county out of
the general county fund.

Sec. 2. All clerks in re-regis-
tering brands shall comply with
Articles 6890 through 6899, in~
clug.ve, of the Revised Civil Sta-
tutes of Texas, 1925, as amend-
ed, and with Section 1, Chapter
273, Acts of the 4lst Legisla~
ture, 1929, as amended (Article
6899a, Vernon's Texas Civil Sta-
tutes), and wshall also be aware
of and comply with Articles
1484, 1485, and 1486 of the Penal
Code of Texas, 1925,

Sec. 3. All brands and marks
registered under the provisions
of this Act shall be re-registered
every 10 years in the manner pre-
scribed in Section 1 of this Act.

Sec. 4. The importance of this
legislation and the crowded con-
dition of the calendars in both
Houses create an emergency and
an imperative public necessity
that the Constitutional Rule re-
quiring bills to be read on three
several days in each House be
suspended, and this Rule fis here-
by suspended; and that this Act
take effect and be in force from
and after its passage, and it is
s0 enacted.
