Important Decision in Referendum

Texas sheep and goat producers 
will vote March 27-31 in a mail 
referendum being held to finance 
more effective predator control 
measures in Texas.

73 counties of Texas which Con 
tain 97 per cent of the state’s 
sheep ami goat population and 81 
per cent of the producers. Per­
mission for conducting the refer­
endum was granted by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture at w 
hearing held in Austin Jan. 7. 
Bcl-lots w l  be maided 15 days 
prior to Mlarch 27.

The state’s sheep and goat pro 
ducers say they are in serious 
trouble clue to Che unchecked in­
vasion of predatory animals. Al­
though control measures have 
been in effect for many years, 
mest livestockmen do not believe 
the program is adequate, spokes­
men from the association said. If 
approved, the referendum will al- 
low a deduction to be made on 
sheep and goats marketed to pro­
vide additional funds for financ­
ing a stronger and more effective 
predator control program in Tex­
as.

Ranchmen contend that if pre- 
da tors are not controlled more 
effectively, their multi-million dol­
lar industry will be virtually wip­
ed out. Documented economic 
losses suffered by sheep and goat 
producers in Texas in recent 
years is staggering. According to 
the Texas Crop Reporting Ser­
vice. sheep and goat losses to 
predators totaled more than 305.- 
000 head in 1967. Value of these 
animals, excluding the loss of

wool and mohair production, was 
more than $3,000,000.

The fiber (loss is even more dam­
aging to the state’s economy since 
the average vadue of these raw 
products which would normally 
be produced by these animals, hau 
they survived, would toe din ex­
cess df $50 million. Wool enu 
mohair has provided a healthy 
input ito the Texjafc economy for 
more than 100 years, but this in­
dustry is in danger of being de­
stroyed because ranchmen are 
finding it increasingly difficult to 
maintain production because of 
predator losses.

In wool production alone, ma­
jor producing counties have shown! 
a tremendous decrease from 1960 
to 1970. For example, Pecos 
County has h»a a 41 per cent de­
crease in wool production during 
that time. The county produced 
2,069,000 pounds of wool in 1960, 
as comipaired to 1,212,000 in 1970. 
Some other wool and mohair pro­
ducing counties have had de­
creases up to 90 per cent.

In a questionnaire sent to a rep- 
rcscr.ta ive l umber of sheep and 
goat producers in 77 Texas coun­
ties, the Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raisers’ Association learned that 
coyotes and bobcats arc consid­
ered the most damaging predators 
in two-thirds of the counties poll­
ed, with dogs being considered «  
primary problem in 30 counties. 
Other predators listed as being 
particularly troublesome were red 
fox, raccoons, skuniks, Russian 
hogs, wolves and lions. It also 
was learned in the survey that 
the majority of predator losses 
occur in the spring, with the win­
ter months being considered the 
second most dcstiuetive time. The 
fewest losses occur during the 
summer and fall, the survey in­
dicated.

Most comments indicated the 
red fox was primarily a problem 
during lambing and kidding peri­
ods. It was also noted in the sur­
vey returns that three of the pre­
dators listed arc animals which 
were introduced into the sheep 
and goat producing areas and are 
not native — the dog. rod fox and! 
Russian hog.
