Washington — Given time the 
Federal Government will attempt 
to make perfect all the imperfec­
tions of man and machine.

Thus it was a year and a half 
ago that Congress passed the Oc­
cupational Safety and Health Act. 
The law went into effect on April 
28. 1971. Employers and employ­
ees have been struggling to com­
ply with the law and its regula­
tions since that time. It may bo 
smother year or two before any 
appraisal can be given to the 
law’s effectiveness.

In the meantime, there are ma­
ne.' complaints about the require­
ments and some think it is too 
sweeping and detailed in its reg­
ulations to be workable. In many 
Instances It i* something like the 
little boy who had to write a book 
report on a 400 page volume deal­
ing with penguins. His report 
was summed up in one sentence: 
•'This book told me more about 
penguins that I really wanted to 
know ” Experience suggests t rat 
there is more “ .iw" in the Safe­
ty Act than is needed.

Like a great many othes pieces 
of legislation, the law' was pass­
ed on saberring statistics pictur­
ing conditions in need of correc­
tion. Figures presented showed 
some 14.500 persons died and 
more than two million suffered 
disabling injuries in industrial ac­
cidents in the year 1970. .An es­
timated 250 million man days of 
■work were lost. The conclusion 
is that many employers have been 
negligent and many workers 
have been careless.

Granted all this, there is grow­
ing evidence that industrial safe- 
ty requirements are developing 
into a lawyer's dream and an en­
gineer's nightmare.

Figures now show that of the 
22.000 inspections made by safety 
inspectors of the I-abor Depart­
ment, penalties have been recom­
mended in 40 per cent of the cas­
es. adding up to about $1.5 mil­
lion in fines. Some have been in 
the nature of rather trivial charg­
es. All sorts of reports come in. 
such as an electric extension 
cord not secured in a certain way, 
a hardhat not precisely the ap-

proved weight, a toilet seat not 
exactly so many inches off the 
floor, and an appropriate recep­
tacle not provided for cups at the 
water container.

Under the law the burden of 
maintaining safe conditions is en­
tirely the responsibility of man­
agement and if an inspector finds 
a worker bareheaded when he 
should have on a hardhat, the em­
ployer is socked witih a penalty.

Small employers are protesting 
that the heavy burden of record 
keeping is impossible for them 
but statistics to a government 
agency are like cud for a cow. Of 
course, the Labor Department is 
charged with the enforcement of 
the law passed by Congress and 
can't be too much to blame but 
on the other hand it seems that 
unless fault is found the inspec­
tor may not be doing a good job.

.Accidents cost money but so 
does safety. Any of us who might 
be in  operator of a large piece 

machinery, such as an earth 
mover, would like to have a roll­
over bar for greatest protection 
.Something like 70.000 machines of 
this t>-pe are produced annually 
and under the law each must be 
equipped with a new roll-over 
bar at an estimated cost of $2,000 
each. This represents $140,000- 
000 increased cost, which some­
how must be paid for.

Like clean air, clean water, 
pure food and non-flammable 
nighties, there is no question that 
greatest precautions should be 
provided and sanitary conditions! 
maintained in industrial plants. 
Industry and science have come 
a long way in improving condi­
tions where people work but usu­
ally there !s room for further im­
provement. Except in surgical 
operating rooms, it Is doubtful 
that all noise, all dust and all' 
hazards can lie immediately elim-1 
innted in all manufacturing and j 
building trades. If reasonable­
ness can be rpplied in the initial 
stages, success in keeping cost* 
down and cooperation up could I 
be better achieved.

Amendments have already beer 
offered to the 1970 Act to try to) 
eliminate some of the more im- j 
practical aspect*. Just recent-1 v j 
an amendment to the Labor De-| 
partment's appropriation bill pro-' 
vided that businesses covered bv 
the law who employ 25 or fewer 
people be exempt. This was 
fdopted in the House of Repre­
sentatives and. if approved by the I 
Senate and signed by the Presi-[ 
dent, it would give relief to small­
er businesses which are finding' 
the present law to be exceeding­
ly burdensome.

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Rosson Studying 
Insurance Rates

Rep Renal B. Rosson was co­
author of H. S. R. 79, a resolu­
tion adopted by the House of Rep­
resentatives to  set up a study of 
insurance ra tes  in the different 
a reas  of Texas. Results are to 
be reported to the 63rd Legisla­
tu re  at its regular session next 
January .

Rosson and others researched 
discrepancies in insurance rates 
for a comparison among the three 
territo ries  which have been useo 
for insurance purposes in Texas. 
Coke County is in the North- 
Northwest territory. Rosson gaive 
the exam ple tha t the ra te  in our 
te rr ito ry  for a $10,000 fram e 
house is $108.00, as compared to 
a  ra te  cost of $49 for the sam e 
house o r building in the Seacoast 
T errito ry  and with a rate  cost 
ot only $30.00 for the sam e build­
ing in the Central Inland Terri-1 
tory .

The com m ittee will try to de­
term ine if this high ra te  in our 
area, com pared to the others, is 
justifiable.

Rosson said, “ In the 63rd Leg­
isla tu re  we hope to m ake a re- 
connmendation to prove that own­
ing a home in our West Texas 
area is not as hazardous to wea­
th er factors as has been charged 
to  us by the S tate Board of In­
surance and too, in this m anner, 
bring  o ther m atters to the atten­
tion of the Board that will cause 
a substantial reduction in the 
area of Extended Coverage (com­
m only thought of as hail and 
windstorm  coverage). We also 
feel that such a study could pos­
sibly lead  to the dividing of the 
sta te  into m aybe 12, 15 o r 18 such | 
d istricts, instead of the th ree  
areas. Foe the  purpose of set­
ting ra tes  in automobile insur­
ance, the sta te  is divided into 
some 38-40 districts. Most o ther 
types of insurance coverage have 
a m ore realistic basis for setting 
the rates, as is done in fire in­
surance .”

