The world wide commitments ol 

the 463rd Tactical Airlift Wing 
(TAWi at Dyess AFB require con­
tinuous low level flying training. 
The highest possible degree of 
proficiency must bo maintained 
ami the 463rd-TAW aircrews must 
be current in all modes of aerial 
•delivery. As a result the wing’s 
C-130 Hercules aircraft are flown 
at low altitudes over the ' big 
country ’’ on a daily basis, accord­
ing to officials of the big SAC 
base near Abilene.

These low level flights may be 
scheduled between 8 a.m. am. 
midnight. Monday through Fri- 
dby, and less frequency on weik- 
ends. Daylight missions a r e  
flown at an altitude of 500 fee: 
above the terrain whole night low- 
level activities are conducted at 
least 1.000 feet above any obsta­
cle. man made or geographic, 
iwithin three miles of the presi ,b- 
ed route. Airspeeds will vary 
from 150 to 290 miles per hour.

All flights are math* along spe­
cific routes which are approved by 
facticiiA Air Command. Minimum 
disturbances of farms, ranches 
and communities is the primary' 
consideratwn in sele'c-ting 1 w lev­
el routes. Towns, total airperts. 
resorts, hatcheries and stoiker 
pens are avoided when planning 
the routes and will not be over­
flown under any normal circum­
stance .

ing under the GI Bill.

Nance said it is g merrily fc'.', 
that the increased training allow­
ance rates will enable many vet­
erans either to remain in school 
or now consider beginning a new 
career. Many veterans have been 
farced to drop out of schocl be­
cause of the high cost of educa­
tion. The increased rates of Vet- j 
era ns Administration training al-l 
lowanee will enable them to re- i 
turn fa the classroom to com -j 
plete their education.

In order to be eligible for GI 
Bill educational benefits, ®. vet­
eran must have been in service 
for more than six months, any | 
part of which was after Jan. 31.1 
1955, and he fmrust have been dis- j 
ehurged from service under other' 
than dishonorable conditions.

A veteran is entitled to one and 
one-half months training for each 
month he was in service with a 
maximum entitlement of 36 
months of training time. If he 
had iis much as 18 months con­
tinuous active duty, he is entitled 
to the full 36 'months training 
time.

A veteran with no dependents is 
now entitled to a monthly train­
ing cilowance of $220; with ono 
dependent his rate is $261; with 
two dependents the monthly rate 
is $298. The increased rates will 
be retroactive to Sept. 1, 1972,
for those who were in training at 
that time. Increases were also 
authorized for veterans taking on- 
job-traiming under the GI Bill.
