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DISD plans to hold
the line on tax rate

The Dimmitt School Board voted
Monday night to begin the process
of setting the school district’s tax
rate at 62.14 cents of tax per $100
of property valuation.

This rate is 3% above the effec-
tive tax rate of 60.33 cents set by
the Castro County Tax Appraisal
District, but it is lower than the 65-
cent rate set last year.

The effective tax rate is the rate
needed to generate the same
amount of tax revenue as last year.
The effective rate was lower this
year compared with last year, be-
cause many property valuations in
the district were raised.

Of the new tax rate, 58.44 cents
will go to local maintenance and
3.7 cents will be designated for
interest and sinking,

Board members voted to hold a
public meeting on the budget Aug.
31 at 12:45 p.m. at the school
administration building at 608 W.
Halsell in Dimmitt. The 1987-88
budget must be adopted before the
tax rate is officially set, and that
action is scheduled for the Sept. 14
meeting of the board.

Preliminary budget figures show
expected total revenue (from local
and state sources) to be $4,964,638,
with total expenditures estimated at

$5,246,786, resulting in a deficit of _

$282,148. The deficit will be cov-
ered by surplus funds carried over
from previous years.

In a 5-2 vote, board members
defeated a proposal to allow "time
frame" scheduling of one of the
four required appraisal visits to
each classroom teacher during the
school year.

School policy states that the first
formal evaluation visit to a teach-
er’s classroom each school year is
scheduled, and performed by a de-
signated "second appraiser.” Three
other appraisals are performed on
an unscheduled basis, one by the
second appraiser and two by the
"primary appraiser,” designated as
the principal of each building.

The appraisals are used to eva-
luate the performance of teachers to
help determine career ladder place-
ment, staff development needs and
employment contracts.

Cutting expenses and raising tax-
es is the only way small rural
hospitals, museums and other faci-
lities can keep their doors open,
according to State Sen. Bill Sarpa-
lius.

Sarpalius visited with local res-
idents Friday afternoon in the
County Commissioners’ Court-
room.

The Board of Directors of Plains
Memorial Hospital in Dimmitt has
proposed a 239.48% tax increase to
try and keep the hospital open. The
local hospital’s problems are not
* unique, Sen. Sarpalius said.

"All rural hospitals are having a
tough time now, mostly because of
indigent care,” he said. "The Mule-
shoe and Littlefield hospitals are
going through the same thing right
now.

According to Martinez, one of
the main points on which Baldivia
was convicted, a fingerprint from

hospitals face tax crunch, Sarpalius says

"We have passed an indigent
care bill that was designed to help
hospitals with a high percentage of
indigent patients, but it hasn’t
helped much,

"I really don’t look for the state
to do much in the way of helping
out with the situation right now,
because we are in a financial
crunch ourselves," he said. "The
governor recently made a move to
do away with the indigent care help
the state was giving, but we were
able to keep the funding intact. The
only solution right now is to cut
expenses and, as you are proposing
to do, raise the tax rate to provide
more income for the hospitals."

Texas legislators approved a rec-
ord $38.3 billion budget and a $5.7
billion tax bill during the last spe-
cial 30-day budget session and,
according to Sen. Sarpalius, fund-
ing for several agencies was cut or
decreased.

The latest fund-cut victims were
the Panhandle Plains Historical
Museum in Canyon and the Tech
Museum and Ranch Heritage
Museum, both in Lubbock. Using
his line-item veto power, Gov. Bill
Clements cut all 1988 - 89 state
funding for the museums from the
Legislature’s adopted budget.

"The museums will be drastical-
ly hurt by the cuts in their funding,”
Sarpalius said. "They will be forced
to operate with a lower income and
many of their services may have to
be discontinued,” he said.

"One service the Panhandle
Plains Museum performs that will
be hurt is their restoration of old
historical objects. They have re-
stored several historical items such
as old flags and war maps. They
even have the saddle Santa Anna
used on his horse, and Sam Hous-
ton’s desk. Without the funding
they will be limited on what they
can restore.

"The museum will have to gener-
ate interest from the community
and hope for donations to help keep
it alive and operating at its present
level."

The economic recession in this
region has forced representatives
from the area to search for new
industries that might wish to move
into the area, the senator said.

Several Panhandle communities
are joining together in an effort to
bring the superconducting super-
collider to the area to boost the
sagging economy.

"Our chances for the supercolli-
der are great," Sen. Sarpalius said.
"One of the most successful
amendments we were able to pass
during the last session was to force
the state to select two proposed
sites, one from a rural area and one
from an urban area. That is why the
Panhandle site is in the running
right now.

"We have shown that the super-
collider can be built cheaper here
and the site is better than most," he
said. "Sites in other states face the

problem of earthquakes shifting the
land and we don’t have that prob-
lem here. We also have quick ac-
cess to helium with the plant in
Amarillo, and we have two good
universities close by."

