Tornado Season Is Here

Tormado season has amrived in
‘Mexias, and certain precautions can
save Lives.

Tornadoes are violent wind
storms that usually grow out of
threatening clouds. In Texas, the
peak tornado seascn is during the
months of April, May and June,
but tomadocs mely occur anytime.

Although termadoes may ocour
at any bhour of the day or night,
they are most frequent during the
warmer hours of the day.

When the possibility of a tornado
exists, the Nuational Severe Storms
Forecast Center in Kansas City,
Mo., sends out a tonnaldio watch
to the threateneld area. The mes-
sage is teletyped to radio, tele-
vision and Naftion:l Weather Ser-
vice stations in the area,

A “‘tormaido watch’ alerts peo-
ple to the possibility of a tornado.
Whenn a watch is announced for
our area, there i no need to in-
terrupt normal activities except to
listen for weather advisories and
waitch for threatening weather. Be
sure a batteny powereld radio is
avail:ble in case power is lest.

A tormado waltich identifies a
specific time and area, but every-
one in the genenal area should be
plert for threatening conditions,

loans of up to $7,000 will be
maide for repairs that will im-
prove and mdderize substardard
dwellings, so as to provide ade-
quate homes in rural areas. Tcrms
for repzyimenrt of the loan may be
as long as 25 years,

To be eligible for a FmHA home
improvement loan with interest
credit, the housing must be locat-
ed in rural countryside or a rural
town of not more than 10,000 peo-
ple. The loans are designed es-
pecially for low income families.

Under this prograimi, interest
credits can reduce the effoctive
intemest rate paid by a borrower
to 1 per cent if the adjusted fami-

ly income is less than $3,000, If
the adjusted family income is
more than $3,000 but less than
$5,000, the interest rete will be 2
per cemnt. If the adjusteld fomilky
weome is  between  $5,000 and
$7,000, interest will be 3 per cent.

vtilizing the existing supply of
housing to improve living comdi-
tions for low income munral people.
