The Roeots of Trees.

The roots of a' tree do pot cover the
same area beneath the earth as they do
above. A gardener of many years' ex-
perience, baving had a vast deal to do
in digging and transplanting trees
says he has found that the roots eof
trees cover on an average about two-
thirds of the area of its branches. The
tree which has the largest ares under
ground is the weeping willow. This
tree’s roots spread to such an extent
that should there be any trees or shrube
planted within thirty feet of them in &
few years the roots of the willow wilt
be found intermingled with them. Fruit
trees, such as apples, pears and plums,
bave very small roots in comparison
with their size. The roots of currant
bushes do 1ot occupy more than a guar
ter the space their branches cover.
