New Mexico Crop Bulletin.

Following Is the crop bulletin issued
at Santa Fe Septéember 13th; The con-
ditions during the week as a rule were
favorable for maturing crops and cur-
ing grass on the range. The tempera-
ture fn the north was normal but in
the extreme south portion the defi-

clency was marked, averaging nearly
ten degrees a day. Excessive precipl-
tation end cloudiness was reported
from El! Paso, elsewhere no rain or
only light scattered showers fell, ex-
cept in Uplon county, where a heavy
rain, with hail, did some damage to
gardens.

The light to killing frosts, the first
of the season, occurred on the 3rd, 4th
and 6th over the eastern slope of the
mountains of the morth central district
and in southern Lincoln county, injur-
crops and causing much loss.

In the San Juan Valley the frult is
grading better tham earlier; winter
apples are coloring and will be an_ex-
cellent crop; bean harvest is on, with
large acreage and fair yleld, the best
:ntyuu; ranges are good and stock is
at. .

In central districts wheat harvest is
over and quality fair; corn maturing
and alfalfa doing well; range in excel-
lent condftion and feed and water
abundant for cattle, sheep and horses;
tomatoes, cantaloupes and water
melons are ripening; early fall apples
plentiful and of good quality.

In southern portiocs ranges and
stock continue in good comdition; in
Lincoln county stockmen claim there
is sufficlent grass to carry cattle
through the winter, but in Otero
county the prospects are not quite as
good, and in Grant county the range
is falling slightly and more rain Is
needed to assure safety to the well
stocked ranges.

Dr. Paul M. Carrington, surgeon in
charge of Fort Stanton sanitarium for
consumptives, ina paper on “Further
Observations on the Treatment of Tu-
berculosis at Fort Stanton, New Mex-
ico,” gives an interesting sketch and
description of the fort. He says:

The gardens at this
place supply all necessary vegetables
except potatoes, We have an alfalfa
fleld of sixty-three acres which sup
plies the demands of the station. Ow
ing to the large amount of snow which
fell In the mountains last winter we
are planting all available lands and
hope to raise enough forage to supply
our needs for the coming year,

“The original reservation embraced
J44 square miles, or was twelve miles
square, but under authority of the act
of Congress of May 21, 1872, 128 square
miles were transferred to the Interior
Departiment and thrown open to settle-
ment under the general land laws. A
tract embracing sixteen square miles,
elght miles in length and two miles in
width along the Rio Bonito, was re-
tained for military purposes. In Aug-
ust, 1896, the post was abandoned, all
troops withdrawn and the reservation
was turned over to the Interlor Depart-
ment. The reservation was then trans-
ferred to the Marine Hospital service
and was formally accepted from the in-
terior Department on August 27, 1899,
by Past Assistant Surgeon J. O. Cobb,
who had been detalled for that purpose
On November 1, 1899, the reservation
was extended one mile on the north
and one and three-quarter mliles
on the south, and now contains thirty-
eight square miles, nearly all under
fence.

“Since the transfer of this reserva-
tion from the Interior Department, the
Marine Hospital service has been con-
stantly at work repairing and altering
the buildings, beautifying the grounds
and making the place one of the finest
sanatoria in the United States

“About two miles below Fort Stan-
ton, near the Rio Bonito, is what |is
known as the ‘Lincoln County Cave.’
This cave has never been entirely ex-
plored. The soldiers stationed at Fort
Stanton attempted at one time to ex-
plore it and after spending seven days
in the cave, reported that there were
streams, which could not be crossed
without the means of a boat, hence
their explorations were confined to only
one portion of it. Some portions of
this ecave are very pretty and stalac-
tites abound. It is told by old settlers
that the soldiers pressed a bunch of
Indians very closely, and that to escape
| they took refuge in this cave. As there
| was no second opening the soldiers
thought to starve the Indians out, but
they were seen several weeks after-
wards on the other side of the Capitan
mountains, thirty miles from this open-
ing. It is evident that the Indians
knew of a second opening, but it s stil]
unknown to white men

TRUSTS IN CONTROL

CORPORATIONS PURCHKASE ViIC-
TORIES FOR REPUBLICANS.

