Roosevelt Carries Nm York and All
the Doubtful States.

New Yoik, Nov. 9. —Theodore Roose-
velt was elected President of the United
States by a landslide. Francis W. Hig-
gins was elected governor of New York.

Roosevelt has cartied New York by
a plurality estimated at 250,000, and he
has swept all of the so-calied doubtful
states mte the Republican column.
Conneoticut, New Jersey, West Vir-
ginia, Indiana, Wisconsin, Maryland
and Delaware, all these common-
wealths which were supposed to be
wavering, have fallen in under the Re-
publicam banner.

Republican Governor in New York.

New York, Nov. 8. —Theodore Roose-
velt's plurality in this, hia native state,
is second only to McKinley's 268,000 in
1896. It exceeds McKinley's in 1800 by
about 41500. The late returbs show
that there were cast for him'in New
York State about 185000 votes more
than for Parker. Not only was bis
vote heavy In the country districts,
where the Republican stronghoids are,
but In the Greater New York, tradi-
tionally Democratie, he ran much closer
to Judge Parker than bad been ex-
pected, even by his own campaign man-
agers. .

In the Greater New York Parker’s
plurality was from 12000 to 14,000
larger than Bryan’s, but in the state,
according to the late reports, his to-
tal vote fell 16,000 short of Bryan's,

The small plurality for Parker, in
New York City paused great astofishs
ment, the lowest preliminary ante-
olnction estimate having figured that_he
would to the Bronx with 100,000 or
more, the reports came in show-
ing that he would lead Roosevelt by
only 40,000, they were received with
amazement. The Parker plurality in

NEW MEXICO NEWS SUHHARY

New Zunl Reservoir,

Work is rapldly progressing om the
reservoir which the government is
building on the Zuni Indian reservation
In the western part of the territory,
and when it is completed it will store
18,000 acre feet of water for the {rriga-
tion of 6,000 acres of additional farm
lands, which will be tilled by the Zuni
Indians. W, W, Johes of Ban Marcial,
who recently returned from there,
where he surveyed the western boun-
dary of the reservation, which ends
with the territorfal line, sald In an In-
terview with & New Mexicap reporter,
that the government i doing much for
the Zunis and it is evident that they
appreciate f{t.

“The Zunis,” sald Mr. Jones, “unlike
their neighbors, the Navajos, are not
nomadically inclined, but stay on their
farms from year to year, always adding
to them and bringing them to a higher
state of cultivation. They live in mod-
ern houses and farm on modérn agri-
cultural lines. There are many good
sheep and cattfe ranches own the reser-
vation and the government extends ev-
ery ald and encouragement to them.

‘““The new reservolr which iy being
built at a cost of about $200,000, will,
when completed, store the wuters of
the Rio Zuni and will give much more
land to the Indians to cultivate. As it
is, they are almost self-sustaining.
There is a good school at Zuni and &
new school bullding of stone is being
erected at Blagk Rock, six miles from
the agency. D. D. Graham, the agent,
is well versed in Indian affairs, and is
very popular with ‘the leading mem-
bers of the tribue. They are good
farmers and are exceptionally well
equipped. In a day’s trip over the res-
ervation, | saw sixty-three farm wag-
ons, and their horses and harness were
in splendid condition. There is no
quesation but that the Zuni realises that
Uncle S8am is his best friend and that
he does his best to use to his advant-
age what is furnished him, both in &
material and aa educational way.”

Albuquerque Needs Dykes.

According to the Jourmal, City En-
gineer Ross is in favor of constructing
dykes along the Rio Grande river in
the city of Albuquerque for flood pro-
tection. In a recent interview he sald:

*“I belleve that the only feasible way
to protect Albuquerque from futuge
floods in the Rio Grande Is to be
found in the construction of levees the
entire length of the river, from the
west end of the Alameda dyke to a
point well below the city limits on the
south,
| “I have studied the situation thor-
|oughly and it seems to me that a serles
of dykes or levees alotig the whole east
{bank of the river from a point along
'the Santa Fe north of Alameda, to
Barelas on the south, is the most prac-
| tdeal and most certain way of protect-
ing this city. These levees could be
opened at the head of each Irrigating
ditch, and protected by strong locks or
headgates. It would not interfere with
the water supply of the farmers, and It
would weéah certaln protection here
The cost s hard to determjne without
| thorough investigation, but it s prob-
able that $100,000 would be reguired

Navahos Doing ‘Well

The Navaho Indians. made famous in
song and story, aye rapidly becoming
more advanced beth in industrial and
agricultural pursufts‘'and in the courseé
of s few Yeafs théy will undoubtedly
lead In clylligation the patjons of the

red man that have had earller and bet-
ter oppertunities than themselves. Reu-
ben Perry, who for the past year has
been the superintendent of.the seuth-
ern Navaho reservation, which includes
the agency at Fort Defiance, the schook
at that place and the Little Water
school at Tahatchi, while in the city
yesterday gave a New Mexican re-
porter interesting informstion. In re
gard to the rapid strides toward civil-
isation the Navaho nation as a whole
is making.

“Excellent evidence of the fact that
the Navaho i rapidly and surely be-
coming assimilated,” sald Mr. Perry,
“is the fact that .this year for the first
time, the heads of families bropght
their children back to the schoels. In
former years it was necessary to send
government employes throughoat the
reservation to bring the childrenas up
to recent times they did not look with
favor on education for the young. Now
they are satisfied that their childrén
receive thelr prélidfinary education at
the reservation schools and are them
sént to other schoWls butside for the
higher branches. It'is becoming easier
each year to send more away. Thowe
we send away are eonsidered superior
scholars by the facuities of the outside
schools and they arealways willing to
receive the Navahopupils. At preseat
there are some of:the tribe at the
schools at Santa #e; at the Haskell
Instituts at' Lawrence, Kansas; Grand
Junction, Colorado; Albuquerque, New
Mexico, Pheenix, Arisons, and Rl
side, California.

Indian Mummy.

One of the most remarkable finds In
the late history of Bouthwestern an-
tiquities is recorded at Las Crutes.
One day last week Dan Reed, at one
time a well known cattleman near that
place and now In business at El Paso,
bas the honor of the discovery, He
has a Miné six miles west of Las
Cruces, across the Rio Grandd, and
one day lest week, while in the neigh-
borhood of his clatm, discovered a
| eave and out of curiosity started to ex-

plore it and was soon rewarded. He
| discovered within the cave the re
mains of an Indign, remarkable in
that there had been ne decay, but in
the dry atmosphere of the region the
body had become perfectly mummi-
fled. The flesh had shrunkem ' and
dried on ghe skeleton and the weight
of the body was evidently only & frac-
tion of Its normal weight, fother
thing which was evident was the fact
that the man had béen murdered, for
in the back there wak & gaping wound,
evidenfly made By a spear, which was
found near by. On the breast thére
was a similar wound which had been’
made by the spear whith almost, but
not quite, came entirely through the
man. He had Ttlearly died Tn great
agony, for he was lying on hix back,
but in his death struggle his* head” had
been ‘ruised oOff 'the ground and his
knees had been contracted until they
almost touched his chin: The rl.lt-
hand had been pressed against the
thigh with such force that even now
it can hardly be pulled away.

He was evidently o war paint and
had a full headdress of feathers.
