County holds line
on spendingin ‘82

Castro County took in
$1,396,736.53 in cash receipts
during the fiscal year that
ended Sept. 30, 1982, and
paid out only $1,143,152.05
during the same period, the
County Commissioners’ Court
learned at its regular meeting
Monday.

Henry Ramaekers of the
CPA firm of Brown, Graham
& Co. presented the annual
audit report, which the com-
missioners accepted without
comment.

The audit report broke
down cash receipts from all
basic sources and their fund
assignments, and disburse-
ments for all categories of
county activity.

However, Ramaekers ex-
plained that the income-
expenditures statement
doesn’t necessarily give an
exact view of the county’'s

. financial position.

The county's policy is to
prepare its financial state-
ments on the basis of actual
cash receipts and disburse-
ments.

““Consequently, certain
revenue and the related
assets are recognized when
received rather than when
earned, and certain expenses
are recognized when paid
rather than when the obliga-

tion is incurred,”’ Ramaekers
said.

As a result of this account-
ing policy, the financial state-
ments in the audit “are not
intended to present financial
position and results of opera-
tions in conformity with gen-
erally accepted accounting
principles,”’ he explained.

The county’s major sources
of income during the year
were from ad valorem taxes,
$489,491.64; county road
taxes, $240,927.63; motor
vehicle registrations, $191,-
194.07; fees of office, $137,-
104.44; federal Revenue Shar-
ing funds, $119,883; and the
lateral road tax, $99,743.84.

Other income sources in-
cluded liquor taxes, Expo
Building and appraisal district
office rental, reimbursements
from the Mental Health-
Mental Retardation program,
occupation taxes, fines, inter-
est, reimbursement from the
City of Dimmitt for dispatch-
ers’ partial salaries, county
fines tax, service fees on
criminal tax payments, sales
of materials and labor, and
house rent.

The county's main expendi-
tures during the year were
$550,300.44 for salaries;
$74,865.18 for gas and oil;

$71,781.98 for maintenance .

and repairs; $46,506.11 for
supplies' for the courthouse,
jail and roads; $39,015.63 for
utilities and telephone ser-
vice; $32,395.33 for insurance
and bonds; $28,417.35 for
postage and office supplies;
$27,476.11 for appraisal office
expense; $24,271.85 for attor-
ney fees; $23,396.80 for capi-
tal outlay; $22,431.61 for
travel expense; and $21,673.-
89 for recording and indexing.

Of the county's total re-
ceipts of $1,396,736 during
fiscal 1982, $1,276,853 came
from regular income sources
while the additional $119,883
was in Revenue Sharing
money.

The county had anticipated
$132,000 in Revenue Sharing
receipts in its budget, but
came up $12,117 short from
that source before the books
for the fiscal year were
closed. However, the 1982
budget had anticipated only
$1,125,060 in receipts from
regular sources, so came out
$151,793 ahead there.

In other business, the
commissioners:

—Approved payment of
a $2,396.80 gas bill and a
$6,595 bill from Brown, Gra-

ham & Co. for the audit.

It started at daybreak last
Thursday as freezing drizzle.
It turned to sleet around 9
am, and to snow by mid-
morning.

And it snowed and snowed
and snowed.

When it stopped Friday
afternoon, 18 inches of white
covered the county.

It was the second biggest
snowfall in the recorded
weather history of Castro
County, according to Edwin
“Goose’’ Ramey, longtime
weather observer.  Ramey
said that in 1906 the county
received its biggest snow. He
said it was “‘a 72 hour spell’”’
which dropped about 20
inches of snow. Winds
accompanying the snows left
drifts up to 10 feet high.

No winds accompanied the
snow last week, but drifts
from three to four feet high
were common, and around tall
structures, drifts were seven
to eight feet tall.

