Sketch of Colone! Chaves.

The late Col. J. Francisco Chaves,
who was assasinated at Pinos Wells on
the 26th of November last, was born

in Los Padillas, Bernalillo county,
June 27, 1538, dhd received his educa-
tion in the best schools of the land.
In 1841 he went to the Bt. Louis Uni-
versity, where he remained five _years;
in 1848 he was t to New York City,
where he & private '
from there he went to Fishkill, New
York, attending an academy in that
place. He finished his education with
a two years' course in the College of
Physicians and Surgeons in New York
City. In 1862 he returned to his home
in this territory.

As a soldier, Colonel Chaves served
with distinction under Kit Carsomn,
through the Indian troubles. In 1861
he was commissioned major of the
First New Mexico infantry by Presi
dent Absaham Lincoln and was after
wards promoted to lHeutenant colonel
of the regiment for gallant and meri-
torious service.

In 1862 he took part fn the battle of
Valverde and later on helped to es
tablish Fort Wingate, of which post
he held command for a long time. In
1863 he was In command of an escort
which guarded Governor McCormick
of the new territory of Arizona to
Prescott, then the capital, and was
present at the establishment of the
territorial government for Arisona in
that year. In 1865 he was hovorably
mustered out of the service «. the
United States and returned to his
home, taking up the study of law and
was shorily thereafter admitted to the
bar of New Mexico.

During the latter '70s he served as
district attorney of the Second Judi
clal  district. Colonel Chaves was a
Republican in polities and In 18569,
while absent fighting the Navajo In-
dians, was elected to the House of
Representatives in the Territorial Leg-
islative Assembly, taking his seat in
1860. In 1865, he was elected as the
delegate to Congress and served in the
Thirty-ninth, Fortieth and Fortysec-
ond Congresses. In 1876 he was elect-
ed a member of the territorial council
from Valencia county and bhad held
that position ever since,

In 1903, and was filling the position at
the hour of his greatly deplored
death.

Colonel Chaves leaves one daughter,
Mrs. Lola C. Armijo, and an adopted
son, James C. Chaves. Mrs. Armijo
has four sons and one daughter.

There must be a general
registration of voters, Citizens In
order to vote must have resided In
the territory one year, in the county
six months, and thirty days in the
precinct where they arato vote. This
registration Is toanswerfor the sub-
sequent clection to Le held for the
ratification of the coustitution and
the election of state officers.

Section 21 provides that the dele-
gates to the ecomnstituttonal conven-
tion shall meet at Santa Fe on the
fitth Monday after their election.
