A matter of much interest to 
the people o f the Portalee Val'ey 
is the pleasant information that 
we have secured the beet sugar 
factory. Air. W. P. Fhggard re­
ceived a letter the latter part of 
last weok from Air. AiounDay 
stating that the factory would be 
built at Portaleo and that they 
would begin the shipment of the 
machinery within tbs next ten 
days. Later information was re­
ceived by Alr.Chapman from Mr. 
Moon Day to the effect that the 
papers had all been signed up 
and that the machinery la now 
being prepared for shipment so 
as to begin the drilling of the 
wells at ooos. Air. AiounDay 
also stated that he expected to 
arrive in Portalee the latter part 
of this week to help promote the 
beginning of the project.

The Herald is hopeful that the

expected on every train, in 
that the wells may be finished as 
soon as possibls so that tbs farm 
era can have the water for this 
years crop. This paper has never 
written, dreamed or thought of 
anything else that would be of a 
greater benefit to the whole peo­
ple o f RooMfrelt county than the 
beet factory.

They will employ four hundred 
and sixty men In the factory two 
hundred days out of every year 
and pay these men from two to 
six dollars per day for their work 
besides paying them the cash for 
every beet they raise. It can 
readily be seen that we will have 
some business here when a pay 
roll of over eighteen thousand 
dollars is turned loose in this 
valley every month besides the 
enormous amount of money paid 
out for sugar beets.

I f  you tried to sot 
shabbily with him or taka the 
advantage at him, be would tel) 
yoe o f it to your teeth.
He was a man who seemed se­
vere with people until they knew 
him. But the longer you knew 
him the more you were conrino 
ed that la principle, in business 
dealings sad in all the walks of 
Ufe be followed unflinchingly 
what he believed to be right.

dren. Funeral services of Mr. 
F&ggard were held in the Bap 
tist church.

By special request of the tom 
ily, E. P. Alldredge conducted 
the services, which were held 
under the auspices of the Masons 
who concluded the exercises st 
the grave. It was perhaps the 
largest gathering at a funeral 
services in the town, many being 
unable to get in the church house.

The town has lost one of its 
beet citisens, the children—all of 
whom were present at the last 
sad rites—have lost a good father, 
the wife, a devoted and true bus 
band and this community has 
lost one of its oldest and most 
substantial business men. We 
commend the loved ones to God 
and hope we may meet our old 
friend over on the other side

The time for the convention of 
the legislature is near. In a 
very few days the legislative 
body will meet to take up its 
many duties. P. E. Carter, rep 

ntative from Roosevelt coun­
ty,left today for 8ante Fe to be in 
the capital city on the date desig­
nated for the convention of the 
legislature. In oon versa tion
with the editor, be expressed 
himself as hopeful of accomplish­
ing soma reforms by the work of 
the legislature. Since the many 
great questions which will con­
front that body will be non-par­
tisan in their nature, he hopes 
that political parties will consid­
er only the good of the state and 
never permit political prejudices 
to enter Into matters where they 
do not belong. In taking upon 
ourselves duties of statehood, we 
have assumed new and' enlarged 
responsibilities as well as having 
been granted greater privileges. 
We should meet these responsi­
bilities now in the beginning of 
statehood and so handle the 
situation as not to have occasion 
to regret our actions afterward. 
He expressed himself to be 
especially interested in legisla­
tion which will tend to further 
the developement of the state’s 
resources. An economical ad­
ministration of government, both 
state and oounty, which will re­
duce taxation will do much to 
enoourage the Influx of men and 
money so much needed in New 
Mexico. Nothing can do so 
much to accomplish this as low 
taxation Business men will not 
come to any state when the bur­
dens of taxation are so great that 
profits from investments are off­
set by high taxes. Another mat­
ter of much moment at this time 
is the school system which so 
badly needs revision. A system 
is needed which will advance the 
educational welfare of the citizen 
ship of the state, as it is only on 
tiie intelligence of the people that 
sound government can rest. 
Then there are other questions 
such as the regulation of public 
service corporations, especially 
railroad companies. The indus 
tral and commercial Ufe of the 
state are more closely affected by 
this thsn by anything else. The 
corporation commission has not 
powers sufficient to adequately 
manage such, and the powers 
should be enlarged. There ar«k 
many matters of lesser im port* 
ance which affect the state aa a 
whole and one matter of great 
intereettoouroountry in parties 
for, the normal school. The Her­
ald is confident that Mr. Carter 
will aver be found on the side of 
justioe and hopes that the legis­
lative work soon to begin may be 
of such a nature as will assist the 
state to oome to the frost la our 
Union of commonwealths.

An Ordinance amending Ordl 

nance Number Nine of the Ordi­
nances of the Town of Fortales 
relating to sanitary and health 
regulations in the town of For­
tales.

