Trees for Windbreak

Regarding the subject of

' windbreaks, there is no question
{but you are right. A windbreak
|is certainly a great help, particu-
'larly in sections of the country
where sand blows considerably.
It is a hard matter to say just
{ which would be the best plant to
!use for a windbreak under your
| conditions. Of course since you
have practically decided that,
taking everything into consider-
ation in your locality, you want

i

|an evergreen plant, I will say

that there a number that are
suitable for this purpose. Perhaps
one of the best evergreens plant-
ed for a low or medium height
windbreak would be the Arbor-
vitae. There are a number of va-
rieties. The two most common
ones that we use are the Golden
and Pyramidal. They grow slow-
ly at first, but after they get
started they grow fairly fast.
They would make excellent wind-
breaks after they get quite large,
particularly against the soring
winds., At the time of the year
we need the windbreak the most,
there is nothing out in foliage
except the evergreens, so that it

would not be advisable to plant
|desidious trees, However, in
case you finally decide to plant
|trees of this kind, cottonwood
perhaps would be as good as any,
It is about the fastest growing
tree that we have, provided, of -
course, that it gets a sufficient
amount of water. Of course it is
not a very drought resistant
tree. The peach grows fast,
like the cottonwood, makes a
quick growing when it gets plen-
ty of water. By heading it in,
it can be kept down and a good
windbreak can be made of it.

sons can be given why the dry
farmer should keep live stock.
The first essential in dry farm-
ing is the soil and the keeping
of live stock on the farm will add
to its water carrying capacity,
because the more live stock kept
on the farm the more manure
and organic matter will the far-
mer have to incorporate into the
soil. Itis an assured fact that
the more humus the soil contains
the more moisture will it hold.
The more live stock the farmer
keeps, the greater the induce-
ment to raise a larger acreage
of forage and cultivated crops of
which corn would probably be
the main one. The farmer
would rotate and my own exper-

ience in farming twenty-seven
years in the semi-arid country
is that it pays to put half the
land into cultivated crops every
year. If fed to live stock, corn
is the best paying crop, speak-
ing from a money standpoint
and saying nothing about what
it does toward keeping up the
fertility of land by the better cul-
tivation given and the greater
amount of manure made. This
is farming and not mining the
farm as is done by the raising of
small grain and carting away
the fertility of the soil to the
elevator.—El Paso Times.
