TLe settlers of the Portales
Valley, a remarkable fertile area
traversed by the Santa Fe Rail-
way in eastern New Mexico, have
abandoned the co-operative plan
of generating and distributing
electric power for their pumps
and turned the plant over to the |
bond holders, from whom they
npw buy power. .'I'b began

ree years ago With Br!g’ht
hopes. They had soil unsar
passed on the face of the globe,
and a great underground river
of water from which the lift was
no greater than thirty feet.
The soil and water assured, they
believe that the most economical
means of creating and distribut-
ing power for pumping would be
a community plant.  According-
ly. they bonded-their farms for
$31. per acrg to build and equip
station and
string wires over the Valley.
This laid a debt of $360,000 on the
Valley. It looked well on paper
and the great production of the
soll, following the advent of the
water from the abundance below, |
the first season, stimulated their
hopes. However, they had not
réconed on the inefficiency and
inexperience of co-operative man
agement of complicated and gi
ganftic electrical machinery; the
wide differences of opinion
among so many stockholders,
and the utter impossibility of
one family farming 100 acres,
which, under pump irrigation,

requires intensive cultivation.
Inevitably, the enterprise col- |
lapsed. .

But the soil and the water re |
mained, and the debt was s0|
great that the bondholders,»who
were on other than the Westing-
house people of Pitsburg, to save
themselves, were compelled to
take over. the whole businessy
They might have foreclosed and
sold out the settlers, wholly.
However, they were notin the
enterprise to profit by the mis-
fortune of the settlers; they only
wanted their money back, and,
to obtain it, they were willing to
go in and divide responsibility
with their debtors. Accodingly,
by agreement, they took the cen-
tral plant and half the land; leav-
ing the several settlers the re-
mainder of their farmes free of
debt. Indeed, half the land is
better than the original farms of
1060 acres, since intensive culti-
vation i8 necessary here, and
now “the settlers are making
more money than their highest
hopes promised,originally, More
than this, they are rid of the
