A very large percentage of the dalry
products consumed in the South are
shipped in from northern states, where
the opportunity for economical produo
tion is not pearly so good as that in
the South. Thus in Wisconsin the
winter season is long and severe and
the summer growing season is short
Expensive barns are not needed and
two crops can be grown upon the land
in ome season. This is a tremendous
sdvantage which is appreciated by
those experienced in the dairy busi
ness.

Feeds for dairy cattle can be pro-.
duced very cheaply in the South. Cow-
peas and soy beans furmnish an excel
and nutritious supply of hay,
while corn silage can be grown in
large amounts and can be profitably |
fed both wiater and summer
The large Jocal supply of cottonseed

The South needs live stock and
dairying to restore her tired and wors
ont solls. Dairying encourages the ro-
tation of crops, and crop rotation is
the backbone of any system of soll
maintenance.

Solling
crops can also be used to splendid ad-
vantage. The raising of hogs fits in
splendidly with a system of dairy man-
agement in the South.

The southern farmer should not de-
pend upon dairying entirely for his in-
come. In nearly all cases it is a much
better plan to secure at least one-half
of the farm income by the growing of
money crops, such as cotton and to-
bacco. These crops may be made to
go hand in hand with the production
of dairy products, dairy stock and oth-
er stock

The southern states should cease to
be !mporters of dairy and meat prod-
ucts. These should be raised at home.
In time there is no reason why the
South should not only produce all of
the dairy products consumed at home
but should actually export dairy prod-
ucts. This will be done when thouw-
sands of southern farmers add to their
farms a few dairy cows.

The pian above recommended will
mean a decided change In the present
system of farming in the South. The
change should be made gradually and
conservative business judgment should
be used. Along with this change will
come prosperity. Southermn expert
ment stations all maintain depart-
ments whose purpose is to help farm-
ers replan their systems of farming
and adopt a system of diversified agri-
culture. This help includes the recom-
mendations for soll treatment aund
proper rotation systems, the bullding
of barns and silos and a great many
other things of like nature

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CURRY COUNTY SENATOR WOULD
MAVE STATE.WIDE PROMIBITION
TO GO INTO EFFECT 1917,

Senator T J. Mabry has Iatroduced
in the Senate a state-wide prohibition
bill, which Iy as follows:

“Be it resolved by the senate and
house of representatives of the state
of New Mexico:

“That there ls hereby sumitted to
the qualified electors of the state, to
be voted upon at the next regular
election held In sald state after the
sdjournment of the next legislature,
an amendment to Article XX of the
Constitution of the State of New Mex-
lco, which amendment is hereinafter
set forth: '

“That Article XX of the Conatitw-
tion of the State of New Mexico shall
be and is hereby amended by adding
thereto a gection 10 read as follows:

“Section 21, the sale, manufacture,
barter or gift of intoxieating liquors
whether malt, vinous or spiritous,
shall be and hereby is forever prohib-
fleg within this state afler the first
day of January, 1917; provided, that
it shall not be unlawful to use such
lquors for sacramental, medicinal or
mechanical purposes. The legislature
shall at the first session after the
ratification of this amendment, pass
such laws as may be necessary (o en-
foree the provisions of this amend-
ment and povide penalties ‘or the
violationg thereof, pgovided purther,
that this amendment shall not be con
strued s authorizing the legislaturoe
to extend the time when this amend
ment shall be in effect.”

SUDDEN DEATHS IN A S8ILO.

A recent fatal accident in Ohlo
calls attention to danger to farmers
which cannot be too widely circulat-
ed. Since 1875, when the first Amer-
lean silo wag built by Dr. Manley
Miles, this method of preserving for-
age for livestock has been generally
adopted. Although the Department
of Agriculture has freguently called
attention (o the danger of carbon
dioxid gas accumulating in silos under
certain conditions, no fataltes have
been reported heretofore On the
morning of September 19, four work
men on the farm of the Athen (Ohlo)
State Hospital, ascended the ladder
on the outside of a silo to an open
door about twelve feet from the top
and jumped down ome after another
onto the silage, the top of which was
about six feet below the door. About
five minuteg after two other work.-
men following them found them wun-
conscious. Although a large force of
workmen were immediately summon
od and the bodies of the four men re
moved at once through a lowar door
the physicians of the hospital who
were st once on the ground were un-
able to vesuscitate any of the ®™our
men.

OVER A MILLION AND A HALPF
WOMEN WORK AS FARM HANDS
IN THE UNITED STATES,

By Peter Radford
Lecturer National Farmers’ Union,

Our government never faced so-i{re
mendous a problem as that now lyjng
dormant st the doors of congress and
the legisiatures, and which, when
aroused, will shake this nation frpm
center to circumference, and make
civilisation hide its face in .
That problem is—women fn the :d-

The last federal census repoFts
show we now bave 1,614,000 women

working in the fleld, most of m
south of the Mason and Dixon e.
There were approximately a milljon
negro slaves working In the fiélds
when Iliberated by the emancipation
proclamation. We have freed gur
slaves and our women have taken
their places in bondage. We have
broken the shackles off the negrges
and welded them upon our daughteys.
The Chain-Gang of Civilization.

A milllon women in bondage in the
southern flelds form the chain-gang 'of
civilization — the iIndustrial tragedy
of the age. There is no overseer quite
80 cruel as that of unrestrained greed,
no whip that stings like the lash of
suborned destiny, and no auctioneer’s
block quite so revolting as that of or-
ganized avarice.

The president of the United States
was recently lauded by the press, and
very properly so, for suggesting medi-
ation between the engineers and rall-
road managers in adjusting thdlr
schedule of time and pay.
