Statistic* Show That Majerlty of Acct 
dents Occur at Turns and Bends 

of the Road.

The motorist who has safely round 
*d the bend In the road with which he 
Is very familiar a hundred tlniee le 
apt to think th* next experience will 
be as free from danger as the other* 
have been and that there will be no 
obstruction But, eoouer or later, the 
unexpected happens when nothing 
save great skill snd alertnes* will 
avert a bed accident And while It la 
true that In every instance and at all 
times a motorist upon the road Is de 
pendent not only on hit own actions 
but on the actions of others, this Is 
especially true of corners.

The conservative driver never takes 
a right-handed corner at anything ap­
proaching a fast speed, and be always 
treats a curve of any kind as If there 
might be an obstruction of some kind 
at an awkward point Just out of sight 
He approaches the corner at s speed 
which will enable him to pull up be 
for* tbe renter Is reached.

The beet method of taking a corner 
Is more easily demonstrated on the 
road than In writing, but the rule of 
reducing the sharpness of the turns as 
much as possible by going wide on the 
outside of the approaching and tbe 
leaving should never be forgotten.

▲aother point which Should be ro 
mam bared about corners Is that tbe 
moat dangerous are not necessarily 
those which are most acute, and so 
those that are often called "very bad" 
corners—that Is, bad from the acute­
ness of the corner—are not really 
the most dangerous because an abrupt 
right-hand turn compels traffic to slow 
down for reasons other than those con­
nected with the chances of meeting 
oncoming vehicles.

Most Occidents occnr at corners 
which are neither very acute nor other­
wise extreme, for a gradual turn al­
lows unimpeded vision some distance 
ahead, wheresm a very acute corner 
compels moderation In speed.
