TO WASH SUMMER FROCKS

Handful of Salt in Rinsing Water
Nearly Always Acts as Preserva-
tive for Any Celor.

When washing colored summer
frocks at home, remember these hints:

A handful of salt in the rinsing wa-
ter nearly always acts as a preserva-
tive for any shade or color.

Brown Holland frocks always pre-
sent a better appearance if washed In
bran water, without any soap being
used. Boil a und of bran in two
quarts of water, strain this into two
quarts of clean warm water, and wash
the dress in as many lots of water as
necessary.

Rinse through cold water and, when
half dry, iron on the wrong side with
a hot iron.

Silk summer blouses want washing
quickly and carefully, one at a time.
Do not wring the blouses, but squeeze
through two bowls of soapsuds, then
rinse through clean warm water. Pale
colored silks improve by being given a
second rinsing through blue water. Roll
in a towel and iron before quite dry
with a fairly hot iron, keeping a plece
of muslin between the silk and the iron
—a good tip this latter. So many home
laundresses ruin silk blouses, making
them yellow, by washing them in very
hot water.

ADJUST HAIR NET LIGHTLY

It Should Not Be Pulled Tightly Over
Coiffure at the Beginning as
Might Be Supposed.

In adjusting a hair net it is not‘
pulled tightly over the halr, as one |
might suppose. The best halrdressers
always throw it lightly over the halr. |
While one end is held in one hand, the |
other Is pinned down at one side of
the front and a few invisible hairpins
thrust into it without any attempt to
make it it smoothly at first. Then the |
other end Is fastened to the other side
of the front. This leaves the halr net |
standing out from the halr in places. |

Then these little full places nre|
gradually taken up, always belng care- ;
ful not to pull the coiffure down too |
tightly. The little bunches of net are |
pinned under the surfate of the halr, |

On Account of High Price of Perman.
ganate of Potash Substitute Is
Sought by Poultry Men.

(Btorrs Experiment Station.)
Many poultry men have been using

| permanganate of potash to prevent the

spread of colds and other catarrhal
diseases. During the past two years

. this product has risen In price from 50

cents to $2.50 to $3 per pound; thus
it 1s not surprising that a good substi-
tute i# belng looked for.

One authority suggests the use of
bluestone or copper sulphate, which
can be used as follows: Dissolve four
ounces of the bluestone in a quart of
water, this to be known as a stock so-
Add one ounce of this solu-
tion to each gallon of the drinking wa-
ter. This can perhaps be well used for
a short period, but should not be too
long continued.

Furthermore, one ought to use en-
ameled or earthenware vessels, as the
copper sulphate solution may produce
undesirable chemical changes when
used In galvanized pans.

GUINEA FOWL IS PROFITABLE

Large Farms Now Being Established
" Where Guineas Are Being Ralsed
for Meat Purposes.

Raising guilnea fowls in Kansas Is
profitable, according to N. L. Harris,
superintendent of the Kansas State Ag-
ricultural college poultry farm.

“Large farms”are now belng estab-
lished where guineas are ralsed for
meat purposes,” sald Mr. Harris. “The
eggs are small and consequently are
of little value commercially.

“Guilnea fowls are easy to ralse.
They are nolsy and good fighters and

are not subject to the attacks of
hawks.

“There Is a good market for gulnea
fowls. The meat of the young guineas
resembles that of prairie chickens and
wild ducks. The clubs and stylish
cafes use the gulneas as a substitute
for ducks, prairie chickens, quall, and
other game which the laws make It 1m-
possible for them to secure.” ~

PORTALES, NEW MEXICO =
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Army and Navy Cannot Get Along
Without It—What the Red Cross
Needs—Work to Be Done
at Home.

Washington.—Maj. Gen. Leonard
’Wood. U. 8. A, is the author of an ar-
ticle just issued in bulletin form by
‘the American Red Cross under the
caption “What Women Can Do in the
War.”

“War,” General Wood writes,
“brings with it a call to national serv-
ice for women as well as men. There
are two very important ways in which
women can help the nation in war.

“(1) By working in industry, thereby
releasing men for the front, and (2) by
Joining the American Red Cross.

“Next to the preparation of muni-
‘tions and recruiting the army and the
navy, the most important step in get-
ting ready for war is to bulld up a Red
‘Cross organization.

“During the last few years much has
been done to prepare the American
Red Cross for the nation’s call; but
preparedness on a large scale cannot
be accomplished In peace time. All
that can be done is to prepare a skele-
ton organization eapable of expansion
in war service, to draft plans of mo-
bilization as any army staff would
draft them, and to gather reserve ma-
terials and supplies.

