TEXT-—The SBon of Man came not to be
ministered unto but to. minister, and te
mo m-iu. a ransom for many.—Mat-

w 20:

A “ransom” {s a price pald to se-
cure freedom for a slave or to set a
_ person free from
ltabilities or
charges. Jesus
Christ proclaims
himself the ran-
som for sinners.

The text makes
clear that it was
not merely by liv-
ing his life but by
giving it, in death,
that Christ re-
deemed us. Many
become confused
at this point. Of
course, Christ’'s
perfect life was
essential to his

— worthiness as a
sacrifice, for the Lamb must be with-
out blemish or spot. But even though
he kad lived his perfect life, there
would have been no salvation for sin-
ners had he not gone to the cross. In
the strong words of Bishop Moule,
“His life had to do with his being
all-worthy. But it did not, in whole
or In part, constitute the sacri-
fice.” The Apostle Peter sums up the
matter thus: “Ye were not redeemed
with corruptible things, as silver and
gold, from your vain conversation re-
| celved by tradition from your fathers,
but with the precious word of Christ,
as of a lamb without blemish and
without spot.”

His life was given “for” us, that is,
“Instead of” us, for so the word may
be translated. The idea of substitu-
tion cannot be removed from this ex-
pression. An [{llustration of the
thought is found in Exodus 80:12:
| “When thou takest the sum of the
'chlldren of Israel after their number,
| then shall they give every man a ran-
| som for his soul unto the Lord.” The
half-shekel given by each man was
“‘atnnmnent money,” *“to make atone-
| ment for thelr souls” as the succeed-
' Ing verses make clear. The people were
| consldered not as doomed but as ran-
| somed by the atonement money pald
[ Instead of thelir death. Just so, Christ's
| death takes the place of ours.

The reality and solemnity of the
esubstitution of Christ for sinners is
set forth In Galations 3:13: *“Christ
hath redeemed us from the c¢ourse of
the law, having become a curse for
us.” The old revival hymn well ex-
presses the amMzing and glorious
fact:

Bearing shame and scofMing rude,

In my place condemned he stood;

' Bealed my pardon with his blood:
Hallelujah!

The death of Christ cannot be under-
stood save as the death of the sin-
bearer. This alone explains the agony
and bloody sweat of Gethsemane and
the plea, “Father, If thou be willing,
remove this cap from me.” But If we
understand that he was entering inte
the shadow of the cross upon which he
would bear the sins of the world, we
can understand his shrinking horror
of it all.

As to what Christ suffered on the
cross we must speak with reverent re-
serve. But his cry, “My God, my God,
why has thou forsaken me?” must not
be emptied of its awful content. Bish-
op Moule points out that Christ could
' not suffer that personal remorse for
sin which must be one awful element
of the future woe of sinners; yet his
cry on the cross “at least favors the
| bellef that the all-blessed Sufferer
| willed to bear, and the Father to or-
:dnln. the personal experience of de-
sertion such as enters into the final
| doom.” The bishop wisely adds, “The
| reverent disciple will avold all detalled
speculation in such a matter.” But
well may we sing:

None of the ransomed ever knew

How deep were the waters crossed,

Or how gark was the night the Lord
went through,

To find the sheep that was lost.

What a price has been paid for our
' redemption! Surely we could ask for
no more ; God himself could ask for no
more and Satan is silenced In view of
the work done on the cross. Christ's
cry, “It is finished,” answers all the
| questions which could be asked In
| heaven, earth or hell.

We need only fall down and thank-
fully accept the deliverance bought by
his precious blood.

be countrywide in its character, the

ways transportation of freight.

“In our appeal to W. G. McAdoo,
director general of rallroads, we have
included a special petition that freight
cars shall be furnished early in the
spring for transportation of the neces-
sary materials entering Into the bulld-
ing of main artery roads which com-
mand a priority of attention. We are
going to be exceedingly hopeful that
the director general will recognize the
interrelated needs of rallroads and
highways, enabling the road arteries
of communication to serve a maximum
help In relleving the rail lines of their
present overload.”

ARRANGEMENT OF HEN HOUSE

No Floor Needed Where Drainage ls
Good—Dropping Boards Should
Be Cleaned Daily.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

When the soll is weli drained and
consequently will remain dry no floer
need be used in the poultry house, the
ground ({tself serving as the floor.
Often a slight dampness can be cor
rected by flling up the floor several
inches above the outside ground with
sand, cinders, gravel, or dry dirt.
Three or four inches of the surface of
the floor, and of the run if a very small
run is used, should be removed and re-
placed with fresh dirt two or three
times a year. If the ground is so wet
or damp that this condition cannot be
corrected by fllling it is best to provide
a board floor, as this will help to keep
the house dry, will allow easlier clean-
ing and will promote the general
health and welfare of the hens. A
house with a board fioor should be set
on posts or blocks, so that it 1s § to 12
Inches above the ground. When this
space is left the floor will not rot so
quickly and rats are not so likely to
take refuge under the house.

In order to keep the flock In a clean
and sanitary condition, dropping
boards should be provided and roosts
above them. This makes it easy to
remove the droppings each morning
and helps greatly to keep the house
free from objectionable odors. A Ilit-
tle sand or ashes sprinkled on the
dropping board after each cleaning
will be found to make the cleaning
easier.

The drepping boards and roosts
should be placed agginst the back wall.
Here they are out of the way and at
the same time where they are least
likely to be reached by drafts. The
dropping boards should be about 20 to
