Food Conservation— 1919
There is no immediate prospect 

of a proper ending o f the war 
prior to the campaign of the sum­
mer o f 1919, and i f  this terrible 
war is to be brought to a close 
within the next twelve months, 
we must redouble our efforts in 
food conservation. The year of 
1919 began July 1st, 1918, and 
will close June 30, 1919, as this* I
constitutes a year from our fiscal 
point of view. I f  we now give 
the proper support to our fight­
ing forces, and to those of our 
allies, we may confidently ex­
pect this terrible war to be 
brought to a close during the 
year o f 1919. I t  brought to a 
close during thaT year we will 
save a million American lives — 
boys who willingly give their lives 
that liberty shall not perish from 
the earth—that will be expended 
if the war should continue until 
1920. We have not counted the 
wounded and the maimed!

During the year of 1918 we 
shipped, in round figures, to our 
allies in Europe twelve million 
tons of food stuffs. For the year 
of 1919 we must increase this 
fifty per cent, or to eighteen mil 
lion. This increase is made nec­
essary by reason of the territory 
that our victorious armies have 
taken and are taking, because of 
the additional civil population for 
which we must provide, the ad 
ditional forces o f our own armies 
which we must feed, as well as 
the addition to the armies o f our 
brave allies.

We are engaged with our allies 
in a common cause, and we should 
feed at a common table. This 
should not be termed a sacrifice, 
for we have at no time been de­
nied the necessities of life, yet 
our allies have! Our food rations 
should be voluntarily limited that 
our allies may have necessary 
subsistence. We must maintain 
the health and strength of every 
human being among our allies 
that they may be able to put

forth their full strength along­
side our own in the supreme e f­
fort against t h e  unspeakable 
Hun. A t best the allied table 
will be less than our own, for them
allied peoples are denying them­
selves in order to transport our 
soldiers, and we can do no less 
than fill the ships they send us 
in quest o f food. We are build­
ing all the ships that we can, but 
to transport our army we must 
have the assistance o f allied 
shipping, and to give us this help 
the allies have taken their food 
ships from the more distant mar­
kets and placed them upoti the 
shorter run to the United States.

Those things we must save are 
meats and fats, bread stuffs o f 
all kinds, and feed grains, and 
we must decrease our imports o f 
coffee, sugar and tropical fruits, 
for such imports require shipping 
facilities. Our entire shipping 
efforts must, so far as humanly 
possible, be devoted to the wih 
ning of this war.

The food program is one of the 
very large items of our present 
war program. The way o f bat­
tle grows brighter and brighter 
for us, but food is today the same 
vital need as yesterday — even 
more so, because our armies an 
those o f our allies have drawfa 
heavily from t h e  productiv 
source. Let us deny ourselves 
all that we can that we may put 
into the mouths o f others who 
need it more. Remember that 
conditions are such that Americ 
must feed the allies, and tha 
such duty we will perform. To 
save and conserve food, prohibit 
all forms of waste, practice the 
gospel o f the clean plate, and 
feed our brave allies is the patri­
otic duty o f every true American, 
and to this task we reverently 
dedicate ourselves.

But there was a nurse there, who 
took special Interest In his case, and 
she stayed up day and night for some 
time and finally brought him through.

1 need not tell you what we did to 
the German. They did not need to 
shoot him, after we got through with 
him. They did shoot what was left of

Now. I have heard people say that 
It Is not the Germans we are fighting, 
bat the kaiser and his system. Well, 
it may be true that some of the Bocbe 
soldiers would not do these things If 
they did not have to: myself, 1 am not 
so sure.

But you take this doctor. Here he 
wan, an educated man, who had been 
trained all his life to help people who 
were in pain, and not to cause it. And 
he was not where he would have to 
obey the kaiser or any other German. 
And this nurse had saved his life.

So I do not see that there Is any 
argument about it. He broke that 
g irls  wrists because he wanted to; 
trfWt is all there Is to It. Now, I say 
this German doctor was a dirty cur 
and a scoundrel. But I say that he is 
a fair sample of most of the Germans 
I  have met.

CHAPTER X. '

■ifew . . Hall at Gallipoli. '
After 1 arms discharged from the hos­

pital, I was ordered to report to my 
■hip at Brest for aea duty.

The boys aboard the Cassard gave 
me a hearty welcome, especially Mur­
ray, who bad come back after two 
weeks In the trenches at Dtxmude. 1 
was glad to see them, too. for after all. 

were garbles, and I always feel 
> at home with them than with sol- 

Tben, It waa pretty rough stuff

at Dtxmude, and after resting np at 
the hospital, I was keen on going to 
sea again.

The Cassard was In dry dock for re­
pairs after her last voyage to the Dar­
danelles as convoy to the troopship 
Dupleix. Everything was being rushed 
to get her out as soon as possible, and 
crews were working day and night. 
There were other ships there too—su- 
perdreadnaughts, and dreadnanghts, 
and battleships, and armored cruisers, 
all being overhauled.

We received and placed guns of 
newer design, filled the magazines with 
the highest explosives known to naval 
use, and generally made ready for a 
hard job. Our magazines were filled 
with shells for our big 12 and 14-lnch 
guns. A 14-inch shell can tear a hole 
thcough the heaviest armor plate at 
12,000 yards, and will do more damage 
than you would think.

When we had coaled and had got 
our stores aboard, we dressed for ac­
tion—or rather, undressed. The decks 
were clear; hatch covers bolted and 
davits folded down; furniture, chests, 
tables, chairs were sent ashore, and In­
flammable gear, like our rope ham­
mocks, went overboard. You could 
not find a single wooden chair or table 
In the ward room.

When the ship is cleared for action, 
a shell bursting Inside cannot find 
much to set afire, aud if one bursts on 
deck, there Is nothing to burn but the 
wooden deck, and that is covered with 
steel plate.

Finally, we had roll call—all men 
present. Then we set sail for the 
Dardanelles as escort to the Dupleix, 
which had on hoard territorial and 
provincial French troops—Gascons,
Parisians, Normans, Indo-Chinese, 
Spnhis, Turcos— all kinds. When we 
messed, we had to squat down on the 
steel mess deck and eat from metal 
plates.

There had been a notice posted be­
fore we left that the Zeppelins had be­
gun sea raids, and we kept a live eye 
out for them. The news proved to be 
a fake, though, and we did not see s 
single cigar while we were out.

