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Unique Road Builder
Santa Fe, New Mexico, Feb. 

12.—Utilization o f the elements
in sand road construction, is the/
radical plan developed and re­
peatedly employed with success 
by D. W. Jones, District* High­
way Superintendent o f Curry, De 
Baca, Guadalupe, and Roosevelt 
counties, New Mexico. Ignor- 
ingfall the old and conventional 
methods of road building across 
sand wastes, the Jones system 
has been employed on some 80 
miles o f highway in the border 
state with very satisfactory re­
sults. His system in substance 
is to throw a trench through the 
sand, extending down to the 
clay bottom and then let the des­
ert winds finish the job.

First tests o f the Jones system 
were made on the Delphos rflad 
in Roosevelt county. This ex­
perimental strip included a nine- 
mile sand stretch, seven miles of 
which consisted o f sand more 
than 30 inches deep with pock­
ets of unknown depth. The 
work was handled by a state 
highway crew under Jones’ su­
pervision.

Following the clearing of the 
right-of-way of grass and weeds, 
the first step in the experiment, 
the sand was taken out down to 
hardpan. Removal was accom­
plished with Fresno scrapers.and 
deposited in waste stacks at some 
ten feet from either edge of the 
cut. Bottom wiQth of the cut 
wa> .pproxim *telj 12 fa c t  „Be- 
tween high walls o f lo se sand a 
narrow strip o f clay road was 
constructed and left to wind ac­
tion. Spring and fall winds 
swept away the sand remaining 
on the surface o f the clay and 
widened the strip from its origi­
nal 12-foot span to 35 ieet over 
all for the entire nine-mile 
length.

Unusual irregularity marked 
the clay surface while sand 
pockets ranged from 30 inches to 
five feet in depth. Grading of 
the surface was delayed until the 
waste stacks by the roadside had 
disappeared and the widening o f 
the surface by wind action had 
taken place. Where pockets 
were less than 30 inches deep 
they were left to wind action 
and vehicle travel to eradicate. 
Where pockets greater than 30 
inches in depth existed, clay was 
hauled to fill them.

A fter three years test the Del­
phos road experiment proved so 
successful that the Jones plan 
was adopted on a dozen different 
sand beds in eight other counties 
of the state. These included the 
following: Clovis Montrose sand 
bed, 7 miles; - Kenna-Chaves 
County sand bed, 6.3 miles; Fort 
Sumner-Ricardo sand bed, 10 
miles; Evanola-Yeso sand bed, 5 
miles; Thompson-Near road, 9 
miles sand; Elida-Jenkins road, 
10 miles; Portales-Lovington road 
and Alamogordo-Newman road. 
The latter two stretches com­
posed more than 30 miles o f sand 
beds, sand hills and sand dunes 
and other obstacles o f this na­
ture. A t present all of these 
roads are open to traffic and in
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Bill To  Give Santa Fc Monop' 
oly of Convict Labor

Santa Fe, N. M., Feb. 27.—The 
city o f Santa Fe is to have the 
use o f  as many convicts from the 
state penitentiary as it needs for 
work on the city streets and 
parks, i f  the bill introduced by 
R. L. Baca passes the senate. 
Baca managed to jam his bill 
through the house by a narrow 
margin after a fight. Under the 
terms of the bill the mayor of 
Santa Fe may call on the warden 
of the penitentiary for as many, 
convicts as he desires,' and by 
this means he can secure men 
sentenced from all over the state 
and put them in a chain gang to 
work on the streets o f the capital 
city.

A  bill introduced in the Houae 
of Tuesday by Mr. W. A. Hunter 
o f San Juan county provides for 
the building and improvement of 
a road from Farmington to Albu­
querque, with the construction 
and maintenance. This road 
would open up a vast territory 
and would link up the rich San 
Juan county to the rest of the 
state o f New Mexico, instead of 
making it a tributary to Colorado 
as it has been in the past.

That the flag shall not be de­
secrated nor used for other than 
the purposes for which it has al­
ways stood before the world :that 
the standard o f liberty and the 
champion of humanity shall not 
be dragged down to the level of 
becoming a medium for advertis­
ing purposes, found expression 
this week in House bill No. 79, 
introduced by Mr. Powhatan 
Carter, o f Lea county, who would 
prohibit its use in any manner 
other than the high purposes of 
its national dedication. Its use 
is also prohibited as a portion or 
decoration of any merchandise.

