New- Mex Machinery is on the
Way, a Complete Set New
Tools Shipped from Okla,

Everything Ready for Immed-
iate Drilling When New
Equipment Reaches Here

It is only a matter of a few
days when actual oil operations
will be going full blast in the
local field. The Nu-Mex machin-
ery has been shipped, and the
contractor with his drillers and
tool dressers will soon be here to
start the 3600 feot hole which
the Oklahoma men haye bonded
themselves to drill. It marks an
era for Portales and Roosevelt
County that will do more to bring
general prosperity than all other
operations combined which have
been heretofore undertaken in
this part of the State.

Sup’t James E. Webb, of the
Nu-Mex Oil Company returned
to Portales Monday with a con-
tract signed by himself and S. P.
Smith of Allen, Oklahoma, an
oil drilling contractor of .many
years experience. The contrac-
tor agrees to furnish a brand
new string of tools, complete in
every particular, with drilling,
gshing and under-reaming equip-
ment to meet every emergency.
Webb says that Smith is as cap-
able a man as can be found in
Oklahoma. Nothing is more im-
portant in drilling a well in a
new country than to havea drill-
er of experience and ability.
The formations below the ground
are unknown and the driller
must feel his way, having no
logs of previous wells to guide
him. It’s a man’s job to handle
a wild-cat well and the Nu-Mex
people, who are preparing to
spend at least $60,000 on their
first well, were wise to exercise
every degree of care in securing
a contractor competent to do the
work. To insure extra vigilance
the Nu-Mex company have set
aside several choice leases not far
from the well which wili be given
to the contractor in case he
brings in a producer. This fea-
ture will appeal to everybody in-
terested as a wise measure.

Coal for the boiler is on the
ground; for some time wagons
have been hauling the fuel. All
these minor items are of import-
ance to local residents as it
means money distributed in
which the community at large
gets a share. There will be tens
of thousands of dollars spent for
labor and supplies while the well
is being drilled and the merch-
chants and farmers who get the
benefit of this money should do
all they can to encourage and
booet the enterprise. And man
who stands back and fails to do
his part is not jmaking the best
of his opportunities,

Inquiries received at the Nu-Mex
offices show the results of the
articles appearing i various sec-
tions of the country, Not a day
passes but some.répresentative
of oil interests outside the State
drives into Portales looking into
the local situation.

The developments in the East-
ern tier of counties are. receiving
particular attention at this time
on account of the phenomenal
gas showing near Amarillo.
People in that city have gone
wild with excitement. Stocksin
Amarillo companies have yielded
profits that rival these of Burk-
Burnett and Rangér. One stock

jumped from $10 to.$1000 per

share in 48 hours after the last
gas well came in. Others show-
ed profits from 200% to 2000%
which has whetted the appetites
of the local investors. There is
just enough oil showing in the
Amarillo gas wells to indicate
the existance on oil not far off
and New Mexico is apt to be the
spot, just as geologists ghave
claimed. At any rate the oil fra-
ternity seems to be ready to
spend moneyjto find out and cap-
ital will not be wasting to sup-
port their operations.

Both ssock and leases in New
Mexico companies are finding
many buyers. As drilling goes
deeper prices go up and oppor-
tunities are open to get in now
at figures that will not be found
later on. Most people are willing
to take a chan®e when they be-
lieve they are going to get a
square dear, and no better gam-
ble comes to a man than to get
in on an oil deal where the well
is certain to bedrilled.

MESA OILAND GAS COMPANY

- WILL PUT DOWN WELL
ON A LOCATION T0 BE
NAMED IN A FEW DAYS

Well Will Either at Mesa or
in the Elida Comfnunity
Is Statement of Company

Driller Has Gone After a Rig
and is to be Here Pronto
Drilling Starts this Month

The Mesa Oil and Gas company
is another new organization that
will commence at once to go after
that elusive commodity that
makes Rockefeller’s check good.
The organization hag been per-
fected and an officer of the com-
pany is now in the east buying
the rig. machinery and other ne-
cessities for exploiting the bowels
of mo her earth. T. R. Chap-
man, an oil operator of Wichita
Falls, Texas, is now after the
' machinery and will stay and ride
it home. The first well has not