He said they hope to gather in­
form ation tha t wifll lead to a re­
duction in mates in the West Tex­
as area.

Dear County Chairman:..
This letter is to inform you that 

the special session of the legisla­
ture has adjourned without ap­
propriating the $400,000 I request­
ed to pay the outstanding debts 
of the primary elections.

I know that many of you have 
bills that have not been paid. J 
am also aware that people and 
•suppliers to whom money is oweu 
hold you responsible for the un 
paid debts. The debt is not yours, 
however, it is the State’s anc 
I urge each ctf you to contact 
your State Senator and State 
Representative and explain to 
them the critical need for approp­
riating this money in January 
1973 on an emergency basis.

The cost of this primary elec­
tion far exceeded anyone's expec­
tations. In 1968 and 1970 the pri­
maries cost approximately $1.7 
million. This year it appears that 
the cost exceeded $2.8 million, 
an increase of almost 80 per cent 
over previous years.

Although I originally estimated 
a 30 per cent increase in expendi­

tures over prior years, the huge 
increases in cost caused by the 
record voter turnout and the ex­
pansion of the Republican Party 
primary operations were not for- 
seeable.

The result iwas that the original 
appropriation fell short by some 
$370,000. This money cannot now 
be appropriated until January, 
1973 when the legislature con­
venes. However, as the State’s 
chief election officer I feel re­
sponsible for getting this money 
to your workers and creditors a9 
soon as possible. I assure you 
that I am pursuing every possi­
ble source for this money and will 
send it as soon as possible.

The new facilities, which Texas | 

Agriculture Commissioner John 
C. White has said will far exceed 
standards set by the USDA and 
Mexican authorities, will be op­
erated  by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture. The USDA will 
furnish inspection services.

The new facilities will have 
concrete floors throughout, cov­
ered pens, specially designed 
loading and inspection chutes, a 
new hydraulic type muitivat for 
dipping anim als, offices and lab­
oratory space. USDA requires 
sufficient pens a t export di-part­
ing points to hold all of the ani­
m als in a shipm ent so that the 
entire lot may be given a clinical 
veterinary inspection while at 
rest. Each pen will be separated 
by curbing that will permit flush­
ing and disinfecting of individual 
pens.

TEXAS GARDEN FRESH veg­
etables are  in abundance now, and 
most consumers agree that these 
Texas agricultural products ame 
first in quantity and quality. 
There are 105 counties in 13 areas 
of the sta te  growing vegetables in 
com m ercial quantities on a total 
of 214.140 acres. The state ranks 
third in the nation, behind Cali­
fornia and Florida, in production I 
of fresh maiiket vegetables; and I 
is first among the states in pro- i 
duction of watermelons, spinach) 
and cabbage.

The state  is a m ajor producer 
of 17 vegetable crops, including 
the three nam ed above anil to­
m atoes, straw berries, cucumbers, 
honeydew melons, lettuce, beans, 
potatoes, cauliflower, broccoli, 
sweet corn, cantaloupe, carro ts, 
onions and green pepper.

A Stock Tank on a Coke County Ranch

STOCK PONDS VALUABLE SOURCE 
OF LIVESTOCK WATER IN COUNTY

By L . L . W ilkins 
Soil Conservation Service

E arthen  ponds continue to be 
popular with farm ers and ranch­
ers for providing livestock water 
in Coke County. Fifty-two ponds 
were constructed in 1971 and 1972 
These were prim arily cost shar­
ed through the Rural Environ­
m ental Assistance P r o g r a m  
(REA P) and the Great Plains 
Conservation Program . Besides 
providing livestock water, ponds 
have added benefits for rec rea ­
tion, wildlife and fishing.

The demand for w ater has in­
creased  tremendously in recent 
years. Although there  are  other 
sources of water, ponds are one 
of the most reliable and economi­
cal.

W ater is as important as for­
age in the production of livestock. 
Clean w ater and ample forage 
are essential for livestock to be 
finished out in m arketable eon- 
tlition. Inadequate stock water 
development on rangeland con­
tribu tes to instability in livestock 
production.

In o rder to help achieve proper 
grazing use of all the rangeland, 
w ater must be properly distribut­
ed in relation to the available 
forage. A better understanding 
will help plan a pond large enough 
to m eet the w ater needs of the 
livestock. The following tabula­

tion of the average daily con­
sumption of w ater by different 
kinds of livestock will help in 
estim ating w ater needs. Daily 
requirem ents for beef cattle and 
horses. 12-15 gallons; sheep and 
goats, 2 gallons; hogs, 4 gallons.

The depth should be such that 
would insure a dependable sup­
ply. considering beneficial use. 
sedimentation, season of use, eva­
poration, and seepage losses. In 
Coke County a pond should nor­
m ally be 15 feet o r deeper, since 
evaporation is 7 feet per year.

The two types of ponds used in 
Coke County are  “ em bankm ent” 
(dam type) and “ excavated” (pit 
type). The type of pond needed 
will depend on the site, size and 
type of drainage area, and size 
of pasture. Ponds should not have 
much shallow area due to  evap­
oration losses. By keeping the 
w ater deep and below ground le­
vel evaporation by hot winds will 
be reduced.

This information is based on 
the field experience and observa­
tion of successful land users and 
Soil Conservation technicians.

Local information is essential 
and land users arc encouraged to 
consult with the local Soil Con­
servation Service in constructing 
ponds.