The senator also sees Palo Duro
Canyon as an advantage because a
lot of professors will be coming to
the area and will be interested in
the archeological aspects of the
state park.

with the minimum age set at 21,"
the senator said.

"The increased minimum drink-
ing age has also had an effect on
reported DWT’s,

"The conviction rate on DWI
offenders has increased since the
DWI bill was passed. Before it was
passed, the conviction rate for
DWI’s was 20%—now it is 90%."

With the stricter punishments,
Sen. Sarpalius said, "when a person
gets a DWI, they don’t want a
second one, so it creates a pretty
good deterrent.”

The senator also spoke on the
chances of a proposed Deaf Smith
County site as the new home for a
high level nuclear waste repository .
and revealed he has been selected
by the National Conference of State
Legislators to travel to Europe to
see how they are recycling, storing
and using nuclear waste.

"The Legislature passed a bill
several years ago that stated before
a shaft is actually drilled, a permit
must be obtained from the Water
Commission. The Water Commis-
sion is now in the process of inves-
tigating the case and will decide
whether or not to give the permit.

"I feel like they will eventually
drill the shaft, but I don’t feel like
the Deaf Smith County site will be
selected as the home of the nuclear
waste repository. Delaying the pro-
cess will have a big impact on the
final selection of a site for the
nuclear dump, he said."

Farm workers minimum
wage law is effective Sept. 1

The effective date for the new
Texas minimum wage requirement
for farm workers is Sept, 1.

The new requirement is the latest
of Federal and State laws covering,
and in some cases, double cover-
ing, virtually every aspect of agri-
cultural employment.

The new Texas mandate sets the
minimum wage at $3.35 per hour
beginning Sept. 1. That is the same
as the federal rate in effect since
1981. However, the federal mini-
mum applies only to farms using
500 man-days of labor in a calendar
quarter, while the state law will
apply to all farms, large and small.
Neither state nor federal statutes
require overtime for field work.

"To say farm labor laws are not a
popular subject with producers is
probably an understatement,” said
Donald A. Johnson, executive vice
president of Plains Cotton Growers,
Inc., in Lubbock. "The laws are on
the books and we need to be fami-
liar with them for ou own protec-
tion against prescribed penalties."

In addition to the wage mini-
mum, there are requirements for
social security, unemployment
compensation coverage, workers’

compensation insurance, field sani-
tation, worker eligibility verifica-
tion, child labor and labor contrac-
tors.

A good start for understanding
the full range of regulations, John-
son advises, can be found in a
roundup of the basics on each
subject compiled and published in
Aug. 1 issue of the Cotton Gin and
Oil Mill Press. Copies of that mag-
azine can be found in most gin
offices or PCG will supply a com-
plete copy of the labor regulations
summary on request, Johnson of-
fers.

Field sanitation standards,
governed by both Texas and federal
law, may be the area where produ-
cer knowlede is weakest, Johnson
said.

Federal sanitation requirements
cover only farms with 11 or more
employees engaged in hand labor
operations at a given time. They
include toilet facilities (one per 20
workers) within 1/4 mile, hand
washing facilities (one per 20), and
"cool" drinking water with single-
use cups.

State field sanitation law applies

to 10 or fewer workers in a field
requiring at least one toilet facility
within 1/4 mile or no more than
five minutes travel if transportation
is provided. Hand washing faci-
lities are also required along with
drinking water below 82 degrees
and adequate shade.

More detailed information on
this subjectis available from the
Texas Health Department at 797-
4331 and from OSHA, 743-7681,
both in Lubbock.

Some employers also are vague
on the immigration law that went
into effect July 1, Johnson added.

Under that law, every employer,
farm or other, must maintain a
completed INS Form I-9 for each
new worker hired, regardless of
nationality or age. Generally, each
employee must produce documents
proving he or she is either a citizen
or an authorized alien. Acceptable
documents include a naturalization
certificate or "green card,” or the
combination of a driver’s license,
with picture, and a social security
card.

Form I-9 and an instruction book
are available from Immigration and
Naturalization Service offices.

According to Wayne Hughes,
special projects coordinator. for
PRPC, "this is something everyone
will have to take ownership in.
Everyone in the region will benefit
from having a three-digit number to
call in case of emergency. We just
want to make sure everyone knows
what kind of work has to be done
before it can become a reality."

Legislation passed in this session
allows councils of government like

PRPC to form region-wide emer-
gency communications districts. A
provision of the legislation also
allows up to S0 cents per month to
be added to the private customer’s
phone bill to finance the system.

"We don’t see that to be a major
problem,” Hughes said. "Who
wouldn’t be willing to spend $6 a
year to make sure their family has
almost immediate access to emer-
gency services?"