Revelations Made by Thomas W. Law-
son Are Astounding—Government
“by the People” Shown to Be in the
Gravest Danger.

| Thomas W. Lawson of Boston eon-
| tinues to tell his story of “Frenzied
Finance” In Everybody’s Magazine
and his exposure of the Standard Ofl
| plan of fleecing the people is most in-
| teresting and instructive of trust do-
| ings. Mr. Lawson, being at the time
‘be writes of, in close alllance with
| the Rockefellers and indeed one of the
copper trust magnates and being a
| strong Republican partisan, contrib-
| uting liberally to the McKinley cam-
paign funds, his chapter on “The pow-
| er of the dollar” in politics is of great
importance. Here we .have a multi-
| millionaire telling us of how the Re-

| publicans purchased the elections with

the vast sums of mopey furnished by
the trusts and corporations and that
| even the courts are controlled by
| these vast aggregations of wealth.
Mr. Lawson says:

“At no time in the history of the
United States has the power of dol
lars been as great as now. Freedom
and equity are comntrolled by dollars.
The laws which should preserve and
| enforce all rights are made and en-

forced by dollars. It is possible, to-
day, with dollars, to “steer” the se-
lection of the candidates of both the
great parties for the highest office
in our Republic, that of President of
the United States, so that the people,
as a matter of fact, must elect one of
the “steered’” candidates. It is possi-
bie to repeat the operation in the
selection of candidates for the execu-
tive and legislative conduct and con-
trol of every State and municipality
in the United States, and with a suf-
ficlent number of dollars to “steer”
the doings of the law-makers and law-
enforcers of the national, state and
municipal governments of the people,
and a suficlen{ proportioa of the court
decisions to make absolute any power
created by such direction. It is all,
broadly speaking, a matter of dollars
to practically accomplish these
things.”

Democrats have claimed that these
vast forces were at the service of the
Republicans, but the absolute evidence
was not possible to procure until this
trust magnate voluntarily took the
witness stand and so vividly relates
the complicity of the Republican
leaders with the great trust steerers
of the country. It makes one stand
aghast to discover that all the tales
of the vast sums “‘placed at the dis-
poral of the.

velt?

It Is also motable
that the senator visited Mr. Roosevelt
at Oyster Bay the day before he was
in New York, when no doubt the finan-
cial end of the campalgn was also dis-
cussed and probably led to the visit
to Wall street and Mr. Cortelyou.

The trusts and protected Interests
fostered by the protective tariff are
the natural sources of campaign funds
for the Republican party. That Is
why they “stand pat” and fry the fat
out of the trusts,
Dispersion of White House Treasures.

The rallroads of Texas make six
per cent, of the country's mileage.
This six per cent. pays sixteen per
cent. of the total amount awarded
in personal damage suits; or rather
this was the proportion in 1902, the
last year for which the figures of the
Interstate Commerce Commission
are avallahle. Undoubtedly the
proportion is greater now, because
the damage suit iIndustry has pros-
pered lustily in Texas since then. It
were perhaps safe to say that the
railroads of Texas are now mulcted
for twenty per cent., or one fifth, of
the amount pnid sanually through-
out the country as damages. These
facts teach their own lesson elo-
quently. They show that there Is
sumething wrong either with our
laws or with public sentiment,
Wherever the error ls, it ought to be
corrected. Doubtiess something can
be done by the Legisiature, but we
belleve the most effective remedial
force Is public sentiment. The peo-
ple do not quite appreciate that the
damage suit Industry is only a spe-
cles of grafting in which they them-
selves are largely the victims, and
when they do come to appreciate I,
that Indostry will languish some-
what.—Current lssue.