The snow started falling at
mid-morning last Thursday,
and by sundown more than
six inches had accumulated.
By 7 a.m. Friday morning 16
inches covered the ground.
During the rest of the day
Friday two more inches fell,
bringing the grand total to 18
inches, as recorded by
KDHN, official US Weather
Observer.

Temperatures dropped
helow freezing Thursday and
stayed below 30 degrees until
Saturday afternoon. A dense
fog blanketed the area all day
Saturday.

Area residents were busy
Friday digging out. State,
city and county road crews,
plus a tractor brigade of
farmers and implement deal-
ers worked diligently to clear
roadways, driveways and
parking areas.

The biggest problem for
road crews and residents try-
ing to move the white masses,
was figuring where to put all
of it.

Snow mounds were left
ranging from two feet tall,
along roadways, to 15 feet tall
around schools and parking
lots.

snow were measured; the
same amount fell in Hart,
while Nazareth recorded 16
inches.

Two members of the Dim-
mitt Fire Department, several
Nazareth volunteer firemen,
and many other county resi-
dents offered assistance to
those snowbound by taxiing

ople in four-wheel drive
vehicles, and helping clear
driveways and roadways.

Dimmitt Fire Marshal Steve
Jameson, and his assistant,
Jack Ebeling, were out in the
fire department’s four-wheel
drive Suburban Friday taking
Dimmitt residents to and from
work. ‘‘We shuttled nurses to
and from the hospital,’’
Jameson said. ‘‘We took
some people to the nursing
home and took a guy to the
radio station so he could make
cancellation announcements.’’

Jameson and Ebeling work-
ed from 6 am, to 6 p.m
Friday.

Paul Fry delivered the
Amarillo papers Friday morn-
ing via snowmobile, and he
ferried many people to work.

Most people couldn't get
out of their driveways Friday
morning, so many Dimmitt
businesses didn't open or
were late opening. Cars,
pickups and trucks were stuck
and abandoned throughout
town early Friday.

The snow caused the
cancellation of many meetings
and events in the area, includ-
ing the Texas-New Mexico
Sugarbeet Growers Associa-
tion Annual meeting and ban-
quet in Hereford, basketball
games, showers, club meet-
ings, and other events, All
three county schools cancelled
classes Friday.

The Presbyterian and First
Christian Churches cancelled
Sunday services because the
parking areas could not be
cleared in time.

The State Highway Depart-
ment stayed busy all weekend
trying to clear the roadways.
Foreman Doyle Wassom re-
ported that all the state high-
ways in the county were
pretty well cleared of ice by
Monday. ‘'There are still a
few slick spots,”” he said,
“and some of the farm to
market roads are still
covered.”" He predicted that
his department should have
the farm to market roads
cleared by Tuesday after-
noon, if the temperature
cooperated.

“It was a heavy and wet
snow,”” Wassom said. "‘We
couldn’t push it with our
trucks, and we had to use our
motor graders. We only have
two."’

County road commissioners
will "have their hands full
trying to clear county roads
for passage.

“It will be a lot harder to
clear the roads after this
snow,”’ said Edd Wilson,

commissioner of Precinct 2.

Tractor Brigade'
helps city dig out

A tractor brigade invaded
Dimmitt Friday and Saturday
to help city workers dig the
city out of the 18-inch layer of
snow which fell last Thursday
and Friday.

From 75 to 100 tractors
cranked up Friday and helped
city employees clear snow
from major streets, inter-
sections, driveways and park-
ing lots.

Farmers, implement deal-
ers and other individuals own-
ing tractors formed the
brigade.

““We couldn't have gotten
people dug out without the
help of the tractors,’”’ said
City Manager Paul Catoe.

Catoe said the City's equip-
ment, two backhoes and one
maintainer, wouldn’'t have
been ‘‘nearly enough’ to
clear off all the snow.

‘““We had a man on the
maintainer and men on both
backhoes at all times through
Friday and Saturday,”” he
said.

‘“We certainly appreciate
everyone's help.”’