Be it ordained by the Board of 
Trustees of the Town of Portales, 
New Mexico.
Sec. 1. The words and figures 
of Section 2 of Ordinance Num­
ber Nine are hereby stricken out 
and the following is adopted in 
lieu thereof, so that said Section 
2 shall read as follows:

Section 2. All privies or wat­
er closets, other than those con­
nected with the sewer line, con­
structed or maintained in the 
town of Fortales shall be located 
upon the alley line and be readily 
accessible from the alley; shell 
be provided with water tight 
drawer or receptacle for recep­
tion of the excrem ent, which 
drawer or receptacle shall be of 
such construbtion and so located 
as to be easy of access and re­
moval for tbe purpose of clean 
ing the privy and shall be placed 
upon the surface of the ground, 
and anch privies or closets shall 
be built in such a manner as to 
exclude flies from access to said 
drawers or receptacles. Any 
person who maintains a privy qr 
water closet not connected with 
the sewer line which does not 
conform to all the provisions of 
this section shall be guilty o f 
maintaining a nuisance and shall 
be subject to the penalties pro­
vided for in Section 30 of said 
Ordinance Number Nine.

Sec. 2. The Town Scavenger 
shall keep a trell bound book in 
which he shall keep an accurate 
record o f the names of ail per­
sons whose privies or closets he

My experience la broom corn date* 
back to ISM, when we need the old 
hand cylinder, round polo* for alntea, 
old fanhloned rack*, and bad to bale 
the corn old faahioned band balers.

I differ from moat growers, aa I 
would rather ralae and take care ot 
a crop of brom corn than any other 
crop ralaod on tho farm. Money can 
be aiade raining broom corn If man- 
agad right, aa I have cleared aa much 
aa 9100.00 to oa* acre. with the hruab 
and seed

Beginner* should not plant too 
large *  crop the first year. 

Beginning with the seed. w« raise
oar own. nod for several years secur­
ed the best I could secure, and then 
need the seed on the very nlcat sad 
finest heads This la given my per 
soaal attention, a* broom corn runs 
out very eaefly. By ailng the beat 
of care la the bad aaaooa. w« are 
Ukaly to have some Inferior corn, hut 
If wa do not uae care. It will all be 
Inferior. Like raising stork, select 
the beet eiree, sad yon t ill  have 
tcruba enough. The seed planted 
should all be subjected to treatment, 
and use one pound Formaldehyde to 
thirty gallons of water, wet through­
ly, stir until dry. This treatment 
kills the smut germ

For nice color, broom corn should 
be cat as soon as tbs seed Is well out 
of the dough, and when the stem la 
tough at tha first joint and will not 
snap off. If tha weather Is settled. 
It shonld be seeded the neit day

The corn Is carried from the seeder 
to the shelves, and shelved at once, 
about three Inches deep, more or less 
according to tho conditions, dry or 
wot, and should be left on tbe shelves 
antll the sap ts all out, which require* 
from one to two weeks.

Do not there Is any variety
of brom corn better than the Austrian. 
Have an Improved Evergreen that Is 
shout three weeks earlier than tbe 
Austrian, but the quality, while better 
than tbe old Evergreen, te not as 
good as the Austrian.

During tb* 1110 crop when pries* 
war* lower there was never • tlm* 
wb«a good broomeora did ntot bring 
A peed price; as manufacturers are 
•alp to* glad to avail thoassolv** of

Broomcorn should bo either listed or 
planted with a two row planter, hav­
ing tbe ground well prepared, so aa to 
gat a good seed bed. and If a lister 
la used. It should not be planted more 
than two Inches deep, having a prosp­
er behind the Meter to pack well so 
that It will hold the moisture. If th* 
press is used tbe ground should bo 
broken and well harrowed, and If the 
weeds start should be disc-harrowed 
I* kill them. The ground should b* 
thoroughly clear before planting, eo 
that tha young plant will out-grow the 
weed 1 ,*nd It ts much easier to keep 
clean. The seed should dot be planted 
over two Inches deep, as exparienc* 
has shown this Is the best depth If you 
have any moisture.

For listing broomcorn, i  go-devil |s 
a good thing to use. and then cultivate 
several times afterwards, and if plant­
ed with a two-row lister It should be 
cultivated two to three times, or as 
many ttmea as Is necessary; but be­
lieve that good broomcorn can be 
raised with less cultivation than any 
other crop

Cutting should be done when tbe 
plant ts in full bloom, as It Is hard 
to cut It too green, for It will have a 
better color and better weight If not ^  
allowed to get over ripe, which Is 
more satisfactory to grower and buyer

Broomcorn should be broke into ta 
bles about three feet high, and cut the 
same day It Is tabled, or as soon after 
as possible, as It straightens up and 
Is hard to cut if left for s longer time.
Ia this locality tbe corn ts usually al­
lowed to remain In tbe sun about a 
half a day. and la then hauled and 
threshed and put In tbe shed on 
shelves and left there from about three 
to elx days, according to the weather.
It should then he butted and bulked 
down In good shape, and every precau­
tion should ba taken to make a good 
bale that Is even and straight, tight, 
and well tied with five wires.

May, and find that tbe Standard vs- 
rtety Is the most profitable. as It 
usually brings the best price. It doee 
not pay to gro wbruah unless one has 
sheds In which to cars tho brash. 
Broomcora should bo seeded aad 
placed oa shelve* th* same day It le 
rut. aa thl* Insure* tb* right* color 
tor which tb# buyers are always will- 
lag to pay the high price.