“When the call comes the Red Cross
must act quickly. It must take care of
a vastly Increased army and navy.
Therefore, its growth must parallel
the growth of both branches of the
nation’s fighting force.

Time for Quick Actlon.

“The declaration of a state of war
with Germany means that the Ameri-
can Red Cross must translate all these
plans prepared during peace into ac-
tion. It must be prepared to supple-

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ment the existing facllities of the med-
ical department of the army and the
navy and of the Medical Reserve corps.

“Every man and woman owes it as a
duty to the country to become a mem-
ber of the American Red Cross. Mem-
bership—it is as low as $1—should be
universal.

“After membership there is oppor-
tunity for service with the Red Cross.
Every chapter has its workrooms and
its auxiliaries. It has trained Instruc-
tors in the preparation of hospital and
surgical supplies needed here and
abroad.

“Many chapters have classes in first
ald to the wounded, home care of the
sick, home dietetics, and in the making
of surgical dressings. All of these are
at the service of women who wish to
ald their country.

“But what the Red Cross does need
today Is trained women for the work
of military relief. The immediate call
is for competent nurses. A soldier’s
life is too precious to risk In unskilled
hands. Nurses must largely be drawn
from the hospitals of the cities.

“Women must be found to take the
places of many nurses in civillan hos-
pitals. To prepare for this emergency
the Red Cross has been conducting
great training classes for women.

“The functions of the Red Cross,
however, go far beyond service in mili-
tary hospitals. In addition to the de-
partment of military relief is the de-
partment of civillan relief, equally
large and equally important.

“Dependents of fighting men cannot
be neglected. Red Cross committees,
assisted by expert Investigators, take
care of children who need ald. The
needs of convalescing soldiers from the
front will be looked after.

“If the time comes when women
must go Into industry, the burden of
caring for children must be shifted
from many mothers. Homes or nurs-
eries must be found for Infants. It is
the Red Cross that Is called upon to
meet these emergencies also.

Big Brother of the Services.

“The Red Cross is the big brother of
the medical services. The army and
navy cannot ‘get along without It.
Without it a warring nation is almost
helpless for the remson that a nation
in time of war is unable to provide an
adequate medical organization without
civilian sid.

“In no war have there ever been
enough nurses and surgeons. As no
chaln 18 stronger than its weakest link
80 no army Is stronger than its Red
Cross. So clearly is this understood
that in time of war the government re-
quires the Red Cross to give all its
energies and facilities to the nation,
caring for the fighting men and their
dependents at home.

“The Hed Cross is the only organiza-
tion authorized by the government to
render war rellef services. It acts un-
der a charter from the government.
Congress passed the act incorporating
it. This act made the president its
official head and placed representatives
of the army and navy on its directing
stafr.

“In other words, the Red Cross is
officially as much a part of the gov-
ernment machinery as the army itself.
Despite this official standing, however,

EAT WILD MUSTANG'S FLESH

Jackass, Mule, Donkey, Burro and
Horse Meat May Now Be Sold
.In Portland.

Portland, Ore.—Jackass, mule, don-
key, burro and horse meat may now
be sold in Portland meat markets. The
city council has adopted an ordinance
providing for the Inspection of these
meats and for the regulation of thelr
sale.

The meat must be plainly labeled
with letters at least one inch high and
must be inspected by the regular meat
Inspectors of the city.

As adopted the ordinance says Dob-
bin and Billy and Maud, before being
sold to the housewife, must undergo
thorough inspection and be Ilabeled
“horse,” “mule,” “goat” or “jackass”
as the case may be.

The first horse-meat market has
been opened and the first shipment of
22 wild-range mustangs, rounded up by
Indians in eastern Oregon, has been re-
celved, with more to follow if the de-
mand is sufiiclent. The butcher says
he is able to cut meat prices in two
and his quotations for horse flesh
range from 4 cents a pound for soup
cuts to 20% cents for T-bone steaks.

ASHINGTON.—At the recent national parks conference the proposal that

certain lands In the vicinity of Washington should be converted into &
national park was enthusiastically discussed and indorsed. One proposition
looked to the conversion of stretches
of land between Baltimore and Wash-
Ington ; another to the taking over for
national park purposes of lands on the
west side of Chesapeake bay, and still
another idea was that the lands in
southern Maryland on the lower Po-
tomac should be preserved as a na-
tional park. ‘

The proposed and planned conser-
vation of the power of the Potomac
river above Washington, the submerg-
ence of many localitles and topograph-
lc features long familiar to Washington people and the cqaversion of the river
from Great Falls to a point near the Little Falls into a lake also calls to mind
a plan for conserving the high wooded lands along the river. It was a plan
to which considerable publicity was given at and following the national con-
servation congress which was held at St. Paul, Minn., in 1910.