We made the trip to the Dardanelles 
without sighting an enemy craft, keep­
ing in close touch with the Dupleix, 
and busy every minute preparing for 
action.

I was made gun captain and given 
charge of the starboard bow turret, 
mounting two 14-lnch guns. 1 had my 
men at gun practice dally, and by the 
time we neared the Dardanelles, after 
five days, they were in pretty fair 
shape.

It was about 5 a. n. when we drew 
near Cape Helles and took stations 
for action. The Dupleix was in front 
of us. The batteries on the cape 
opened np on us, and in a few min­
utes later those at Kum Kaleh joined 
in.

As the Dupleix made for “ V” beach 
and prepared to land her troops, wa 
swung broadside on, raking their bat­
teries as we did so, and received a 
shell, which entered through a gun 
port In the after turret and exploded 
Some bags o f powder stored there 
(where they should never have been) 
were fired and the roof" of the turret 
was Just lifted off. It landed on deck, 
tilted up against the side of the tur­
ret.

On deck the rain of fire was simply 
terrific. Steel flew In all directions. 
It was smash, crash, slam-bang all 
the time, and I  do not mind saying 
never thought we would come out 
of It

Some of the heavy armor plate up 
forward was shot away and after that 
the old Cassard looked more Ilka a 
monitor than anything else to me. Aa 
we drew nearer the shore they began 
using shrapnel on ua and In no time 
at all our funnels were shot full of 
holes and a sieve was watertight com­
pared to them.

Naturally we were, not just taking 
all this punishment without any come­
back. Our guns were at It fast and 
from the way the lira slackened la

a ,

i v  i

certain places-we knew we were mak­
ing It effective. My guffs did for two 
enemy pieces that I know of, and pen- 
baps several ethers.

The French garbles were a good 
deal more excited In action than I 
thought they would be. They were 
dodging around below decks, trying 
to mfse the shrapnel that came 
aboard, shouting, swearing, slnglnj 
but fighting hard, at that They rtood 
the gaff just as well ra any other 
garbles would, enly In their 
sweet way— which Is noisy 
believe me.

One of our seaman was hit 130 
times by fragments of shrapnel, so 
you can aee what they were up 
against In the dodging line. A gun 
turret In action is not exactly the 
beet place on earth for a nervous 
man nor one who likes his comfort. 
There Is an awful let of heat and 
noise and smell and work, all the 
time In a fighting gun turret. But 
during qn engagement t would rather 
be In a gun turret effcry time than 
between decks. At thnt, If anything 
does happen In a turret—It Is good 
night sure for all, and ho rain checks 
needed.

One of our Junior lieutenants was 
struck by a fragment of shell rs he 
was at his station behind the wheel- 
house and a piece of hla skull was 
driven Into hie brain. He was car­
ried into my gun turret, but he 
would not let them take him to sick 
bay to have his wound dressed. There 
he ant, asking every now and then 
how the fight was going and then sort 
of dozing off for a while.

A fter half an hour of action we put 
about and started nwoj, still firing. 
As a parting slap on the back the 
Turks tore off one of our blg-gun tur­
rets, and then away we went, back to 
Bre*t with a casualty list of only 15. 
We did not have much trouble guess­
ing thnt It waa dry dock for us again.

We got back to Brest after a quiet 
voyage, ^ptchlng ourselves up where 
we coul^>u the way, and again there 
was the rush work, day and night, 
to get Into shape and do It over again. 
They turned u* out In 12 days and 
hack we went to the Turk* and their 
Hun assistant*.

We were lucky getting Inshore, only 
receiving a nasty smash astern, when 
the Turks got our range and landed 
two peaches before we got out. We 
nearly tore our rudder off getting 
away. But we had to come back right 
away, because we had carried quite 
a number of heavy guTis from Brest 
and were given the job of running 
them ashore. It was day and night 
work and a great Job for fun. because, 
while you never knew when you 
would get it, you had good reason to 
feel you would get lammed by a cute 
little shell or a dainty bit of shrap­
nel before the Job was over.

Aboard ship It was decl^ work, of 
course, and It was not much better 
there than ashore with the guns, be­
cause the enemy trenches were near 
the shore and they amused them­
selves trying to pick us off whenever 
we showed on deck. I guess we were 
a regular shooting gallery for them, 
and some of our men thought they 
did not need all the practice they 
were getting, for quite a few of us 
acted as bull's eyes.

But we did not mind the bullets so 
much. They make a dean wound or 
put you away entirely; shrapnel 
tears you up and can play all kinds 
of tricks with various parts of your 
body without killing you. s for 
shells—well, mincemeat Is th*e word.

The Narrows were thick with mines 
and there haa been a great deal of 
damage done there, so after a while 
the British detailed their Yarmouth 
trawlers to go In and sweep up. They 
had to go up unprotected, of course, 
nod they started off one night all 
serene.

Everything went well until they 
.turned at the Narrows and started 
back. Then, before you could tell It, 
five or six searchlights were playing 
on one of the trawlers and sheila 
were splashing the water all over her. 
Both banks were simply banging away 
point blank at them and I never 
thought they would get back.

They did get back, though', but 
some of them had hardly enough men 
left to work ship. But that la like 
the Limeys. They will get back from 
anywhere while therv la one man 
alive.

Ar chap aboard one of the trawlers 
said a shell want through the wheel- 
house between the quartermaster and 
himself and all the Q. M. said waa, 
MGaw blimey, that tickled.**

“But I know their shooting was 
very bad,** said the other chap to me. 
“Tboee Turks mast have thought the 
flue was behind them.**

Coming back from the DurUuuvUe* 

a gold stripe sent for me and oifced 
me whether I thought there were 
other ax-navy gunntrs la the States 
that: would -serve with the French. 
I told theyn the country was full of 
good gunners and ha wanted-me 
write to all I knew and get them to 
come over. He did not mean by this, 
and neither oo I, that there were not 
good gunners in the French navy, be­
cause there wery— lota of them. But 
you can never have too many handy 
boys with the guns and ha was very 
ffaxions for me to get alt I could. I 
had no way of reaching the ex-garbles 
I did know, so 1 had to peat op this 
opportunity to recruit by malt

While we were In Brest I got per­
mission to go aboard a submarine 
and a petty officer showed me around. 
This was the first time I was in the 
interior of s sub and I told the officer 
that 1 would like to take a spin In the 
tub myself. Me Introduced me to the 
commander, but the petty officer eald 
ha did not think they would let me 
stay aboard. I showed the com­
mander my passport and talked to 
him for a while, and he said he 
would take me on their practice 
cruise two days later If the Old Man 
gav% toe written permission.