No person shall carry, fly or 
display in any public place any 
red flag, black or any other flag, 
banner or emblem, or thing re­
presenting any organization or 
order antagonistic or opposed to 
the organized federal government 
o f the United States, according 
to a bill offered in the lower 
house o f the legislature this week 
by Mr. Carter, Democratic,mem­
ber from Lea county.

The measure, according to Mr. 
Carter is a thrust at the inception 
of any organization having Bol­
shevistic tendencies in the state 
of New Mexico. Allred flaggers 
or carriers of such flags face a 
grave charge under the measure 
which the Democratic legislator 
from Lea county has framed in 
support of the national govern­
ment.

lu this age of conservation one of 
the most appalling wastes Is the wu«te 
of woman-power In doing housework— 
especially housework in tbe rann 
home.

Take the arrangement of the kitch­
en. The average woman wastes a lot 
of energy In useless walking.

Tbe 
position of windows, doors nnd sta­
tionary furniture sometimes makes It

There Is a bakery work 
table In front of a large Window in 
the pantry for making pastry that 
takes this kind of work oat of the 
kitchen.

into housework than any other one 
thing.

Arrangement of Sink.
The sink should be adjusted to suit 

the height of tbe woman who is to 
use I t ; It should hnve a short shelf 
for stacking dishes at the right nnd 
n wide dralnboard nt the left, with a 
cupboard above; this Is the only ar­
rangement that provides for no un­
necessary work In the'process of dish­
washing. There should be no cup­
board under the sink—It Is dark and 
hard to keep clean, and It m»nns 
stooping almost to the floor to reach 
into It.

An arrangement that will he n con­
stant comfort to the housekeeper Is 
a cupbonrd or closet about two feet 
wide beside the cook-stove, running 
from the floor to n height of about six 
feet, with honks, nicks and Rhelves for 
holding cooking utensils, and n simi­
lar cupboard for brooms, brushes, car­
pet-sweeper, vneunm cleaner, etc. A 
well-planned kitchen cabinet, either a 
separate piece of furniture or hullt-ln, 
Is a concrete example of a mechanical 
provision for time and labor-saving; 
n woman can “ turn out a whole bak­
ing” without moving a step to reach 
any of her supplies.

The dining room and living room 
should be finished In the same kind 
of woodwork, in such a way as to 
make two very handsome rooms. The 
bullt-ln sideboard should be con­
structed of the same kind of wood as 
the base-board, door and window cas­
ings and other trim of the dining room 
and living room.

Upstairs there are three bedrooms 
and a bathroom, with convenient 
clothes closets. Always the bathroom 
should he built In a farm house at the 
time of building. It Is not absolutely 
necessary to pat In the plumbing un­
til later, hut the room should be pro­
vided and the pipes laid In the parti­
tions and under the floors, ready to 
connect with the fixtures at any fu­
ture time.

The manner of building the roof t* 
economical, because tbe bedrooms are 
taken from whet would otherwise be 
waste apace.

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PREVENTION IS ALWAYS BEST
Timely Measure* Properly Applied Of­

fer 8urest Means of Control— Kill­
ing Often Advisable.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Poultry raisers who wait until dis­
ease appears, In the flock and then 
prepare to make a defensive attack 
are likely to be successful only lq rare 
cases. By far the beat plan is to 
care for the flbek In such a way that 
disease will not appear. The aim in 
controlling the diseases of poultry Is, 
they add, to learn how to prevent 
them rather than how to cure.

To enlighten poultry owners as to 
jihe characteristics of the more Impor­
tant diseases In order that they may 
Intelligently use the most Improved 
methods of combating them Farmers’ 
Bulletin 957, “Important Poultry Dis­
eases.” has recently been published by 
fhe department. The causes, symp­
toms, from aspergillosis (brooder pneu­
monia) to worms, are given in this 
publication.
| As all poultry Is susceptible to many 
diseases, some of which are highly in­
fectious and resist all efforfsvof treat-

t.ent, the bulletin suggests that when 
Ilrds become sick It Is often th«Fbest 

plan to kill them. The greater the 
number of birds kept upon any farm 
br plot of ground, and the more they 
Arc crowded together, the more Impor­
tant are the measures for excluding, 
eradicating, nnd preventing the devel­
opment of the causes of disease.
* When disease appears among poul­
try the fowls should be removed from 
the poultry yard nnd a good coating 
bf freshly slaked lime should be np- 
[piled to the entire surface of the

Eround, according to the bulletin. At- 
er a few days It should he plowed nnd 
hen cultivated three or four times at 

Interyals of a week and finally sowed 
with oats, rye or other grain. It Is 
pest to leave the grouud unoccupied by 
fowls until the winter hns passed. A f­
ter the fowls have been returned the 
premises must be frequently cleaned 
tind occasionally disinfected.