yet been located. The desire is
to make the first hole fn the Mesa
community, and:this will be done
provided satisfactory arrange-
ments as to leases, etc., can be
made with the land owners,other-
wise it will go to the other loca-
tion near Elida. 1t is scarcely
probable that the Mesa people
will 8o far neglect their own in-
terests as ta permit this oppor-
tunity to go by. It might be
years before another chance
showed up. As the matter now
stands, there is most of the acre-
age subscribed and an effort will
be made to get the balance, how-
ever, this condition _will not be,
allowed to delay matters, suffi-
cient acreage having already been
secured for the other site. 1t is
said that the Mesa location car-
ries the best of oil indications;
that but little, if any, doubt
exists as to what will be found.
There are many wells in that lo-
cality in which the water unfit
for domestic use by reason of the
oil accumulations. ~While wait-
ing for the necessary machinery
everything calculated to huarry
matters that is humanly possible
is being done. Work on this pro-
ject has been going on for some
time, but the gentlemen having
the matter in charge thought it
best to wait until they were able
to give out something definite be-
fore making their plans public.
Things have progressed so favor-
ably thus far that all doubt, ex-
cept as to exact location, has been
removed, and it is now a positive
fact that the Mesa Oil and Gas
company will put down, at least
one deep test oil well, four thou-
sand feet, if necessary, to posi-
tively make a complete test of
their location. The rig and ma-
chinery will be the recognized
standard, such as is used by the
most successful oil operators in
all the big fields.

BOLSHEVIKI LEFT

Murdered Civic Leaders and
Sacked Homes Before
Quitting Riga.

15,000 ILL FROM STARVATION

Captain Forman Makes an Official Re-
port on Conditions to the Ameri-
gan Relief Administration—

No Bread for Weeks.

New York.—Before the bolshevists
abandoned Riga they murdered most
of the civic leaders, played machine
guns on the persons in one prison and
sackeds the homes of the wealthy, ac-
cording to an official report received

here by the American rellef adminis-¢

tration.

This report, made by Capt. Howell
Forman, head of the administration’s
Baltic migsion, and forwarded by Her-
bert Hoover, director general of the
organization, asserted that inhabitants
of Riga, heartened by the arrival of
American supplies, had turned on their
and now were hunting
down bolshevists and executing many
daily.

The report warned that “a lazge rad-
ical element is left in the population,
and fallure of the authorities to pro-
vide food until the city can get on its
feet agaln might lead them, with the
assistance of the bolshevists still in
hiding, to attempt another uprising.”

Even with the arrival of American+
supplies food conditions were pictured
as distressing. “Roof rabbits”—bol-
gshevik for house cats—are bringing
almost prohibitive prices, as they are
virtually the only form of meat avall-
able,

15,000 Persons IIl.

Captaln Forman reported that 187,
000 persons—nearly 15000 of whom
are seriously i1l from typhus, effects
of starvation and other causes—are
receiving a meal a day from 50 Amer-
jean kitchens, while American bread
{s being distributed from 90 depots.
With an epidemic of dysentery feared
fn the approaching warm season,
American medical experts are study-
ing the situation to decide what foods
are most urgently needed.

“Before the bolshevists abandoned
the city they opened the doors of one
prison and drove the prisoners Into the
yard, where machine guns played upon

them,” sald Captain Forman's report.
“The bodlies of seven clergymen and a
number of women were found when
troops entered the city.

“Under the bolshevik reign occu-
pants of handsome residences were
moved Into slums and hordes of ruf-
flans Invaded richly furnished apart-
ments. Houses of the wealthy were
ransacked and furniture, clothing and
Jewelry shipped into the interior.

“To be well dressed In Riga today
is dangerous. A grim local jest says
‘ff a man is well dressed he is a bol-
sheylk; if In rags he Is harmless.’

“The bolsheviks divided the popula-
tion into three classes for distribution
of food. To recelve this dally ration
applications had to be made for cards,
but as applicants were often thrown
into prison instead of receiving cards,
many were frightened Into staying
away and starving.

food, such as meat, fats or vegetables,

“Feeble men and women stood In
line for hours to receive their rations,
and often there was no bread for
weeks. When there was any extra

bolshevik commissaries were the only
ones to benefit. No food was to be
had In open markets.