The 50-cent surcharge goes into
effect in the counties and cities in
the region when commissioners’
courts and city councils vote to join
the communications district. The
planning commission staff sees that
as an early priority for a Panhandle-
wide emergency communications

TDA comes down on
DOE after accident
at German waste site

"The recent tragedy in Germany
ought to finally shock some sense
into the U. S. Department of Ener-
gy (DOE)," Texas Department of
Agriculture District Supervisor An-
gela Lamb said recently. "TDA has
argued repeatedly that punching
holes through the Ogallala Aquifer
for a nuclear waste dump was
insane, and now the accident at a
German nuclear waste dump con-
struction site makes it even more
imperative that we stop DOE."

In early May, one worker was
killed and five injured in Gorleben,

_West Germany, when part of the
*wall for a 25-foot-wide shaft being

constructed for a nuclear waste
repository constructed for a nuclear
waste repository collapsed. The
shaft was one of two being con-
structed with techniques similar to
those proposed by DOE for shaft
construction in Deaf Smith County:
drilling multiple boreholed in a
circle and filling them with a che-
mical to freeze the ground and the
underlying aquifer while the main
shaft is sunk.

Underground pressure at the
German site was unexpectedly
high, causing the collapse. The bot-
tom 50 feet of the shaft have been
filled with concrete. While Germa-
ny’s Federal Minister of Environ-
ment and Nuclear Safety has said
that construction would proceed,
another German government offi-
cial has stated that the entire con-
sturction project may have to be
stopped. The German site is in salt
domes. The Deaf Smith site would
be in bedded salt.

"DOE officials have always
claimed that they would be able to
use proven "freeze" technology in
drilling massive shafts through the
Ogallala for a Deaf Smith County
nuclear waste dump,” Lamb said.
"When they were pressed to show
that freezing could work for such a
large shaft, they pointed to the
German project as an example.
Now that the German shaft wall has
collapsed, killing and injuring
workers and possibly ending the
research project, DOE’s claim can
be seen for what it really is: noth-
ing more than smoke and mirrors."
Lamb added.

"The fact is that nearly half of
the shafts drilled with this freeze
technology fail. During site charac-
terization, DOE plans to drill two
such shafts, and if Deaf Smith is
chosen for the dump, they would
drill two or three larger shafts. On
average then, one or two of their
shafts would collapse. DOE knows
about the German accident. But
they have kept mum about it — to
Congress and to the public. It’s
time that DOE comes clean,” Lamb
said.

"The German accident just de-
monstrates again the foolishness of
believing DOE'’s claims that they
can run a fail-safe program. It's
time to stop playing these games
with the Texas Panhandle. TDA
will continue to fight DOE until
they’ve put down their shovels,"
Lamb said.

On Aug. 3 the EPA (Environ-
mental Protection Agency) denied
emergency use of Azodrin to con-
trol banks grass mites on area com
Crops.

This is the first time since 1980,
that corn producers in a 19 county
area have lost the Section 18 appro-
val for use of Azodrin, according to
King. The defeat King feels is due
primarily to pressure from environ-
mentalist groups and a general fail-
ure of the Texas Department of
Agriculture (TDA) to support com
producers in their efforts to get
emergency labeling on Azodrin.

King says he was very disap-
pointed in the TDA for the weak
response they gave the EPA on this
issue. King says that he personally
asked Commissioner Jim Hightow-
er to call James A. Barnes, Deputy
Asst. of the EPA, on behalf of the
corn producers in an effort to get
the Section 18 approval. What they
got was one letter from the TDA
which arrived at the EPA one day
after they had rendered their deci-
sion,

"We had a good case," King
said. "If we'd had any help at all
from TDA, we’d have won it."

The other factor swinging this
decision away from Azodrin appro-
val was pressure from environmen-
talist groups such as Fish and Wild-
life of Albuquerque, N. M., Fish
and Wildlife of Fort Worth, Parks
and Wildlife of Austin, Sierra Club
in Texas and the Texas Center for
Rural Studies, according to King.

These groups consistently point-
ed to avian mortality as a danger
with Azodrin use.

The Texas Corn Producers Board
(TCPB) contends that the avian
mortality rate noted with Azodrin
use is not unreasonable in the con-
text of a risk/benefit assessment.

Avian mortality in the 1985-86
studies was most common in small
passerine species, e.g. house spar-
row, red-winged black bird, etc.,
according to the TCPB. There was
no mortality observed in birds of
prey nor in threatened or endan-
gered species.

According to evaluations of the
TCPB, the use of Azodrin over
alternative insecticides used by
65% of the farmers would have
saved the high plains farmers at
least 10 million dollars. The alter-
native insecticides, they contend,
pose just as great, if not a greater
threat to the environment.

King pointed out in his recent
newsletter that there have been no
complaints registered with the TDA
about birds being killed by Azodrin
since they have been using it, a fact
which they proved to the EPA.

Azodrin is cleared for cotton,
peanuts, and sugarcane, but not for
corn. The next step, King says, is to
seek a Section 3 permanent lable
for use of Azodrin on corn.