Catoe said City employees
have primarily tried to clear
the snow on some of the most
traveled streets and have
tried to keep emergency areas
open such as the hospital and
airport.

“Our employees will con-

tinue to work on intersections
and streets until they are all
clear,"’ he said.

“'There is a limit to what we
can accomplish with our own
equipment and personnel. I
believe that nearly everyone
understands our situation be-
cause we have certainly had a
tremendous amount of help
during the past few days."

Catoe said Tuesday that the
city crew is trying to move the
snow to the middle of the
roads so the gutters will
drain.

““We are trying to keep the
gutters clear and a lane on
each side of the roads."”

Catoe said he wanted to
thank the highway depart-
ment for working with the
city. ‘‘They are doing a good
job and we sure appreciate
their help,”’ he said.

Catoe also said if a main-
tainer is run down the streets
it will block driveways with
snow and ice and that the city
just does not have the equip-
ment to clean every drive.
“It’s just one of those situa-
tions where you have to let it
thaw and melt."”

As for the help provided by
the tractor brigade Catoe
said, ‘It just goes to show
how people here stick
together and help each other
when the situation gets a little
rough."'

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Questions, answers on PIK program

First of a Series

[Editor's Note: These
questions and answers on the
general operation of the fed-
eral government's new Pay-
ment-in-Kind, or PIK, pro-
gram, were compiled by the
US Dept. of Agriculture. Ray
Joe Riley of Sunnyside se-
cured this information from
the USDA while in Washing-
ton shortly after the new
program was announced.
Specific parts of the PIK
program are still subject to
revision. |

What is a Payment-In-Kind
?

The PIK program is de-
signed to encourage farmers
to further reduce 1983 crop
acreages of wheat, corn,
sorghum, upland cotton and
rice from the previously
announced programs. In re-
turn for participation in a PIK
program, a producer will re-
ceive an amount of the com-
modity as payment for reduc-
ing planted acreage.

Why is a PIK Program
needed?

The announced 1983 pro-
gram(s) for wheat, corn,
sorghum, rice and cotton were
designed to reduce excess
supplies which have been
depressing farm prices. Des-
pite the department's best
effort to announce effective
programs, several factors
have come together to prevent
the programs from actually
reducing 1983-84 ending
stocks and the downward
pressure on prices and in-
comes that farmers are now
experiencing. Some of the
most important factors in-
clude:

—LARGE GLOBAL
SUPPLIES. There was record
world production of grains,
oilseeds, and cotton in 1981-
82, record world crops of
grains and oilseeds again in
1982-83. We estimate that by
the end of 1982-83 the United
States will hold nearly 150
million tons of grain stocks,
roughly .60% of the world’'s
carryover and more than we
export annually.

—GLOBAL RECESSION.
Demand has been very weak.
World use of feed grains,
which had been growing at an
average rate of 16 million
metric tons (mmt) each year
over the past two decades,
has not increased since 1978-

What are the objectives of
the PIK program?

—Reduce stocks while
cutting production, lessening
the overhang on the market in
future years and enhancing
prospects for a market-led
recovery in farm prices.

—Maintain supplies in
marketplace, showing the US
intends toc be a reliable
supplier abroad.

—Minimize CCC loan for-
feitures by utilizing commodi-
ties under outstanding regular
loans for PIK compensation.

—To reduce Farmer-Owned
Reserve (FOR) stocks to more
desirable levels by utilizing
these stocks for PIK compen-
sation.

—To promote farm income
while at the same time reduc-

ing costs to the Federal
Government and, thus, to US
taxpayers.

—To lessen storage space
problems.

Why not a larger paid
diversion program instead of
the PIK?

A larger paid diversion
program would be more costly
than the PIK program, and
would not accomplish the
objective of sharply reducing
the FOR and government
inventories. The PIK pro-
gram is the most cost-effec-
tive program for reducmgl
stocks, and getting the agri-
culture sector on the road to
recovery.