So 1 hot-footed It back to the Cas­
sard and wbjle I did not promise that 
I wculd get any American gunners for 
him in exchange for the written per­
mission, be was free to think that If 
he wanted to. It seems aa though he 
did lake It that way, for he gave me 
a note to the sub commander and sent 
him another note by messenger. I 
wanted Murray to go too, but the Old 
Man nald one was enough.

So, two days later, I went aboard 
In the morning and had breakfast 
with *he sub crew and a good break­
fast 1! was. too. A fter breakfast they 
took rintlons and the commander went 
up on the structure amidships, which 
was Jtfst under the conning tower, and 
I squatted down on the deck beneath 
the structure.

Then the gas engines started up 
and made an awful racket and shook
the old tub from stem to stern. I 
could tell that we had cut loose from 
the dock and were moving. After a 
while they shut off the gas engines 
and started the motors and we begun 
to submerge. When we were nil the 
way under I looked through the peri­
scope and row a Dutch merchantman. 
We stnyed under about half an hour 
and then came back to the surface. 
One of the garbles was telling me 
later on thnt this same sub had gone 
out of control a few weeks before 
and kept diving and diving until she 
struck bottom. I do not know how 
many fathoms down ft was, but It was 
farther than any commander would 
tnke n sub If he could help I t  This 
garby said they could hear the plntes 
cracking and It was a wonder that 
they did not crumple up from the 
pressure, but she weathered It, pres­
sure button and all. and In n quarter 
of an hour was on the surface. While 
on the surface they sighted smoke, 
submerged ngnln, nnd soon, over the 
horizon enrae eight battleships, 
corted by Zepps nnd destroyers.

They tested their tulw»s before they 
got In range. Finally they let go. The 
first shot missed, but after that they 
got Into It good nnd the garby said all 
you could hear was the knocking of 
the detonated guncotton.

About five minutes later they sight­
ed five destroyers, two on each bow. 
and one dead ahead. The sub steered 
In at right angle zigzags nnd the de­
stroyers stayed with their convoy. The 
sub launched two torpedoes at less 
than a mile before diving, to get away 
from the destroyers and the garby 
said at least one o f them wns hit 
These ships must have been some 
of the lacky ones thnt came down 
from the North sen. The garby said 
he thought they were off the Dutch 
coast at the time, but he was not 
sure.

But this cruise that I was on was 
only a practice cruise nnd we did not 
meet with any excitement In the short 
time that we were out.

It Is surprising how many people 
a r e  d iscovering this year that what 
th ey  need Is a farm  tenant house. It 
Is  a fact that the farm  tenant house 
ts  the only real solution o f the farm- 
tabor problem, fo r  It is the depend­
ab le  m arried man who makes the best 
help , and he la  attracted quite as much 
"by comfortable and attractive liv ing

right way to -begin! This would de­
pend a little on the conditions, but la 
most cases the first step is to stake
out the lot for excavation.

Being out In the country there Is 
no sidewalk or street grade to be fol­
lowed or measured from. The owner 
w ill tell where he wants It and the 
drawing shows how high It la to be 
above the ground. -

Having the bouse face the east, lay 
out the rectangle 20x28 feet, getting 
the corners square, and running the 
tines level and marking the fcfelght of 
the wail at each corner. With a tran­
sit this would not take long, but you 
may need to use a level and square 
the lines by the 6-8-10 rule.

Next set out the lines for the front 
porch, as this Is to be dug out like 
the cellar, which seems to be a good 
Idea, as it gives more room.

For this, run a line 6 feet from the 
front line and make It 8 feet shorter 
at each end. Then there Is the cellar 
way at the rear. The pier Is out 0 feet 
from the wall and It Is 10 feet from 
this to the farther wall. For the other 
measurements one may scale the draw­
ing and get IT feet from the corner 
o f the yvall to the wall o f cellar way.

Establishing the Lines.
Before the excavation la begun It 

jrill be necessary to drive a stake 
back each way from the corner* so 
they will not be disturbed. And as 
you w ill want more lines, for the in­
side o f the walls and for the footings 
and perhaps a center line, it will be 
best to drive two stakes and put a 
board on them to hold these lines.

While the cellar Is being dug you 
will want to get some material on to

Never before In history have Amer­
ican highways ployed such an Impor­
tant part In transportation. Fleet after 
fleet of powerful motortrucks are ply­
ing between towns and cities. They 
release thousands and thousands of 
freight cars for war duty elsewhere. 
To . take the trucks off the highways 
next winter would be nothing ahort o f 
a calamity.

America’s second winter In the world 
war— with more munition factories, 
more airplane plants and over 1,000,000 
men in France who must have food 
and supplies from the rural districts 
and the Inland commercial centers— 
will heap duties on the commerce never 
before heard of—duties o f hauling that 
our railroads can’t hope to meet.

Epidemic Probably Not Spanish Irj 
Origin— Germ Still Unknown— Peoi 
pie 8hould Guard Against “ Droplet 
Infection”— Surgeon General Blu< 
Makes Authoritative Statement

Washington, D. C.— (Special.)—Ak 
though King Alphongo of Spain win 
one of the victims of the Influenza epli 
flemlc In 1893 and again this summen 
Spanish authoritleg repudiate anj 
claim to Influenza as a “ Spanish” dlt» 
ease. If the people of this country d( 
not take care the epidemic will bo 
come so widespread throughout th< 
United States that soon we shall heat ( 
the disease called “ American" Influ 
enza.

In response to a request for deflnltt 
Information concerning Spanish Influ 
enzit, Surgeon General Rupert Rlue oj 
the U. S. Public Health Service hat 
authorized the following ofllclal Inter 
view:

What It Spanish Influenza7 Is t 
something new? Does it come fyon 
Spain?