The drinking fountains nnd feed 
jl roughs must be washed every week 
iwith boiling water or other disinfect­
ant, and if any lice or mites are found 
on the birds or in the house the roosts 
jand adjoining parts of the walls should 
l>e painted with n mixture of kerosene, 
V>ne quurt, und crude carbolic ucld or 
(crude creosol, . one teacupful. The

outbreak of a virulent disease It is 
well to add to each gallon of the white­
wash six ounces of crude carbolic ndd. 
Good disinfectants destroy the germs 
of contagious diseases, the external 
parasites, such as lice nnd mites, and 
In some cases the eggs of parasitic 
worms, and should be used frequently 
In and about the poultry house.

The Income Tax drive comes to a 
close on Saturday night. March 15.

All payments and returns due on that 
date under the provisions of the new 
Revenue Iaw  must be In the hands of 
local Internal Revenue Collectors be­
fore their offices close that night.

The Income Tax is being collected to 
meet the war expenses. Every person 
who shouted and tooted his horn on 
Armistice Day Is now called upon to 
contribute his share of the cost of win­
ning the war.

The laggards and the dodgers will 
face severe fines and Jail sentence*. 
The Internal Revenue Bureau an­
nounces that Its officers will check us 
all up to see that every person who 
comes within the scope of the Income 
Tax law did his share.

Where to Pay and File.
Residents of New Mexico and Ari­

zona are required to make their n* 
turns and pay their taxes to Alfred 
Franklin. Collector of Internal Reve­
nue, Phoenix, Arlx, or to any of his 
deputy collectors who are now doing 
free advisory work on Income Tax.

Payments sent by mail should be at­
tached to the returns and should be In 
the form of check, money order or 
draft. Cash payments by mall are sent 
at the taxpayer's risk of loss.

If you are unable to make your re­
turn personally because of Illness, ab­
sence or Incapacity, ftn agent or legal 
representative may make your return.

If there are any doubtful points as to 
your Items of Income or allowable de­
ductions, you should get In touch at 
once with a Revenue officer or a bank­
er for advice.

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CHAPTER VII.

Th* Japanese.
According to the talk of the German 

flplomats before the war the expecta­
tion was that Japan’s power would be 
need against America at the first op­
portunity. Whether the object of this 
campaign was to stir np trouble be­
tween Japan and America or only to 
awaken this country to a sense of the 
danger which the Germans professed 
to believe threatened her I don’t know. 
(  do know, however, that prospect of 
a Japanese-Amerlcan war seemed to 
worry the Germans considerably more 
than It worries us.

The day England declared war 
against Germany, August 6, 1914, the 
Prince von Pless called to see me pro­
fessionally.

"There will be two wars fought,” he 
said, oracularly. “The present one, by 
which we shall gain control of the con­
tinent of Europe forever, and then a 
war with the yellow races. In which 
we shall probably haVe your country 
to assist us!”

That this opinion was more or less 
general In Gerraauy may account for 
the fact that from the time war was 
declared until August 23, 1914, when 
Japan declared war against Germany, 
the Japanese residents In Berlin were 
made the subject of the most sicken­
ing attentions. It was reported thnt 
Japan was going to attack Russia, and 
the Germaus could not do enough to 
show their newly born admiration for 
the yellow race which they had hither­
to so deeply despised. The Japs were 
carried through the streets on the 
shoulders of the populace and kissed 
and cheered wherever they appeared 
In public.

And then Japan declared war against 
Germany 1 Instantly there was a wild 
demonstration In the streets of Berlin, 
which would have resulted most disas­
trously for the Japs who had so recent­
ly been hailed as friends but for the 
astonishing fact that every single Jap 
had succeeded In getting away from 
Berlin before the news of Japan’s en­
try into the war became generally 
known.

In the absence of Japanese upon 
which to vent their spleen, the Ger­
mans did everything they could to 
make life miserable for those who re­
sembled Japs. The few Chinese who 
were there were terribly treated either 
because they were taken for Japs or 
because they were of the same race. 
The Siamese minister, Prince Traldos, 
who was one of my patients, told me 
that when his wife and children went 
out on the streets the crowds followed 
them and Jeered, referring to the Jap­
anese ns monkeys and using other op­
probrious epithets. They even went 
so far as to spit In Princess Traldos’ 
face, and the minister finally decided 
to send her and the children to Swltxer- 
land, although he himself remained at 
his post.