“The bolshevik ration being insuffi-
clent the inhabitants ‘either starved,
or if they had property exchanged
jewelry or clothing for bits of food
smuggled into the ecity by peasants
from the country. Exorbitant prices
were demanded. Bright-hued bolshe-
vik currency, printed in vast quant}-
ties, was thrown about In the streets,
being practically valueless.

“Curious crowds still gather on the
water front at Libau watching white
flour unloaded from American ships of
the American rellef administration.
Women and children In warehouses
pinch flour from the floor and eat it
raw from their finger tips. Stevedores
scrape lumps of wet flour from ship
decks and secrete it In bootlegs.

“A little meat Is on sale at prohibi-
tive prices. House cats are sold under
the more appetizing title of ‘roof rab-
bit.'! After five years of war and bol-
shevism the population is reduced
from 12,000 to 4,000.

SCRAP BIG WARSHIPS

T;lnced out of commission ships which

Great Britain to Dispose of Ves-
sels by Auction.

Many of 200 That Have Outlived Use-
fulness Hold High Place In
Naval History.

London.—Nearly 200 warships of
the British navy, most of which have
outllved their usefulness, are to be
sold tb the highest bidder as soon as
they can be cleared of thelr guns, etc.
Among the vessels to be disposed of
are several which have a high place
in naval history and around which
hovers an Intense sentimental interest.

A’ somewhat similar step was taken
by the admiralty in 1904, when a large
number of obsolete vessels were dis-
posed of. At that time a great hue and
ory was raised, as many persons feared
that the strength of the navy would be
seriously impaired. But, as a matter
of fact, the sale of the ships resulted
in making the navy stronger than ever
and the coming sale Is expected to
have a simllar effect.

The removal of obsolete vessels In
1904 had a two-fold purpose, and In
both respects was justified by the war.
It set free the personnel needed to
start the nucleus crew system, and

did not give an adequate return In
fighting efficlency for the cost of theilr
upkeep. .

Widespread Interest will be aroused
by the revelation of the names of ships
to be removed from service. Senti-
mental interest In his majesty’'s ships
of war Is strong, amounting almost to
reverence, evoked by such an ancient
monument as Nelson's Victory.

Among the ships now to be dis
posed of aré many which have been
brought prominently before the public
eye. Several have flowp the flags of
distinguished officers, and not a few
have made records In connection with
the war.

More than 100 destroyers, compris-
Ing the “A” to “F” classes, are now
classed as noneffective, and 97 of
them, including 21 for immediate dis-
posal, appeared In the list of April 9.
There will soon, thewefore, be no de-
stroyers In the navy launched before
1809. All the torped boats, except
the 36 turbine-driven boats of the
coastal type built In D08-09, are be-
ing cleared off, and 46 ire In the list.

Perhaps the most Intelesting unit of
this group 1s torpedo loat No. 079,
which In the naval m&peuvers was
commanded by King Gerge, then a
lleutenant in the navy.

ARE CLAIMING KARL'S JEMELS

Dispute Between Italy and Aus-
tria Over Art Collections.

italians Particularly Anxious to Re-
cover Former Austrian Emperor's
“Florentine Gem.”
Yienna.—A new turn has been' given
to the dispute between Italy and Aus-
tris ever art collections by the state-
ment that former Emperor Charles has
earried off to Switzerland the imperial
jewels, the whole of which are regard-
ed in Austria as being his private
erty, but claims for which have
been filed by Italy, particularly the

Florentine dlamond of 133 1.8 carats.

The Itallan commissioner, Professor
D’Ancona, has stated that this dia-
mond formed part of the collection left
to the city of Florence under the will
of Anna Maria Medici, but that it was
earried off by the house of Austria is

1748 when Duque Leopold became em-
peror of Austria.

He sald the Austrian government
had been notified of Italian claims to
this jewel months ago, and if it per-
mitted Emperor Charles to carry It
away it would be necessary to obtaln
possession of It again. It is unknown
here whether the emperor has dispos-
ed of the diamond while In Switser-
land in order to pay his living ex-
penses.

Professor D’'Ancona has carefully
traced the history of this remarkable
stone which, legend relates, was lost
on the battlefleld” of Granson by
Charles the Bold, duke of Burgundy,
six centuries ago.