When will farm operators
be able to sign up in the
program?

Signup will begin Jan. 24
and end March 11, 1983. The
end of signup for the previ-
ously announced acreage re-
duction and land diversion
programs will be advanced to
also end on March 11

Why is the ending signup
date for the previously
announced programs being
changed?

We need to have signup in
the acreage reduction and
land diversion programs com-
plete before the county ASC
committees begin to evaluate
the bids received under the
whole base PIK diversion.
Setting an early date permits
producers to make their farm-
ing plans on a timely basis.

Does the PIK program
change any aspects of the
previously announced
programs?

No. All provisions of the
acreage reduction and land
diversion programs as pre-
viously announced will apply
for farms that participate in
the PIK program.

Who is eligible to partici-
pate in the PIK program?

Producers on any farm for
which an 1983 acreage base
and yield has been establish-
ed for wheat, corn and sor-
ghum, rice, and upland cotton
under the previously an-
nounced programs.

How were the 1983 acreage
bases established?

The Omnibus Budget Re-
conciliation Act of 1982 re-
quires that the bases for
wheat, feed grains, and rice
for 1983 be the same as those
established for the farm for
1982, adjusted to reflect crop
rotations and other factors the
Secretary determines should
be considered in determining
a fair and equitable base.

The upland cotton acreage
bases for farms that partici-
pated in the 1982 cotton
program or reported zero
planted acreage will be the
same as the 1982 base. For
other cotton farms, the base
will be the average of the
cotton acreage on the farm in
1981 and 1982.

Textbook hearing
is set in Austin

A public hearing on the
textbook selection process in
Texas will be held in Austin
Feb. 5 by a State Board of
Education ad hoc committee.
The hearing will begin at 8:30
a.m. in the Board room at

Texas Education Agency
North, 1200 East Anderson
Lane.

State Board of Education
chairman Joe Kelly Butler of
Houston, who appointed the
13-member committee at the
Board's Jan. 8 meeting, said
the hearing is open to anyone
who wants to speak about the
textbook selection process but
emphasized that the merits of
individual texts or educational
philosophies were not ger-
maine to the committee's
work.

Individuals or group repre-
sentatives who want to speak
at the public hearing should
register by Feb. 1 with Mrs.
Cis Myers, deputy commis-
sioner of Interagency Coor-
dination, Policy Development,
and Communications Services
at the Texas Education
Agency, 201 East 11th Street,
Austin, 78701, 512/475-4536.

Written testimony may be
presented in place of or in
addition to oral testimony.
Both oral and written testi-
mony must be limited to the
textbook selection process.
The committee reserves the
right to limit the time on oral
testimony in order to hear all
those who have registered to
speak.

Butler, who is the commit-
tee chairman, said that a lack
of public understanding has
caused the state's textbook
selection process to become
surrounded by controversy.
“*A stong need exists for the
textbook selection process to
be examined by State Board
of Education members,”’ he
said.

He said that problems iden-
tified with the textbook selec-
tion process could possibly be
addressed on a piecemeal
basis, but ‘It is my opinion
that a full in-depth examina-
tion should well eliminate the
necessity of this type of
correction.’’

The textbook proclamation,
public hearings and reim-
bursement of textbook com-

mittee members are some of
the issues the committee is
expected to  examine.
Another aspect of the text-
book selection process that
concerns Butler is the appar-
ent lack of time between the
Board’s adoption of the text-
book proclamation and the
delivery of the actual text-
books that address the pro-
clamation. ‘‘I would hope the
committee will consider re-
commending a greater length
of time to be available for
publishers to submit text-
books which address the State
Board of Education proclama-
tion mandates,”’ he said.

If a farm i. articipating in
the program for a commodity,
but the acreage base is under-
planted, what happens to the
1984 acreage base?

The farm's 1984 acreage
base will not be reduced due
to under planting in 1983

What are the percentages
of the farm yield under the
10-30 PIK diversion?