“The disease now occurring In thlt 
country and called ‘Spanish Influen 
zn’ resembles a very contagious kin* j 
of ‘cold’ accompanied by fever, palm

Coughs and Sneezes 
Spread Diseases

As Dangerous Ibiton C u

In the head, eyes, ear*, hack or othei 
parts of the body and a feeling of se 
vere sickness. In most of the cases thu 
symptoms disappear after three or foui 
days, the patient then rapidly recover­
ing. Some of the pntlents. however, 
develop pneumonia, or Inflammation 
of the ear, or meningitis, and many of 
these complicated cases die. Whether 
this so-called ‘Spanish’ Influenza iq 
Identical with the epidemics of Influen­
za of earlier years Is not yet known.

“ Epidemics of Influenza have visited, 
this country since 1647. It Is Interest-) 
Ing to know that this first cpldemlq 
wns brought here from Valencia, 
Spain. Since that time there have) 
been numerous epidemics of the dls-| 
ease. In 1889 and 1890 an epldemlq 
of Influenza, starting somewhere In the 
Orient, spread first to Russia an<l 
thence over practically the entire civ­
ilized world. Three years later there 
was another flnre-up of the disease. 
Both time* the epidemic spread wide­
ly over the United States.

“ Although the present epidemic la 
called ‘Spanish Influenza,’ there Is no 
reason to believe that It originated In 
Spain. Some writers who have studied 
the question believe that the epidemic 
came from the Orient and they call at­
tention to the fact that the Germans 
mention the disease ns occurring along 
the eastern front In the summer and 
fall of 1917."

How can “ Spanish Influenza”  be rec­
ognized?

“There Is ns yet no certain way In 
which a single case of ‘Spanish Influ­
enza’ can be recognized. On the oth­
er hand, recognition Is easy where 
there Is a group of cases. In contrast 
to the outbreaks of ordinary coughs 
•nd colds, which usually occur in the 
cold months, epidemics of Influenza 
may occur at any season of the year. 
Thus the present epidemic raged most 
Intensely in Europe in May, June an<$ 
July. Moreover, In the case of ordU 
nary colds, the general symptoms 
(fever, pain, depression) are by no 
means ns severe or as sudden In thelq 
onset ns they are In Influenza. Final­
ly, ordinary colds do not spread 
through the community so rapidly op 
■o extensively as does influenza.

“ In most cases a person taken slckj 
with Influenza feels sick rather sud­
denly. He feels weak, has pains In the 
eyes, ears, head or hack, and may be

Sore all over. Many yiBenfs feel; 
dlsay, some vomit Moat of the pa­
tients complain of feeling chilly, andj 
with thlS conies a fever In which the
temperature rises to 100 to 104 in 
most cases the poles remains relative^ 
ly slow. n

“In appearance one la struck by thej 
fact that the patient looks sick, 
eyes and the inney side of hla eyelids' 
may be slightly ‘bloodshot,* or ‘con­
gested,* as the doctors say. There 
may be running from the nose, or 
there may be some cough. These signs 
of ti cold may not be marked; never­
theless the patient looks and feels>rery 
sick.

“ In addition to the appearance and 
the symptoms as already described, 
examination o f the patient’s blood may 
eld the physician In recognizing ‘Span­
ish influenza,' for U has been found

,that In this disease the number of 
white corpuscles shows little or no In­
crease above the normal. It Is possi­
ble that the laboratory Investigations 
now being made through the National 
Research Council and the United 
States Hygienic laboratory will fur­
nish a more certain way In which Indi­
vidual cases of this disease can be 
recognized.”

What Is the course of the disease? 
Do people die of it?

“ Ordinarily, the fever lasts from 
three to four days and the patient re­
covers. But while the proportion of 
deaths In the present epidemic has 
generally been low. In some places the 
outbreak has been severe and deaths 
have been numerous. When death oc­
curs It Is usually the result of a com­
plication.”

What causes the disease and hew Is 
It spread?

"Bacteriologists who have studied In­
fluenza epidemics In the past have 
found In many of the cases a very 
Smnll rod-shaped germ called, after Its 
discoverer, Pfeiffer's bacillus. In other 
cases of apparently the sume kind of 
disease there were found pneumococci, 
the germs o f lohnr pneumonia. Still 
others have been caused by strepto­
cocci, and by others germs with long 
names.

“ No matter what particular kind of 
germ causes the epidemic, It Is now 
believed that Influenza Is always 
spread from person to person, the 
germs being carried with the air along 
with the very smnll droplets of mucus, 
expelled by coughing or sneezing, 
forceful talking, ami the like by one 
who already has the germs of the dis­
ease. They may also be carried about 
In the air In the form of dust coming] 
from dried mucus, from coughing andj 
sneezing, or from careless people who] 
spit on the floor and on the sidewalk. 
As In most other catching dlsenses, a 
person who has only a mild attuck o f1 
the disease himself may give a very; 
severe attack to others.”

What should be done by those who 
catch the disease?

"It Is very Important that every per­
son who becomes sick with Influenza 
should go home at once and go to bed. 
This will help keep away dangerous 
complications and will, at the same 
time, keep the patient from scattering 
the disease far and wide. It Is highly 
desirable that no one be allowed to 
sleep In the same room with the pa-j 
tlenL In fnct, no one hut the nurse 
should he allowed In the room.

“ If there Is cough and sputum or 
running o f. the eyes and nose, rare; 
should be taken that all such dis­
charges are collected on bits of gauze 
or rag or paper napkins and burned. 
I f  the patient complains of fever and 
headache, he should be given water to] 
drink, a cold compress to the forehead 
and a light sponge. Only such medi­
cine should he given as is prescribed, 
l>y the doctor. It Is foolish to ask the 
druggist to prescribe and may he dun-, 
gerous to take the so-called ‘safe, sure 
and hnrmless’ remedies advertised by 
patent medicine manufacturer*.

“ If the patient Is so situated that he 
can he attended only by some one who; 
must also look after others In the fam ! 
Ily, It Is advisable that such attendant 
wear a wrapper, apron or gown over, 
the ordinary house clothes while In the, 
sick room and slip this off when leav­
ing to look nfter the other*.

"Nurses and attendants will do well 
to gunrd agnlnst breathing In danger­
ous disease germs by wearing a simple 
fold of gauze or maak while near the 
patient"

Will a person who has had Influenza 
before catch the disease again?