I saw the kaiser shortly after the 
Japanese declaration of war, and be 
was very bitter against the United 
States because of that development

“What is your president thinking of 
to allow a yellow race to attack a 
white race I Now the Japanese are at­
tacking Klau-Chau, and America could 
have prevented It All that America 
had to do was to raise a finger and 
Japan would have known enough to 
keep her place 1"

He spoke In this strain on several 
subsequent occasions.

When Klau-Chau fell he again crit­
icised the United States for not having 
stopped Japan.

“How can your president allow 
Japan to Increase tn power at the ex­
pense of a white race?” he asked, In­
dignantly. “Now China Is lost to the 
world forever. America Is the one 
power that could have prevented It, 
but now Japan has got her fingers on 
China and she Is lost to us forever 1”

After we were In the war, the kaiser 
expressed to me his opinion that our 
object In taking this step wak four­
fold:

“F irst” he said, "Wilson wants to 
M ve the money you have loaned to the 
allies. Second, he wants to have a 
neat at the peace table. Third, he 
wants to give your army and navy a 
little practical experience— unfortu­
nately. at our expense. And fourth, 
and principally, he wants to prepare 
for the war with Japan which he 
knows Is inevitable. The Japanese are 
the ones which your country must look 

as Its real enemies.”
German officer of high standing 
me Just before I left Berlin that

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dumped on Russia a lot of good-for- 
nothing material of her own In their 
place. “My advice to America,” he de­
clared, “is to -cut the throat of every 
Japanese In America and get rid of 
the Internal danger.” He did not sug­
gest cutting the throats of all the un­
desirable Germans who were In Amer­
ica and who had already demonstrated 
that they were far more dangerous 
than the Japanese had ever been.

CHAPTER VIII.

The Kaiser's Confidence of Victory.
About twelve years ago I attended 

the German military maneuvers at 
Llegnltz, In Silesia, having been In­
vited by some Journalistic friends of 
mine to accompany them in the motor 
allowed the press. The military repre­
sentatives of England, France, Amer­
ica and other countries wore therd 
with the kaiser’s staff to witness the 
display of Germany’s military power. 
Apparently they were very much Im­
pressed, for I heard afterwards that 
one of the French officers who had 
been present had written a book In 
which he said: “With such an army, 
Germany could annex France In six 
months!”

I happened to mention this fact to 
the kaiser shortly afterwards and his 
significant comment was:

“Six months I I should hope so. It 
wouldn’t take that long !”

The confident belief that when ‘T>er 
Tag”— “the day”— finally arrived. Ger­
many would crush her enemies and ac­
complish her object within a few 
months at the outside was held not 
only*by the kaiser but by the people 
generally and their conduct when the 
war broke out clearly disclosed It.

When Germany's man power was 
mobilized, no one In Germany believed 
It would be very long before they 
would all be back and every effort was 
made to make their few weeks of ac­
tive service as little Irksome as pos­
sible. “Llebesgaben.” gifts of love, 
consisting of clothing and food of 
every description, were forwarded to 
them by their relatives and friends In 
the most lavish manner, although, of 
course, at that time the German com­
missary was able to satisfy all the sol­
diers’ requirements.

One of my patients told me that she 
had sent seventeen hundred pounds of 
sausages to one regiment within a 
week, and when I asked her why she 
had been so generous she replied that 
her chauffeur was a member of the 
regiment!

The extent to which the country’s 
resources were squandered In those 
early months Is evidenced by the fact 
that the soldiers hnd such an excess 
of lll-flttlDg woolen wearing apparel 
that they used many of the knitted ar­
ticles as earpieces and covers for their 
horses. No one hnd the slightest Idea 
that the time might come when the 
whole nation would be clothed In pa­
per 1

At this late day It can hardly be 
necessary to establish how thoroughly 
prepared the Germans were for the 
war, but In Incident which occurred In 
the early days of the conflict may not 
be out of place to show the self-satis­
fied and confident attitude which all 
the Germans assumed.