It was picked up and belleved to be
a plece of glass and sold for a small
sum. It found ity way to Switzerland,
where it was sold for 11,000 ducats to
the duke of Mllan, and brought to
Rome In 1601 by Ferdinand Medicl.
It has been on exhibition of late years

In the Hofburg museum.

Professor D’Ancona polited out to
the Associated Press corespondent
that the Austrians cannot clalm that
in surrendering this stone tey would
be Injuring Vienna'’s art collection
since they were willing to pat with it
to the former emperor who s now a
private citizsen and has left e coun
try.

The proposition for the state of
New Mexico to issue two millions
of dollars negotiable bonds will
be up to the electorate of the
state in September. The Bill au-
thorizing the submission of this
matter to the voters carries no
provision which would apportion
to Mch county any pro rata part
of“the proceeds of the bonds sold
but, on the contrary, the dis-
bursement of this money will be
exclusively in the hands of the
state highway commission. It
will be remembered that we
voted bonds for roads once before
and that we were assured that
the money derived from their gale
would be expended in each county
of the state, its full prorata part,
based upon the tax renditions of
the various counties. It will also
be remembered that mighty near
all of that money was expended
upon the Camino Real, a road in
which Eastern New Mexico was
interedted not at all. Will the
people of the eastern side fall for
the same game a second time?
It is scarcely probable that they
will. Withoutsubstantial guaran-
tees as to how, where and when
this money is to be expended the
better part of wisdom would be
to vote this proposition down.
Roosevelt county can ill afford to
take care of her own roads with
out taking any added burdens
from the western part of the
state.

There is only one way to deal
with the MeXican situation; cold
steel and soft nosed bullets are
the only arguments understood
by the chili eaters.

BADLY WALLOPED

Bloodsﬁckers v Receive Severe
Trouncing in Infested States
During Month of March.

FINE WORK OF ERADICATORS

According to Reports 1,203,497 Cattle
Went Through “Canal to Prosper-
ity"—Blg Increase Made In
Number of Dipping Vats

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

If the annual battle against the cat-
tle fever tick can be compared to a
boxing match of nine rounds—each
month from March to December being
a round--{t is true that the tick got a
thorough trouncing in the first round,
and the bell rang with the parasite fig-
aratively hanging over the ropes.

March of this year brought more
dippings of cattle for the tick than
were recorded In any other March
since the federal and state govern-
ments began to fight the parasite In
1906. According to reports from all
tick-Infested states 1,203,497 cattle
went through “the canals to pros-
perity” in March, 1919, This compares
with 996,605 in March, 1918, and 720,
652 in March, 1917,

The Arkansas legislature recently
appropriated $100,000 for tick eradlca«
tion In that state, and with the large
force of federal, state and county en-
ployees now at work it is belleved that
Nearly all the counties in zone No. 1
have made appropriations for the
work, and construction of dipping vats
is being pushed as rapidly as possible,

all of the state, with the exception of
seven or eight counties, will be re-
leased from quarantine next Decem-
ber 1. The Louisiana forces seem de-
termined to wind up the tick fight this
year, and the Indications are that they
will be successful.

In Mississippl, where final clean-up
work 1s being conducted following the
release of the state from federal quar-
antine, the courts recently decided
that the state laws providing for state
quarantines are legal, and it is be-
lleved that the final work In Missis-
sippl will be successful during the
present year. ’

State-wide Law in Alabama.

As a result of the new state-wide
tick-eradication law in Alabama It is
hoped that the entire state will be re-
leased from federal quarantine by
next December. The law requires all
county commissioners’ courts in tick-
infested counties to provide means for
dipping and to require the dipping of
cattle every two weeks between April
1 and December 1.

Systematic work Is belng conducted
in 22 countles In Georgla, glving
ground for hope that these countles
will be released from quarantine at
the end of the dlpping season. The
state-wide law enacted by the Georgia
legislature at its 1918 session becomes
effective in December of this year, and
1920 may be the last year of the tick's
residence in that state.

In Florida it will be necessary to
conduct eradication work In units com-
posed of several counties, and for this
reason more time Is required to con-
struct dipplng vats and make arrange-

ments for systematic work. The people
of Florida, however, are alive to the
necessity for tick eradication, and the
state co-operation given to the federal
government makes it seem certain that
Florida, despite the great area still
under quarantine, will not be the last
Gtate inhabited by the tick.