Wheat is 95%. Corn, grain
sorghum, upland cotton and
rice are all 80%

Why is the wheat PIK set at
95% of the farm yield while
the PIK for other commodities
is set at 80%7?

Wheat is the only fall-seed-
ed crop eligible for PIK.
These producers have already
incurred substantial costs to
plant the crop, which is not
generally true for spring-
seeded crops. While some
wheat is spring-seeded, it
would be impracticable to
have different percentages for
fall and spring-seeded wheat
since both may be planted in
the same area.

Why were barley and oats
not included in the PIK
program?

The relatively low Farmer-
Owned Reserve (FOR), regu-
lar loan and CCC stocks avail-
able for PIK would make an
effective program impractic-
able. Current estimtes of
acreage under the announced
program indicate that oat

stocks will be near desired:

levels and barley only slightly
above desirable levels. Be-

cause barley and oat market
prices are normally influenced
by corn prices, a significant
reduction in corn stocks under
PIK should also benefit oat
and barley prices

What must be done to
enroll in the PIK program?

The farm operator will be
required to enroll the farm in
the acreage reduction (ARP)
and land diversion programs
and sign a contract with the
county ASCS office agreeing
to reduce the acres of the
crops for harvest by the per-
cent desired above the pre-
viously announced program.

What can the farm operator
sign up for under the PIK
program?

For PIK diversion, the farm
operator may sign up to divert
a part of the crop acreage
base (any amount that is no

less than 10% or more than
30% of the crop acreage base)

or bid to divert the whole crop
acreage base.

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Swarming Swiftettes
edge Sudan in thriller

Act 1 of the Nazareth vs.
Sudan drama Tuesday night
was as full of surprises as it
was tension.

The Swiftettes shot only
36% from the field to Sudan’s
73%. And Nazareth lost the
important rebounding battle
by a big 22-9 margin.

But the Swiftettes won
where it counted — on the
scoreboard, by a scant two
points, 37-35.

It was Nazareth's swarming
‘‘pickpocket’’ defense that
made all the difference.

The first District 6-A show-
down between the state’s two
top-ranked teams was played
before an overflow crowd of
700 in the NHS gym.

Nazareth's redeeming
grace was its full court pres-
sure defense and some clutch
freethrow shooting by Leona
Gerber.

The Swiftette man-to-man
effort forced 26 Sudan turn-
overs, compared to 8 for
Nazareth. That helped erase
Sudan's edge in rebounding
and shooting percentage, and
kept the Swiftettes in the
game.

Leona Gerber sank two
charity shots with 28 seconds
left in the game, to give
Nazareth a 36-33 edge. She
made another free throw with
three seconds remaining to
end the scoring in the game.

Sudan led most of the
game, by margins ranging

. from one to eight points.

With 4:40 left in the game,

Nazareth's Ramona Heiman
sank a 12-foot jumper, giving
the Swiftettes a 30-29 edge, a
lead they never lost.

Rhonda Hoelting and Shar-
on Birkenfeld led the Swift-
ette defensive charge, as they
each forced five turnovers
from Sudan’s ballhandlers.

Birkenfeld teamed with
Gerber to hold all-stater Lisa
Wood to only 8 points, well
below her 23 point-per-game
average.

Sudan shot only 23 field
goals in the game, but they
hit 8 of 12, and 8 of 11 in each
half. The Swiftettes hit ony 6
of 21 from the field in the first
hif and 7 of 15 in the second
(for 36%), well below their
usual 54% field goal shooting
average,

Both teams had 12 fouls.
However, the Swiftettes went
to the charity line 16 times,
hitting 11, while Sudan shot
only five free throws, and
made three. Nazareth hit 7 of
8 charity shots in the final
quarter.

Nazareth post Shari
Schilling led all scorers with
11 points. She also grabbed
five of Nazareth's nine re-
bounds.