“ It Is well known that an attack of, 
measles or scarlet fever or smallpox 
usually protects a person against an­
other attack of the snme disease. This 
appear* not to he true of ‘Spanish In­
fluenza.' According to newspaper ro» 
l>orts the King of Spain suffered an 
attnek of Influenza during the epi­
demic thirty years ago, and waa again 
atrlcken during the recent outbreak In 
Spain.”

How can on# guard agalnat Influ­
enza?

“ •In guarding against disease o f all 
kinds. It la Important that the body be 
Jtept strong and able tn fight off dla-

ease germs'. This can he done by hat^ 
Ing a proper proportion of work, play 
and rest, by keeping the body well 
clothed, and by eating sufficient whole­
some and properly selected food. In 
connection with diet. It Is well to re­
member that milk Is one of the best 
all-around foods obtainable for adults 
as well as children. 8o far as a dis­
ease like Influenza Is concerned, health 
authorities everywhere recognize the 
very close relation between Its spread 
and overcrowded homes. While It la 
not always possible, especially In 
times like the present, to avoid snch 
overcrowding, people should consider 
the health danger and make every 
effort to reduce the home overcrowd-* 
Ing to a minimum. The value of fresh 
air through open windows cannot he | 
over emphasized.

"When crowding Is unavoidable, as 
In street cars, care should he taken to 
keep the face so turned as not to In­
hale directly the air breathed out by 
another person.

“ It Is especially Important to be­
ware of the person who coughs or] 
sneezes without covering his mouth 
and nose. It also follows that one 
should keep out o f crowds and stuffy 
places as much as possible, keep 
homes, offices and workshops well 
aired, spend some time out of doors 
each day. walk to work If at all prac­
ticable— In short, make every possible 
effort to breathe as much pure air as 
possible.

“ In all health matters follow the ad-, 
vice of your doctor and obey the regu­
lations of your local and state health 
officers."

“Cover up each cough and sneeze,
If you don’t you'll spread disease.”

CHAPTER 103, LAW S of 1917

An Act authorizing the construction of 
an addition to the Capitol Building 
at Banta Fe, Now Mexico, making 
an appropriation therefor and pro­
viding bonded indebtedness for the 
payment of the same, and to create 
a commission with authority to con­
struct and complete such addition. 

Committee Bub. for H. B. No. 56; ap­
proved March 13, 1917.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of 

the State of New Mexico:
Section 1. That for the purpose of 

constructing and completing an addi­
tion to the present Capitol Building at 
Banta Fe, New Mexico, the Governor 
shnll appoint three reputable citizens 
of New Mexico, not more than two of 
whom shall belong to the same politi­
cal party, as a commission, with full 
power and authority to employ an ar­
chitect, and to let contracts for the 
erection of such building to the lowest 
and best responsible bidder, upon 
thirty days published notice, letting 
the same in ene entire contract, or 
portions thereof to different contrac­
tors, as in the judgment of the com­
mission may be most advisable.

Bee. 2. It shall be unlawful for any 
member of such commission to become 
or be, directly or indirectly, interested 
in any contract so let, or to make any 
profit, directly or indirectly, out of 
any such contract; or to furnish or 
supply, directly or indirectly, any la­
bor, material or other commodity used 
in and about completing any such con­
tract or contracts. The members of 
such commissions shall be paid their 
actual and necessary expenses in­
curred by them in and about such 
work, but shall receive no further, 
other or additional compensation.

See. 3. There is hereby appropriated 
out of the state treasury the sum of 
two hundred thousand ($200,000’) dol­
lars, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary for the purpose of paying 
for the construction and completion 
o f said building, said fund to be avail­
able upon the side of the bonds here­
inafter provided for.

Bee. 4. For the purpose of provid­
ing funds for the erection of said ad­
dition to the Capitol Building, there is 
hereby authorized and created a bond­
ed indebtedness of the State of New 
Me^ieo in the sum of two hundred 
thousand ($200,000) dollars, and there 
ahnll be issued two hundred (200) 
bnndn e f the denomination of one 
thousand ($1,000) dollars each. Said 
bond* abnll bear interest at the rate 
o f four nnd one-lialf per cent per an­

num, which said interest shall be pay­
able semi annually in gold coin, or its 
equivalent in lawful money of the 
United Btates, on the first day of July 
and the first day of January of each 
year at the office of the State Treas 
urer of the State of New Mexico. The 
principal of said bonds shall be made 
payable to the bearer in gold coin, or 
its equivalent in lawful money of the 
United States, thirty years after their 
date, and it shall be provided by said 
bonds that they may be redeemed sA 
the option sf the state at any time af 
ter ten years from their date. The said 
bonds shall state when afid where pay­
able, rate of interest, and when and 
where the interest shall be payable, 
and shall be signed by the Treasurer 
and Governor, and shall be attested by 
the Secretary of State and bear the 
seal of the state and shall be known as 
the “ Capitol Addition Building Bonds ’ ’ 
The faith and credit of the state is 
hereby pledged for the prompt pay­
ment of said bonds and interest 
thereon as herein provided. I f  the 
state shall elect to exercise its right 
to redeem any of said bonds after ten 
years from their date, and in advance 
of maturity, notice thereof shall be 
given by publication bv the state 
Treasurer, in a newspaper published 
in Banta Fe, New Mexico, once a week 
for four successive weeks next prior 
to the date fixed for redemption, and 
if a bond so called for redemption be 
not presented at the time requested 
it shnll cea*e to bear interest from 
and after the date so fixed for re­
demption.

Sec. 5. Interest coupons shall be 
attached to the said bonds and the 
said coupons shall be consecutively 
numbered nnd shall specify the num­
ber of the bond to whii^i they are at­
tached, and shall be attested by the 
lithographed or engraved facsimile 
signature of the State Treasurer.

Bee. 6. The State Treasurer, when 
the bonds authorized by this act to be 
issued, shall have been signed, coun­
tersigned, endorsed and sealed as in 
this act provided, shall sell the same 
to the highest and beat bidder, for 
cash, upon sealed bids, at not less than 
par and accrued interest. Notice of 
such proposed sale shnll be given by 
the State Treasurer, by publication in­
viting sealed proposals thereon, at a 
day and hour stated therein, which 
said notice shgll be published once a 
week for three weeks in some news­
paper ptiblished in the State of New 
Mexico, and a like notice published in 
some financial journal in the City of 
New York; the last insertion of siich

notice shall be made not less than 
seven days before such date so fixed 
for such sale.