Two officers sitting at a table In an 
out-of-door cafe shortly after the war 
began overheard one of several ladles 
who were passing remark: “Look at 
those officers sitting there drinking. 
Why are they not at the front fight­
ing?" Oae of the officers got up and, 
approaching the ladles, said : “Our 
work was completed months ago. We 
worked from early morning till late at 
night on plans which our armies are 
now carrying out. It Is our time to 
rest”

The resistance that France would be 
able to put up was always very lightly 
estimated, and If the Intervention of 
England was at all taken Into consid­
eration. the comparatively small army 
she could place In the field was re­
garded as but a drop In the bucket com­
pared with the well-trained German 
horde that was ready to sweep across 
the border. How could England’s 80,000 
men cope with Von Kluck's 500,000 or 
the hastily mobilised French armies re­
sist the thoroughly prepared, equipped 
and well-disciplined German warriors?

It Is really not to be wondered at 
that the Germans firmly believed that 
they would bring the allies to their 
knees within a comparatively faw  
weeks and that the conquering Ger­
man armies would celebrate Sedan 
day, September 2. In Parts. What ac­
tually happened la, of course, too wen 
known here to require recital, but I 
know that the Germans were kept In 
abeolute Ignorance of the marvelous 
resistance the allies were able to put 
up In those critical days of August and

September, 1014, end to this day the 
majority of Germans hart not heard 
of the battle of the Marne \

Just after the English passed their 
conscription law I was called to sea 
the kaiser at the great army headquar­
ters, which at that time were at Pleas. 
Although the war had then lasted two 
or three times as long as the Germans 
had expected, the kaiser masked the 
depression he must have felt by put­
ting on a bold front

"How foolish for England to start 
conscription now,” he declared. "She 
thinks she can accomplish in a few 
months what it has taken Germany a 
hundred years to attain. Armies and 
officers cannot be developed over night 
We have never stopped preparing since 
the days of Frederick the Great I”

"Yes, your majesty, but the North­
ern states In our Civil war put In con­
scription two years after the begin­
ning of the war," I suggested.

“But Just look how long your war 
lasted,” the kaiser replied quickly. 
“This war won’t last that long. The 
allies will feel what the power of Ger­
many is long before English conscrip­
tion can avail them anything!” _

“And while England Is slowly build­
ing up her insignificant army,” the 
kaiser went on, “she will see America’s 
navy and merchant marine constantly 
growing and the dollar replacing the 
pound as the unit of the world’s 
finance. No, Davis, England will soon 
be sick of the wnr and will look with 
fear upon America’s growing power!”

The French army, too, was generally 
belittled, and the Russians were be­
lieved to be absolutely negligible. The 
French army was so poorly equipped. 
It was pointed out, that the officers 
had to go to the field In patent-leather 
boots, and on the Russian front, only 
the first-line men had guns, the others 
being armed with clubs!

Eventually, officers and soldiers re­
turning from the western front on fur­
lough or passing through the country 
en route from one front to the other 
brought the report of the defeat before 
Paris. Soldiers who participated In 
that disastrous retreat wrote from the 
new trenches to their friends and rel­
atives telling of the terrible experi­
ences they hnd tJdergone. when they 
went for days with nothing to eat bat 
raw potatoes and turnips which they 
picked from the fields.

When these reports finally spread 
through Germany the people began to 
realize that their generals In the west 
were not meeting with the same success 
that Von lliudenburg had had In the 
east and Von Hlndenburg became the 
Idol of the people Immediately, a fact 
that was very distasteful to the high 
command.

The kaiser’s dislike of Von Hlnden­
burg was of long standing. He hnd 
never forgiven that general for the mis­
take he made during military maneuv­
ers In peace time when by a brilliant 
stroke of strategy be bad succeeded In 
capturing the kaiser’s forces, including 
the kaiser and his whole staff 1

I have referred In a previous chapter 
to the kaiser’s unbounded confidence 
after the Italian collapse tn 1917. 
“Now, we've got the allies!” he ex­
claimed, with an air of conclusiveness 
which emphasised the optimism hs 
displayed.

After the capture of Roumanla. he 
exhibited a similar degree of exulta­
tion. He believed that In that achieve­
ment he had successfully solved the 
food problem— the one clond which 
constantly darkened the kaiser’s hori­
zon.