Nine of her 11 points came
in the second stanza, when
the 5-9 post came off the
bench to score eight points in
the final three minutes of that
stanza to help the Swiftettes
overcome a 15-8 deficit.

Nazareth coach Joe Lom-

bard said that was the turning
point in the game. ‘‘Shari
came off the bench and scored
eight quick points, and at that
point our defense became
more aggressive and picked
up in intensity,”” he said.

Sharla Harrison, a 6-0 post,
led the Hornettes with 10
points and 13 rebounds.

The win leaves Nazareth,
20-2, on the year, and 4-0 in
district play.

The loss was Sudan's
second of the season, and its
seventh in four years to Naz-
areth. The Lady Hornets
have lost eight games in three
years, six of them to Nazar-
eth. They are now 21-2 and
3-1 in District.

Lombard said his team's
pressure defense and the kids
coming off the bench, made
the difference in the game
Tuesday.

"Fifteen of our 37 points
were scored by kids coming
off the bench,”” he said. *‘I
think our defense wore Sudan
down a little and forced the
turnovers, and we couldn't
have won without the turn-
overs."'

Lombard said the depth
provided by the players com-
ing off the bench enabled him
to rest his players and ‘‘keep
the pressure applied on
defense.”’

The two teams meet again
Feb. 11 at Sudan and are
predicted to meet in the
Region I finals in Levelland
later.

Social Security

...in Castro County

By TERRY J. CLEMENTS

As we start this new year,
the vitality of the Social
Security system is confirmed
in two distinct ways. First,
the whole country is watching
and waiting for the legislative
medicine that will restore
financial health to the retire-
ment and survivors benefit
system. This public attention
will assure effective treat-
ment.™ Secondly, routine,
annual adjustments and pro-
gram refinements, already
provided by law, will take
place as usual in 1983. Order-
ly change of this type is
characteristic of a stable and
mature system.

Beginning this year,
retirees who are at least age
70 can earn any amount and
still get all their Social Secur-
ity benefits. This ‘earnings
test exempt age’ had been 72
until this year.

Also, retirees between the
ages of 66 and 70 can earn
$6,600.00 in 1983 without
losing any benefits — a
$600.00 increase in this
‘allowable earnings amount.’
For younger retirees, surviv-
ors and dependents the
annual exempt amount is
$4,920.00, up $480.00 from
1982.

Social Security benefits are
intended to partially replace
lost earnings. Therefore,
these annual earnings limits
apply only to payment for
services, including wages,
salaries, and net profit from a
business or partnership. The
limits do not apply to other
types of income.

Remember that those who
received a Social Security
check last year, who were not
at least age 72 throughout
1982, and whose earnings
were above last year's limits
must file an earnings report
with the Social Security Ad-
ministration by April 15,
1983.

The 1982 exempt earnings
limits were $6,000.00 for
those between the ages of 65
and 72, and $4,440.00 for
younger beneficiaries. People
who estimated their 1982
earnings would exceed last
year's limits can expect to
receive an annual report form
in the mail. Forms can also
be requested from your near-
est Social Security office.
Filing a tax return with the
IRS does not satisfy this
annual report requirement.

By the way, these allowable
earnings rules do not apply to
those who receive benefits
based on disability or to those
who receive Supplemental
Security Income. Any earn-
ings should be reported
promptly by those who get
disability or SSI benefits.

There is no scheduled
change in the Social Security
payroll tax rate in 1983. The

tax rate will remain 6.7%,
paid by both employees and
employers. Self-employed
persons will continue to pay
9.35% on their net profit.
The amount of earnings sub-
ject to Social Security tax,
however, has gone up this
year, from $32,400.00 to 35,-
700.00. This taxable wage
base increases automatically
each year to reflect the rise in
average wages, Although
some workers will pay a
slightly higher Social Security
tax amount due to the in-
crease in the amount of wages
covered in 1983, there will be
no increase in the amount of
Social Security taxes paid by
about 92% of all workers.