Bee. 7. Seventy-five (75) of said 
bonds shall bear date the 30th day of 
November, 1918, and seventy-five (75) 
of said bonds shall bear date the 31st 
day of May, 1919 and fifty (50) of said 
bonds shall^bear date December 31st 
4jG9. All of said bonds shall be sold 
at the same time and. shall be issued 
and delivered at the times Mid in the 
amounts as specified in this act, and 
the proceeds realized from the sale of 
said bonds shall be turned over to the 
State Treasurer to be kept by him in 
a separate fund for the purpose of the 
construction, furnishing, equipping and 
completing said Capitol Building Ad­
dition.

Sec. 8. That to pay the interest on 
said bonds as it shall become due, the 
State Auditor and the State Treasurer 
Shall transfer to the interest 
fund, which shall be used exclusively 
for such purpose, all the inoome de­
rived from )R«ds belonging to tbe 
state which were granted to the state 
by Act of Congress, entitled “ An Act 
to enable the people of New Mexico 
to form a Constitution and state gov­
ernment and be admitted into the 
Union on an equal footing with the 
original states, approved June 20th, 
910,“  “ For Legislative, Executive and 
Judicial public buildings heretofore 
erected in said Territory, or to be 
hereafter ereeted in the proposed 
states, and for the payment of the 
bonds heretofore or hereafter issued 
therefor,”  which said income shall be 
applied toward the liquidation of the 
interest on said bonds, and to create a 
sinking fund for payment of the prin­
cipal thereof.

See. 9. To provide for the payment 
of the interest on the bonds issued 
pursuant to this act there shall be 
and there is hereby imposed and lev­
ied during each year any of said bonds 
shall be outstanding on all property in 
the state subject to taxation fbr state 
purposes, an antial tax sufficient to 
produce a sum equal to one year’s in­
terest . on all such bonds then out­
standing, less the amount in the state 
treasury received by way o f income, 
from the land belonging to the state 
granted by Act o f Congress- as stated 
in Section 8 hereof; and to provide a 
sinking fund for the payment of the 
principal of said bonds the Btate 
Treasurer shall retain and use for 
such purpose all the proceeds de­
rived from the sale o f the land so 
granted to the state for the purpose 
in this act stated, tyhlch said pro-

««®da, pr so much thereof aa may be 
necessary, shall be applied exclusive­
ly towards the payment o f the pria si-
pal o f the bonds authorized by this 
act; and to further prov’ds for a sink­
ing fund for the *•->Jeuiption o f said 
bonds there shall be and there is here­
by imposed and levied during em.li 
year atfter any o f said bonds shall have 
run for ten years after the date there­
of, during each year any said bonds 
are outstanding an annual tax on all 
property in the state subject to taxa­
tion for state purposes sufficient- in 
addition to moneys derived from the 
sale o f said lands and held for such 
purpose, to pay the principal of the 
said bonds at maturity.

See. 10. That the taxes for the 
payment of the interest and ultimate 
redemption and payment of said bonds, 
shall be levied and collected at the 
same time and in the same manner as 
other taxes are levied and collected 
in the state for other purposes, which 
funds provided for the redemption of 
said bonds shall be kept separate in 
a fund for that purpose by the State 
Treasurer.

Bee. 11. The said Capitol Building 
Addition shall be not less than two 
stories high, not less than one hun­
dred and fifty feet long and'seventy- 
five feet wide, and shall be erected at 
Building, and not more than fifty feet 
the south end of the present Capitol 
distant therefrom, and shall be so ar­
ranged that the light in the second 
story of the present Capitol Building 
shall not be shut off, and such addi­
tion shall be so arranged that it may 
be heated from the heating plant sup­
plying the present Capitol Building 
and such addition shall be connected 
with the present Capitol Building on 
the ground floor by a passageway 
properly constructed according to the 
plans and specifications of the archi­
tect, and said addition shall be as 
near fireproof as it is possible to make 
it, and when completed shall be occu­
pied by the State Library, State Su­
premo Court and nil offices connected 
therewith, and the Atorney General.

Bee. 12. The said commision shall 
have full power and authority to do 
any and all acts deemed necessary 
and proper in and about the construc­
tion of said building, the determina 
tion, and adoption of plans therefor 
and the arrangement thereof, and shall 
draw its voucher in the proper form 
for the payment of all indebtedness 
contracted in and about said work and 
building on the Btate Auditor, and the 
Btate Auditor shall draw his warrant 
on the Btate Treasurer for the pay 
ment, and the Btate Treasurer shall 
pay the same on presentation thereof 
out of the funds realized from the sale 
of said bonds hereby authorized.

Bee. 13. The members of such com­
mission shall qualify by taking the 
oath required by other state officers 
and shall hold their offices until the 
completion of said addition unless re 
moved, for cause, by the Governor, 
and in case any vacancy shall occur 
in such commission, the Governor of 
the state shall fill such vacancy in. the 
same manner as other vacancies in 
state offices are filled. When such 
building is completed the architect 
employed by such commission shall 
file with the Secretary of State copies 
of the plans and specifications for 
said building; and when said building 
is completed, it shall be inspected by 
the Governor, State Auditor and State 
Treasurer, and if found to be in ac­
cordance with the plans aud specifi­
cations, it shall be accepted.

Sec. 14. This act shall be submitted 
to the people of the state of New 
Mexico for their ratification at the 
next general election to be held in 
the month of November, A. D. 1918, 
and all ballots at said election shall 
have printed thereon and at the end 
thereof the words “ For the Capitol 
Addition Bond Issue, and in a separ­
ate line under the samp, the words 
“ Against the Capitol Addition Bond 
Issue.”  Opposite said lines there shall 
be a square in which the voters may 
make or stamp a cross to indicate 
whether they vote for or against this 
act and said bond issue, and those 
voting for this act and said bond is 
sue shall do so by placing a cross in 
fhe square opposite the words “ For 
the Capitol Addition Bond Issue,”  ami 
those voting against the said bond is­
sue, shall do so by placing a erosa in 
the square opposite the words 
“ Against the Capitol Addition Bond 
Issue. ’ ’

Bee. 15. Tbe votes cast for and a-

gainst said bond issue shall be count­
ed, returned, canvassed and declared 
in the same manner and subject to the 
same rules as votes east for state o f­
ficers, and, i f  it appears that this aet 
•hall have received a majority o f all 
the votes cast for and against it  at 
such election aforesaid, then the same 
shall go into effect upon publication 
of the certificate of the Secretary o f 
8tate declaring the result o f the vote 
thereof.