"Now the allies will never succeed In 
starving us.” he said to me In my of­
fice shortly after the Roumanian drive. 
“With Roumanla In our pockets and 
8ervla already ours, their wonderful 
agricultural possibilities will supply 
our food needs and foil our enemies* 
efforts to starve os. Indeed, they had 
better look oat for themselves. Don’t 
forget we have a monopoly on the 
potash mines of the world. Without 
proper fertilization. American crops 
will go on decreasing and decreasing 
and they won’t get any potash until we 
get ready to let them have It I”

The failure of the Zeppelins from a 
military standpoint was undoubtedly a 
great disappointment to the German 
people at large* who had counted so 
much upon them to bring disaster to 
England, but it dannot be said that the 
kaiser shared their chagrin. On the 
contrary, I have reason to believe that 
he never expected very much from that 
arm of his military force except as It 
might be useful to terrorise the dvll 
population. •—

A day or two after Zeppelin’s death. 
In 1917, a petlsnt of mine, a lady, hap­
pened to rsaark that It waa too bad 
that the count had not lived to see the 
triumph of his Invention. and whan I 
aaw the kalaer shortly afterwards

m

repeated her remark to aea what ha 
would aay.

“I am convinced that the count lived 
long enough to eee all that the Zep­
pelins were capable of accomplishing, 
waa his only comment It recalled the 
answer he had given me some years 
before when both Zeppelins and air­
planes were In their Infancy and I had 
asked him which held the greater 
promise. “We do not know. Time 
alone will tell,” was his reply.

The last time 1 conversed with the 
kaiser was on November 28, 1017. Up 
to that time we had sent over 109,000 
troops, according to the figures which 
have since been revealed by Secretary 
Baker. According to the kaiser's In­
formation, however, we bad only 80,- 
000 men in France at that time and 
be was of the opinion that we would 
never have many more.

“America Is having a fine time try­
ing to raise an army,” he declared 
satirically. “I bear that 1,000 mutinied 
the other day In New York and re­
fused to get on a transport, and a 
town In the Northwest composed prin­
cipally of citizens of Swedish blood 
refused to register at all I We are get 
ting excellent Information about all 
conditions In America.”

Shortly before this had come the re 
elutions from Washington of the In­
trigue of Count von Luxburg, the Ger­
man mlnlstey to Argentina, and 1 knew 
where the kaiser was getting the In­
formation be referred to. In nearly 
every case. It appeared, the kaiser's In­
formants were misleading him.

Both before and after we entered 
the war the kaiser was thoroughly con­
vinced that we could play only a nom­
inal part In It so far as man power 
was concerned and hls assurance on 
that point undoubtedly accounted for 
bis decision to carry through hls sub­
marine program even though It r 
suited in bringing ns Into the war.

“Do you realize bow many tons of 
zhipplng It takes to ship a single sol­
dier?” be asked me on oae occasion.

1 confessed my ignorance on that 
point.

"Well, It takes six tons to the man I 
To send over an army of 500,000 men. 
therefore, your country would require 
o,000,000 tons of shipping In addition 
to the tonnage required for regular 
traffic. Where Is It coming from, with 
my submarines sinking the silled ves­
sels faster than they can ever be re­
placed? My U-boats are doing wo 
derful work and we are prepared to 
take care of all the troops America 
may try to land In France."

“llow foolish for America to have 
come Into the war,” be went on. “If 
she could succeed In landing a real 
army In France, wbat good would It 
do? America can see bow easy It was 
for me to break through and to cap­
ture 300,000 of the Italians, and they 
must realise that I can break through 
on the western front and do the same 
thing there. If America had kept oat 
of the war the would have gone on 
making untold profits snd'wben peace 
was finally declared she would have 
been In a most enviable position 
among the nations of the world. As It 
Is, Wilson will never have a seat at 
the peace table If I cap help It, and 
now America shall have to pay all the 
costs of the war 1“ Evidently be Imag­
ined that hls triumph would be so 
complete that there would be no pea 
table, but that the warring nations 
would be compelled to accept the 
terms he offered them. Id which event, 
knowing the magnanimity of the Ger­
man make-up, I should say the world 
at large would have to be content with 
very little.

IIow the kaiser feels now that the 
failure of the U-boats to Intercept 
American troop ships must be pain­
fully apparent to him, and America 
has so overwhelmingly overcome the 
shortage of shipping, I don’t know, but 
It Is more than probable that for eotne 
time to come the real situation will, at 
any rate, he successfully concealed 
from the German people. I know that 
the fallurrof the U-boat campaign was 
unknown to the Germans np to the 
time I left Berlin— In January, 1018.

While the kaiser and the Germane 
generally felt confident that we would 
never be able to send many men 
across, they professed to feel little 
concern even If we did.