Also tied to the rise in
average wages is the amount
of earnings which will result
in one quarter of work credit
under Social Security. People
born after 1928 need 40
quarters of work credit (or
about 10 years' credit) to
qualify for retirement bene-
fits. Fewer quarters of work
credit are needed by people
who will be 62 before 1991 or
in cases of death or disability
before age 62. The new
quarter of coverage amount is
$370.00, up $30.00 from last
year.

A final routine annual ad-
justment involves the Medi-
care hospital insurance de-
ductible amount. The deduct-
ible amount is designed to
represent the average cost of
one day of hospital care. To
keep up with rising hospital
costs, the 1983 inpatient de-
ductible has increased by
$44.00 to $304.00.

While some of these routine
annual adjustments are more
welcome than others, the
changes are a necessary part
of this country’s most import-
ant system of financial protec-
tion and health insurance —
the Social Security system.

Of interest to WWI
veterans: An article in the
January-February Texas
American Legion News states
that ‘‘the Veterans Adminis-
tration has declared the U.S.
Government Life Insurance
policies held by 83,000 World
War I veterans fully paid up,
and it will continue to pay
dividends."’ It adds: ‘‘Policy-
holders will benefit from not
having their policies lapse
from nonpayment of
premiums."’

Annual dividends are paid
to most GI Insurance policy
holders, on the anniversary
dates of their policies, without
veterans making applications.
In fact the VA prefers that
you do not apply for the
dividends.

I now have cards, however,
for future ‘‘Disposition of
Dividends.”” A veteran may
wish to receive his dividends
in cash; or apply it to pay
premiums in advance; or hold
for credit at interest, to pay
monthly premiums when due;
or simply hold on deposit for
interest; or apply to pay
indebtedness on policy loans;
or the veteran can use them to
buy paid-up additional insur-
ance.

Veterans should be careful
to keep up-to-date the bene-
ficiaries they wish to receive
their insurance in case of
death. We have these forms
for application or changes in
beneficiaries. See us if we
can help. Bring the policies
with you to our office for help
and/or advice.

Consumers with touch tone
dialing can save money on
long distance calls by investi-
gating discount services avail-
able to them, says a consumer
information specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

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DPS says insurance proof
enforcement to continue

The Texas Department of
Public Safety will continue to
enforce the current mandatory
liability insurance law as en-
acted by the last session of
the Texas Legislature. A
recent Attorney General's
opinion stated that failure to
carry, produce or provide
proof of insurance is not an
offense. However, the opin-
ion does not requiré DPS
policy to be changed. The
offense contained in the law is
““failure to maintain financial
responsibility,”’ i.e., failure to
maintain liability insurance.

Colonel Jim Adams, DPS
director, said ‘‘the statute
requires motorists to furnish
information concerning
evidence of insurance to a
police officer upon request.
Failure to provide satisfactory
information creates a rebutt-

If the officer is not satisfied
with the information provid-
ed, he can issue a citation.
Adams said troopers will con-
tinue to issue citations when
drivers are unable to furnish
satisfactory information.

evidence of financial responsi-
bility. The items include the
insurance policy, insurance
identification card, or other
information which confirms to
the satisfaction of the officer
that the operator is in compli-
ance with the law. :

In an opinion dated May 14,
1982, the . Attorney General
upheld these rules as binding
on all law enforcement
officers of the state.

“If a person is unable to
furnish the information re-
quested by the officer, the
officer may issue a citation
even though the individual
claims to have the required
insurance,’”’ Adams said.

Colonel Adams said the law
has produced positive results,
and has resulted in an in-
crease in the number of
Texans who presently carry
liability insurance. ‘‘Before
the law was passed, 74% of
Texas motorists involved in
vehicle accidents did have
insurance. However, 1982
accident reports indicate that
91% of the drivers involved in
vehicle accidents have obtain-
ed and maintain insurance,”’
he said.