Bee. 16. It  shall be the duty o f 
the Secretary of Btate to have this act 
published once a week in one news­
paper in each county, i f  one be pub­
lished therein, throughout the state, 
for four weeks next preceding the 
general election to be held in the 
month o f November, A. D. 1918. The 
cost o f publication shall be paid out 
of the interest on deposits funds, in 
the hands of the State Treasurer.

Sec. 17. All acta and parts o f acts 
in conflict with the provisions o f this 
act are hereby repealed.

The publication o f this aet has been 
ordered by me as Secretary of Btate 
in accordance with Section 16 o f the
same.

Feathered Songsters Help Pro­
tect City Parks From Insects

Besides the enjoyment o f having 
birds present In parka, there la the 
economic value of having them as ene­
mies o f plant pasta. They help to po­
lice the perks by seducing the Insects 
that feed on foliage and are peculiarly 
Important, because the beauty and util­
ity of parka largely depends on pre­
serving the vegetation.

Birds’ Place In Parka 
Such changes as may be made to at­

tract birds to parks may also enhance 
the beauty or interest of the park 
Itself, as In fountains and martin 
houses and other artistic nest boxes. 
Feeding stations may have sightly de­
signs and be worked In as part of oth­
er park structures, and their presence 
adds npt alone to the,benefit of the 
birds, but to the Interest of thousands 
of lovers of nature. They are partic­
ularly pleasing to children and Instill

the lessons of bird protection as op­
posed to the practices of bird destruc­
tion sometimes Indulged In.

Experience In Minneapolis
The value of such stations Is attest­

ed by Theodore Wlrth, superintendent 
o f parks In the city of Minneapolis. 
He says:

“ For the pest five or six years we 
have maintained a number of feeding 
stations In various parts o f our park 
system, with very sstlstgcfory results. 
I give a list of the birds which stay 
with us over winter. The permanent 
winter birds found In the vicinity o f 
our parks are the chickadee, blue Jay, 
white-breasted nuthatch, downy and 
hairy woodpeckers and screech ow l; 
winter visitors, the redpoll, tree spar­

row and Junco; Irregular winter vis­
itors, the evening grosbeak, Bohemian 
waxwing and snow bunting. It la safe 
to say that a large number o f these
species are staying In the park on ac­
count of the food supplied them. The 
feeding ot the wild birds In the parks 
la a great success and will be contin­
ued.”

Summer food should also be supplied 
In the form of berry-bearing shrubs 
and the fall planting of these should 
be arranged tor. Those Interested 
should send to Washington for Depart­
ment of Agriculture Bulletin 715, “At­
tracting Birds to Public and Semlpub-

INCREASE YIELD OF 
WHEAT NEXT SEASON

Early and Proper Preparation o t 
Seed Bed Is Urged.

Thorough Tillage Is Important to
Conserve Necessary Moisture—  

Sol I Should Be Harrowed Im­
mediately After Plowing.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Big wheat yields, the pbject of 
every member of the American land 
army who Is planning to take part In 
the 1919 Liberty wheat harvest, begin 
with the preparation o f the seed bed. 
It must be firm, moist and well com­
pacted beneath with a mellow, finely 
divided upper three inches o f soil, and 
enrliness In Its preparation Is Impor­
tant.

I f  the importance of thorough till­
age were more generally recognized 
and proper methods of seed-bed prep­
aration were employed more common­
ly throughout the so-called humid 
areas, there would be less frequent 
losses from drought and better wheat 
crops would result. In this area the 
mistake is often made of thinking that 
there will always be moisture enough 
present for maximum crop growth, and 
the result Is short crops where more 
attention to moisture preservation 
would have assured good yields.

I f  wheat Is grown In rotation with 
oats or after wheat, the stubble should 
be plowed to a depth of of least seven 
Inches Immediately after harvesting 
the crop of grain. The ground should 
be harrowed within a few hours after 
plowing, and cultivation with harrow, 
disk, drag, or roller should be given 
as necessary thereafter until planting 
time, to kill weeds, to settle and make 
firm the subsoil, and to maintain u soli 
mulch above. Late plowing doe* not 
allow time for these necessary opera­
tions.

I f  a cultivated crop precedes wheat, 
frequent cultivation given to this crop 
will preserve moisture and maintain a 
soil mulch. I f  level cultivation has 
been practiced, a good seed bed can 
usually be prepared by disking and 
harrowing nfter removing the crop, i f  
weeds are present, however, ft may be 
advisable to plow shallow, the disk 
preceding and following the plow.

Ea/iy plowing and thorough tillage 
of the plowed soil aid lo catching the 
water falls and In storing this and the 
water already in the soil for use by 
the wheat plants. The firm seed bed 
under this mulch enables the young 
wheat plants to make use of the sub­
soil waters which rise by capillarity 
when there Is a rc .fect union between 
the plowed soil and the subsoil. Suf­
ficient water is thus assured for the 
germination of the seed when sown 
and for the early fall growth o f the 
seedlings, a very Important considera­
tion. Plant food la alao likely to be 
more abundant In the soil when such 
methods are employed.

C O RN  B IN D ER  IS T IM E  S A V ER
Machine Delivers Crop In Bundles

Which Make It Considerably Eas­
ier to Handle.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

With a corn binder and three horses 
In corn that la standing well, three 
men, one to drive and two to shock, 
can harvest about twice as much as 
when cutting by hand. From seven to 
nine acres can be cut in a ten-hour day 
with a binder. The aamo three men 
could scarcely cover more than four 
acres In the same length of time when 
cutting by hand. With the binder they 
can cut and shock a 40-acre field of 
corn in a weak or teds, effecting a big 
saving In time, though perhaps none 
In expense. The binder delivers the 
corn in bundles, which makes it con­
siderably snarer to handle both In load- 
lng on wagons and at the ensilage cut- 
tar. If your acreage In corn is not 
large enough to Justify an Investment 
In a modern com harvester, Join with 
one or two of your neighbors and pun­
ctures one eo-operatlvely. If this eaa

not be done, rent a binder—it will take 
the place of one hired man In cutting 
and shocking, or two in cutting corn 
for ensilage.