According to some of the German of­
ficers with whom I spoke, even If we 
landed 2,000.000 men In France It 
would not be enough to break the 
deadlock, as the Germans were taking 
a similar number of trained troops 
from the Russian front The only 
menace of American participation In 
the war lay In the possibility that wa 
might add considerably to tbo allied 
air strength. Man power alone, they 
contended, would never be sufficient to 
belt tbs allies much, but everwbelmtng

the Germans some annoyance.
The kalaer himself bad but a 

oplnten ef the fighting qualities 
American soldier so far as modem trad 
requirements art concerned.

“The American soldier would fea­
sibly give » good account ot himself 
In open l.».itlng,” ho declared, "bet bn 
Is not built for the kind of warfare ho 
will encounter In France. Bo lack* 
the stolidity to endure Ufa la tbo 

enchos. Be Is too high-strong and 
eonldn’t stand the inactive Ufa which 
Is such an Important part ef modem 
warfare. Besides, he **«—'pHns
and trained officers.”

SHOOK W ITH
NERVOUSNESS

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment  ̂of Agriculture.)

There are going to be lots of grass- 
choppers during the summer of 1919 In 
Indiuna and other states in the grass­
hopper belt, according to Indications 
found by entomologists of the depart­
ment of agriculture and the state agri­
cultural colleges. Farmers ore urged 
to start a cleunup campaign against 
them right awuy. Plowing to a depth 
of six Inchbs and subsequent hurrow- 
Ing during the winter, at any event not 
later than April 10, will cover the eggs 
so deep thut the young will not be able 
to escape. When grasshoppers make 
their appearance they cun he destroyed 
by the common poisoned halt method.

But there is another wuy of getting 
rid of grasshoppers thut makes the 
pests pay for the trouble of killing or 
catching them. This method consists 
of driving h grusshopper catcher 
through an Infested field, catching all 
the grasshopi»ers that hop, and then 
feeding the Insects to chickens. They 
can be dumped Into sacks and hung up 
to dry and fed as dry grasshoppers, or 
If It is preferred to feed the grasshop­
pers alive, the machine can he huuled 
to the poultry yard and placed so that 
the front will face the light. The in­
sects will find their way out, but not 
too fast for un ordinary flock of chick­
ens. Thus the grasshopper catcher be­
comes a poultry self-feeder.

An analysis of grusshop[»ers shows 
them to be high In protein, and there­
fore good chicken feed. It Is known 
that chickens are more productive 
when insects are a part of their ration 
and grasshoppers when dried can he 
used with other feeds during the win­
ter.

How to Make Grasshopper Catcher.
The grasshopper catcher, which has 

nn advantage over tlie old style hup- 
perdor.er, in that the insects can he 
utilized for chicken feed, Is gbout 10 
feet long with nn upright hut curved 
piece of tin In front and so arranged 
that the grasshoppers will strike it as 
they hop up. falling to the bottom and 
hack through a narrow trap opening 
Into a box behind. The tin front does 
not extend quite to the bottom, where. 
Just In front of the tin shield. Is u strip 
of tin placed so tlmt there Is nn open­
ing about 1 >4 or 2 inches wide. Tills

front atrip or lip may be made by using 
a 16-foot length of gutter, one side of 
which Is flattened outward. The buck 
and top of the box in the rear is cov-i 
ered with wire screen and the top 
should be bo hinged that It can easily 
he opened and the accumulated grass­
hoppers shoveled out as needed.

Horses are hitched to the extended 
beam, one at each end, and the catcher 
dragged through the Infested area, be-1 
ginning at the sides and working to­
ward the center of the field. Two boys, 
each riding a horse, can handle the, 
machine nicely. A heavy rope attached 
to the hames, so that it drags a few 
feet in front of the shield, is nn ad­
vantage in that it Btirs up, Just before 
the catcher passes, the hoppers not 
otherwise disturbed.

Plowing Infested Fields.
Where It is not practical to plow In­

fested fields, such as ground in clover 
or alfalfa, they should be thoroughly 
disked In the fall or winter and hnr- 
rowed early In March of the following 
year.

The poisoned halt recommended con­
sists of bran or snwdust made tasty 
and attractive by the addition of mo­
lasses and fruit and treated with un 
arsenical poison. The following for­
mula Is recommended:

Bran (half-and-half bran and hard­
wood sawdust, or sawdust ulone), 25 
pounds; purls green or crude nrsenlous 
oxide, one pound, or white arsenic, 1H 
pounds; molasses (cheap feeding 
grade), two quurts; lemons, bananas 
or oranges, six fruits, or one ounce of 
cheap lemon extract; water, about two 
to four gallons.