B E S T  P L A C E  T O  S T O R E  S E E D
Dry, Well-Ventilated Room Is Prefer­

able—Cellars Too Molot and At­
tica Too Hot.

(Prepared by the United Btetee Depart­
ment o f Agriculture.)

Store seed in a dry, well-ventilated 
room. Cellars are top moist, attics 
usually are too hot, but a second- 
story room furnishes the ideal location. 
Seed can bo protected against mice by 
storing In tin boxao or mouse-proof 
wooden boxes, or by suspending la 
cloth bags.

Three Man Cutting Com.
Three men with a corn binder, one 

operating the machine and two gath­
ering and shocking the bundles, will 
cut from seven to teo acres a day, 
while four or five acres would be a 
fair day's work for tbs same three 
mea cutting corn by hand.

FACILITIES FOR 
PROPERSTORAGE

Many Cellars Are Suitable, but 
Care Must Be Given to 

„ Light and Heat.

AVOID FROST AND MOISTURE
Attention Muet Be G iven In Fa l l  to

Stor ing  Su rp lu s  Vegetab les So T h a t  
Grocery B i l ls  M a y  Be M a ­

terially  Reduced.

In the fall the wise home gardener, 
whether In city or country, plans and 
works for hi* garden next year, and 
■tores the surplus products of his sum­
mer work. He plows hard or stiff clay 
soils, ps the action of the frost during 
the winter will break the soil Into 5oe 
particles and render It suitable for 
planting. He clears away the weeds 
and rubbish and gets ready for a»* 
early start In the spring. Plowed 
ground dries out more quickly than 
unplowcd and by plowing In the fall 
It Is possible to get such crops as peas, 
beets and early potatoes planted much 
earlier than otherwise would be the 
case.

If the gardener has planned his crop 
so that fall finds him with a large sur­
plus of storable vegetables, much of 
his attention will be given to placing 
them away, safe from moisture and 
heall, so that through the winter they 
will help to reduce grocery bills and 
vary the diet without regard to market 
conditions or winter temperature.

Home storage o f vegetables, Import­
ant at times, is especially valuable 
If canning or drying containers are 
high In price. Furthermore, crops of 
suitable sorts that mature at a season 
when they can be preserved by storing 
should be kept In their natural con­
dition Instead of being cannfcd or dried.

Beets, late cabbage, carrots, celery, 
onions, parsnips, potatoes, sweet pota­
toes, salsify and turnips may be stored 
In their natural condition. Beans of 
various kinds, Including the llmas, may 
be stored dry. Successful storage la 
not at all difficult In fa c t good facili­
ties already exist In many homes. It 
being necessary only to make use of 
the cellar, the attic, a large closet, or 
other parts o f the dwelling, depending 
upon the character o f the product to 
be stored.

•torlng In House Cellars.
▲ cool, well-ventilated cellar offers 

good conditions for vegetable storage, 
but many cellars are not well suited 
because of poor Insulation or Isck of 
ventilation. Cellars containing fur­
naces are usually too warm or too dry 
for storage of root crops. Often it la 
possible, however, to partition off a 
room, either In one corner or at one 
end of the cellar, whara the tempera­
ture may be controlled by means of 
outside windows. At least one win­
dow la necessary, and two or more are 
desirable for light and ventilation.

Natural earth makes a better floor 
than concrete or brick, as a certain

•»

amount of moisture is desirable. Walls 
of the storage room should be parallel 
to the walls of the cellar. Ventilation 
may be secured by opening windows, 
but an air duct, made o f wood, metal 
or terra cotta, and permitting cool air 
to enter near the floor level, Is desir­
able. A piece of board with a hole 
the size of the air pipe Is fitted In the 
window In place o f one of the panes 
of glass. Another pane of glass may 
be removed from the sash and a small 
hinged door fitted In Its place, which 
when open allows the heated air to es­
cape. In cold weather both the hinged 
door and the dnmper In the air fllpe 
must be closed. The windows Jn the 
storage room should be darkened lu 
order to protect the vegetables from 
too much light.

Barrels, crates, boxes or bins may 
be used ns containers for the various 
vegetables, but movable containers are 
preferable to built-in bins, as It Is pos­
sible to remove them for cleaning.

Using Outside Cellars.
Outdoor storage cellars or caves are 

particularly good for the storage of 
many vegetables. They are especially 
desirable on the farm, as they afford 
convenient and Inexpensive storage fa­
cilities for surplus vegetables that oth­
erwise might be lost. They possess all 
ths advantages of the basement stor­
age room and are superior In many re  ̂
specta. It Is possible to keep the cel­
lar cool and to reduce temperature 
quickly by opening the door during the 
night, and closing it In the morning 
before the air becomes warm.

As the root cellar must be proof 
against frost and moisture. Its types 
and construction vary with the geo­
graphical location. In the southern 
portion of this country the structure 
usually Is entirely above ground and 
protected by only a few Inches o f sod 
and straw or leaves. In northern sec­
tions outdoor cellars are made almost 
entirely below ground and are covered 
with a foot or two of earth.

Full directions for the construction 
of storage rooms and cellars and for 
the storage of vegetables are contained 
In Fsrrflera’ Bulletin 870, “Home Stor­
age of Vegetables,” which wljl be sent 
free on request to the U. 8. Depart­
ment of Agriculture.

Pastures Save Grain Feeds.
From the results of many feeding, 

trials with hogs ten pounds o f gain for 
each bushel o f corn fed, or one pound 
of gain for every 5.0 pounds o f corn,’ 
Is all that should be expected from 
feeding corn alone In a dry lot. A 
mixture of one part tankage and nine 
parts com gives much better results, 
usually producing one pound of gain 
for every 4.5 pounds of the mixture 
fed.

The quantity of grain needed to pro-j 
duce a pound of gain Is considerably 
lessened If the hogs hars access to' 
green forage. Corn fed to growing 
shotes on rape should produce one 
pound of gain for every 8.07 pounds, 
of grain fed. The addition of some 
highly concentrated feed, such as tank-} 
age, meat meal, shorts or linseed meal; 
should reduce by one-half to three-! 
fourths of a pound the quantity ofl 
gralp necessary to produce a pound of;