The poison should be thoroughly 
mixed with the brnn. The water. m(> 
lasses and finely chopped fruit or ex- 
trnct ore then mixed and added. The 
mixture should be wet so that It molds 
In the hands, hut Is not "soppy.” Tim 
halt should be scattered broadcast at 
the rate of seveu to ten pounds to the 
acre, applications being made in the 
early morning.

In clover or alfnlfa much material 
and Inbpr can he saved by first cutting 
around the field until there remains u 
small central uncut area where the 
grasshoppers will have gathered and 
may be quickly and cheaply destroyed 
by the poisoned halt.

ISSUANCE OF CROP REPORTS
United States Figures Telegraphed to 

Each Field Agent— Estimates 
Given to Paper*

(Prepared by United States Department
o f Agriculture.)

Each field agent of the bureau of 
crop estimates, United States depart­
ment of agriculture, now publishes a 
crop report from his own territory. 
Immediately upon the Issuance of a 
crop report in Washington the United 
States figures are telegraphed to each 
agent, together tflth figures for his 
particular territory. The agent at 
once Issues a mimeograph report with 
comments on crop and weather condi­
tions In his state, copies of which are 
furnished to the press and to crop re­
porters and published Id full In many 
dallies. In some of the states agents 
now are Issuing reports on a county 
basis. The service la winning warm 
approbation.

For this service In securing quickly 
reliable reports along special lines de­
rided improvements have been made In 
the organisation of this bureau. Field

agents of demonstrated ability have 
been employed; their offices supplied 
with clerks, telephones nnd other time- 
saving equipment; and every field 
agent has a mimeograph nnd nn ad­
dressing machine. The field man now 
la able promptly to make both general 
and restricted special Investigations, 
either upon his own initiative or upon 
telegraphic request from Washington.

Feeding Lambs.
Every shepherd knows that there are 

many difficulties in feeding nnd taking 
care of orphan lambs. There Is some­
times considerable loss, especially In 
large herds, from orphan lambs. At 
present values of sheep nnd lambs 
these losses are well worth striving 
to save.

Age fo r Breeding Heifers.
I f  helfera are bred to calve when 

very young, they remain undersized 
cows and can never give ns great a 
milk yield as they might otherwise, 
because they have not the capacity to 
handle the feed necessary for high pro­
duction

at this season when sugar is again 

plentiful the desire to 
make home-made candles 
must be* gratified.

Maple Creams.—Take 
four cupfuls of maple 
sugar, one cupful of wa­
ter, one-fourth of a tea­
spoonful of Cream of tar­
tar, added when the mix­

ture begins to boll. Stir until the su­
gar Is dissolved then remove the spoon 
and let It boll without stirring. If 
grains form on the sides of the kettle 
push them down with a bit of cloth 
on a fork, or Just covering the kettle 
tightly for a minute or two will keep 
them dissolved. Test in cold water, 
and when the soft ball stage Is reach­
ed pour onto a marble slub or lightly- 
buttered platter. Let cool until the 
finger can dent It, then stir from tho 
outside to the center, working and 
krending It until smooth and creamy. 
Fut Into a howl, cover with a damp 
cloth and let stand for a day or two to 
ripen. When ready to be used, mold 
Into small halls, flavor with mnplelne 
If desired and press a nut on top of 
each.

Honey Caramels.—Take two cupfuls 
of strained honey and one square of 
chocolate; boll until It makes a firm 
hall when dropped Into cold water. 
Take from the fire and stir until it be­
gins to thicken, then add vanilla nnd 
chopped nuts. Four into n shallow 
pan nnd mark off in squares when cool.

Nut Maple Roll.— Roll fondant Into 
long rolls an inch in diameter and cov­
er with nuts. Cut In slices and wrap 
in waxed paper. A most delicious roll 
Is first dipped In a caramel, then roll­
ed in chopped nuts.

Parisian Sweets.—Take a pound 
each of dates and figs, a cupful of wal­
nuts nnd a cupful of raisins. Fut the 
fruit through the meat chopper nnd 
cut the nuts fine with n knife; inlx 
Into a ro ll; add n fourth of a teaspoon­
ful of salt and wrap each roll in waxed 
paper. These mny be dipped In melt­
ed fondant, then in chocolute, making 
a very elegant confection.

Orange marmalade mixed with a lit­
tle confectioner’s sugar to stiffen, then 
dipped In white sugnr fondant flav­
ored with ornnge or with ornnge Juice 
makes another tasty tld-blL
